Different Kinds of Monsy in Circonla-
tion in the Unit:d States

There are ten aiffersnt kinds of
mepey in circulstion m the United
Ststes—npsmely, gold ocowns, stendard
silver dollare, subeidiary silver coine,
gold certiicates, treasury notes issusd
uvoder the st of July 14, 1890, United
Statea notee, (al30 called greenbuscks
and legal tanders,) pationsl bank notes,
and pickel snd ovrooze coins. Toese
torms of mooey are all availed as vir-
culation. Whiile they do not all possess
the fuil legal tender quality, esch kind
bas ruch stiributes ss to give it curreo-
cy. Tne status of esoh kiod is as follows:

Gold ecoin 18 legal Lender at its pomin-
al or face value for all debts, public and
private, when not below tue standard
waight and limit of tolerance prescribed
by law, and when below such stendard
and limit of tolerence it is legal tender
in proportion to its weight. Staodard
silver dollars sre legal tender at their
nomiosl or face value 10 payment of all
debte, public and private, without re-
gurd to the amount, except whers otbar-
wise expreesly stipulated in the con-
tract. Subsidiary siver is legal tender
for amounts sot excecding 210 1o any
one payment. Treasury pot:s of the
nst of July 14, 1890, are legal tender for
ali debts, public and private, excspl
when otherwise expresely stipuinted io
tho econtract. Unpited States notes are
legal tender for all dabts, publio and
private, except duties on imports abd ic-
terest on the publio d-bt, Gold cerufi
oatss, silver certificates and pational
vank ootes are mot legal teoder, bat
both classes of certificatea are receivable
tor all public dues, while patiorsl bank
notes are receivable for all public duee,
axcapt doties on 1mports, and may be
pa:d out by the goveroment for all zal-
aries nnd other debts and demands ow-
ing by the Ucited Siates to individuals,
oorporations and associations within the
United States, except interest oo the
public debt, sad in rademption of the
nations! currency. All national banks
ara required by law to receive the notes
of other national baoks at par. The
mioor coios of npickel and ocopper are
legsl tender to the extent of 25 cents,—
United States Treasury Circular.
