His raid in West
Tenncasow was tho most hrilliant of the cam-
paign, and was more diswitrous to Gen, Grant's
army, than eveey ofber move that han been
woade, At the time Forreet ontored West
Tennesseo, the enemy had full possession of all
W. Tennessve, Nosth Mississippi, to Coffoville,
and the Eentucky purchase with ah enémy re-
ported at from 80,000 to 120,000 woll d:P' d
and disciplined troops, strougly forfified at
Corinth, *mphis, Forl Pillow, Juckson, Boli-
* war, Trentow, Ieland No, 10, Hickman, Colum.
bus, Paducah and Fort Heiman,  Gen, Forreat
onterod West Tennessoe with loss than 2,000
offective men, and six picves of srtillery, and
sncesanively eaptured Lexington, Bpring Creck
Humpboldt, Trenton, Dyer, Rutherford, Konton,
Oeockett, Troy Btation, Unipu City, State Line,
f ‘Moscow, Mt Pelice, and Dreadon, killing,
wonnding and parsling wore than 2,000 federal
goldjern, and then retired in the fuce of an
enetmy five times as large ns his own, which he
encountered at Red Mound or Parker's Cross
" Roads, with a loss of lées than three hundred
men.  The Listory of that fight is very impor.
foctly understood. Geon, Forrest moved from
Dreslon, ou Mgnday worning tho 20th, in-the
direction: of Hunfingdon. Ilo arrived at
MeKenzio Station, on the Memplis, and Ohio
Ratlroad, and encamped. Shortly after, soouls
reported the enomy strongly posted at Boolh's
Mill, on the Huutingdunand 1"s# road, where
our picketa gkirmished with the esemy il
night, At 9 o'clock thpt night; the eommand
wal orderg move by the way of King's
bridgo, snd Wicseded in orossing the Hiver by
an early hour next mornjog, confinling his
uinroh by the way of MeLenoresville, aud en-
camnped on Tuesday night, at Mukea's Store,
four miles northwest of. Parkor's Cross Roads.
