Hendemon was a
printer here, and adds one mor o the many of the
emft who have testifiedd their patriotism with their
very life-blood.  The following letter was received
yesterday from Capt. Fairchild, addressed 1w a
friend of Lieut, I in this city :

Guerrilla Fight— Licutenant Henderson Killed.—

A desperato connn-x between Lieut. Col. Biscoe's
commund and o powerful force of nerrilleros oc-
ctirred on the evening of the 19th February, at

place ealled Matacondera, on the Orizaba rowd, in
which Lieut. Henderson, of the Louminna Volun-
teers, wan killed, e fell in a hand o hand con-
flict. *Four of the Georgin Dmgoons, who were
part of Col. Biscoe's command, were also killed,
und three men of the Loisiann Battalion wounded
The Ill'lﬂ"ﬂ!l'l having been driven from the field,
Col. Briscows command proceeded, unmolested, to

While hére, ’wn identity with Epps ap-
pmn 0 have been detected, and mformation lnIJu-
't was sent o Virginia,  Upon properevidetive

lhe Governor of that State made & requisition upon
the Governor of Texae, which was
to n suitahle person, who has, for some time 5
n on the search,  Epps, having soime intimation
of hin danger, left Austin last October, and it wis
not till very lately that his whereabouts wens dis-
covered, near the Falls of the Bz, The person
commissioned for that purpose was promptly fur-
Nished with authority by (m\ “unnl and succeed-
ed a few days ngo in wect l'.p;n, alius Judge
Shelby. He was brought m \u~un last Friduy,
and was lodged in jail, seoured in ions. T was
o leave Austin by the stage on the next day for
Houeton, and may be expecied in this city by the
next boat, on hix way to stand his trial under the
laws of Virginia.  Gov. Wood ix entitled to eredit
for the prompt assistance he hos rendered in appre-
hendlng this refugee from justice. Epps has his
family m:gmuuu and nearly one hundred negroes,
wtill ln Vicinity of Petenshirg.  The above in
formation hlu been given us by a mentlenan Jus

from Anstin.’

The person alluded 16 in the above arrived here
yesterday in the r'nlﬂn-l) of Major J. B. whn, of
Virginin. The prisoner, in haree of his enstoding,
left yestenday in the Mobile boat. The police, who
ure pretty good authorities upon such sulyjects, sate
that he is to be taken to Virginia in arder to be tried
on the charge of murder. The partienlars of this
cold-hlooded transaction our readens nre well awans
of.  The murder was committed in Virginia some
two years ago, and the whole conntry was at the
time aroused wmingt the culprit.  Epps is said 1o
be o man of fortune, and by means of hix wealth
may possibly escape from jostice.— Vem. They
way—that is, the police eny—that the Eppe men-
tioned in the above is not the original Epps.
