Every mail from the North, strengthens our sus-

picions that this miserable production of '"tng'te. j 

will lie ratified bv the ! iii ted States Senate. Ilia! | 

If rave and respectable body is about to sanction by 

its assen'. a flagrant violation of law . and to adopt 

as its own, the offspring of British cunning and 

Mexican presumption. The President of the Lnited 

States by sending the treaty to the Senate, and 

that body by consenting lo act upon it, have com­

promised their own dignity and that of the conn-

try. In the negotiation—if the proceedings can be 

called so which produced this precious document, 

the American government was not represented, for 
Mr. Trist, the moment his powers were withdraw n, 
from him by the President, became no other than a 
private citizen. Strictly speaking, he does not even 
stand in the position of an American citizen—lie is 
no more nor less than a Mexican agent. For there 
being no person concerned in the negotiations, em­
powered to represent the United States, there was 
evidently lint one party, anil that party was Mexico. 
Mr. Trist, a citizen of the 1 nited, was honored by 
the Mexican government with its confidence, and 
selected by it, as its agent or commissioner, lo pre­
sent the propositions which it had condescended to 

•make, to the government of the I "nited States. Mr. 
Trist, in accepting that office, has virtually re­
nounced his citizen.4up oi the 1 nited Slates and 
rendered himself a Mexican. 

But the act has been committed, and it only re­
mains for the Senate to reject the treaty, which we 
much fear it will not do. Let us now come to the 
treaty itself. One of its provisions stipulates the 
payment of the sum of §1:..000,0(X), " in considera­
tion" of the cession of New Mexico and the Cali­
fornias. We have always been of opinion that the 
war against Mexico was prosecuted with a view to 
indemnity. " Indemnity for the, past, and security 
for the future." Have we by this treaty obtained 
such indemnity '• It may lie said that the acquisi­
tion of the immense amount of territory ceded to 

about OUI) square miles, is ample indemni­
fication for all expenses we may have incurred by 
the war. But do we not pay for this territory ? Do 
we not give Sjl5,ÎXXt,000 for it ! And can that for 
w hich present payment in full is made be consider­
ed as indemnity for past losses ! It w ill doubtless 
be said that the territory is worth much more than 
the. sum w hich we pay for il ; but if we recollect 
aright, it is more than we gave for Louisiana, a 
country larger, if we remember rightly, than that, 
we now acquire. Admitting however that the in­
trinsic value of the territory is more than $15,000,-
000,—what does the treaty say '"In considera­
tion of the large cession of territory made, by the 
Republic of Mexico to the United States, the United 
Slates agree to pay to the Republic of Mexico, the 
sum of—." Nothing is here said of indemnity ; it is 
evident from the language of the treaty, that the 
Mexicans consider they are receiving a full con­
sideration ; that they are making a fair exchange. 
This is a full and perfect abandonment of any just 
claim to indemnity, and an acknowledgment thai 
the only object of the war was to force our antago­
nist to sell ascertain provinces which we have long 
coveted. We may chuckle over our good bargain, 
and congratulate ourselves upon our Yankee expert-
nessin overreaching our opponent, •but we canrn® 
conceal the fact that if this treaty be ratified, »e 
confess ourselves wrong in commencing, wrong in 
prosecuting, and only right in terminating the ®ar 
as speedily a« possible, and upon any terms. 

There is moreover a clause in the treaty, ©. !ii(9, 
must render it inoperative should that provision be 
retained. The United Slates guaranties that Mexi­
can grants of land in Texas, prior to ihe year 183f>, 
shall be respected. Whence does our government 
derive Ihe right to make any such guarantee® '£he 
lands of Texas, belong to Texas—she alone has 
jurisdiction over them. The United States does 
no! own a single acre in Ihe whole Commonwealth, 
and it does not possess the aonstitutional power to 
enforce the provision we have referred to, should 
Texas dissent. Texas herself life many limes re­
fused to recognize the old Mexican grants. Should 
the government of ihe United States now endeavor 
lo force that State, in opposition to her own will» 
to legalize those grants, it would be a palpable in­
fraction of the rights of a sovereign slate, and a 
violent assumption of power not. delegated, %'exno 
would, never consent lo such an invasio* «if her 
sovereignty, anil she would not stand alone® she 
w ould be supported by the sense of justice of all 
the other members of the confederacy ; and we can 
hardly persuade ourselves that the Senate of the 
United States will ratify a IreatyGonlaining a prin­
ciple so odious, and so evidently conflicting with 
the spirit of the Constitution. This whole project

JTU v.—The Paris Presse, of Jan. 30, publishes 
cheering news,from Naples. The revolutionary 
move ills ill Sicily were bearing their fruits'. I lie 
Gazette of the Two Sicilies, of Jan. 18 and l'J.pnh-
lidies five royal decrees countersigned by the .Mar­
quis of Pietracateila, President of the Council of 
Ministers. The first of these decrees concedes the 
following privileges to the Consultes of Naples and 
Sicily, instituted' 1^21 : 

1. The Consultes will give advice on laws and royal ordi­
nances ot general interest. 

2. They will share in every financial question, particularly 
the National Debt. etc. etc. 

3. They will lie ronsulted ia relation to commercial treaties, 
tariffs, ami the petitions of the provincial councils. The cor­
porations of Naples ami Sicily will administer their own at-
laiis miller the inspection of the Govern nient. The Consulta 
General is charged with the drafting of a law ni this sense 
ami based on the free choice of the Communal < 'ounciilors. 

The second decree establishes the mutual and 
absolute independence of the Kingdoms of Naples 
and Sicily, in every thing relating to the adminis­
tration of justice. OiÄri-s in Naples are t" be occu­
pied by Neapolitans, and in Sicily by Sicilians. 
The 'wo Kingdoms are to be administered inde­
pendently, am! the separation established by the de­
cree is tobe fui j y accomplished within £mr months. 

The third decree institutes a ( 'tmsulln extraordi­
nary, charged with aiding the King—a Council 
Cabinet, as it were—to be composed ol Neapolitans 
when the monarch resides at Naples, and ol Sicil­

ians when in Sicily. 
The fourth decree assigns the government of 

Sicily to the following persons : 
Lieutenant General, the Count d'Aqnila (the Kimr's bro­

ther); Auxiliary Minister, the I'riuce ot' Campo franco; 
Home Secretary, Foreign Secretary and Minister ot Com­
merce, Agriculture and Public Works, the linke ot Mon!al 
lia ; Director of Finance and Public Worship, U. Giuseppe 
Buongiardino ; Minister of Justice, 1>. Giovanni Cassini. 

The fifth decree eondedes to the Press the same 
liberty which it enjoys in the other Italian States. 

SPAIN.—The Madrid journals are filled with 
reflections on the news of the loss of the Spanish 
corvette l'Mu de Tiilbuo. w hich sometime since con­
veyed the new Governor General of the colony to 
Porto Rico. The loss must have taken place on 
her return voyage to Europe. The Militär F.spanol 

of January 2l)th regards the news as improbable. 
The duke of Victory. Esparfero, was still the ob­

ject, at, Madrid, of the people's congratulations. 
He had been welcomed by a great number of dis­
tinguished personages, among others, by General 
Fuîguosi. Captain General of Madrid : by Lieut. 
General Count d' Ezpeleta; by General Baron de 
Meer—by I lie French and Danish Ambassadors, 
and other diplomatists. All this would seem to 
foreshadow Espartero's return lo favor. We read, 
however, in the Furo an announcement, of a con­
trary nature. This journal intimates that Espartero 
had determined to leave Madrid and take up his 
abode at Logrono.

The d i--ea.se was of a serious nature, 
and had carried oil' many noted persons. Among 
the victims were I). Franciscode Burgos» an emi­
nent savant and literatenr, who was about comple* 
ting an edition of his works; the Marquis of 
Santiago; a son of the Marquis Casa Gaviria; I he 
Count of Santa Maria; the Marquis of Zambrano ; 
ihe priest Caldera, Vicar of Madrid»ami Generals 
Capaz and Isidor. 

On the night of the 19ih, were recommenced the 
O'ourl balls, which had been suspended on account 
of the death of the Princess Adelaide, sister to the 
King of the French.

"There was a terrible and most disastrous fire a$ 
enr City W harf last night. The steamers Hendrik 
Hudson, Trenton, and Circassian, and the Mays-
ville Wharf Boat, were all destroyed by the con­
flagration. Four lives were lost. The Hendrik 
Hudson had a full load for New é)rleans. The 
boat and entire cargo are lost." 

'Che Journal says: " liy the Fashion, we learn 
that Ihe fire broke out about 1 o'clock, night before 
last, and il w as not known whether it originated on 
the Hendrik Hudson or on the Circassian. The 
Hudson was bound for New Orleans, and was 
loaded about two-thirds; the Circassian was a 
Maysville packet, and had little or no freight on 
board ; the Trenton had been refitting and had just, 
dropped down to tlie landing to resume business. 
.All three of the boats were burned to the water's 
edge, and ihe hulls of the Hudson and Trenton 
sank. Their machinery is rendered useless.— 
Among Ihe persons missing is ihe Second Engineer 
of the Hudson." 

The Democrat has a dispatch which says, that 
the value of ihe three boats is estimated at siô.lKîll 
—Insured lor $28,(XX). The cargo of jhe Hendrik 
Hudson is said to have been w ort h §20,000. 

OHIO RIVER.—At Pittsburg. March 1.7 ?. it., 
there were five feel water in the channel, and fail­
ing. At Louisville, same date, live feet, and fall­
ing. At Cincinnati, same date, the river had 
fallen two feet. 

KT" The Buffalo Express of the 22<1 ult.. states 
that the ice has passed out of the harbor, and all is 
free for the resumption of navigation. The Lake 
is as clear of ice as in July. A strong w ind from 
the south-west had been blowing for several davs, 
and no ice had made it* appearance, which is good 
evidence that there has been none of consequence 
above.

Mr. Collins, the inimitable Irish comedian and 
accomplished vocalist, will give an entertainment 
this evening at the Armory Hall.

ADDITION TO THE NEW ORLEANS AND LIVER ­

POOL M \ITINF..—We get the following from the N. 
Y. Tribune of the 28th ult. There seems to lie no 
doubt about the lnited States as a quick and sub­
stantial steamship : "The ocean steamer United 
States just completed by W. II. Webb, of this city, 
and intended to pl.v between New Orleans and 
Liverpool, made her first trial-trip Saturday morn­
ing. Leaving Seoor's Wharf, foot of Ninth street 
at aliout half-past nine, she reached Fort W il'.iam. 
Governor's Island, in twelve minutes, Fort Dia­
mond in thirty-four minutes more, anil in forty-lour 
minutes more was at Sandy ITook, about eighti n 
miles from Fort William, a distance which was 
performed in one hour and eighteen minutes, with­
out any extraordinary exertions. In returning she 
met the Ilibemia at Quarantine, rounded under 
her quarter, and running out seven miles, beat the 
Ilibemia one mile in the distance. She had 1000 
tons of coal on board, a quantity sufficient to carry 
her through two trial trips and a passage across the 
Atlantic. The United Slates is a magnificent ship 
of about 2300 tons burden, and during this trip 
her machinery worked most admirably. Her en­
gines are from the manufactory of Messrs. Seeor 
& Co. We understand her first trip across the 
Atlantic will be from this port lo Liverpool, and 
that she will sail in about two weeks."
