DAILY CRESCENT. 
Tiie Mexican Treaty. 

Interesting Account of the Treaty with Mexico—its 
Negotiation—and Matters Antecedent to it. 

The Philadelphia North American, of the 29th 
ult., has an interesting Washington letter, involving 
matters of so much itoporlance at the.se times, that 
we coDV it entire : 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28,1848. ^ 
Tlie President's message to the Senate, communi-

r'atinç ihe treaty and the accompanying documents, 
is brief and pertinent. For once, he eschews elab­
oration and comes to the point, because the subject 
is a fender one. He tells his constitutional advisers 
that lie did not anticipate a negotiation on the part 
of Mr. Trist, whose, authority was revoked, but " he 
has .done so," and, therefore, he adopts it. This 
preface, ami a recommendation that tlie Senate do 
not ratify the tenth article of the treaty, with his 
reasons ior the çame, make up the sum total of the 
message: 

The tenth article was principally the subject of 
my last letter, but I recur to it again, for sufficient 
reasons. It provides that all impresario or colonizing 
grants made by Mexico in Texas prior to the 3d of 
March, 1836. shall be guarantied and confirmed by 
the United States, and that where the qualification 
of occupation exists, which was prevented by the 
difficulties between Texas and Mexico, that the 
period assigned for the exchange of ratifications 
shall be allowed the gftinters for initiating set­
tlement. 

This provision extends also to grants made in the 
ceded territory anterior to 13th of May, 1846. 

The President draws what appears, to my view, 
to lie a just distinction between the two cases. In 
that of Texas, he contend* that she became annexed 
to the United States as an independent Government; 
and, therefore, that, as a State of the confederacy, 
her public lands are subject to her own disposal. 
The General Government has no right to interfere, 
if these litigated claims existed, involving the in-
terests of third parties, they should have been ad­
justed with Texas, as a nation—they cannot be 
through the agency of ihe United States. 

In tlie other case, the territory to be acquired is 
reded under certain limitations, and it is our pro-
vim e to accept or to decline them. The guaranty 
is a useless appendage, because in the other two 
cases of the acquisition of territory, the Supreme 
Court and the public authorities liavv always recog­
nized valid grants of land and confirmed them. If 
any one principle of public policy is settled firmly, 
it is, that the General Government has no power to 
interpose between the sovereignty of « Slate and 
its domain. 

From the objections ofthe President, as well as 
from the embarrassment of pledging the Govern­
ment to a contract which it cannot execute, I am 
inclined to believe, this exceptionable article will 
be expunged, and the treaty returned to Mexico 
thus amended. Or perhaps a more politic course 
may be pursued, and the treaty be ratified, with a 
resolution of reservation. I hat unless Mexico, after 
a full understanding of the difficulties, shall volun­
tarily recede from this embarrassing feature, the 
ratification shall be null and void. The President 
declares in his message, that Mr. Trist had no au 
thorityin any of his instructions for the insertion of 
such an article, and my understanding of them fully 
warrants this declaration. 

In his letter to Mr. Buchanan, communicating 
the treaty, Mr. Trist does not seem to apprehend 
such a contingency as the erasure of any of its pro­
visions. He mereW expresses the belief that when 
the members are elected from Puebla and Vera 
Cruz, the treaty, as it stands, will lie ratified by a 
" decided majority" of the Mexican Congress. 

The message and accompanying papers make up 
a very respectable public document in dimensions. 
It contains ihe instructions to Mr. Slidell, and the 
different instructions to Mr. Trist, as the cirenm-
stances altered or the battles progressed. From Mr. 
Trist himself there is but a lean account. One letter 
to a " confidential friend" in Querétaro, whose 
name is suppressed, upon which this last negotia« 
tion was predicated—one to Mr. Buchanan in an­
swer to his second recall, and the last note accom­
panying the treaty, in which he promises an exten­
ded account ofthe correspondence connected with 
each article, and which he had " not time to copy 
or to have copied" before the startftig of the courier, 
but which is to be transmitted bv the next train or 
opportunity. Iiis laudation of Mr. Freaner, (Mus­
tang,) however well deserved, is the most extrava­
gant production I ever saw. So too with all his 
correspondence—there is an effort at high sounding 
phrases, and a parade of formidable sentences that 
must have lieen vastly amusing to the diplomatic 
ears and eyes at Querétaro. Our Ambassador is 
truly an extraordinary one, and is most certainly a 
little damaged in the upper story, as the public will 
see ere long. 

The original instructions to Mr. Slidell, and in­
cluded in those to Mr. Trist, which, as 1 have re­
marked, were varied from time to time, authorized 
him to negotiate for the acquisition of Upper and 
Lower California and iNew Mexico, with the privi­
lege of the right of way across the Isthmus of Te-
huantepec, for thirty millions of dollars ; for Upper 
California, New Mexico, and this vast right, twenty-
live millions; for I pper California and New Mex­
ico, without the right, twenty millions ; the bound­
ary of the Rio Grande being included in each of 
these acquisitions. There was also instruction,.if 
better could not be done, to negotiate for the Rio 
Grande to its head waters, for a consideration of 
live millions. 

In those days, the Administration had great anx­
iety for peace—much more so than their policy of 
late has indicated ; for Mr. Trist was authorized to 
contract with any sort of^î Government that he 
could find. The frequency of a revolution is as­
signed as the cause for this course. 3Ir. Buchanan 
instructed him, in so many words, if the Constitu­
tion of 1834 is subverted, and the Government 
seized by a military Dictator, that he is authorized 
to receive and recognize his signature to the treaty 
fts the act of the proper authority. 

It appears from the. papers that after every battle 
there was some new attempt made at negotiation. 
Shortly subsequent to the instalment of the army in 
the capital, Mr. Trist, on the 20th of SeptembeT, 
resumed a correspondence, previously interrupted, 
with the Secretary of Foreign Affairs, for the ap­
pointment. of a Commission. Oil the 31st of Octo­
ber, M. De La Rosa w rites to 31 r. Trist that, with 
every desire for peace, he doubts if any good results 
can be accomplished. Oil the 22d of November, 
M. Pena y Pena, then Secretary of Foreign Affairs, 
reviews the past proceedings and correspondence 
with M. De La l|"->sa, in reference to the appoint­
ment of Commissioners, and states that M. Herrera 
and another, who ha^ previously been engaged in 
fruitless efforts at negotiation could not act—one on 
account of sickness, and the other for some equally 
urgent reason. He, however, names their substi­
tutes, and apprises Mr. Trist that, as they live at 
considerable distances, it will require some time to 
assemble them. On the 25th of November, Mr. 
Trist notifies M. Pepa y Pena of the revocation of 
his authority as Commissioner, and of his purpose 
to return to the United States. He regrets that his 
efforts have been in vain, but indicates that any 
communication containing overtures for peace may 
be addressed to him or to Gen. Scott, and that they 
will be submitted to the Government at Washington. 

On the 27th of November, Mr. Trist writes to 
Mr. Buchanan, in answer to his last letter of recall, 
(for there were two, one on the 6th of October, af­
ter the publication of the proceedings at Tacubaya, 
in the Vera Cruz papers, and the other on the 21st 
of the same month.) in which he broadly informs 
Ihe Secretary, that at some future time he may find 
leisure to review the President's opinion as to his 
conduct, in agreeing to refer tlie Mexican proposi­
tion of the boundary of the Nueces to his Govern­
ment, and that he had yet to learn that the mere 
reference Was in any way a criminal proceeding. 
He disclaims all personal sensibility upon the sub­
ject. but still argues his point lustily, as a man who 
fell more than lie expressed, free as is his language. 
This note is a feature in the history ol diplomacy, 
and for its farcical consequence and disdain pf Ex­
ecutive interference, is unsurpassed in cool compla­
cency. Say what the world may, Mr. THst has 
made a name for himself, of one kind or another. 

He cftjse.s on paper with a long letter to Mr. —, 
the mysterious gentleman at %iéretero. He begins 
by telling lum, that had any seer predicted the 
course upon which he had then resolved, he would 
liave ridiculed kim «s « impostor, lie goes on, 

evidently in answer to a letter from the " mysteri­
ous gentleman," to say, that many of the difficul­
ties which had previously interposed themselves to 
a peace, had been gradually fading away for two 
weeks, and though w ithout authority, he would as­
sume the responsibility of a negotiation. " I am 
resolved (says he) to carry home a treaty, if the 
government is strong enough to make it." After 
enumerating the advantages on both sides, and the 
difficulties of his own position, he uses this re­
markable expression—" I am fully persuaded that 
its terms (alluding to his former projet) would not 
by any means be acceptable to the views now en­
tertained by my government." Nor would he pro­
pose them had he been invested with discretionary 
power. But he will make one last jjfibrt, " Now or 
never." He had no new instructions—no secret 
information from any source in Washington. He 
was acting upon his own sense of duty. 

This letter led to the meeting of the Commission­
ers at Guadalupe, nine miles from the City of Mex­
ico, and to the signing of the Treaty on the 2d of 
this month, from whence it was despatched in an 
hour after, by Mr. Freaner. So much for the 
present.. — 

Northern Speculations on the Trist Treaty. 
We copy the following abstract of opinions, etc., 

from the New York Globe of the 29th ult. : 

THE TREATY ONCE MORE .—The Philadelphia 
Spirit of the Times has the following remarks in 
relation to the Treaty : 

Notwithstanding all the talk abont the opposition in the 
fceuale lo the Treatyof Peace, we have reason to believe that 
only seven Senators will go decidedly against it. 

I lie I resident has very wisely recommended certain modi­
fications ot the projet that will much gratify the public. The 
original projet, guarded entirely too much the interests of cer­
tain oilier nations at our expense. This eflect will promptly 
be remedied. 

\Ve take the liberty to predict that we are on the eve of a 
peace. The Treaty, itself, will be a satisfactory one as a. 
whole—it will be calculated lo reflect great credit upon the 
President, and at the same time show how unscrupulously 
the opposition have misrepresented him all along upon the 
subject. 

The Treaty and accompanying documents have 
been printed, and probably were laid belore Ihe 
Senate yesterday. It seems to he generally con­
ceded lliat liiere is one article in the Treaty that 
will excite strong op|msition. All grants of land in 
Texas made to British subjects by Mexico prior to 
the Texan Revolution shall be confirmed by the. 
Treaty. It is said that these grants include some® 
of th? richest lands in the State, and tliat this 
clause of the Treaty will be powerfully opposed by 
the two Senators from Texas. If there is such an 
article in the Treaty, and these grants are exten­
sive, that clause ought not to be ratified. 

lu two of our city papers yesterday—the Post and 
the Tribune—it was intended that the ratification 
should depend upon the validity of the grants ; that 
if they were valid, the Courts of the Union would 
confirm them, no matter what the Treaty contained 
respecting them. The Post remarks as follows : 

Those grants of land by the Mexieen Government are said, 
to embrace tracts of very large extent. The two Senators 
from Texas are said to make the article concerning them a. 
strong ground of opposition to the treaty; and other mem­
bers are somewhat startled by it. Under what circumstan­
ces these lands were granted, and what is the justice of re­
cognizing them on the part of our Government, we are not 
informed. If, on investigation, it should appear that the ti­
tle to those lands was fairly in the authority which conveyed 
them, the validity ofthe grants should be allowed, no matter 
what, might be their extent, or whether there be a treaty to 
that eflect or not—if. on the other hand, the grants were a 
fraud, the Mexican Government should not be permitted to 
throw Ihe consequences of it upon us. 

The Tribune has the following remarks : 
Tn the first place, the Texan Senators, who ardently desire 

the acquisition of all the Mexican territory this side of tlie 
Sierra Madre at least, will strenuously resist the treaty, basing 
their opposition ou a clause therein which guarantees the 
Mexican land-titles and grants in the ceiled territory. [This 
is a very absurd pretext by the way; for the If. S. Courts 
would sustain and enforce all these titles, even though 
nothing were said of them ill the treaty.] 

We are not prepared to endorse this view of the 
case. Such a recognition by our Courts of the va­
lidity of these grants might take place. We see 
what difficulty we have in consequence of having 
recognized the validity of grants of land in our own 
State, made by a foreign power, prior to the Revo­
lutionary war. The Van Rensselaer grant, and 
others, should be a warning to all who favor the 
recognition in such cases. In the first Constitution 
of our State, these grants were recognized in a pro­
vision something like, the following: " All grants 
of land made hy any foreign king, prince, or poten­
tate, prior to 1776, shall be valid, and all subse­
quent grants shall be void." All subsequent chan­
ges in our Constitution leave this clause untouched. 
The anti-Republican nature of all such grants—the 
evils they inevitably lead to in after times—should 
admonish us against future recognition of tlis va­
lidity of such grants. What we. have seen for the 
last, ten years in Albany, Columbia, Schoharie, and 
Rensselaer counties in this State, ought to convince 
us all that such grants are destructive to public 
order, morals, and happiness. 

If there is such a clause as spoken of in the treaty, 
it should never have our vote, had we the privilege 
of voting on the question. National law, no doubt, 
would favor their recognition, if they were not 
fraudulently made, and were made prior to the de­
claration of the independence of Texas. But the 
law in this case is far behind the spirit of the age. 
A justcr sentiment now prevails on questions of this 
nature. . 

Mexico will not refuse to ratify the treaty, with 
this article stricken out. She has lost all means of 
effectual resistance, and we hope this clause may be 
expurgated by the Senate. The correspondent of 
the Philadelphia North American has the-following 
surmises, which may not be uninteresting among 
the numerous reports now afloat : 

But. there is some ground of fear in another quarter. Th« 
Treaty was brought about mainly through the agency of the 
liritish charge d'affaires. Mr. Mackintosh, the consul, and 
the foreign merchants, were the instruments of his ability am! 
skill. They merely moved the pieces, while he directed the 
game. The British legation was never induced to play this 
active part without a sufficient motive and withoot instruc­
tions from Lord I'almerston. What is more likely than that 
the security of these grants was the secret of this disinterested 
meditation. There has lieen too much effort, and labor be­
stowed by the agents of Great Britain, to have no considera­
tion at the bottom. 

Well, if the treaty is returned without Ihe article confirm­
ing the British titles in Texas, will the diplomatic representa­
tive of thai. Government cooperate with the same zeal in 
having it ratified ! To Mexico the question is one of no par­
ticular importance, for it must lie indifferent to her by whom 
the lands of Texas are owned or occupied. 

If the agent of the Rothschilds has advanced two million» 
to the Government, at Clueretaro, as is reported, it must give 
another sliaiie to British influence in Mexico, and some ar­
rangement may be effected, by which these grants, shonkl 
they be refused by our Senate, may lie accommodated be­
tween Mexico and Great Britain. 

The Treaty provides foran exchange of ratifications within 
four months, and that an armistice shall continue until ne-
i otiatious are closed. A rejection of the projet on either 
side, would terminate the armistice. , 

There is what is called a secret article in the Treaty, which 
provides that the exchange of ratifications may be extended 
to eight months. This seems to contemplate the probability 
of farther correspondence, at the amendment of the projet 
on our side—at all events, the provision was a wise one. 

ANOTHER VIEW OF THE AFFAIR AT CARAC-
CAS.—1The Baltimore Sun of the 29th ult., has a 
letter giving a different version of the Caraccas 
affair. It says: 

The following letter has been handed us by a 
gentleman who was present at Caraccas, and was 
an eye-witness to the drama that occurred there on 
the 24th Jan.; the view he takes_of which is fully 
sustained by an article in the New York Journal 
of Commerce, which paper is perhaps more con­
versant with South American affairs than any other 
journal in the country : 

Messrs. Editors.—My attention has been di­
rected "to an article in your [iaper in relation to the 
affairs of the Rtipublic of Venezuela. Having left 
Caraccas, the seat of Government, on the 2d of 
February, and having been present at the scene of 
which such a glowing account has been presented 
in the different journals, I deem it my duty to set 
the public right in relation to the matter. 

There are two parties in Venezuela called the 
" Oiigarquist " and " Liberals," the former com­
pose an exceeding small minority, numbering not 
perhaps in the whole country over three to five 
thousand, in a population of upwards of a million, 
but being principally confined to the wealthy, they 
have had it in their power to keep possession ol the 
Government for the past ten years ; during which 
period many and flagrant abuses have crept in, 
scarcely one of the officers appointed by them but 
is a defaulter to the Government of thousands , 
the officers of the custom-houses, and m fact all 
those from whom money is received, proving deti-
cient. when their accounts came to be examinert. 
Peculation was the order of the day. The people 
seeing this, and feeling but too sensibly that
