The Trist Treaty.

All really important events are brought about
more by e operation of slow and constant forces
than by these suddenand violent actions wiich
frequently appesr o produce consequences ‘.u-rl,
disproportioned to the ordinary effecis of sunilar
causes. Minds more acute and inquisitive than
they are broad and powerful, fall into the mistake
of mttributing great events to small causes, and are
fond of tracing changes in Government and religion
10 the outraged feelings of an insulted hushand, or
the angry disappointment of an Augustin monk.
But it is not in speculations founded on such narrow
principles that we are 1o look for the great _L'.('ll"ﬂ_ll
laws by which the moral and intellectunl world is
governed.  The force of man's will—the power of
his intellect, make him feel that his destiny s not
dependent on slight and trivial circumstances—that
he ix not the frail and feeble nautilus whose tiny
sail is spread only when the sea smooth and the
breezes geutle, whose shell i tossed about, the
sport of winds and waves, hut rather the mighty
oevan-steamer, propelled by an unvarying agent,
aned guided by the compass and the rudder.

g for the causes of past events, anid

In search
endeavoring o dedues therefrom the probahilities
of the futare, we should not ook so much to the
acts of legislntors and diplomatints us to those almost
anperceived but yet irresistible influences which
determine the opinions of the masses of mankind.
And from all that we know of the past, and from
all that we have thyught of the future, we can only
arrive at one conclusion in regand 1o the nltimare
termination of our difficulties with Mexico. Ameri-
wmtors and Presidents, and President-Com-
missioners may, hy & temporary co-operation with
Mexican Congresses and  Mexican Commissioners.
put off for a time the completion of what must
necessarily happen—they may cry™ pence ! peace !
when there i no peace ;'* and to delude the people
with the idea that they have really accomplished
what they so loudly profess to have done.  But the
delusion will soon pass away, aud Americans and
Mexicans will find themselves face to face with a
fart which they cannot conceal. and whose conse-
qnences they eannot avert.  They will see that a
preatee between the United States and Mexico is im-
possible ; and it needs no great learning or wise re-
flection wo pereeive. that when such a relation existx
between States, the weaker must yvield to and bes
come incorporated with the stronger.

We say they will see that o pence between this
country and Mexico is impossible. There may be
a troee, but there eannot be a permanent and lasting
peace.  Two very good reasons lead ns to this con-
clusion. A great difference exists between the two
nations as to the terms of treaty—one expecting &
considerable _eession of territory, and the other
nlmost dying with anger at the mere mention of
giving upan inch of land it has been accustonwed
to eall it own,  Added w this canse of diffieulty,
therse is one greater and still more insuperable. There
ix no sueh thing as a Government in Mexico ; and
it is as clear as any proposition in geometry, that
nothing hort of a miraele, or foreign interposition,
can bring about the -establishment of onder and
organization among a people so separated and ex-
hausted as the Mexicans now ave. Lot the legisla-
tors who call themeelves the representatives of the
Mexican people, look around their hall at Querétaro,
and see if it is not written on the walls, as clearly
as at Belshazzar's feast—** Mene, Mene, Tekel,
Upharsin!” Without a Daniel, they can surely
read the interpretation thereof. * Mene :” God hath
numbered thy kingdom and finished it.  * Tekel ;"
Thou art weighed in the balances, and art found
wanting. “ Peres:" Thy kingdom is divided, and
given to the Medes and Persians, Truly, Mexico
has been weighed in the balances, and found want-
ing. For twenty-five years, she has been trying to
maintain a place among the nations of the carth,
For twenty-five years, other nations have horne
with her wrong«doings and short-comings, During
this period, she has been left almost entirely to her.
self; and if revolutionary experience could teaclh
wisdom. she onght to have leamed it Statesmon
after statestinn—Genernl after Genernl—Congress
after Congress, has been placed ot e head of
Mexican affuirs ; and the country hias gronned sues
cessively under the rule of ther all.  Her sufferings
have tanght her nothing ; or. if they have incul-
cated lessons of government, they have waken away
the strength necessary for putting them in practice.
New she lies prostraw and helpless at the feet of &
neighboring nation, betwer skilled than hersel{ in
the scivnce of government.  Is there but one Wiy
by which the unfortimate people of Mexico can be
reclaimed from anarchy and semi-barbarisin? The
only conclusion we can see, is in the words of the
prophet, Peres: “Thy kingdom s divided, and
given to the Medes and Persinns,'”

The Trist treaty may be a very good thing in
ite wuy—a very good picce of diplomacy, for ex-
ample—as almost all diplomacy is intended for
delay.
