Louisiana Legislature. 

SENATE—Thursday, "March 16—There were no 
new bills presented in the Senate yesterday, nor 
did any come up which have not previously teen 
noticed. A large number of bills and resolutions 
were passed, and amendments concurred m, and at 
8 p. M. the Senate adjourned s me die. 

HOUSE.—The House met pursuant to adjourn­

ment, Mr. Moïse in the Chair. 
The House took up the bill providing for the pay­

ment of the contingent expenses of the House of 
Representatives, for newspapers, clerk hire, etc., 

which was passed. 
Mr. Larue offered the following resolutions, 

which were unanimously adopted, accompanying 
them with the subjoined remarks : 

Resolved. That the thanks of this House are due. and 
they are hereby tendered to the lion. I RKSTON W. t ARRAH, 
the Speaker thereof, for the diligence which he hdS shown in 
the despatch of the public business, for the impartiality which 
ha< characterized his conduct and his decisions, and lor ttie 
uriiform courtesy and dignity with which he has presided 
over our deliberations. . . • 

Hesutred, Thai he bears with him in his; return lo pmate 
life our warmest wishes for his personal welfare and continued 
success in every laudable undertaking. 

Mr. Speaker—The resolution which I have just 
offered for the consideration of the House, is not 
intended as a mere empty and formal compliment, 
but as a mark of desqjved respect to a meritorious 
public officer. I am young, sir, in the business of 
practical legislation, and I have learned much with­
in the last sixty days, and among the lessons which 
I have learned, one of the most useful is, that gen­
tlemen of very opposite political opinions, may even 
in times of high liarty excitement like the present, 
assemble together and deliberate and decide on 
questions of the first importance to the welfare of 
the body politic, without any marked exhibition of 
personal feeling, or any manifestation of party bit­
terness. The small cloud which oliscured the 
brightness of our dawning day has been happily 
dissipated, leaving behind no more disastrous con­
sequences than a wearied committee and an 
amusing report. The party politician has by gen­
eral consent been dropped in the character of the 
legislator, and we have endeavored, if not always 
with wisdom, at least with diligence and sincerity, 
to discharge the important obligations imposed upon 
us. This state of good feeling has been, in no 
small degree,produced by the manner in which du­
ties of the Speakership have lieen performed by the 
gentleman selected to preside over our deliberations, 
and I desire, on iny part, though I did not contri­
bute to his election, to express, with frankness, that 
approbation which I lielieve his conduct has de­

served. 
A message was received from the Senate an­

nouncing that that body had concurred in several 
bills from the House, and requesting the concur­
rence of the House w ith several bills originating in 

the Senate. 
The Senate bill to facilitate the liquidation of 

the affairs of the Union Bank was taken up and 

read once. 
The Committee of Conference appointed upon 

the internal improvement bills, reported that the 
Senate should recede from several of its amend­
ments, and the House from a portion of its amend­
ments. The report was adopted. 

Several bills were taken up and read once. 
Mr. Bodin, from the Committee on Finance, re­

ported a special appropriation bill, which was 

passed. 
A resolution was offered requiring Messrs. Myles 

and Baldwin to pay the Clerks of the 1 louse for 
attendance upon the Myles Committee. The Chair 
having decided that the motion was out of order, 
after some debate it was withdrawn. 

The bill t® regulate the salaries of certain officers 
of the State was taken up and passed. 

A resolution providing for the liquidation of the 
affairs of the Clinton and Port Hudson Railroad, 
was taken up and passed. 

A resolution complimentary to Mr. I'ilié, for the 
faithful and impartial manner in which he had dis­
charged the duties of Chairman of the Myles Com­
mittee, was offered and adopted. Mr. Pilié re­
turned thanks in a few appropriate remarks. 

À vote of thanks was then passed to Mr. Cuvil-
lier, Chief Clerk, and to Mr. Layet, Assistant Clerk 
of the House, for the faithful discharge of their 
duties. 

A number of resolutions granting additional com­
pensation to divers officers of the Ilotlse, in con­
sideration of extra services, was offered and 
adopted. 

The House was then thrown into some degree of 
excitement by the introduction of the following 
preamble and resolutions, by Mr. Wilder: 
Whereas, The constant usurpation of power not guarantied 

to liiui by law. ami overhearing, vindictive and arbitrary 
character of John McHenry, Judge of the 1st District 
Court of New Orleans, not only towards counsel that ap-
jiear liefore him, but also to juries, witnesses and the lier­
ions that appear More him, renders him unqualified for 
the high anu responsible duties» of the office of Judge, and 
lielieviug that such a course of procedure if not immedi­
ately checked will result in destroying our Judiciary, 
therefore— 
he it Resolved, By the House of Representatives, the 

Senate also consenting, that the Governor of the State be, 
and lie is hereby requested to remove from office John Mc­
Henry, Judge of the 1st District Court of New Orleans. 

After considerable discussion the resolution was 
laid upon the table subject to call. 

Several Senate amendments and bills were then 
concurred in—among the rest, one providing that 
the session should be extended to 8 o'clock. 

After some further unimportant business the 
House took a recess until half-past 3 o'clock. 

At 4 o'clock the House again assembled. 
Numerous relief bills were railed up and passed, 

when Mr. Calongne presented a resolution, which 
was unanimously adopted, granting unlimited leave 
of alwence to John McHenry, Judge of the F irst 
District Court of New Orleans. 

The House, after disposing of various local bills, 
appointed a Committee of three to wait upon the 
Governor and inform him that the House was 
about to adjourn, sine die. 

The Private Secretary of the Governor, Mr. 
Ledoux, informed the House that His Excellency 
had appended his signature to several acts.

A 
city whose " fame sits on a high hill " and attracts the confi­
dence and respect of the world, and on this flourishing com-
monvvealta reflects so much honor and glory, has, by those 
who are its natural guardians and who should have been its 
protector», been decreed unlit to even dispense its commonest 
no^pitalities to the representatives of the i>eople. And this 
Hall, in which so long the sons of Louisiana have counselled 
together on the dearest interests of the State, shall resound 
no more with their eloquent voices, or be graced by their 
presence beneath these panelled ceilings, ami around these 
clustered columns other and meaner occupations will hereaf­

ter retreat. 
Perhaps it has been aptly though fortuitously ordained that 

the last Speaker in this Chair should himself be a citizen of 
New Orleans, and that he should surrender to the iron will of 
the Convention the keys of the old Capitol

The Contempt of Court. 

At an early hour yesterd fty morning the First 
District Court was crowded with spectators, as it 
was understood that Judge McHenry was to deliver 
his opinion concerning the contempt of Court al-
ledged to have lieen committed by Mr. Soulé the 
day before, and to which reference has already 
been made. The Court delivered its opinion upon 
the case in substance as follows : 

The Court remarked that it had not the slightest ditficutly 
in interpreting the offensive expressions of Mr. Soule. but it 
had had some doubts in regard to the statute. During the 
examination of the witness, Carter, on the trial of Manly, 
the day In-lore, the counsel for the prisoner had ojbected to 
the answering of certain questions put to witness, on the 
ground that the evidence would be merely hear-say. The 
objections urged by the prisoner's counsel were answered by 
the Attorney General, and the Court decided that the ques-
tion might be put, provided it was afterwards ascertained 
whether witness had any knowledge of the fact. The deci. 
«ion of the Court virtually sustained the objection of the 
counsel for the defendant, and the Court had hoped that its 
decision would have lieen satisfactory. A bill of exceptions 
was. however, taken by the counsel, which bill of exceptions 
did not state the facts as they had occurred. In thus mis­
stating the facts, the counsel had not conformed with his 
duty. The bill of exceptions did not state the whole matter. 
Witness afterwards admitted that he possessed 110 knowledge 
of the fact, which admission at once cut short his testimony. 
When this occurred, the Court remarked that the bill of ex-
ception« was unnecessary—that in going to the Court above 
it would place this Court in a false position—and the Court, 
therefore, ordered the Clerk not to file or sign the bill of ex­
ceptions. Was the Court in error in ordering the bill not to 
be signed 1 The Court considers that it lias a perfect right 
to make such an order. What did the bill of exceptions con­
tain f By the decision, the evidence objected to had been 
excluded, and the Court would ask every impartial lawyer if 
it had not a right to act as it did Î Notwithstanding the de­
cision of theCourt, the counsel for the accused insisted upon 
arguiug the question. The Court informed the counsel that 
its decision had already been given, and ordered Mr. Souié 
to take his seat. Mr. Soule having refused to comply w ith 
this order, the Court deemed it necessary to interpose the 
police regulations of the Court in orde r to enforce compli­

There \ 
is no insult more gross than to attempt to browbeat and look 1 
H person down, excepting laying violent hands upon him. 
This Court never would do such a thing, but it is its duty to 
protect itself against any insult which may lie offered to it. 

The Counsel for prisoner in afterwards addressing the jury, 
in the course of his remarks spoke to the jury concerning the 
incident which had occurred between himself and the Court. 
The Court told Counsel that it was improper to discuss the 
matter with the jury. Mr. Soulé said that he intended to 
leave the subject, but. the Court soon discovered that such 
was not his intention. The Court then propounded the fol­
lowing questions: 
" Did you intend by your remarks, when the Court in­

formed you that it was not necessary to discuss the matter 
with the jury, any disrespect to the Court ?" 

Answer*—" My language is clear and explicit. The 
words I made use of to the iury are the candid expression of 
my sentiments. I have nothing to retract, and I reiterate the 
charge, that no gentleman can do justice to his client under 
the existing state of things in this Court." 

It would seem that the Counsel has become so great iti his 
own estimation, that he considers the Court has 110 power to 
defend itself against any insults he may offer to it. It is 
true that the Court has no press at its command to make 
ersparte statements, etc., and it must therefore rely upon its 
own sen»e of right to protect itself. The Court, afterwards 
asked Mr. Soul«; this question: " Were your remarks made 
with référencé to the Court, ?" 

Answer.—" The remarks were made by me in order that 
it might lie known how members of the bar are treated in 
this Court." 

It ha- lieen stated that more occurrences of this kind take 
place in this Court than in any other. It is true, that in one 
or two instances, the Court has found it necessary to punish 
mem I M?rs of Hie bar for contempt*; but it was done through 
110 unkind feeling, but to vindicate the rights and honor of 
the Court. Tlwre are more causes of excitement existing in 1 
this Court than iu any other. In other Courts, matters of ! 
dollars and cents are decided; here life, liberty, etc. j 

The Court here continued with some remarks, vindicating I 
its character, et<\. ami denied that it had ever treated any 
meml»erof the bar in an nngentlemanly manner. '* It is j 
unfounded, unjustifiable and malicious calumny." Mr. | 
l'ierre Sonic should review his acts in this Court, and reflect. ; 
whether he has always treated it with respect and decorum, j 
Iu the words of Blackstone, it would be unhappy for a pris- ; 
oner to entrust his cause in stich hands. 

The Court considers conternot of Court a crime, and there- I 
fore reouired the opinionTof the Attorney (Jeneral : but the 
Court lias relieved the Attorney General from giving his ! 
opinion, and will assume all the responsibility of its acts. i 

It will treat Mr. Soule in precisely the same manner ,1» it j 
would any other person ; for no mendier of the liar, from the ' 
highest to the lowest, from the humblest to the mo«t exalted, 
has ever treated this Court with such uniform disrespect a* . 
Mr. Pierre Soule—no. not one ! 

The Supreme Court, in theca»eof the State vs. Soulé, has I 
decided what should be the mode of proceeding. 

The Court then went 011 to give the law upon the ! 
subject of contempts of Court, quoting Blackstone. 
the Civil Code, etc., and remarked— 

That not having the public press at its command, the Court 
must appeal to its own conscience to support it. The Court 
was of opinion that two contempts had been committed— 
first, in refusing to sit, &c., and secondly, by the use of offen­
sive remark?. The Court cannot express any regret at the 
unpleasant duty it is about to perform; it has unpleasant 
duties every day : and therefore sentence Mr. Pierre Soule, 
for contempt of Court, to twenty-four hour's imprisonment 
and one hundred dollar?, tine, and to be imprisoned until the 
fine be paid—the Court being willing to consider that only 
one contempt has been committed. 

After the conclusion of Judge McIIenry's re­
marks, Mr. Sonic arose and attempted to speak, but 
was ordered by the Judge to take his seat. 

Mr. Soult'—4i It is the first time that a man has 
been condemned without a hearing. I should have 
had much to say.* 

Court—" Will Mr. Soulé take his seat ?" 
Mr. Soult—" I shall go to the Sheriff, and there 

will l>e no necessity for my taking my seat." 
Mr. Suulé then delivered himself to the Sheriff, 

and was conducted out of Court.
