DISTRESSING ACCIDENT. 

Drowning of Major Willard, and Mr. R. G. Lines. 

Major Willard and -Mr. R. G. Lines, (a native, 
as we are informed, of Tltica, N. V.) had been sent 
to examine the çonditïwii of the telegraphic wires 
between this city and the route which passes near 
the Rigolettes. Thest? gentlemen had gone along 
the line from this city, and proceeded a considera­
ble distance on their mission. They left Fort W ood 
w ith an experienced boatman to guide the helm, for 
Fort Pike- which was about twelve miles distant. 
From the evidence brought to hea r in the matter, it. 
seems, that Mr. Lines, finding «Jiat as he was going 
out of the bavou. that it would lie more comforta­
ble for him to change his seat, endeavored to step 
across the seats of the pirogue, and by this motion, 
i, was upset. Immediately alt* ihe skiff had over­
turned. the parties who had been in her. viz: Ma­
jor Willard, .Mr. Lines, and Thomas Downing, the 
jierson w ho rowed the boat, endeavored again to get 
onboard. Downing states that he twice brought 
them whilst they were struggling in the water to 
the boat, whilst it laid bottom upwards, but owing 
to its smooth, round sides, they w ere unable to hold 
on to it, and after repeated efforts, they sank to 
"rise in life no more!" Downing describes the 
scene as an awful one. He saw Iiis companions 
one by one sink into their watery graves, whilst he 
with his hands upon the bottom of the upturned 
boat. struggled to preserve his own Life, VV itli great 
exertion he ultimately managed to push the frail 
vessel, or in fact rather to drift it toa shoal, where 
he was enabled to right it. Here Dow ning baled 
the shallop out with his hat, and afterwards rowed 
or moved it up to the place from which the unfortu­
nate parties had started from, by tearing out one of 
the thwarts and using it as a paddle. When he ob­
tained succour, he was himself almost at the portal 
of death, and it was for some time almost impossi­
ble that lie could recover himself sufficiently to re­

late the fetal account.

Legislative Powers—Lending the People's Money. 

The extent of powers vested in the legislative 
department of our State Government by the Con­
stitution. is involved in much doubt. There are 
apparently irreconcileable différences of opinion 
ujiiin the subject, and it may therefore not be con­
sidered presumptuous in us to offer a few remarks 
concerning it. The tendency of the age is towards 
a limitation of the (lowers of government, more 
especially of the legislative branches. 'I he people 
are rapidly arriving at a knowledge ot the truth, 
that the greatest danger which can menace our 
republican institutions, is not to be found ill the 
"one man power," so much dreaded; but in the 
encroachment and assumptions of the immediate 
representatives of the |ieop!e themselves. Ihe 
States of the original confederacy were so evi­
dently possessed of this idea, that not content w il h 
the specific enumeration of powers granted to < 011-

gressand designated in the Constitution, they con­
sidered it expedient and necessary to fortify them­
selves against the probable encroachments of the 
Congress, by adding an amendment declaring that 
that body shall have MO jmwer to legislate, except­
ing upon those subjects actually mentioned. Sev­
eral of the States w hich have lately formed Con­
stitutions. have to some extent imitated the Federal 
Constitution in the restrictions iin|iOsed upon the 
powers of the Legislature.

Well, your Honor, according to 
my engagement, 1 bid on the article, and it was 
struck down to my account. When the sale was 
over. Mr. funk asked me if I was going to keep 
the watch without paying for it, or jiay for it with­
out keeping it. I thought that this was somethin

The Recorder, w ho during this explanation, had 
been biting the end of his pen and rubbing the tip 
end of his nose with his fore-finger, asked in a 
peaceful, yet solemn voice—" Smith, what hap­
pened. then ?"

are palpably an infraction of both the letter and 
spirit of the Constitution. 

Our attention wa« forcibly directed to this par­
ticular branch of the subject, upon reading the 
able report of Mr. I,arue upon the taxation power, 
which was published in this paper a few days 
since. Although the document to which we refer 
is not by any means elaborate, we would refer the 
reader to it, as a convincing exjiositioii of the un­
constitutionality of the present mode in which the 
revenue of the State is raised. There are other 
objections to our taxation system, to which we may 
hereafter allude, and which are glanced at in the 
re]Kirt ; but as our present article concerns mostly 
the jxnrcrs of the Legislature, we omit referring to 
tliese objections at present. 

But this is not the only subject UJKIH which there 
seems to be misapprehension among our legisla­
tors, in regard to the extent of their (lowers. A 
bill, which had previously passed the Senate, was 
brought up in the House, having for its object, to 
lend $30,000 to the Barataria and Lafourche Canal 
Company. The evident violation ofthe spirit of 
the Constitution implied in this bill, appeared to 
have.been entirely overlooked hy most of the niem­
liers. They seemed to consider that although Art. 
113 of the Constitution declares that "The Legis­
lature shall not pledge the faith of the State for the 
payment of amy bonds, bills, or other contracts or 
obligations lor the benefit or use of any jierson or 
persons, corporations or body politic whatever," 
arid "that the State shall not become a subscriber 
to the stock of any corporation or joint stock com­
pany;" yet still they have a perfect right to give 
or lend as much money as they please to such 
corporations, persons, or companies! Now, it is 
perfectly evident to our mind, that the only object 
of the Convention in imposing the restrictions 
above mentioned, was to secure the State, or the 
people of the Stale, against such criminal and 
useless squandering of the public money, as had 
but too frequently been witnessed in former years. ! 
But how superfluous would be the prohibition to i 
pledge ihr faith of the Slate, if the Legislature is j 
to consider itself invested with the power and pri- j 
vilege of lending or giving away the money of • 
the State in advance! We are convinced that j 
the Convention intended that for the future the j 
State should abjure all connection with corpora- [ 
lions or joint stock companies—that it should be ! 

free from all alliance with them—and that its re- | 
venues should lie applied strictly to the support of 
its government, and the payment of the debt al­
ready contracted. The tenor of the Constitution, 
in its every part, shows this to have been the in­
tention of its framers. Not so. however, think 
our legislators ; for during this short session of 

sixty days, they have appropriated an immense 
amount of money to objects in no way connected 
with the support of the government of the State, 
or the payment of its debt. 

In view of this state of afliiirs, we believe that 
it would be expedient and necessary to amend the 
Constitution, so that it should include a specific, 
enumeration of the powers of the Legislature, and 
also the amendment to the Federal Constitution, 
to which we have above referred. 

It w as well said by Thomas Jefferson, that " the 
best government is that which governs least." 
The people have discovered the injury done to 
their interests by the almost unlimited power re­
posed in the State legislature. Perhaps no State 
has suflered more, in proportion, from this cause, 
than our own. Ii was legislative extravagance 
that induced the people to prohibit that the faith 
of the State should be pledged : but notw ithstand­
ing this restriction, there seems to be almost as 
w ide a latitude as ever for the squandering of pub­
lic money. It therefore behooves the jieople again 
to interpose, and impose such limitations upon le­
gislative excess, as it will be impossible to trans­
gress. 

We have made these remarks through no feeling 
of disrespect to the legislature. We believe that 
that body sincerely supposes itself invested by the ; 
Constitution with those powers which it has so 
liberally exercised ; but we desire to see the Con- , 
stitution so amended that there can be no mistake, j 
no misconception, as to the true extent of the j 
rights of the legislature.
