Lancers were there. By turn, the Texans were in
the advance, preceded by Lane and Hays, and
when they zot opposite the first house in the edge
of the town, & \’ul'leynt exeopeta balls came whist- |
ling from it. The doors were soon opuned, and the
assailants killed, The next house or cuartel, it was
the same thing, and Major Polk coming up, the
town was regularly assailed ; the enemy firing from
every house. In sume instances we are twld, it
cane 1o o hand-to-hand fight.  In o short time the
enemy were driven from their positions, and some
of them collecting in a body outside the town, were
mrstied respectively hy Lane and Hays, and terri. |
Lly Ut tip.

The luss in kitlad, on the side of the enemy, is
set down at 100 at the least, We lost one man
killed, and four wounded. Fiity prisoners were
brought into the city yesierdsy, amongst whom |
were Capt. Montano, and two Lieutenants,  Col, |
Montano, the father of the Captain, was killed, as |
was also padre Martinez, the second and bosom
fricud of Jurnu.  Jamuta, himself, it is believed,
wis wounded, but he gseaped, with five or six men,

A Guerritlero wag pursaed by one of our men |
and ook shelter in a forage room, whers he was
shot. The wadding from the pistol ignited the
straw, mid soon it was in 2 blaze. The house was
consumed, as was veveral others,

Quist was soon restored in the town, after the
fizhting was over.
