[From the Union of Friday nijrbt, March 10.] 
Treaty Ratified by the Senate of the United States. 

Friibii/ 10 (fch el The Senate adjourned 
to-night a few minutes pa.-t 'J o'clock, after a session 
in closed doors of nine hours. The labors of the 
Seriate have been very severe for several days. 

We congratulate the country on the result of the 
deliberations. The treaty has been ratified, it is 
understood, by a vote of 3S to 15—three Senators, 
ol course, being absent. 

The Constitution provides that he (the Presi­
dent) shall have power, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, to make treaties, provided 
two-thirds of the Senators present concur." This 
treaty is, therefore, ratified by more than the con­
stitutional majority of two-thirds. 

It is also tindersto< 1 that the votes both of the 
majority and minority are made up of both political 
parlies. 

ll is said that Ihe original treaty has been ratified 
with some modifications as proposed by the Presi­
dent or adopted by the Senate. 

'I lie seal of secrecy lias not. been removed, and 
in lael we do not understand that any proposition 
was made lo lhat efb'-il. It.cannot, therefore, be 
expected that we should at this time enter into any 
specifications of the precise modifications that have 
lii-en adopted, or of the names of the Senators who 
voted in the affirmative or negative. It is pre­
sumed. however, that the boundary line, as said to 
have been originally specified by the treaty, or the 
amount of Hie money to lie paid, has not been 
changed by these modifications. 

Wf congratulate the country upon the result, as 
furnishing some hope and some augury of the res­
toration of j ?ace. We trust that the Mexican 
Government w ill not be so blind to the true inter­
ests of both countries as to refuse the final ratifica­
tion of the treaty now about to be sent back to 
them. We have obtained glory enough by our 
valor. We shall rejoice if the blessings of peace 
shall now succeed to the clash of arms. 

W e shall wait, of course, with some anxiety for 
the decision of the President and Congress of Mex­
ico. We presume that intelligence of the general 
result will be immediately forwarded by a special I 
express to our commanding officer in Mexico, to be 
followed, as soon as possible, by an authentic copy 1 

ol the ratified treaty, and with accompanying in- j 
struetions. 

We trust that all the objections, and all the idle I 
clamors which have b, en raised against the views ! 
of the Administration, will now disappear. The 
President has promptly and w isely waived all untie- j 
cessary objections to the irregularity of' the manner ! 
in which the treaty was. formed. The sanction | 
which it has received from the President and the j 
Commissioners of Mexico stamps it as their ofli- ! 
cial act. 

The ratification which it receives from the Senp'e | 
of the I nited States cures all the informality with ! 
which it was made on the other side.
