Still Later from Vera Cruz. 
By the arrival, last evening, of ihe schooner lona. 

('apt. Stevens, we are in receipt of later news from 
Vera Cruz. The reader w ill find by the following 
letter, and extract from the Free American of 12th 
inst., that our frientjs below do not appear pleased 
with the conditions of the Treaty and Armistice : 

VERA CRUZ, March 12, 1848. 
To the Editors of the Crescent By ihe last vessel I 

received tfre fir* number of your paper, and its appearance 
was preefed by all your acquaintances with considerable 
interest. 

The most exciting subject here, at present, is the Trcaty ot 
peace and the Armistice : the former is the curious thing in 
a secret box—the latter, the most curious of both. The whole 
context ot' the Armistice tends to the Mexican good, leaving 
us in the most humiliating position ; and all that has been 
obtained by a succession ot' brilliant achievements, with 
much toil and waste of life, has been, by a single dash ol 
the Commissioners'pens, yielded back to a conquered fo — 
and American citizens and soldiers are thrown on the mercy 
of Mexican law. American Courts are dissolved, and the 
American Army made to move for the convenience ol those 
who but a day since, were their most humble attendants. 

The question a>* to whether or not the various guerrilla 
hands will subscribe to the terms of the Armistice, seem» 
'juite unsettled. Most of them are regularly commissioned 
by the Mexican Government, but use their commissions with 
the largest liberty. I Tnder the Armistice they can be friends 
or foes as suits them ; a white flag « ill save their small 
parties when iiothiinr can he ma,le hy lightins-their stronger 
ones will not respect it, if plumier can he obtained ; and v 
have weathered the storm -o long without hoisting the I,lin ­
ing " Union down," that I think we can make the harbor 
safe without it. . , • „

rendezvous being on the Rio de la Namopa, at 1 a»a de la 
I'urga and Mata Cordero. The merchants in the city con-
tract with the Colonel, who not unfrequently visits this place 
for that purpose. The cargoes are taken in charge by his 
men, about five miles back ot the sand-hills, and thence 
guarded to their points of destination. This is a matter but 
recently come to my knowledge by a little friendly inter­
course witii a foieign merchant of Oro/ava. Since the es­
tablishment of the Armistice, this species of speculation by 
the guerrillas will be attended with increased profit, inasmuch 
as they will avail themselves of the flag of truce, and our 
forces being bound to let them pass in safety. The ( olonel 
has given the merchants notice that he will continue to guard 
their trains at a proper rate, anil threatens all who avail them­
selves of our Army escorts. 
" Mustang " arrived here yesterday, 11th, and started im­

mediately for the city of Mexico, which place, he told me, 
he would reach in three days. Capt. Kerr, of the Louisiana 
Mounted Volunteers, accompanied him, commanding au 
escort of fifty men. 

The remains of Lieut. Henderson have been deposited in a 
zinc coffin by-Capt. Fairchild, but will not be interred bere­
it is his-Wish to send them to New < )rleans. Inasmuch as he 
was a printer, a fireman, and entitled to inilitar> honors, 1 
trust Iiis remains will be received with ail the honors due the 
departed brave.

marks : 
PROSPECTS OF PEACE.—From all we could 

hear and read, pjace, as far as regards our Gov­
ernment at home, w ill find many supportTS--but 
the people are united and have but one voice against 
it. A treaty which our people has no cognizance 
of, will be forced upon them—and that, it the 
Mexican Congress chooses ti. ratify it ; and that 
Congress is now jierliajis waiting until the Con­
gress of Washington ratifies this Treaty to turn 
its nose at it ! 

We see by the proceedings of a great many 
States of Mexico, that,the. people of this country 
are not willing to submit, to a treaty which has 
not been ntade with their consent, and which has 
not passed through the sie\e of public opinion. 
And the |ieopte of our country—the lTnited States 

of America—will allow a few President-making 
(Kiliticians to drag them after them in the laby­
rinth of ambition in which their avidity for powr 
has placed tlieni ! Will we allow a people to 
whom we have taught the first principles of re­
publicanism. teach us in turn lhat they will not let 
themselves be guided by the trillion of their chiefs, 
ind that their wish is first to be informed, if not 
to be consulted ' 

We are now at the mercy of a people who have 
never known what it was to fulfil an engage­
ment; a people whose actions show that they 
think it an honorable deed to deceive those with 
whom they have any dealings ; and w ho has never 
know n the meaning of 1 lie words " good faith !" 

We prophétise that the modifications proposed 
by the President of the foiled Stales ttfthe Sen­
ate, if sustained by that body, will be rejected by 
the Mexican Congress, and the war will commence 
again with renewed force 011 our enemy's side— 
and although we dislike to think so, dissatisfaction 
in our army, caused by the lack of occupation and 
excitement, and the vice to which men away from 
home let themselves be overpowered by. 

It is our sincere wish that there should be peace 
—an honorable peace lor both countries ; but we 
have the right to dictate the stipulations of the 
treaty of peace—and that right has been bought 
with the Mood of our countrymen. It is the peo­
ple of the United States who have gained all the 
victories ; and the people ought, at least, to lie 
informed of what they are required to abide by.

Progress of the Revolution in Venezuela. 
The Havana Gaceta (15th March) has received 

j>apers from Porto llico to the 7th Mist., embodying 
the following letter from Venezuela, which we 
translate. The letter is dated at Curacoa, 21st of* 

February : 
" I lake advantage ot" a vessel, the Transito, which leaves 

to-day, to communicate to you the last news from Vene­
zuela. (*en. Paez is in Calabozo with considerable forces. 
Codazzi is with him. The insurgent cliieß are rapidly 
accumulating forces against President Monagas ; an« the 
power of the latter is tottering to its fall. Monagas' lorces 
a e at Villa de Cura, with only 3'J00 men, poorly paid and 
poorly teil." 

The Giweta is filled with articles on the affairs of 
Venezula, though nothing later lliap the above, and 
what has hitherto been published. It appears evi­
dent that a political convulsion of Ilm most serious 
nature is going on in the republic of Venezuela. In 
all probability the next arrival of news from thence 
will state something of a more decided nature. 

There seems to be no local news, even of the 

slightest interest.

China and the British. 
The Northern papers have news from China, by ! 

vessels that left Canton about the middle of De- ! 
cember. A serious affray (which may result in 
troubles with the British) occurred on the 5th of 
December last. It appears that a British party, who 
went up in a boat from the factories, to avail them­
selves of the guaranty of protection to foreigners 
taking walks in the adjacent country, conceded at j 

the time of Sir John Davis's demonstration upon ! 
Canton, in April last, were set upon and murdered 
by the savage villagers of Fa-tee The number of 
Englishmen was six : Messrs. Ruiter, Brown. Small, 
Bellamy, Balkwill and McCart. The men not re­
turning. parties were sent in search, to whom différ­
ent accounts were given of the matter. 

The Chinese alleged that the row commenced by 
one of the English knocking down a small hov w ho 
was pelting them ; that this brought down all the 
people, when the affray commenced in earnest. 
On the other hand, the China Mail of the 11th of 
December says, it is reported by respectable Chi­
nese, that on landing, the villagers surrounded 
their victims, a strong party intercepting their re­
treat to the boat. An attack was made with stones, 
and a gentleman being struck on the mouth and 
severely injured, drew a pistol and shot one of the 
assailants. More shots were fired, and it is said 
that, from three to five Chinese were killed. Two 
of the foreigners were murdered at this place ; it is 
supposed the two who were armed. The others 
fled, and were hunted from v illage to village until j 
they were destroyed. Another report says they ; 
took refuge in a Joss house, and were taken out and j 
deliberately decapitated. 

The Mail adds : "The conviction presses itself j 
upon us thai we must either abandon Canton en­
tirely, or a Pottinger or a Napier must scourge this j 
headstrong, blood-thirsty race, until tliey humbly 
sue for pardon."
