New Theurr of Yellow Pevcr

The March number of the New Orleans Medical
and Surgieal Journal contains an articls by Dr.
Nott, of Mobile. on the caunses of yellow fever.
Notwitlstanding all that has been said or written |
upon this subject, the Medical world is so far from |
having come to a definite understanding upon the
subject, that physicians are not us yet decided even
upon the nature of the disease itself. Some con-
tend that it is & malady sue generis, while others
consider it merely a modifieation or aggrmyation of
b common bilions fever.  Among all the theories
of the eauses of yellow fever, the malarial seemed
to have found the most general favor; bur Dr. Nou
las shown this view of its origin to be liable to
some almost unanswernhle objections,  The theory

clusive, are of such weight as 1o place %t apon
of the others. By aeareful comparison of the fucts
conneeted withe the developmens of yellow. fever,
1ts progress and loealities, with the known habis of
many of the insect tribes, or infusorie, he infers
that the disease is of animalcular origin; being
caused by the attacks of some invisible species of
wsect. This theory, althongh safficiently startling,
and we believe new, as applied w yellow fever, is
not entirely novel.  When the cholers performed
its memorahle cireuit, it was snggested, we think,
by a Parisinn physician, that the epidemie might
b of animalenlar ongin. #'he doctrine, although
not very generally received, continued to eyist, and
findd favor with a numerongelass, and is at this day
mapidly gaining ground.

One of the principal objections urged against |Iw
malarial theory, is fonnd i the manner in which
vellow fever spreads inany digtrict in which it may
appear.  Asan instance of its hibitxin this respect,
we will quote Dr. Nott’s aceount of the epidemic
which oceurred in Mobile in 1842-'43

“ Hlow is this slow progress to be accounted for ?
Why did the disease, while the seaand Innd breezes
wene sweeping the town daily in every direction,
take & month w extend half a mile, and then stop
in the heart of the own? If the morbific canse
exists in the form of malaria, which we only know
as united 10 the atmosphers 3 if it can he influenged
by currents of mir, or pmru;:mnl by contagion, its
cotirse and conduct conld not have been such as
dese nbwl It was literally a migrating disease,
possessing an inherent power of reproduction and
progeession, irrecone ilable with any known lnws
of gases emanations, vapors, or dews,”

Malaria, if it exists at all, must of necessity, from
its very nature, be subjected o all the laws of the
atmosphere ; it must obey its motions and be gnided
by ity currents.  But it is proven that the cause of.
yellow fover, whatever it may be, ix not governed
by any such lnws. 1t sometimes steadily progresses
ma particular direction, as well in wetas in dry
weather, against the prevailing winds ; although
it is true that the disease  advances more rapiflly
in dry wenther. These facts, the hisory of
yellow fiever, are, however, susceptible of explann-
tion hy the insect theory, and by it alone.  Many
diseases to which plunts are subjeet, we know to be
Produeed by the atincks of ipeets.  These ure
sometimes so formidable, that they might, withont
impropriety, be called epidemics. “The most familiar
mstance of the devastations produced from this
1 10 bee found o the rvages of the Army
which frequently <o much injures our cotton
crope. The tubits of almost all these parasitic
insects, strikingly resemble what has already been
wail of the misde of propogation of yellow fever
The same peenliarities ane found to exist in the
plageoe sl son sher diseases, and we may there-

Speech of Mr, Calhoun.

The great tug in the U, 8. Senate, since the
pagsage of the Mexican Treaty, has been with re-
ference to the Ten Regiment bill. By common
consent, the discussion of this bill seems to be
taken us the opportunity for each Senator deliver-
ing himself, in full, upon the Mexican war and
matters thereunto appertaining.  On the 16th inst.,
upon this bill being taken up in the Senate, Mr.
Calhoun made a spech, of which the following ix
n brief synopsis:

Mr. Calhonn said that, after a careful examina-
tion. he had not been able to discover an argument
10 show the sity of the passage of the bill at
this time. rgument lad been used by the
friends of the bill, that its passage was necesary
to induee the ratification ..} the treaty by Mexico.
If Mexico were strong, this might be a sufficient
argument in favor of the immediate passage of the
il But such is not the ¢ Searcely the ves-
tige of government remains.

The danger is not that Mexico will resist the
ratification of the treaty, but that the present Go-
vernment will cease 1o exist before it has time (0
act.  But there is another consideration which is
sufficient to render the passage unnecessary as a
measnre of intimidation. If Mexico should not
rtify the treaty, we could fall back on a line and
maintain it—thus avoiding the necessity of paying
the $20,000,000 which rumor says we are to pay
for the territory ceded.  The effect on the country
would be, to induce the belief that great apprehen-
sion i entertained that the treaty will not be mti-
fied by Mexico.  This net of hrqzuducm, too, if
varried into effect, would cost the Government at
least $2.000,000,

The only conurse, if the treaty
were not mtified, would be to fall back ona lmt,
and maintain that line.  But the vigorous

tion of the war is not the only object of bill.
It was part of a4 system of finance— the umblhh-
ment n} w system of mxation in Mexico—which
never could be carried out.

T'he President had no anthority to establish such
a system. It wasnot to be found in the Constitu-
tion, nor in the implied powers given by that instru-
ment. ‘There was an express provision of the
Constitution, transferring n.ll these implied powers
10 Congress,  The President possessed no such
power, as commander-in-chief, nor conld he exer-
cise any power in Mexico, which he could not
exercise in the United Siates.  Otherwise there
wonld be no limit to his power, nor wonld thers
be any remedy,

His power as commander-in-chief was confined
to the command of the army nnd nn\r and did
not extend 1o the establishment of such a system
of finance as had been established in Mexico. It
was the United States, and not the President,
which had conquersd Mexico; und to the United
States, through their represe; ntatives here, belonged
the right of levying taxes in the enemy 's coumry.
