Attention Firemen! 
[1 mi"' undoubtedly Ik? ovbious to the firemen, and citizens 

in general, that a System is needed in our Fire Department. 
Having been a inemlier of one of the best regulated Fire 
Departments ill the United States, (Charleston, S.C.) il lie-
iotim my duly lo give brother firemen all Ibe information 
iBWMary to promote their interests. 

1 have witnessed tbe promptness, alacrity and efficiency of 
il» firemen in New Orleans, lint there iafL something needful 
to make the Department complete. 

I tvould beg leave to throw out a few suggestions, no' with 
the expectation of their lieing immediately seized upon, but 
with the hope thai the firemen will, for their own good, and 
Wter management, seriously examine each snggestion. 

The first, which most undoubtedly deserves the serious con-
(Heration of the firemen, is the formation of a Chief Engin, 
m and Assistant Engineer, for each Municipality, and a 
Bnaril ol Firemastere. Il is necessary to explain, at some 
lenghtli, the propriety of having the above Board. I have 
noticed at several fires, the total loss of all order—a thing 
indispensably necessary in case of a large conflagration. It is 
a well known fact lhat a body without a head generally works 
indifferently. Thus it is with the Fire Department—they 
uanl a head : therefore, I would propose tbe election of an 
Engineer. Let him lie a good fireman, and one who under­
stands (he use of au engine ; let. him have sole control over 
oilengines—make it his duty to attend all fires—place engines 
and in ease of two fires, divide the engines as he thinks 
proper : let him have sole power to do all this, and more too ; 
let liim discharge the engines, and station which he thinks 
tight ; let him have an Assistant out of each Municipality ; 
lei it I* the dnty of each Assistant to repair to every fire in 
fi..Municipality, and assist the Chief, and in his absence, to 
asinrne his place. Furthermore, let a Board of Firemasters, 
consisting of one fireman from each F.ngine Company, lie 
api>ointett annually ; let Ibis Board elect, or appoint, quarter­
ly. Committees of three on each of the following: on Alarms ; 
onl'aniesof Fire; on Vigilance; on Examination of Engines; 
on Difficulties between Companies; etc. etc. In a future 
article I will endeavor to show the pood arising from having 
•uch Committees. Farther, make it binding on this Board 
10 lie present at all fires, to assist in keeping order, and to 
protect property that lies in tbe street without guard. Let 
the committees do their duty faithfully, and the firemen and 
citizen» «ill never regret the addition of such a Board to the 
Fin? Department. The Fire Departments of Charleston, 
Ne» York, Boston, Savannah, Augusta, and other citie*. 
aie governed in this way, and any quantity of good arises 
liomit ; tu fact, Ihey would as soon think of disbanding a 
onripany, astodishand a Board of Firemasters. 

The* few remarks are hurriedly thrown together, and are 
hanlly passable, but if 1 see any interest taken in Ibe subject, 
t promise tu wrilu more fully, and explain the duties of a 
Board of Firemasters more at length. Bt"ri,KR,

Louis Exchange Ball-room to see the 
performances of .Mr. Pinteuz's company of " Model Ar­
tist Throughout the first part, quiet'reigned in the room, 
except the ordinary applause that follows a representation 
well received by any audience. The persons in the compa­
ny, composing the various groups, were dressed as any admi­
rer of the fine arts would wish—totally free from all impro­
priety. As chaste as Rubens' Virgin—thrown by the inspi­
ration of his genius with magic accuracy upon the canvas, 
was the lively impersonation last night at the »St. Louis. 
Nor did we see in either of-the six tableaux comprising the 
first part of the performance, any want of modesty on the 
part of the performers. It is true that one cannot see an ac­
curate licivg representation of the more ancient works of 
art upon Mythological history, either in sculpture or paint­
ing, without finding the artist clad sonic what differently 
from the present modes of attire ; but who would wish to see 
a living picture of Cleopatra arming Marc Anthony—An­
thony being clad in patent leather boots, drab pants with 
straps, and a bright green coat with bright buttons ami a 
broad sfpiare tail to it, and Cleopatra with pantelettes, a 
figured dress, flesh-colored silk stockings and a modern bustle 
on to adorn her person ? No one ! Therefore, to give each 
tableau in the costume in which the great artists have trans­
mitted it to us, Ls but to give a strictly proper representation. 

At the St. Louis, when the curtain had fallen upon the 
last scene of the first part, a most hideous yell was raised by 
a majority of the gentlemen present. Various screams and

NEW ORLEANS MARKETS. 
CRESCENT OFFICIC, I  

Friday Night. March 24,1848. $ 
The operations in our market have been somewhat inter­

rupted by the constant expectation of the Cambria's accounts, 
which came to hand on Thursday by express, and were made 
public this morning. In regard to the English markets they 
are quite vague, but the announcement of another revolution 
in France and the abdication of Louis Philippe, will, it is 
apprehended, produce disastrous effects upon commercial 
affairs in England and other European countries. Our 
market i*, of course seriously affected by this intelligence, 
and we cannot expect affairs to become settled until the full 
particulars have been received. The weather, since our last., 
has been clear and remarkably fine. 

COTTON.—OW last report left the Cotton market quite 
dull, owing to the supposed proximity of the Cambria's ac­
counts, and we, also, noticed a slight decline in prices. On 
Wednesday the demand was better, and 5C30 bales were .»old 
at rather ea^i rates ; but, ou Thuesday, buyers seemed sud­
denly to lose their confidence, which was rightly attributed 
to the presence of unfavorable accounts from abroad by ex­
press, and 3503 bales changed hands—including oiie or two 
re-sales—at a decline, in most instances, of of a cent. 
To-day, in the absence of full particulars of the important 
events in France, the market, is heavy and unsettled, and we 
only hear of SCO bales sold, making 9300 bales for the three 
days and 22,800 bales for the week, mostly on English ac­
count. The market closes at a decline of fully '4c., but. is 
not sufficiently settled to admit of accurate quotations, though 
we annex our last figures by way of reference. The 
receipts here since Sept. 1st now show an increase of 138,893 
bales over the eiftire receipts of last season.
