Mr. Johnson, of Louisiana, proposed the recommitment 
m the bill, with a view of incorporating into it a provision— 
that the President should not appoint any officers under it, 
or eommision the regiments until it was known that the 
treaty erf*peace was not accepted by Mexico. Mr. Johnson 
intimated that recent events made the passage of the bill 
les necessary, or unnecessary. He had voted, hitherto, for 
ali supplies and all war measures, and hesitated now because 
he lielieved the war was over. 

Mr. Cass followed in a very elaborate speech in defence of 
the war and the bill before the Senate. His speech was de-
8{ged as a review of the whole discussion, and extended to 
irreal length. The session was c arried into the evening, and 
lierc I must close my letter.

The debate upon the Ten Regiment Bill in the Senate run 

into the night, and was one of the most exciting discussions 
of the present session. Much of the closing debate had ref­
erence to the constitutional assumption of power on the part 
uf the President, in?exercising the authority of Jaw and sauc-
noninp civil government over the enemy's country. Mem-
'w, in strong terms, defended the right and power of the 
President to do all ho had done as Commamder-in-Chief^of 
the Ainiy in Mexico. 

Mr. Webster called for the authority, and was answered 
'hat it was incidental to his rights as Commander-in-Chief of 
She Army, and it was in accordance to Euroi»ean custom. 

Mr. Webster argued that it went !>eyond any European 
lUstum—but our Government had more sacred authority. It 
«a»based opon the Constitution, and the authority of Con­
in« was the law which should control the conduct of the 
Executive, If he had not authority, he should seek it from 
t'ougress. if it was needful to exercise it, 

Mr. Calhoun went more pointedly into the discussion, 
iimanding if there was power on the part of the President 
«»establish an order of Nobility in Mexico? If there was 
not, why not, if the President had power to collect taxes and 
create a form of government, as the President had done, 
upon his own will a nd authority ? 

Mr. Jefferson Davis, of Mississippi, argued the point by 
iedarfng that the Constitution was not in authority over the 
.Mexican nation, and, not being in authority, it had not been 
violated. 

Mr. Westcott, of Florida, agreed with the Senator from 
South Carolina, that there had been a stretch of power in 
nposing import duties over a foreign territory, and alluded to 

theexerrise of official, judicial, and other civil duties on the 
tit of tho*e who held officers in the army. These men were 
receiving high sajaries, though officers of the army, and 
weiving their pay as such. This branch of the subject was 
dropped here for the consideration of subjects less abstract. 

Mr. Cass's speech drew out Mr. Clayfonin some remarks 
opon the precedent given by the admission of Louisiana. It 
«its argue«! by Mr. Calhoun here, and with some contempt 
of manner towards the Florida Senator, that the cases were 
'«tally dissimilar.

MURDER NEAR TAOS ,  NEW MEXICO. — The 
St. Louis Republican of the 17th inst. says, a let­
ter from Taos, New Mexico, dated oil the 30th of 
January last, and addressed to a mercantile house 
in tliilt city, gives the following details of a shock­
ing murder committed on the [lerson of William A. 
Jones, the sheriff of the county of Taos, on the 
day previous. The letter says : 

Veste'rdiiy information reached Taos thai an In­
dian was living in the precinct of Arroyo Hondo, 
who was supposed to have taken an active part in 
the revolution of January last, and was one of the 
murderers of the son of Judge Beaubien. Mr. 
Jones, in company with a Spaniard, started for the 
residence of ihis Indian, and upon their arrival 
Jones arrested the fellow, and was about starting 
for this place, when the Indian, under the pre­
tence of wanting some blankets, and with the per­
mission of Jones, entered his hut. In the time thus 
allowed, as is supposed, he drew a pistol and fired 
at Jones ; the ball took effect in the lower part, of 
his neck, and he fell and instantly died. • His com­
panion came in haste to Taos, and made this re-
|xirt, w hen Lucien Maxwell, Thomas Boggs, Chas. 
Town, and myself, immediately mounted our ani­
mals and started to the scene of murder; and upon 
our arriv al we found Jones dead and laid out in a 
house near where he was shot. We brought his 
body into Taos this afternoon, and conveyed it to 
its grave. During the residence of Mr. Jones in 
this place, which was about four or five months,tie 
gained for himself many friends, and all who knew 
him dt^'ply feel his loss: lie was a gentleman and 
an honest man. 

Major Reynolds, who commands this post, sent 
out some fifteen or twenty men to catch l he Indian 
if possible. Tliey did not succeed in taking him, 
but arrested, and took as prisoners, some forty of 
the inhabitants of the town, and killed two men. 
besides setting fire lo the town.

"TRUTH IS STRANGE—STRANGER THAN FIC­
TION."—The Franklin (Tenn.) Review has been 
furnished with the particulars in relation to a mar­
riage which took place in the county of William­
son, in that State, in the month of September last, 
which shows deception and hypocrisy of the worst 
kind, and exhibits a baser fraud upon unsuspecting 
innocence than any thing thai has lately come to 
our knowledge in real life. The Review says : 

A man. who called himself John B. Walton, 
came to this county, a stranger, some time in 1847. 
He pretended to be deaf and dumb, and under such 
disguise courted and married an amiable and esti­
mable young lady, a ' deaf innte."—Miss Elizabeth 
N. Alstoli—of highly respectable family connec­
tions, and succeeded in obtaining about §400 of her 
estate from her guardian. He has since lived in 
this county and in Nashville, working at the shoe 
and boot making business, and keeping u|> as well 
as possible Iiis assumed character of an honest 
man. 

It ap|x-ars that lie first married in North Caro­
lina, and afterwards removed to McNairy county. 
Tenu. There he left his wife and went to Gibson 
county, Tenn.. and married another, with whom 
he movèd to Holly Springs, Mississippi. The 
friends and relatives of his second wife finding that 
he hail been previously married, and had a large 
family living in .McNairy, immediately pursued 
liirn with a view of arresting him. but he succeeded 
in making his escape from them. Iiis last, effiirt was 
in this county, Williamson, Tenn., where he mar­
ried and acted out his rascality as already stated, 
robbing the unfortunate lady whom he married, ol' 
peace, happiness and property, destroying her 
hopes, and blighting all her prospects by his heart­
less villany. 

Within some two or three weeks past the facts 
became known that lie was neither deaf nor dumb, 
and that he had a wife and many children m 
McNairy county. These developments led to fur-
tlier inquiry, find lie was in consequence arrested a 
few days ago, on a w arrant for bigamy, near iSo-
lensville. 12 miles from this place, but unfortunate­
ly made his escape. Iiis real name is Edward P. 
<;reen he speaks with a slow and coarse voice, and 
has a down-looking countenance. His first wife 
was a Krenodle—he married her in Guilford coun­
ty. North Carolina. Iiis second was a widow 
Word, a daughter of Mr. Farris, of Gibson county, 
Tennessee, near Trenton.
