one of the American commissioners fo.rthat purpose : but, on 
the following day. after the said Pillow knew that the said 
commissioners of the two armies had agreed upon a tempo­
rary armistice, and that the said Scott, had, on the part of 
the American army, ratified the same, the said Pillow insid-
uousJy sent in, to the said Scott a note recommending a 
change in some of the terms of thesaid armistice, and conclu-
(led thesaid note with the opinion that the said Scott ought, 
in preference, to have demanded a surrender of the Mexican 
capital, or at least the surrender of the Castle of Cha­
pultepec. * 

SPECIFICATION 7.—III this, that the said Major Gen. Pil­
low, at Miscoac, near the capital of Mexico, on or about the 
23d of August, 1847, that is the same day on which the said 
Pillow delivered in person to James L. Freaner, Esq.. the 
letter, article or communication, addressed to " Rditors 
New Orleans Delta," set forth in the second specitica-
tiion of this second charge, preferred against the said 
Pillow, and previously to the delivery of the said letter, 
article or communication to the said Freaner, set forth 
in that specification, the said Pillow, with a view cor-
rnptly to influence the mind of the said Freaner to his, the 
said Pillow's, dishonorable wishes and schemes, did, in tlie 
presence of an officer of the United States army, express to 
thesaid Freaner "a warm interest iu the prosperity of the 
said New Orleans Delta," for which newspaper the said 
Freaner was generally known, and particularly to tlie said 
Pillow, to betheagent and correspondent, accompany ing the 
principal American army in Mexico, together with his. litt» 
saîfl Pillow'.» " deterpiination to exert his influence in favor 
of thesaid newspaper "—adding. " I mean to do something 
for the Delta ; I mean to matte it," or word* to that effect, 
thereby corruptly intimating that he, the .»aid Pillow, had the 
money, or flic political influence, with which greatly to ben­
efit the said newspaper, if the said Freaner would yield him­
self to the wishes and schemes aforesaid. 

SPEC IFI « ATION*8.—In this, that tlie »aid Maj. Gen. Pillow , 
in the city of Mexico, some time between the 21»t and 30lli 
of October. 1847, after a newspaper from the I nifed Slates, 
containing the letter under the signature of " Leonidas, re-
ferred to in the fir»i specification of this charge, preferred 
against the said Pillow, had been received in the said city, 
and had there become the subject of much conversation, and 
atrer the firm of Peoples & Harnanl, pu Ulishers or editors-of 
the new-spaper called the Daily American Star, published 
in the said city, had received a letter dated < letoher 21»i. 1847. 
from the said Pillow, denying that he knew anything of the 
said printed letter signed " Leonidas," or of its author, the 
said Pillow did send for John II. Peoples. Esq., one of the 
said firm, to come to his, the said Pillow's quarters, iu the­

.Mr. President ami Gentlemen oj thr Court : 
The charges and specifications to be investigateil by this 

court are exdtctlingly voluminous ; those already before the 
court occupying eighteen pages ot closely written foolscap, 
and " the cry is still they come;" The hearing of the testi­
mony, on the part of the prOscCnf ion mtst !ieces«pply require 
a considerable length of time. The prosecutor thinks it will 
lie two montli& before he reaches his new matter. Inifins 
opinion. I hoffe, the facts of the case wrll show' that he is 
mistaken. tStill,'it will rwpiire some time-^in the ordinary 
mode of procedure—before the defence of the ca.»e can be 
oi»ened. It is within the "know ledge of every metnuer ot this 
cotfrt. every ollicer of this army, and thousands of my coun­
trymen far from this city, that I have already »tillered much 
(in case I pa?ve myself innocent, as 1 hope tô do, of the 
charges, )from false imputations that have been strown broad­
cast against me. I have partially submitted, lor more than 
four months, to the most virulent attacks of the public press. 
111 the hope aud conviction that the whole matter will become 
the subject of legal investigation This course 1 deem a 
proper 'regard to military subordination and propriety re­
quired* of me. I trust the time has at length arrived, when 
fliese dark clouds, which have lowered upon my reputation, 
may be dispelled. In order, as far as possible, to guard against 
the influences upon the public mind of ex parte statements 
and report», 1 respectfully a»k of this court that,alter having 
heard all the testimony under each specification 011 the side 
of the prosecution, I may he permitted to introduce my tes­
timony in defence, bearing upon the same matter. 1 ask this 
of the court as an act of simple justice. I am aware that this 
is not strictly in accordance with ordinary customs, bqt in­
asmuch as there is no law that militates against it, I trust that 
the court will find in the pecujar circumstances a justification 
for a departure from the usual mode ol proceeding.

Alter Gen. Pillow had concluded, the President said, that 
the court, in consideration of the length of time the investi­
gation now before it w ould take up, it would much rather 
that any extranious matter would be lelt out.by parties intro­
ducing motions or evidence, &c.. before the court. 

Gen. Pillow said, that he wished that the proceedings be 
facilitated as much as possible, and that no extranious matter 
would be introduced by him. * 

Here the Judge Advocate read the first charge, w hich re­
lated in part, to the letter of l.eovidas. 

Gen. Pillow here made some remarks, to which Gen. Scott 
answered that he had noqbjection to the course proposed by 
Gen. Pillow; when the court had examined-what witnesses 
were present, others could he sent lor; some of the evidence 
he would brine forward would be w ritten, and some in the 
keeping of persons, some of whom were at present in New-
Orleans. 

The President said the court would hear what evidence 
that could he produced, and if that was deemed insufficient, it 
would then take the necessary steps to procure the remainder. 

Gen. Pillow said he would wish to know of the court the 
opinion it had come to in regard to the presence of witnesses 
during the examination of others. He had seen in other 
courts all witnesses removed during the examination of others; 
he w ould how to any decisson which tlie court might come 
to on the subject, but he would request that his personal start' 
be allowed to remain in the court, and also (-'ol. Duncan, his 
personal friend. 

Gen. Scott had no objection to the staff of (»en. Pillow re-
maining ; for his part, he did not require the assistance of his 
.»taff- he might he obliged to send to his quarters for papers, 
&c.,l)Ut that was all. He also, had no objection fo Col. 
Duncan remaining, as he probably might have to 4111t a 
(juestion to him himself. 

The court »aid it had no objections 011 the subject referred 
to. The Judge Advocate then read a list of tne witnesses 
on both sides. 

Gen. Scott then submitted a portion of the evidence, which 
was in the shape of a document which was said to be pro­
cured from tlie hands of General Pillow, and bearing upon 
the Letter of l,conidas. This document is marked No. 1. 

Gen. Pillow, being called upon to know it he recognized 
that document, said lie acknowledged some of the intcriinea-
tions'to be in his hand-writing. The follow ing he acknow­
ledges to lie written by hinr. "Battery/ 
"general," "conjecture," "want. universal. He 
(Gen. P.) admitted that said document had been handed to 
Air. Freaner. knowing him to be a correspondent of the New 
« irleans Delta. (Jen. Scott requested that the admission madë 
by Gen. P. be recorded. 

Gen. Pillow said that in substance the matter contained in 
that document was true, and that the fact of his shooting a 
Mexican officer is also substantially true. He said the docu­
ment was taken fiom a rough report of his own. 

Geh. Scolt said he next submitted a letter, which was 
printed in Ihc New! Irleans Delta; this, lie »aid, xvas the ac­
tual letter of l.eoniila.^ itself, which lie said was first ad­
dressed to the Washington I nion. but afterwards addressed 
to the Lditors of the Delta. He would show this letter also 
was interlined by (Jen. PiJIow; some of the interlineations, lie 
said, were done in the office of the Delta, but others he would 
show were done by (Jen. Pillow, lie would then inform the 
court how said letter came info his possession. Gen. Pillow-
said that not one word of that document ( LcoDidas) was in 
his hand-writing. 

(Jen. Pillow would remind (Jen. Scott that he ((Jen. Scott) 
should introduce his evidence without preface, as his making 
a speech on the subject might tend to prejudice the court: it 
was not in order. 

The court being ready for the examination ol witnesses, 
Air. Freaner, correspondent of the NewOrleans Delta, was

Gen. Pillow said he objected to the original letter ot J.lun­
ulas being recorded, unless it could be proved to him, which 
he knew was an impossibility.

The proceedings 
of the Court of inquiry will be read, we doubt not, 
with attention ; for the American public cannot 
rest satisfied witdi" any thing short of a thorough 
sifting, by itself at least, of the matters involved.in 
these proceedings j and the decision of that public, 
too, will override all mere technicalities, and, we 
are assured,do justice to a gallant officer, badgered 
and baited by the most unfair annoyances That 
part of the news which refers to the Mexican ( on-

'gress at Querétaro, and its action on the Peace 
Treaty, w ill also be read with interest ; also sundry

_ General Twiggs. 

Among the passengers on the steamship New Or­
leans, which arrived at an early hour yesterday 
morning, was the often-tried soldier. Gen. Twiggs. 
We like good men in whatever sphere or profession 
they may be found ; but when we find in one per­
son, a soldier of the highest tone -whose skill anil 
bravery in the field* is only equal led by the true 
manliness of every action in-intercourse with his 
superiors and inferiors in rank, our admiration is 
most perfect. 

The reputation of General David Twiggs, as a 
soldier, dates back many years. In the Florida 
war, as Colonel of the 2il Regiment of Dragoons, 
he distinguished himself alike for caution, skill and 
intrepidity. In Mexico,at the storming of Monte­
rey, Iiis action in that splendid affair, crowned him 
with imperishable military renown, and lifted him 
to the highest pinnacle of admiration in the minds 
of every cool, dispassionate American. Shortly 
after Motilerei/, he was raised to the rank of Briga­
dier General, and marched to Victoria with his 
brigade, at which point he w as joined by Gen. Pat­
terson ; thence he proceeded to Tampico, w here he 
joined the forces of Gen. Scott, and from that point 
and time, commenced the campaign w hich termi­
nated in the capture of the city of Mexico. 

At the storming of the heights of Cerro Gordo, 

his calm eye and fierce arm were seen and felt at 
every critical point, while his deep-toned voice 
rang m the ears of his soldiers, inspiring them with 
that courage which only great leaders can awaken, 

when great deeds are to be done. 
But the most dazzling triumph of this soldier was 

yet in store. At Cherubusco he gave the most ter­
rible proofs of his daring intrepidity ; and while 
his proud country did weep over the many wrecks 
of that direful day, the brightest rays of admiration 

shot forth from lier mourning* to gild the tears with 
joy. In a brief notice w e cannot speak what all we 
feel for ihis warrior and man, but he may be assured 
that in all time to come, the glory of his military 
achievements will be a theme of admiration, while 
the true ingenuousnes of his social character will 
be regarded with esteem and pride. 

Col. Hebert—Capt. Dupe ru—Lieut. Pearson. 

Among the names of the passengers by the Or­
leans, we notice those of three of the gallant sons 
of our rtw n_State—Lieut. Col. Hebert, of the 11th 
Infantry, Capt. Duperu, of the Dragoons, and Lt. 
Pearson, of the Louisiana Mounted.Men.4 

Col. HEBERT; more fortunate than many others 
of our ardent Louisianians, was present at, and 
distinguished himself in " the battles of the val­
ley." At the desperate action of Molino del Rcy, 
w here Iiis regiment was in the hottest of the fight, 
it lost but one man, and was considered the luckiest 
regiment in the army. 

Capt. DtrpEUU. we are all proud to acknowledge 
as an Orleanois. fie returns to his native city 

flushed with the glory, and covered with the dust 
of a campaign among the mountains, the chaparral 
and the guerilleros of Mexico. The services which 
lie has rendered have been not only eminently use­
ful, but, in some instances, of tlie romantic char­
acter. Who does not remember his brilliant ex­
ploit of entering the city of Vera Cruz, before its 
capture, and bringing thence complete information 
of the state of its fortifications, inclusive of the 
Castle of San Juan '. 

Lt. PEARSON has shared the fortune of most of 
the troops that Louisiana has sent into the field ; the 
brilliant glories of the war have w ith him, as with 
them, bee^i reserved for"others. But though not so 
fortunate~jjs to have shared the laurels of I outreras. 
( 'hurubusco,and the capital, his exertions have been 
made in an equally awful, but far less agreeable 
field. Scouring the roads, hunting guérilleros and 
scouting through the chaparral is not the most 
agreeable work ; but in this duty, f.t. Pearson has 
proved himself a - most efficient officer, and we 
doubt not, that if*he had been present at the "bat­
tles" he would have honorably "represented our 

State. 

Capt, Fairchild—Correction 

Our attention hau been directed by a friend, an 
offn er in the army, to the follow ing paragraph, oc­
curring in a letter dated Vera Cruz, Feb. 21, 1818, 
which appeared in the Delia some time since, and 
which we feel convinced does manifest injustice.%, 

Capt. Fairchild, by the inference which might be 
drawn from it :

Fair«:hild ordered a 
return, and arrived here yesterday morning at 1? o'clock, re­
porting as above stated. Tire same command was again or­
dered out last night, with instructions not to return until au­
thentic information could be procured ofCol. Biscoe and his 
command. There are all kinds of minors circulated res-peet-
ing their safety «•4c.. as a large force of the guerrillas attacked 
them—but nothing as yet positiv«*. 

We are assured that this statement of the case 
is entirely incorrect, and from what we know.of 
Capt. Fairchild, we should judge it to lie so. So 
far from having returned to Vera Cruz 'lipon his 
own responsibility, and in contravention of orders, 
he was expressly commanded lo do so by Gen. 

Twiggs, ilis orders from Gen. Twiggs, were to 
go out, collect information and return—and the or­
der was well and promptly executed. lie then re­
ceived another order to effect a junction w ith Col. 
Biseoe, and this command was executed with 
promptitude equal to the first. 

We make this statement as.an act of justice to 
Capt. Fairchild, and to correct the impression 
whiehgtie erroneous paragraph we have extracted, 
might make upon some who do not know him. 
For ourselves, we are well enough acquainted with 
him, to feel convinced that he would not have re 
turned except in obedience to orders, and lo fulfil 
the object of the expedition.
