We transeribe from the American Star (city of
of Mexico) the following more explicit account of a
certain portion of the proceedings of the Court of
Inquiry than was contained in our report of yester-
day. It commences with the opening of the Court,
on the second day, March 16th. We copy this
more in full, now, because of n certain rumor widely
prevalent at the North, that Gen. Scott intended to
deny the right of the Court of Inquiry to bring him
under its powers:

The Court being dul organized, the members

Gen. Scott, supposing, we presume, himself to ba
the only party referred 10, as being likely to have
ohjections, at onee replied that he had no objections
to any one member ulllhl- Court as then constituted.
Gen it contintied, that he was present at that
Court for the purpose of having distinetly stated
eertain charges nlleged auminst him, and he forther
wished 1o make n few remarks, he said, with the
permission of the Court, in relation to cermin Jet-
ters which had npwnrml. and which had emanated
from officers in the army, contrary to orders which
issued by him, -wnwly for the purpose of
ing the harmony and discipline necessary
1o the order and well being of the forces he was
then in comuand of.

The President rose and assured Gen. Seott that
no aetion would be 1 on uny letters not then
formaily before the Court.

Cion. Seott replied that if the Court did not lhunk
proper to permit him to reply or state his of
wons n regued to lotiers which he knew to be the
<onrees upon which charges were brought against
fur, then he no longer stood there as a suppliant
for ustice,  He took his stand in an atitude of de-
fonee, and he was not only physieally strong, but
mornlly, and there he placed himself, and he 7vlu~d
any ('unrt an earth,

The President here said that the remarks of Gen
Seott were premature, and therefore the Judge Ad-
voeate resd a letter from Brevet Major-General
Worth, withdrawing, most distincily, the charges
prn-lvm-:l hy Lim agninst Gen. Seott.

The Conrt was re-opened in half an hour, when
it was annonneed by the Judge Advoeate, that any,
or all argmments which might be intended to be
oflered 1o the Court might be offered, and wonld he
reecived inwriting.

Gen. Seott said this was to lim s new proceed-
ing. he did not expeet to be stopped at every cor-
ner, 1o be opposed i his efforts o acquit himeelf,
but still he wonld use every effort to carry ont the
ohjects for which the Coust was formed, he there-
fore woulld sny no more there, bt submit cheorfully
10 the deeision of the Conrt.

The Judge Advocate then read, in full, the cor-
respondence which passed botween Generaly Scott
and Pillow, after which General Scott rose and said
e | 1o the Cour rt, that their first decision was, that every
person hefore them, shonld or might defend him-
self omlly or writing, as he thought proper;
but to-day it is imperative on all who have to de-
fend themselves, to give their defenee in writing.
General Scott, after some further remarks, informed
the Court, that he wished, while addressing them,
10 make some remarks in_relation o the charges
preferred against Brevet Lient. Col. Duncan, and
in relation to xlm se, he said, he had some few
ch he had committed to paper,
and wonld then nml to the Court.

The President rose and informed General Seott,
that the Court entertnined no idea of refusing 1o
hear any thing which General Scott might think

proper to submit o 1t in wniting.
| General Scott, after informing the Court that his
object wis 1o economise their time, b) submitting
Itis re ks in writing, was about to read a paper
