Miss Forte, was the favorite versus the field up I« 

tl,e start, and although such bets were taken as soon 
as offered, the elders clung to their first choice. 

Orustripi-'ing. Miss Forte did not show as well as 

many had hope J for, while the grey colt exhibited 
the highest perfection of condition. Gallatin anil old 
Ifcrtmnd seemed to be right, but so little had they 
been spoken of by the masses, that even («-did not 
particularly notice their condition thut. 

In the mind of most every one, the race lay f>e-
Uveen the Medoc and the Glencoe get. 

At the start, the grey got in front, close followed 
by Gallatin for two miles—Miss Forte running third, 
and the old horse tailing. On entering the third 
mile. Miss Forte took up the running—«lipped by 
(käatm, and collared the colt, flying through the 
mile at a frightful rate of speed, neck and neck 
with her gallant adversary, leaving Gallatin far 
behind, and the old horse out of his distance—who, 
however, let out a link or two, and lessened the 
pip just in time to save himself; for the Glencae 
and Medoc came rushing home at a flight of speed 
that no one anticipated, the Medoc winning the 
beat, amid shouts of triumph from the field-takers. 
jn 5.451—Gallatin bein^ third, and the old bay last. 
"The thing was out'—folks thought : so did we. 

There's nothing like honest confessions. The con­
dition of the horses now began to show. Miss 
Forte had made liw best^diow, and was at once 
abandoned by her friends^ Her chances were in­
evitably gone, and the betting took a great change— 
mostly between old Bertrand and Gallatin. We 
saw (and felt) two to one offered on Gallatin against 
the old'un, arid rarely taken. The grey still had 
the call for the purse. On coming to the scratch, 
lor the second heat, Miss Forte seemed dead off, 
while Bertrand looked as if he had just left his 
rack for training—quiet and strong. 

They got ofT well together, the gray leading as 
before, with Gallatin well up,—-evidently running 
for the heat, Bertrand third, in good striking dis­
tance, and Miss Forte behind, where she staid. 
For two miles the gray and the Wagner ran almost 
neck and neck, at at a killing pace, but they gra­
dually came hack yj the old horse, who on entering 
the third quarter of the last mile, lessened the 
opening between himself and leaders, and on enter­
ing the last quarter strode by Gallatin, necked the 
gray at the draw gate, and came home a w inner 
under a press of silk and steel, in 5:48£, throwing 
the favorite out of her distance at least one-eighth 
of a mile. 

This was a crisis that none looked for, and conse­
quently another great excitement prevailed in the 
stock market. Those who had held up Gallatin 

against the old horse, now looked about fora chance 
to hedge, but none was to be found. On examina­
tion, after this heat, the Medoc colt was found to be 
very tired, and men of cool discernment and some 
judgment iri horse flesh began to think the contest 
was reduced to a gallop between the two previously 
imraentioned bloods, for the way in which the old 
horse won the second heat from his young compe­
titors, promised the most urilooked for result. 

At the call, to the surprise of many, the gray ap­
peared in the fleet, and at the tap of the drum he 
actually took the lead, and held it for two miles and 
a quarter ; but on entering the second quarter Gai-
lutin and lier!rand both made a dash at the " gal­
lant gray," collared him, and before they entered 
the last quarter, had- both given hiin the go-by, 
whep a most desperate effort was made by Gallatin 
and Bertrand for the heat. Both came rushing up 
the stretch under the influence of most exquisite 
persuasion, and the old horse had the heat until 
after they passed the drawgate, when Gallatin 
forced himself ahead, winning the heat amid the 
wildest shouts of admiration, in 5:561- — the gray 
just dropping within his distance. The time of 
this heat, the closeness of the contest, and the heat 
of the day, proved the race to be one of the best at 
three mile heats ever run in the country, while the 
foot and bottom of all the noble competitors elicited 
the most lively admiration and applause. 

The gray was now evidently done, and few-
thought he would start again,—Gallatin had the 
tall,—for men of judgment entertained the most 
just fear that the thirty pounds of weight carried by 
the old horse above the weight that Gallatin car-
riedivould/rfcÄ him in the next heat,—and so it did. 
At the trumpet call up they came, the gallant Me­
doc in the crowd. Away they went, all in a heap, 
the games! three we ever saw upon a track. And 
to the surprise of all, the indomitable Eolus had the 
lead and held it for a time, but it was evident that 
(nllatiii and Bertrand were playing with their 
noble, hut defeated competitor. 

In the last half mile all the interest of the race 
was kept irti\o by the desperate efforts of the Wag­
ner colt and the old veteran, for the heat. On 
turning, in the last quarter, the run was most beau­
tiful; every fibre seemed stretched to the utmost 
tension, while the widely distended nostril, piercing 
'•ye. and quivering frames of the gallant steeds told

ACCIDENT AT BUFFALO FKOM GUNPOWDER.— 

It is stated in the Buflalo Republic, of the evening 
of the 18lh inst., that, during the forenoon of that 
day, a very serious and painful accident occurred 
at Black Rock Dam. Eight of the w orkmen en­
gaged on the State work, four Germans and four 
Irishmen, w ent into one of the hilts occupied by 
the laborers, w here a large chest, containing tools, 
and about thirty pounds of gunpowder, was kept. 
One of the laborers, who, it is supposed, was smok­
ing a pipe, went to the chest, and probably a spark 
from the pipe, or from a concussion ol' the tools, 
ignited the powder, blowing up the hut and all the 
eight [arsons. Six of them were wounded. The 
other two escaped with less injury. .Some of them 
were terribly mangled, eyes out, nose and part of 
the face blown off. The accident was rendered 
more destructive in its effects by the powder being 
under the shovels, pickaxes and drills, the men and 
tools thus being all blown up together. The sight 
is said to have been horrible in the extreme. 

MITKDER NEAR BALTIMORE.—On the 20th ult., 
at. Black River Neck, (five and a half miles from 
Baltimore, on the old Philadelphia road,) a per­
son named Shaeffer, a butcher by trade, mur­
dered a German named Caspar Miller.
