A letter dated the 29th of Febru­
ary, declares that Paris was never more tranquil 
than at that moment. We make, from various 
sources, a few extracts lo show what course events 
«retaking: 

[I' rom the Paris National.] 
To-day, at 2 o'clock, the representative Minis-

ler from the I'nited States. Mr. Richard Rush, 
went to tin1 Hotel de Ville, in formal recognition 
oftlie Provisional Government. It was apprnpri-
utetotlie rejirewMitalive of the American I'nioii lo 
f» the first to welcome our infant Republic, for 
ilifir j» no bond more powerful between nations 
than community of sentiment. The step taken by 
the Minister of the United States has, under exist­
ing circumstances, serious ini)x>rtance ; although 
fully expected, it has touched acutely the members 
iifthe Provisional Government, and after an inter-
new. in which were exchanged the noblest ex­
pressions, they, in a body, accompanied this repre­
sentative of a great nation to the threshold of the 
Hotel <le Ville, as a proof of the cordial affection 
which must ever exist between the American and 
French Republics. 

Mr. R. Rush thus expressed himself : 
Gentlemen—An n representative of the United 

Stales, chaYged with the care of the rights and in­
terests of my country, and of my fellow citizens re- j 
nidiiig in France, anil being at too great a distance ! 
1„ await instructions, I seize the earliest opporlu- I 
nity of offering my congratulations, jiersuaded that ! 
my Government will approve the step of which I j 
have taken the initiative. I must not omit tore- j 
mind you that the alliance and friendship which 
;l# Oolong united France and the United States 
j, unimpaired. I am certain, that a loud and uni­
versal expression of hope will arise in my country, 
fur the prosperity, happiness, and glory of France 
under the institutions which she has now inaugu­
rated, in conformity with the will of the nation. 
Americans will have an ardent hope that under 
the wisdom of France, these institutions will have 
fur the whole human race results, of which the 
magnanimous conduct of the people, in the late 
events, afforded a happy presage. Under similar 
institutions, the United Slates have enjoyed for 
seventy years !tn increased prosperity and a' Go­
vernment of unintérupled stability; and if the 
I'nion invariably leaves lo other countries a free 
choice of government, without any interference, it 
«ill naturally feel gratified in seeing another great 
nation flourish under institutions which have as­
sured to themselves the benefits of social order and 
public liberty. 

Permit me, gentlemen, lo employ the words of 
the great and excellent Washington, the immortal 
founder of our Republic, used by him on a similar 
occasion to tin* present, and lo terminate this ad­
dress by adding to my congratulations the earnest 
hope that the friendship of the two Republics may 
he coextensive with their duration. 

M. Arago replied thai the members of the Go­
vernment received without surprise, but with 
lively pleasure the sentiments expressed by the 
Ambassador of the United States; France expect­
ed no less from an ally with whom she placed her­
self in more intimate relations by the proclamation 
of a Republic. " The Provisional Government,'" 
he added, "thanks you for the good wishes you 
entertain for the greatness and prosperity of France. 
It is delighted to reecho the words of Washington : 
audit lia«a film reliance that these words will not 
only be a desire but a reality." 

M Dupont, de l'Ivure, then addressing the Am­
bassador, said, Permit me, Sir, in offering you 
my hand, to assure you I hat the French people ten­
ders a hand of'friendship txi I he American nation." 

Mr IÎ. Rush was accompanied by Mr. Martin, 
Chief Secretary of the Embassy, and also by Major 
I'onssiu. When these gentlemen quitted the Hotel 
île Ville, the guards presented arms, and cries of 
" l ire la Rcjiuhlii/uc des Etats Unis !" saluted 
the Ambassador. 1

He.have received, by express, letters from Paris 

up to 5 o'clock on Tuesday afternoon, toget her with 
•»me further German correspondence. Our Paris 
letter contains the following : 

"Everything continues to, preceed better and 
mure favorably than could have been hoped for by 
the most sanguine. The Government is earning 
universal good opinion by its activity and energy, 
coupled with moderation and perseverance. That 
it will arrive at its end without occasional miscar­
riage or interruption, would be hazardous to predict, 
and yet so far as the best and purest intentions can 
insure the. attainment of their objects, the prophecy 
ivould seem justified. 

"Among the rumors, to-day, is one that Lord 
Xormanby paid a second visit to M. de Lamartine, 
to assure him of the friendly dispositions of the 
British Government. Without proceeding to official 
information on the point, 1 believe the fact isthat 
the British Government has demonstrated to the 
Provisional Government of France, through the 
British Ambassador, frankly anil loyally its desire 
lor the resumption of amicable relations between 
the two countries, but observing that an Ambassa­
dor cannot be accredited to a Provisional Govern­
ment. hi I tie mean time, in instructing the Marquis 
"f Xormanby to visit the French Minister of For-
iWn A Hairs, the liritish Government has gone as 
tar as it possibly could under the circumstances, 
and sufficient to evince the friendliness of its dispo­
sition. The very anxious feeling that existed on 
this most important subject, has, therefore, much 
sjven away, and already hopes are. expressed tliîft 
1 nuire and England united will be able to avert 
the evil of a general war. 
" The Ambassadors of Austria, Prussia and Hol­

land, to whom M. de I.amartine had officially an-
uoiuiced the proclamation of the Republic, had re-
Hifil lhat they could not recognize the Government, 
until they should have received instructions to that 
effect from their Courts. The Ambassadors in­
tended, it is said, to retire in the mean time, some 
to Versailles and others to St. Gerraain-en-Laye, 
tuiil to leave each a Secretary in Paris, for the trans-
Mion of ordinary business.

TIMOTHY GOUJON, V.O. NT. O. 
( Vender of Oyster? in Note Orleans.*) 

There is in all cities bordering nigh unto the sea, 
a certain species'of fishycleped oysters, very much 
desired by the dwellers in said-cities, and very 
much sold by certain"individuals, of rare peculiar­
ities, called oystermen. 

In this goodly city of NewOrleans. (albeit, not so 
very good either,) there abounds a class of worthy 
citizens named as above, and who exercise the office 
and administration of fishes of this nature, styled, 
as we have said, oysters. The daily duty of these 
individuals—free citizen* of a remarkably free 
city—is to vend by retail the interior fleshy and 
somewhat savory substance of these shell-fish, as 
above alluded to. The outer crust, or envelope of 
these, being of a tough, unyielding aruJ indigestible 
quality, is rejected and thrown aside as worthless, 
nothing being eaten by the children of men but the 
puffy contents thereof. To sell such, is the busi­
ness arid daily care of those called,-in common 
language, oyslermen—the French style tliemec«(7/('. 

It cannot have escaped the notice of the most 
casual observer of men and things, that lite streets 
and well thronged thoroughfares abound in certain 
brick tenements, professedly devoted—not the 
buildings, but the occupants;—to the preparing and 
rendering fit for the mastication of all and sundry 
reputable citizens—at least those who possess the 
wherewith to pay for them—-these said shell-fish, 
fished up by a jiair of iron claws out of the briny 
deep. These tenements, bearing aloft ihe outward 
insignia of their rank and condition, are to be found 
in the crowded walks of the city—and he " who 
runs may read," and he who is hungry may pass in 
and be served, not only to his heart's content, but 
also to his stomach's, which is the best end of the 
bargain. We ourselves have refreshed and regaled 
the "inner man," many times and oft by those 
luxuriating viands compounded by lliose disciples 
of the illustrious kitchener, paying our quota of 
current coin meanwhile, and going joyfully on our 
way. ßutof late we have ceased in our visitations 
to these temples—finding that a repletion of the 
stomach and a similar condition of the brain-pan 
were always in an inverse ratio the one to the 
other. When the stomach was ftill of luxury and 
good eating, the brain was empty—barrenness and 
desolation prevailing throughout " the dome of 
thought, the palace of the soul." In such an ex­
tremity, having ever been taught to respect mind 
rather than matter, we have preferred to become 
even as one of " Pharaoh's lean kine," iu order to 
have use and exercise of the said article of brain. 
Everybody remembers the story of the old Dutch­
man so happy and so contented, who said that " he 
chust eats and thrinks till he's full, and then he 
shmokes and shmokes, and thinks about notin at 
all." 

"Tis not, therefore, to these Epicurean depots we 
refer, or to the proprietors thereof—not by any man­
ner of'means: they are well favored men, which, 
as Dogberry says, "is Ihe gift of nature:" they 
wear black coats and carry canes. These, in Ihe 
strictness of speech, and ihe bounds of propriety, 
come not under the flassificalion above alluded to. 
We refer to certain graceless sans culottes—no, not 
sans culottes either, literally, for that would be 
" most senseless and fit"—but in the political senee 
of the term : men, w ho, in the scale of the social 
thermometer, do not reach boiling point by any 
means. It was to this enterprising portion of the 
body politic that Timothy Goujon belonged. Long 
had he lived and labored in the cause of science, 
for he was a practical naturalist—perha)>s you may 
say a conchologist—spending his days and his nights 
among shell-fish—he was a vender of oysters. 

Goujon made his advent -in " this breathing 
world" in the city of Bordeaux or in some of the 
faubourgs thereof. His parents being grave and j 
close-mouthed people—a national characteristic— | 
very naturally placed Timothy, when he had come ! 
to years, at the occupation which he has followed j 
through life—namely, a fisher and a vender of oys- j 

ters. < >1' the |iarticulars of his crossing the Atlantic, j 

and finding himself erect, like other " featherless j 

bipeds," here upon the levee of NewOrleans, we ! 
are sorry we have no well detailed account. 1 

Neither he nor his parents before him were able to 
exercise the art of chirography, and therefore, of j

these unoffending fishes from their natal bed, or 
murderously thrust the knife into their bosoms, and 
torn them from their comfortable little homes— 
of these things we are not informed, and must j 

therefore, with provoking brevity, remain as mute ' 
as this same commodity in which he so persever- |
