LABORING CI.ASSKS OF ENGLAND AND IRELAND. 
It must be a sad picture to look upon the laboring 
classes of England and Ireland—that empire of 
splendor and wretchedness. The recent arrivals 
repeat, in doleful and afflicting accents, the accounts 
of their increasing want, and woe, and misery, and 
as the winter advances, their condition must inevi­
tably grow worse. There seems no relief for the 
destitute—no hope but death for the suffer/'ng. 

A late number of the Westminster Review, has 
a long article which speaks in tones that should, 
and must eventually be listened to. The upper, 
and even the middling classes, says the writer, 
have been so long habituated to a knowledge of the 
existence of misery and want and privation, that, 
they ask with indolent or vapid indifference, when 
pressed upon to consider the whole question—-
" What is there new that we have not heard of? 
Is there any thing particular to which you refer ?" 
Tell I hem that an agricultural laborer, who toils 
twelve and often fourteen hours per day. in cold, 
rain, frost, sun, fog—alternately frozen, bleached 
and drenched—earns for his week's labor, for the 
support of himself, his wife, and four or five child­
ren. none of them able lo leave the luil in which 
I hey reside, without their mother accompanying 
them, the wretched pittance of twelve shillings— 
and they will answer, " (). that has been the prie® 
for a long time." The writer replies» 

" No—it is not all. for these men shall hear how 
these twelve shillings are expended,and when they 
look on their tables groaning witli luxuries, and see 
their own eyes stand out with fulness, let lhe bill of 
fare of the insufficiently paid laborer stare them in 
the face : s. ,1. d. 
Real ..ä o Flour 5 11 
Cheese 0 7 Kuel 1 I 
Potatoes I S Soap, 0 4 
Ba.01 11 Candles 0 4 

And 111 is in the palmy days of what England call« 
plenty. No butter,—no milk,—no meat.—no red 
herring,—no clothing no medicine,—110 shoes or 
boots,—no provision put by for the times when tho 
husband may be unable to work, from sickness or 
accident, and yet the twelve shillings are gone ! 
And in what ? Insufficient food for the body ? 
But now even this resource is gone among the mil­
lion who are too weak, from want and starvation, 
to labor." 

CITY OF SAN FRANCISCO.—AS this city, together 
with its famous harbor, will probably soon form a 
portion of our territory, we give a description of it, 
copied from the California!! of August last: 

The town site, as recently surveyed, embraces 
an extent of one and a half square miles. It is re­
gularly laid out, intersected by streets from sixty to 
eighty feet in width. The squares are divided into 
lots of from sixteen and a half varus, Ctlie Spanish 
yard, of about in.) front, and fifty deep, to one 
hundred varus square. The smaller and more val­
uable of these lots are those situated between high 
anil low water mark. Part of these lots were sold 
in July last, at auction, and brought from fifty to 
six hundred dollars. The established prices.of the 
fifty and one hundred vara lot are §12 and $2f>. 

San Francisco, last August, contained l.r>9 soul» 
—of whom 375 were whites, four-fifth of these be­
ing under forty years of age. Some idea of the 
composition of the white population may be gath­
ered from lhe following statement as to lhe nativity 
of the larger portion: English, 22; Germans, 27 ; 
Irish, 11; Scotch, 11; born in the United Stales, 
228; Califomians,89. 

Thirty-two of these last mentioned being Cali­
fomians proper, it will be seen that three-fifths of 
the whole number of immigrants are from the 
United States. We do not give the Indians, Sand­
wich Islanders, negroes, Ac.—neither is mention 
made of the regiment of New York Volunteers. 

Of the white population there are eighty-nine 
who can neither read nor write ; but when we 
learn that there afe eighty-three children under ten 
years of age, and.only one teacher, the fact will 
not be wondered at. 

Previously lo the 1st of April, 1847, there, had 
been erected in the town seventy-nine buildings, 
nearly all of which were erected within the two 
years immediately preceding thai date. From the 
1st of April to the 1st of August there were raised 
seventy-eight buildings. It appears, then, by a 
comparison of the two above statements, that there 
had heen erected within five months, as many 
buildings as were erected in all the years previous. 

This is an increase which may well challenge 
lhe banks of our own rivers, and this is as it were 
but lhe first foot-print of the Americans, 

There can be no belter evidence of lhe advan­
tages and capabilities for improvement of the place 
than this single fact. 

Centre of the finest harbor on the Pacific, and 
seconded by the enterprise and intelligence of it« 
hardy citizens, San Francisco is destined to become 
the great, commercial emporium of the North 
Pacific coast. 

THE SUFFOSED MURDERER OF MRS. RADEMA-
CIIER.—Our Philadelphia and Baltimore exchanges 
still continue filled with long statements connected 
with the murder of Mrs. Rademacher, and the ar­
rest of Langfel.lt, the supposed murderer. The 
Philadelphia North American of the 25th ult. says: 

Suspicion having been entertained by the city 
police and others against a German named Charles 
I«nigfelilt, as the perpetrator of the atrocious mur­
der of Thursday morning, efïôrts were made to se­
cure him, which we rejoice to know were success­
ful, and yesterday afternoon he was-laken into cus­
tody and committed for a hearing before the Mayor 
to-day. There seems to be no doubt, of his guilt. 

He is a shin-maker, and the blade of the knife 
found in the bed of Mrs. Rademacher has lieen fully 
recognized as one which the prisoner used at work# 

and which was particularly noticed by his fellow 
workmen on the day lie commenced work and 
placed his tools upon his bench. 

It is stated that he was not at home the evening 
previous to the murder, but returned to his lodging 
room about 3 o'clock in the morning, and, that after 
coming in, he procured a basin of water«and wash­
ed himself and some of his wearing apparel. 

His coat or jacket, pantaloons, boots, and a shirt, 
have been obtained, and all have stains or marks of 
blood on them. The shirt is stained upon the bo­
som. and was taken from his body. He wore it 
with the hinder part in front, in order no doubt to 
hide the marks of blood, and escape detection. 

After his arrest and the discovery of the clothing, 
he was put in irons and placed in the lock-up. 

Langfeldl, it will lie remembered, was arrested 
and convicted four years ago, for robbing the Ger­
mon Lutheran Church, comerof Cherry and Fourth 
streets—two doors above where the murder was 
perpetrated—for which, and the robbery of the 
store, corner of Fourth and Race streets, he was 
sentenced to the Easterm Penitentiary for the term 
of four years. 

The term of his imprisonment terminated on the 
6th hist., when he was released from his confine­
ment—soon after, or immediately after which, he 
took boarding at Mrs. .Martin's in Front street, near 
Vine, where he was arrested. 

At the time of his conviction, Langfeldt threat­
ened to be revenged upon his prosecutors, and in­
deed all who contributed to his arrest, etc. He 
then boarded with a family in the same house now 
occupied by Mr. Rademacher. It is stated that 
since his discharge from prison, he had made threats 
generally against individuals. 

The prisoner is a German by birth, but says that 
be was reared in France. He is about five feet 
nine inches in height, with light hairand light com­
plexion. All the circumstances point to him very 
strongly as the murderer, the certainty of which, 
the evidence already obtained, and that to be ad­
duced, will, it is believed leave no doubt. 

The excitement throughout the city was intense 
yesterday, and a crowd of persons assembled around 
the house of Mr. Rademacher. 

Mr. R., we learned yesterday, by inquiring at 
his residence, was in a convalescent state. 

HORRID MI RDER.—We are informed that a ter­
rible murder occurred on Fall Creek, in Rutherford 
county, last week. A negro woiflan entered the 
chamber of an aged lady, Mrs. Smith, during the 
night, and crushed her skull with a hammer. M1^-
Smith was subject to fits, and the negro, to bide 
her guilt, took the old lady from her bed, and laid 
her on the hearth with her head in the fire. When 
discovered, her head was almost entirely consumed. 
The negro woman was apprehended, and confessed 
the murder. She said she put her mistress' head 
in the lire to induce the belief that she had lallen 
there whilst in a fit.—Nashville Gazette, I'Mh ult.
