Our market has generally been quite dull during the past 

three days, owing in a good degreee to the unfavorable tenor 
pf tin' European accounts, received by the British steamer 
Caledonia The Cotton market, in particular, has been 
depressed by news of a further deciine at Liverpool, and 
prices have again given way. 

COTTON.—In our last report we stated that some re­
vival had taken place in Cotton, and that prices, after de­
clining cent in consequence of the Cambria's news, had 
become firmer again. Since that time, however, later ac­
counts from Liverpool I^ve come to hand, noting a further 
decline in prices, and have caused the rates to recede materi­
ally. The sales of the thr » days are 8C00 hales, as follows— 
5000 bales on Saturday, 1500 on Monday, and 1500 to-djiy. 
As to prices we can only remark that Middling has been sold 
at 5J875)6c., or 1aC. lower than before the news, without 
venturing upon quotations, which, in the present unsettled 
state of affairs, cannot be given accurately.

A communication from (lie Treasurer was read, 
informing the Council that on the 31st of March 
last, lie deposited in the bank of Louisiana $4,429 
for Levee dues, towards the constitutional Sinking 
Fund, agreeably to the statute. 

A communication from the Surveyor was read, 
enclosing; sealed proposals front sundry f?rsons for 
paving St. Joseph street, from Carondelet to Ba­
ronne street, with rough stones. Referred to the 
Committee on Streets and Landings. 

Mr. Stockton presented a resolution authorizing 
the Surveyor to receive sealed proposals during ten 
days, for repairing the several engine houses of the 
Municipality. It was adopted. 

Mr. Oolding, from a special committee, to whom 
was referred the several proposals lor lite erection 
of a Market! ouse on Dryades street, reported a re­
solution in favor of accepting the proposal of Mr. 
1'. Irwin. This .was laid over until the next meeting. 

After this, the Council adjourned sine die. The 
new Council will meet on Monday next for the pur-
pose of organization. 

Supreme Court. 
The following eases were, on Monday, decided 

by the Supreme Court : 
Hoard of Currency vs. Board of Managers of 

Citizens' Haid; of Louisiana.—In this case the 
judgment of the lower Court was reversed, and de­
fendants ordered to pay costs in both Courts. 

George II. Sargent, et al vs. Samt. Davis.—Judg­
ment of the lowter Court so amended that plaintiffs 
recover from defendants the sum of $6559 84, with 
interest thereon from the lltli of April, 1842 until 
paid. In other respects, the judgment was affirmed. 

Christovher Adams, Jr., and (.'hurles M. Conrad 
vs. The Hank of Louisiana.—This suit was brought 
by plaintiffs, on a check for $59,813 86, drawn in 
favor of the Union Bank on the Exchange Bank, 
before that institution was forced into, liquidation. 
I he check was protested, and the Union Bank en­
tered suit; but before judgment could be obtained, 
Jhe Exchange Bank went into liquidation. The 
• "ion Bank subsequently sold parts of the check, 
which were paid by the Exchange Bank, and In 
January. 1845, the entire check was sold to lier-
mattn, under whom the plaintiffs claim—the transfer 
stating that settlements had been made upon it to 
the amount of $33,775. There was judgment in 
favor of plaintiffs, according to their petition (claini-
uig the w hole amount for which defendants were 
"riginally hound in the entire check,) and defend­
ants appealed. The judgment was reversed by the 
' upreme Court, and it was ordered that the plain-
nib recover the sum of $2.830. with interest at tin-
rat''ol 6 per cent. |ier annum, from the 26th of j  
I t-hruary, 1812 until paid.
