THE WEATHER.—For the last two days it has 
been decidedly damp, and although we profess to 
h,, a democratic people, we have certainly lfcen 
under a raining (reigning) power. The pavements 
are wet, the streets full of mud, and the very um­
brellas shiver with cold when they are placed in 
the comer of the room to dry. 

DARIN<; ROBBER V.—One of the most daring rob­
beries that we have had for a long time to record, 
lookplace on Tuesday night last. Aided by the 
il#rkne*> the night, the burglars succeeded in 
breaking through the brick wall of the jeweller 
store of Mr. Joseph II. Ealer, No. 11 St. Charles 
areet. Ii will IM; recollected that a few doors above 
the fancy store of Mr. Onion, a small alley runs up 
at die back entrance of the row of large three sto. / 
brick houses on Canal street. Mr. Ealer's store 
Was situated at the corner of this alley arid St. 
Charles street. The robbers went to work in the 
most deliberate mariner, and after making a breach 
jn a brick wall more than eighteen inches in thick­
ness, succeeded in effecting an entrance. The 
a]«-rti.re was sufficiently large to have admitted 
the body "f a common sized man, and to have com 
pleled it must have occupied nearly half an hour. 
Ipon entering, the thief or thieves very coolly 
lighted a »penn candle and placed it upon a table 
covered with green bai/.e which stood back of the 
riaisca?e which contained the most valuable jew-
,,|rv in the store. The robbery must have been a 
very harried matter, as the candle was found in the 
day book, as though it had been blown out and 
knocked down very suddenly. The jewelry case 
was robbed of gold and silver ornaments, such as 
chains, breastpins and bracelets, watches, gold 
pens, and studs set with precious stones, to the 
amount of $1CU0. The robbers afterwards man­
aged to escape through the same " hole in the wall" 
that had afforded them entrance. The strange t 
part of the business is, that the burglars should noi, 
have l>een discovered in their nefarious work by 
pome of the passers by. The walls of a house, 
broken open in an open alley within fifteen feet of 
one of the most populous streets in New Orleans. 

DISCHARGED.—A man by the name of Demoul-
lies, anil another by the name of Virgillis, appeared 
before Recorder Ramos yesterday morning. 15y 
the statement of the police, night before last it 
would appear that Virgillis got his head " knocked, 
into a cocked hat" by a ball from the pistol of De-
moullies, but when the examination took place it 
was proven different. It seems that Demoullies 
was in bed, when Virgillis, inflamed by liqour, ap­
proached him, and seizing him by the neckcloth 
was very near checking the physical office of his 
jugulars and windpipe. Demoullies, who is a firm 
believer in the doctrine of self-preservation, anil 
knowing that lie had been attacked without any 
just cause, seized a hammer near his bed-side and 
dealt his antagonist a blow upon the forehead that 
completely " floored him." There was some little 
blood spilt, and yesterday the accused was dis­
charged, it having been proved that he acted only 
in self-defence. Is there any sorcerer w ho can turn 

. a pistol into a hammer without the " special know­
ledge of the police ?" 

FORFEITED HIS BOND. — Sam Evans, accused 
by George Ronskin w ith having robbed him of $17 
on the 2Gth ult., was yesterday brought up before 
Recorder Baldwin. His bondsman not appearing, 
he was sent to jail until his irial takes place before 
the First District Court. 

STEAMBOAT ROBBER. — Alexander Greenwood, 
one of the most noted thieves in this city, was yes­
terday sent before Judge McHenry by Recorder 
Baldwin, on two separata charges of robbery. He 
was accused by Abraham Consaule of having, on 
the 29th ult., robbed him of clothing and money 
which were in his trunk on board the steamboat 
Illinois. Julius Bearman also swore that Green­
wood robbed the trunk of Mr. C. Otto on the same 
boat. We are informed by the police that Green­
wood has two brothers in the penitentiary now who 
have been caught while following in the footsteps 
of their " illustrious predecessor." The family 
connection must be decidedly pleasant. 

SEARCH WARRANT EXTRAORDINARY.—Officer 
Avvoyo, of the First Municipality police, yesterday 
having found by virtue of a search warrant a sad­
dle, said to be the proparty of D. C. Clarke, in the 
police Court Room of the Second Municipality. 
The richest part of the joke is that the saddle has 
been for some weeks past the " observed of all ob­
servers "—of saddles, in the most prominent place 
ill the court room, and Mr. Jouté, the Recorder's 
clerk, has prayed daily that some one would come 
and take it away. The officer, w ith the warrant 
tiid'ri! have to search long for ids prize. 

INQUEST.—Coroner Sadden yesterday held an 
inquest on the body of a black man, name un­
known, who was found drowned in the river at 
the foot of Poydras street in the Second Munici­
pality. The deceased had on a check shirt and 
cdttonade pantaloons. A brass badge bearing the 
number 32o9 u ns found in his pocket. This cir­
cumstance may possibly lead to his being identified. 

GENERAI. COUNCIL.—'The General Council met 
last even in;; pursuant to adjournment. There were 
«•veil members present, and Mr. Allen was elected 
President. Contrary to what has been the case 
with other Municipal bodies, there will be no polît-
cal change in the organization of the General 
Council.

When they came up to st-.rt for the second heat, 
the filly, Mary Jordin, broke her bridle, and with 
some difficulty was caught. The nags made three 
or four false stirls. but the filly being more excita­
ble than the otlieis, diminished her chance, by her 
restlessness, of winning. The nags, however, finally 
got off with a bad start—Jack P'ryor leading, 
who kept up the run until they entered the second 
of the stretch, the M Vr*ner t lien passed him, and beat 
him home apparently easy—the filly dropping in 
number three. On the third beat all the nags got 
off well together ; the Wagner took the lead, and 
maintained it from end to end ; the Jordan tilly com­
ing in second and Jack Prior third.
