If war were to break out, each 

Detriment would see formed within its jurisdic­

tion, as in 1792, battalions of volunteers, which 

would swell the effective force to nearly one million 
of men.

Who will have Yucatan? 
The question at the head of this article, may to 

many appear ridiculous, yet absurd as it may seem, 

it is nevertheless true that the great \ ucatanese na­

tion is ready to deliver herself up, body and soul, 

to whatever power will take ujion itself the onerous 

task of regulating her affairs and delivering her 

from the Barbaros. It is truly lamentable that 

the descendants of the magnanimous Spaniards, 

the countrymen of Cortez, should be reduced to the 

pitiable necessity of soliciting foreign aid to protect 

them from a horde of unarmed, undisciplined sava­

ges, whom 2000 American riflemen would drive into 

the Pacific. Here is a chance for a speculation, 

w hich some adventurous Yankee will perhaps seize 

upon with avidity. The government of Yucatan 

offers to invest any one who w ill get it out of its 

difficulties, with the sovreignty of the country, one 

half of its capital and wealth, and half the re­

venues, amounting to about $4,000.000. We have 

ourselves a kiii'1 of an idea—not meaning to inter­

fere with Gen. Dixon's prospective military glories 

—'o raise a regiment of volunteers, Uptake up our 
line of march for Yutatan, and offer ourselves as a 

candidate for the sovreignty of the Peninsula. Our 

republican principles, would of course prevent us 

from assuming the regal title and the diadem; but 

we think that Presidential honors would not sit 

ungracefully upon us, although there might be in­
quiries (we would consider them impertinent) as to 
w ho w were, and various other affectations ol 

ignorance of our identity. Modesty, however, and 
a suspicion that the Yucatenos, after benefiting by 

our labors, and no longer having the fear of tlje In­

dians before their eyes, would not toe the mark, 
but would refuse to stick to their bargain, deter us at 

present from employing our genius in war, or lend-

in" our name to adorn the page of future history. 

Ouwespectable and estimable relative, " Uncle 

Sam," a person who has been frequently stigma­

tized in the London Times, and other trans-atlantic 

prints, as an individual of a remarkably avaricious 

disposition, has rejected with contempt the overture 

made to him some months since by Yucatan. It 

might have been a true spirit of magnanimity that 

prompted the United States to refuse to entertain 

the proposals for the annexation of that country, 

but there is no doubt that our venerated relative is 

very careful of his funds, and it is jiossflile that he 

may have counted the probable cost of the acquisi­

tion before accepting the gift so disinterestedly 

tendered. 
"Penny wise, pound foôlish,"' however, is an 

adage, which though rather ancient, has not ceased 

even in these enlightened times to be of extensive 

applicability. In this affair, especially, the United 

States may richly deserve to have the proverb ap­

plied to herself. It was, in our opinion, a grave 

error on the |>art of our government to reject the 

offers of the Yucatan Commissioner, Mr. Sierra.. 

It is now almost too late to remedy the mischief. 

The Spanish authorities of Cuba, desirous of re­

gaining their ancient ascendancy ou the American 

continent, have accepted the terms proposed, and 

for " the salie of philanthropy and humanity," essen­

tial characteristics of monarchical governments— 

have rendered the aid solicited. Spain, as soon as 

the insurrection has been suppressed, will undoubt­

edly demand the fulfilment of the conditions. She 

will repossess herself of Yucatan, and thus w ill be 

accomplished the intrigue we had fondly imagined 

checked, of reestablishing monarchy UJXJII our 

southern borders. Unless prompt measures are 

taken by our government, this result will soon be 

obtained—a consummation of all others to be pre­

vented by us. It is a well known fact that Great 

Britain, seeing no other way of checking our ex­

tension towards the South, has long contemplate^ 

opposing a barrier to our progress, by the interpo­

sition of the Anglo-Saxon, instead of the enervated 

Spanish, Indian and çnixed races. The recent oc­

currences in Guatemala lia^e exemplified this 

design. The daring appropriation of Central Ameri­

can territory, in opposition to the most solemn trea­

ty stipulations, proves that.no consideration but 

fear will deter the British government from accom­

plishing this, its most cherished object. Audit is 

not only to limit our power that this is to be effected. 

The sovereign power of Central America will com­

mand the territory through which the proposed 

canal connecting the Gulf and the Pacific will 

p^s. It is the interest of all civilized nations, and 

especially of the United States, that the integrity 

and independence of this territory should be guar­

antied. The commercial world w ill not suffer it 

to become the exclusive property of any of the great 

maritime nations. It is therefore incumbent upon 

our government, being most directly interested, to 

take the first steps to prevent such an event. We 

should protest in the strongest manner against any 

further English interference in Central American 

affairs. Should this course lie adopted, our protest 

would he respected, and we would be immeasura­

bly elevated in the eyes of the world.

THE NEWS VIEWED COMMERCIALLY . — The 

New York Express of Wednesday afternoon, 29th 

ult., says : Our merchants are now in possession of 

their letters, and are greatly relieved from the anxi­

ety they were in. All seem to agree that commer­

cial matters were in a belter am I soiyider state, both 

in London and France, than was anticipated. In 
London, consols had fallen from the highest to the 
lowest point, about eight per cent. Money was 
abundant at three and a half per cent. Bullion in 
the Bank of England, has increased instead of 
diminishing. This shows that the English capital 
has stood the shock of the French revolution 
remarkably well. 

In France, we hearof no Hills being dishonored, 
except some drawn by the New Orleans Canal 
Banking Co.. on the Rothschilds, in Paris, w hich 
were rated for non-acceptance : but w hich it is 
slated here, will !»• paid at maturity. The French 
Funds had fallen about twenty |HT cent, but had 
rallied from their lowest point. So far as heard 
from, most uf the Bills that were accepted have 
been honored ; and it is stated that things were 
much more settled in Paris than was expected. 

Although the fall in French stocks is most se­
rious, yet it is a great relief that the government 
have not repudiated the whole debt ; on the con­
trary, there is every effort made by the new govern­
ment to sustain public credit. 

We regret to state that there has been a suspen­
sion of a French house here this morning, Messrs. 
Collomb & Iselin, gentlemen who are held in the 
highest estimation. Their stoppage, it is ho|ied, 
will be temporary, as they represent they have 
ample means to pay all. They are under heavy 
acceptances for ( 'otton shipped from the, South, and 
are unable at this moment to sell their Bills on 
Paris, a position perfectly natural. Their business 
has been perfectly legitimate, and it is said to have 
been successful.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION AT PA \VTUCK ET .—The

Execution—Horrible Scene. 
We gather the following particulars from Will-

mer A: Smith's Liverpool Times of the 12th ult.: 

Several of the prisoners sentenced to death at the late Special 
Commissions in Limerick, Clare and Tipperary, have been 
executed. On the 1st ult., Henry and Philip Cody, and Mi­
chael Lonergan, suffered at Cloumei. The circumstances 
connected with the execution of these culprits are so extraor­
dinary, that we give the details at. greater length than we 
would otherwise do. About 11 o'clock a large body of mili­
tary and police arrived. At this hour, as far as the eye could 
reach, there was a perfect sea of human heads, wedged 
closely together that there was no possibility of leaving the 
crowd alter having entered it, which may be partly accounted 
for by its being the Fair day. Previous to the sheriff's arrival, 
the hangman appeared, attired in a jail dress, his head and 
face being covered with crape, and^ in the presence of the 
multitude, commenced, with the utmost sang froid imagin­
able, to "soap the ropes," and otherwise prepare for his 
duties. Henry Cody first advanced, with his arms pinioned, 
and, after a short and feeling address, retired. Michael Lon­
ergan next appeared, looking much emaciated and careworn. 
A#er he had uttered a fe\\vejaculations, the executioner ad­
vanced, unbuttoned the culprit's shirt collar, adjusted the 
rope on his neck, and fastened his cap. Philip Cody, a young 
handsome and athletic fellow, now came forward, bowed 
and smiled to the crowd, and, after begging their prayers, 
turned round and (>erniitted the executioner to adjust the rope 
and place the cap on his face. Henry Codynmniediately re­
appeared,, but with his face flushed and greatly excited. * He 
walked with a rapid step out on the drop, directly to the exe­
cutioner. and on the latter proceeding to adjust the 'iope, 
caught him in his pinioned arms and àtiempted to throw him 
over the balcony, in which he would have sneceded, and 
have thereby killed him, but for the interference of the Ro­
man Catholic clergyman, the Rev. Mr. Power. On finding 
himself foiled, he kicked the executioner violently, but was 
at last drawn forcibly in by the chaplain. Mr. Power then 
reasoned with him, and having, as he conceived, pacified 
him, led him forth again. The executioner was then standing 
on the platform with his hands folded. Cody again attacked 
him, but failing to catch him, kicked hint most frightfully, 
and had to be again taken in, when his hands and feet were 
placed in heavy irons—not. however, without the necessary 
aid of ten men. He was now brought out Sot the last time. 
During the scuffle, Philip got the cap oft* his eves, the rope 
off" his neck, and cried most piteously on tindiag he could not 
aid his elder brother ; whilst the unfortunate man Lonergan 
was obliged to remain in suspense all the time, with his face 
covered. The younger Cody then, at the entreaty of Mr. 
Power, though with much reluctance, removed from the 
centre to the right, and Henry was put in his place. The 
executioner immediately dashed from the drop, the fatal bolt 
was drawn, and the three men were soon after in eternity. 
Henry Cody caught the bars whilst descending, but his weight 
soon compelled him to give way. The entire scene lasted half 
an hour, and during its continuance loud and deep curses, 
breathings of revenge in the Irish language, and imprecations 
awful to mention, were vociferated against the parties con­
cerned. by the entire populace.

Burial of Fallen Patriots. 
The follow ine graphic account of the Funeral of 

the victims of Louis Philippe's tyranny, which we 

copy from Douglas Jerrold's Newspaper, will not 

fail to be read with interest. No ]ieople on earth 

except the French could get up anything sp grandly 

dramatic : 

TI IE  PUBI .IC  FUNERAL .—'The ceremony took 
place on Sunday, and all Paris seemed to partici­
pate in it. The procession, however, had more the 
character of military primp than of funeral solem­
nity. Legion after legion of the National Guards 
marched on : there w ere 5000 volunteers also, and 
many old soldiers in the uniform ol the Empire ; 
there were deputies from the provinces, the pupils 
of the Lyceums, the Polish emigrants, and the 
workmen of Paris, in the procession or lining the 
streets, while every window 011 the line of the route 
was crowded, Hags and inscriptions of all kinds be­
ing seen in the streets or displayed from the w in­
dows. The funeral service took place in the 
Church of the Madeleine. "The arrival of the 
Provisional (at the church,)" says the correspon­
dent of the Times, " was hailed by the Marseillaise, 
splendidly sung, with the accompaniment of a mil­
itary band. The instrumental pieco. that followed, 
a funeral march by Cherubini, was comparatively 
weak : little of ii was heard.above the hum of the 
croft'd : this was succeeded by the 'oath' chorus 
from " Guillaume Tell,' a piece from the ' Creation' 
( ' the Heavens are telling ' ) and the ' prayer ' from 
' Möwe iu Kgitto.' The selection seemed to alter­
nate mourning and supplication with the notes of 
triumph : the effect was sublime. As the music 
ceased, the funeral cars on which the coffins, fif­
teen in number, had been placed, were ready to pro­
ceed : as the first of the six moved onward, the 
Marseillaise was repeated ; one verse was sung by 
the female voices alone, the men taking up the 
chorus, "aux armes.' As the spirit-stirring strain 
arose, the whole trowd uncovered and remained so 
till the last of the cars, w hich were open, showing 
the ffirnis of the cofiiu, underpin; black palls, hail 
passed. The dramatic effect at that moment, the 
homage of the people, the fierce invocation to bat­
tle, the stillness of death, all uniting, made the 
hearts of all beat quicker with excitement. The 
scene for that moment was grand, almost overpow­
ering; but from this point it sank, and for the five 
hours the ceremony lasted it diil not rise again 
above a spectacle-." 

The interior of the church was hung w ith black 
and lit with fifteen funeral lamps. The coffins 
were deposited 011 a sarcophagus, Egyptian in style, 
011 the side of which was inscribed " Dead for their 
country ! " Several bodies had, of course, been 
privately interred. There were five hearses, the 
last being followed be the mourners, the families of 
the slain, next to whom rode a squadron of Nation­
al Guards, and behind them marched the eleven 
members of the Provisional Government, the Min­
isters. and the civil authorities of the capital. The 
members of the Government were dressed in black 
and wore tricolored sashes. Their presence every­
where excited the liveliest enthusiasm, and they 
were saluted w ith deafening cries of " Vive la Ré­
publique ! " to which they responded by waving 
their hats. After them advanced the patriots con­
demned for political offences under the reign of 
Louis Philippe, amidst whom was. the celebrated 
Hubert, who, being ill from long confinement, was 
unable to walk, and had hired an o]ien carriage to 
accompany his friend. Last of all came the car 
called that of -1 the Republic," drawn by eight 
white horses, simply caparisoned. and bearing the 
symbol of the Republic, decked with crowns of 
laurel and tricolored banners. The corners of the 
pall were borne by representatives of the laboring 
classes, the National Guard, the press, the army, 
the Invalides, the schools', &c.

Pages addressed the people, 
riiroughoiit the whole proceedings no breach of the 

peace occurred, and but one spirit—a thoroughly 
Republican spirit—seemed to pervade the masses 
of the French capital.

following as an extract frorrjallavre letter: " Mr. 

" > one of my friends, was present at the em­
barkation of the ex-King in a fishing boat on Thurs­
day last. When on the point of quitting the French 
soil, Louis Philippe turned towards R and said, 
'Join the republic frankly and sincerely, for I carry 
with me the French monarchy, and I shall descend 
with it to the tomb. I have been the last King of 
France. Adieu:"' 

This idea of the stability of the republic seems to 

prevail, also, among the very sons of the King. The 

I'riuce de Joinville and one of his brothers, have 

openly announced their adherence to the new Gov­

ernment.
