CITY OF MEXICO,March 26,1848. 
The proceedings of the Court of Inquiry are gaining rather 

than losing in interest. For the past two days Maj. Burns, 
the avowed author of " Leonidas," has been in the witness' j 
seat before the Court. He was introduced by Gen. Pillow 
for a few minutes to the Court, and since then has under­
gone the most searching cross examination from Gen- Scott. 
From the evidence, you may readily see that the Major is any­
thing but comfortable before tlie court. He says, he scarcely 
knows what. Scott, in this one instance, has shown himself 
to bea< great a lawyer as he is a general, and the complicated 
questions he puts to the witnesses might well entrap one far 
more sagacious. But you have the proceedings before you, 
and can judge for yourself. 

On Thursday evening, the day on which I dispatched my 
last, advices were received from all the interior States by the 
Mexican post. 

On the 1st March, the American troops entered and took 
possession of the Capital of Chiahuahua, without resistance. 
As soon as this news reached Durango, a neighboring State 
the Commandante-General, Urrea, commenced putting that 
department in a state of defence, and pledged himself to the 
citizens to resist invasion. Notwithstanding this, Durango 
seems very peaceably disposed. Its Governor, who has just 
answered the circular of Rosa, concludes as follows: "I 
believe, then, that in the present unfortunate condition of the 
republican consequence of the triumphs of the invading 
forces, ami of oar unhappy dissensions, nothing can save it 
from the total destruction which threatens, but the negotia­
tion of a treaty of peace in the manner and under the cir­
cumstances which may be most honorable for it." 

In Guadalaxara, a few trifling demonstrations have been 
made against the Government, but they do not amount to 
anything. The press is down on them, and argues that 
if the treaty of peace is rejected, it cannot be regarded 
legitimate reason for making use of the right of revolutii 

In the State of Michoacan, the Legislature have taken the 
initiatory steps to make nominations for the Congress 
paper in that State, alludiiur to the luke-warmness of mem­
bers, says : " We are at a loss to say whether the conduct of 
the army, in defence of the republic, is more shameful and 
discreditable than that of our national representatives at the 
same epoch of danger and of trial.' 

The city is perfectly quiet now, and tlie only fears the Mex­
icans (or a few of them) have, is that we may shortly leave 
the city. They have got the idea, some how, that it will be 
too late for our troops to embark at Vera Cruz, should peace 
be made, but that they wjll leave that city, repair to Jalapa 
and encamp in the green fields thereabouts until fall. They 
may be mistaken about our departure yet. However favo­
rable things look in this country, it is not a certain matter 
that peace will follow the ratification of a treaty by our Sen­
ate. 

A day has been fixed upon for Santa Anna to leave the 
Republic ; but I will not set it down as a "fixed fact" until 
I hear that he is on ship-board and his vessel under way. 

By express to the Star office papers have been received here 
from Washington up to the 6th inst., and from their tenor 
the general belief is that iu some shape or another the treaty 
will get through the Senate.

The Commissary of Senora says he is ready to pay off the 
deputies as soon as they call for their funds. ( )nc ofthe depu­
ties from Jalisco sent in his resignation. Two deputies give 
as a reason for their non-attendance, that the state of their 
health will not permit of their making their appea'rance. 
Another meeting was assigned for the 20th, which we hope 
will be the last before the assembling of Congress. 

A letter from San Luis to a friend of mine here says, that 
three hundred Americans were at Sahinito, on their way to 
San Luis. Their object was to protect the traders. They 
took along with them eight loaded mules, and had waited 
several days at Sahinito for others on their return from San 
Luis. The Government of the State had made a communi­
cation to the Prefect of Rio Verde on the subject., stating 
that no goods can l»e allowed to be brought into the State 
except such as are taken by the gnerrilleros, properly com­
missioned for that purpose, and that all other persons should 
be punished. In addition to this the Monitor adds, that 
seventeen mounted Americans! —a formidable number 
truly,—had arrived at Cedral on the 14th, in Zaeatecas. on 
their way to occupy Matehuala, in San Luis. Ttö-y said 
they should pay for every thing they had, and remain quiet. 
Phe Alcalde of the Mineral of Catorces recommended the 
towns, as they were unarmed, and as the Americans came in 
peace, to remain quiet until he could make a representation 
to the Governor of the State. Another letter dated the 18th, 
has the following : "Our Ex-Governor was arrested last 
night, and sent off under a strong escort for Uueretaro—this 
by order ofthe General Government. It appears that another 
conspiracy had been discover«!." 

The acting Governor is anxious to bave a conducta des­
patched «or Tampico, and has written to the Head (Quarters 
on that subject. If the export duty is reduced to four per 
cent, it will certainly leave.
