The Ohio River and its tributaries, and the Mississippi 
River, above the mouth of the Ohio, are generally too low to 
be navigated by the largest class of boats, éxeept for a few 
trips in the Spring of the year, and even then after passing 
the dangers of shoals, snags, rocks, etc., above the mouth of 
the Ohio River, boats generally need more freight at this 
point to finish out their cargo, and are willing to take it at a 
low price from here to New Orleans. So that it will be seen 
that, during high water, freight can always be shipped from 
Ohio City to New Orleans at low prices, and, during low 
stage« of water, in all the rivers above the mouth of the Ohio, 
the largest class of boats are obliged to leave their regular 
trade, and run from some point not above the mouth of the 
Ohio River to New Orleans—there being generally uot more 
than four months out of the twelve in which the largest class 
of steamboats can be employed «above this point with any 
thing like a full freight, and consequently are obliged to lay 
up the most of the season, or run from this point to New Or­
leans.

justify it, and they can contract to deliver the same at a given 
time, with certainty of reaching the market from this point.

the same at this point, and to avail themselves of the advance 
in New Orleans, which generally occurs on the closing of 
navigation atxfve the mouth of the Ohio, thereby reserving 
to themselves the power of sending it forward at a suitable 
tune, and having it sold on arrival, saving the heavy charges 
in Wew Orleans of Storage. Drayage, etc. 

t- ne »impie I act ol so much freight front all points above 
the mouth ot the Ohio lieing reshipped and lightened out to 
this place tor reshipment, should prove conclusively to all per-
sons that it is the natural and proper point of shipment. 

The Missouri River is every year getting worse and more 
dangerous to navigate ; and it is thought that the only proper 
means ol getting I roduce lrom that rich and fertile part of 
the fctate will be by means ot a Railroad, which is now in 
contemplation, from Lexington to Ohio City: but. when 
boats can run at all on the Missouri River, the great advan­
tage of running direct to Ohio City will at once be seen. 

Ohio City is on high ground, entirely above all overflow, 
and beautifully situated.

She loves her children vastly— 
that is to say, she would jump into the river to save 
the life of one of them, or rush through the flames 
of a burning house to their rescue, but whether her 
love for them is of a practical, serviceable nature, 
we shall see presently. 

She loves her husband—yes, a little, and that's 
a good deal considering that she is yet in the bloom 
of early summer, while " chill November's surly 
blast" has already began to whiten the " pow " of 
tlie old Major. She loves her friends, at least those 
of them that love her, which is very natural ; but 
especially she loves her own fair face and fairer 
form, and her exceedingly genteel feminine person­
ality. Unfortunately, however, this passion of love 
in its reflex and other tendencies, has closed up the 
avenue of her affections for those simple, homely, 
domestic duties, domestic fondnesses, that go to 
make tip woman as she is and as she ought to be. 
Unfortunately, we say, in the case of Mrs. Butter­
fly, love, in her, takes the form and shape of admi­
ration, and we are only too sorry to make the un­
handsome avowal that a love of admiration has 
swallowed v.p nearly three-thirds of her feminine 
nature. 

There is a fashion in the world, of praising, 
rather say idolizing women, whether they deserve 
it or not. A sort of blind, Pagan idolatry of wo­
man, because she is woman : that is, while youth 
and beauty blooms about her—for when "de­
clined into the vale of years," the worship becomes 
more rational and very often the meed of well-de­
served approval is then withheld. Miss Martineau 
somewhere alludes to this species of foolish idola­
try, and reprehends it as equally unjust and injuri­
ous; and to tell the truth, the sensible portion of 
the sex have a hearty contempt for all fulsome adu­
lation not founded upon real worth. Women are 
mortals, and a* such, notwithstanding their " silks 
and satins fine," are wrapped up in imperfection, 
even as we are. Sometimes they are styled " frail­
ty:" but this too is unjust and ill-natured, for " frail" 
as they are, they embody a good deal of all the ex­
cellence that human nature can lay claim to. But 
they are not perfect, no more than we, and to make 
" golden calves" of them were absurd. Let them 
stand upon their own essential merits, without any 
extra "appliances," and even then the foundation 
of their influence would stand sure and unshaken. 

True, a fondness for admiration is one of the 
reigning traits of woman's nature—it comes as 
natural to them as for men to use tobacco. It was 
the " besetting sin " of Mrs. Butterfly, as we have 
already taken occasion to advert to. Certainly, 
Mrs. B. was a pretty woman ; divers of her friends 
have insinuated as much ; the gazes of men have 
more than half assured her of the fact, and her 
looking-glass—'tis a flattering glass, that of hers— 
has completed the delusion. We say delusion, for 
anything that makes one rely upon mere looks to 
the exclusion of other matters—such as the culti­
vation of mind, and the fulfilment of a sphere of 
domestic duty—is a delusion, and one of Ihe saddest 
kind. True, as we have said before, Mrs, Giddy-
gay Buterflv was a pretty woman ; but if she was, 
that was no reason why she should make a ninny 
of herself, by leaving undone things that ought to 
be done. 

And pray, what does she leave undone ; Do nt 
she dress like an angel and flirt about like a seraph ? 
These things she certainly does ; hut as we have 
before hinted, there were beneath «be family roof 
certain " little ones," to brighten the soul's affec­
tions and kindle afresh the. joys that cluster about 
"home." Brighten the affections, indeed! We 
must tell the truth if it kills us : Mrs. Butterfly was 
" a stranger in a strange land," so far as her own 
domestic hearth was concerned. She had a rest-
ing-place there—a sort of a local habitation—but, 
benealh her patronage and care, it was no " home," 
to call such. Other thoughts, other feelings pos­
sessed her breast, and there was no room for any­
thing so homely as home. Ah ! when we think of 
these poor, little, motherless Butterflies, we begin 
to realize some glimmerings of what the Scripture 
calls "sowing with the wind and reaping the 
whirlwind ! " 

There are some people in this world of inhabited 
creation that suppose—vainly suppose—that if 
children—little immortals in jackets and trovvsers 
only have a plenty of bread and meal wherewith 
to cram their stomachs, and a trifle of clothing 
withal, that the grand totality of parental duty, in 
all it* length and breadth and importance, is abun­
dantly fulfilled. As for the rest—why, the streets 
and the highways can open wide their arms and 

receive them. . , , 
Now, we might stop here and preach awhile, 

taking a text from Pope— ; 
" Just as the twig is bent the tree's inclined. 

But we mubt " sketch," not preach. 'T is ours to 
loiter by the way-side, and cull, here and there, a 
flower, and not pretend to settle down in the big 
field and attempt to son- the seed and cultivate the 
„oil. That from such a train of systematic parental 
neglect the little Butterflies should grow up into 
rankness and vileness, impure in speech and coarse 
and rude in manners, is not at all to be wondered at. 
Those who know how to trace causes to effects and 
effects liack to their causes, could have confidently 
insured s uch a fate. 

As for Mrs. Gidtly Gay Butterfly, she is still true 
to her name and her nature. Her habitual disre­
gard of the res augustœ domi h<ts grown upon her ; 
as years increase she, of ci/urse, appears less attract­
ive, and will, no doubt, become soured in temper 
from such cause. It begins to be a great grief to 
her that her hoys are so mentally and morally ill-
favored. She wonders how it can happen that it 
is so, and visits with weighty indignation the school­
teachers, upon whom, of course, all the blame 
falls, that the children are not so "genteel" as Mrs. 

, her neighbor's—forgetful, all the while, that 
there has been training in the one case, and the 
utter want of it in the other—forgetful that the 
doctrine of the silk purse aud the elderly pig's 
ear" applies, in Ihe case of children, with exceed­
ing peculiarity and force. 

As there is but one Mrs. Butterfly in New Or­
leans, we have taken occasion to give a " full 
length sketch" of her. Everybody knows that the 
generality of city children receive excellent home 
education, and are all of them, every mother's son, 
travelling safely in the " way that he should go." 

CONGRATULATION TO FRANCE—New York 
seems to lie the readiest and the most extensive 
sharer of sympathy with France, about these times. 
We gather the following items from late papers : 

Vive la Repubhque .'—There was to have been a 
grand demonstration of sympathy with France at 
the Park in NewYork on the evening of the 3d inst. 
The Mayor of the city, Mr. Brady, was to preside. 
The natives, or representatives of nine different 
nations, including the United States, have decided 
to join in the affair. The Common Council of the 
city adopted appropriate means to make it imposing 
anil expressive. It resolved that the national and 
Stale flags be displayed 011 the public buildings, 
and that the City Ilall be illuminated in the even­
ing. There also was to be a procession, and it 
was expected that the illumination would be gene­
ral. In the Park there was to he one grand tri­
bune, and two others. From the first the Ameri­
cans, and all whose language is English, were to be 
addressed. Here his honor, Mayor Brady, was to 
preside. From the others the French and German 
languages, and those of many nations, were to be 
spoken. 

Englishmen and France.—There was to lie a 
meeting of natives of Great Britain on Saturday 
evening, April 1, at Military Hall, NewYork, for 
the purpose of expressing their sympathy and sen­
timents on the recent glorious Revolution in France. 

Practical Sympathy.—The French citizens of 
NewYork city have made arrangements for the col­
lection of a subscription for the widows and orphans 
and wounded at Paris on the memorable days of 
February, 1848. 

Whole-souled Action.—On the night of tlie 1st 
inst. the Irishmen were to meet at the Shakspeare 
Hotel. NewYork, to send delegates to France to 
join in the grand demonstration in Paris on the 
20th of April, and to join there the delegates from 
Ireland. Vive la belle Re]>iiblitjue ! 

FÜNKRAI, OF JOHN JACOB ASTOR.—Agreeably to 
arrangement, the funeral of the late John Jacob As­
tor took place yesterday afternoon, at St. Thomas 
Church, corner of Broadway and Houston street. 
It was announced that the deceased would be taken 
from the house of his son, William B. Astor, in I.a-
fayette place ; anil crowd after crowd gathered to 
the spot, to witness the last tribute to the dead. 
The coffin was placed in the hall, and the doors 
thrown open, that every one might have an oppor­
tunity to see him, and thousands rushed in until the 
hall was crowded almost to suffocation. The coffin 
was covered with rich black velvet, and bound with 
bullion fringe, over which was a velvet pall of 
beautiful workmanship ; over the face a glass had 
been set in, that all might have a look upon the re­
mains of the richest man in the country. At four 
o'clock the procession, headed by James C. Dugari, 
the undertaker, moved from the house. The Rev. 
Dr. Whitehouse, and Rev. Dr. Bedell, the officiating 
clergymen, followed, together with eight other min­
isters. The corpse followed next, accompanied by 
the following pall bearers:—Washingtou Irving, 
David B. Ogden, Philip Hone, Judge Oakley, Syl-
vanus Miller, Ramsey Crooks, James G. King, 
James Gallatin, Isaac Bell, Jacob B. Taylor. The 
family of the deceased, and friends followed after, 
and several thousand joined in the line. The rear 
was brought up^y the waiters of the family, each 
of whom Tiad a napkin attached to his sleeve. Af­
ter the funeral ceremonies were performed, the coflKn 
was deposited in the family vault, immediately in 
the rear of the church, and in a short time all was 
again quiet, as though nothing had occurred.—New 
York Herald. 

PLANTING TREES.—The Spaniards are infinitely 
more careful than any other nation in planting 
trees; for it rarely happens, when a Spaniard eats 
fruit in wood or in an open country, that he does 
not set in the fçrourj^ the pips or stones ; and hence 
in the whole of their country, a vast number of fruit 
trees of all kinds are to be found.—Albany Cultivator. 

(ty The Mormons have formed a settlement, and 
intend building a city, in the Great Salt Lake Val­
ley, on the route to California. Nearly 1200 of 
them are now at winter quarlers, in the vicinity of 
Council Bluffs, where I hey expect to have a perma­
nent depot, and from whence they will send out 
parties of emigrants every spring. Some eight or 
ten thousand Mormons are shortly expected to arrive 
from England. 

FRENCH ROYAL PRINTING OFFICE. — When 
Pope Pius VII. visiteil the Royal Printing Office of 
Paris, he was presented with the Lord's Prayer in 
one hundred and fifty different languages. There 
are in this office two power presses and more tlian 
one hundred and fifty hand presses. In one room 
there are forty thousand forms packed away. The 
hands einployeil in it work ten hours, and good com­
positors earn from five to six francs per day, and 
pressmen about the same. After thirty years' ser­
vice in the establishment, a workman gets a pension 
of 400 francs per annum. Authors can -have works 
of real utility printed in it free of expense.
