General Scott here rose, and read a paper,gmng his reason« 
for protesting against the decision of the court this morning, 
witn regard to the testimony of Mr. Freaner. The court was 
cleared, and on reojiening the court decided to record the pa­
per. CThe court decide« that, hereafter, the motions of par­
ties should be submitted in wAting at the time the motion 
was made, and not an argument submitted in writing after­
wards ; however, the court will allow the protest of General 
Scott to go upon the record.] it was an follows : 
Mr. President und Gentlemen of the Court : 

The foregoing question« having been propounded by the 
Judge Advocate, and Maj. Gen. Pillow having objected to 
the same, with remark« in support of the objection. Maj. Gen. 
Hcott, present as prosecutor in the case before the court, mane 
a brief reply, stating, substantially, that the evidence sought 
for was intended further to impugn and to discredit that part 
of Paymaster Burns' testimony for the defence, in which the 
said Burns swore that, after enveloping, addressing and seal­
ing the Leonidas letter for transmission to the New Orleans 
Delta, that he, the said Burns, did not deliver said letter to 
Maj. Gen. Pillow—all of which he well remembers, yet re­
members netto whom he delivered said letter for transmission, 
according to its address ; whereas, the answer to the sanl 
question, and the answer to another that would have been 
put t0 the *ame witness, (Mr. Freaner") would, as the said 
Scott is informed and believes, go to snow the habit of the 
said Burns to pass his letters lor the public press laudatory 
of the said Pillovfc, open, or unsealed, through the latter; and 
the said Scott reminded the court that Uie same information 
heretofore sought of the said Burns, while he was under cross-
examination, nad been by another hesitation ot the said 
Burns, supported by the said Pillow, cut off by the decision 
of the court, on the ground taken by the said Bums, that his 
answer might criminate him, the said witness. 

He, the said Scott, believing the two decisions of the court 
tobe against law, the rights of the prosecution and the ends 
of justice, asks leave that this, his solemn protest, may lie en­
tered upon the records of the court.

The evidence having been gone through with, on the first 

charge and specifications, with the exeception ot one or two 
witnesses not present, the court stated that hereafter they 
would exhaust the testimony of each witness.in regard to all 
the specification* in the second charge. 

Capt. H. L. SCOTT called, and sworn for the prosecution. 
The second charge ami specifications [already published i 

the Crescent] were read to witness b>*the Judge 
and the following questions propounded : 

(£.—State what you know in respect to the first specification. 
A.-~On the 19th of August, while at San Agustin, seeing 

that an engagement was going on between our troops and 
the enemy, the General-in-Chief determined upon repairing 
to the field of battle. Our horses were saddled, and after 
taking something to eat—1 think about ^ o'clock—the Gen­
eral-in-Chief and start' rodeto the field. It may have been 3 
o'clock, altogether ; 1 am not positive; it might have been 
ä quarter or half past 2; I think about 3 o'clock—when we 
"reached the mound which overlooked the field of battle. 
Gen. Pillow and staff occupied that position, and a number 
of other officers. Some conversation took place between

Q.—Has witness copies ot official notes sent by Gen. Scott 
to Gen. Pillow ? . , . 

A —I have not. unless signed by myself. 
Q—Witness will state whether Gen. Scott gave a peremp­

tory order to Gen. Pillow to remain at Pan Agustin. and did 
not (Jen P. express a determination to sro to the field. 

A.—l'ilo not recollect whether Gen. Pülow expressed that 
determination, but I do recollect that Gen. S. asked Gen. 
Pillow to remain at San Agustin that night, but I do not 
know that he put jt on that ground—a desire of a superior is, 
in many instances, au order. I know that.Gen. T. and Capt 
Lee expressed the same determination to rèturn, and did 
return. 

Q,.—Witness will state whether two squadrons of dragoons 
were placed under Gen. Pillow's orders.? 

A.—I have seen it stated in the official report, yet I do not 
know the fact. t 

Q,.—Witness will state if he in person arrested Gen. P.. 
and if Gen. P. stated to him at that time that he had not 
sent ort" the copy he retained ? 

A.—f state that i did deliver to Gen. Pillow in person 
the letter of arrest, ami Gen. Pillow did show me what he 
informed me was a duplicate of the letter to the Secretary of 
War, which had been sent to Gen. Scott, tien. Pillow also 
informed methat that duplicate copy had not been sent to 
the Secretary of .War by him ; and he stated as a reason lor 
not having done so, that no opportuity hail occurred lor 
forwarding it—no mail had tieft—and the impression left on 
iny mind by this conversation was that, the said duplicate 
copy would !>e forwarded whenever the mail did leave. 

ii.—Did I also state to yon in that conversation that t»en. 
S. had in hid hands theorigidal appeal, and did you commu­
nicate the conversation to Gen. Scott ? - . ^

A —I know Gen. Scott was employed about that time in 
getting information, both oral and written, in reference to the 
battles', and that his report was forwarded about the 3d, 4th 
or 5th of September, and .that in the whole of the time ante­
cedent, he had been engaged in getting information ; and 1 
may add, also, that delays did occur in forwarding to my 
office the sub-reports, upon which the general report was 
based. He was engaged in that report and in matters refuting 
to the armistice.

Among other point«, the position which Morgan's regiment 
then occupied was stated. This regiment belonged to 1 lerce s 
Brigade, Third Division, and ii liad been held in reserve 
while the rest of Pierce's brigade had been ad van ceil 
to the support of, I think. Gen. Smith. Sometime after our 
arrival at this mound—f do not recollect how long—the enemy 
were seen advancing from the city towards the village ot 
tian Geromino. 1 think, upon the advance of this force, as 
seen upon the hill—it was either before or at the time this 
ailvance was seen, Morgan's regiment wasordered to occupy 
that hamlet which 1 have before named. My decided im-
•pression at the time was, that the order was given in person 
Df Gen. Scott to Gen. Pillow, although 1 am not able to 
recollect that I heard the order given. 

The order for the advance ot (Jen. Shields' brigade was 
(riven by another staff officer, I think before we left San 
Agustin* Shields' brigade did not reach the mound where 
we were standing, overlooking the field of battle, until at 
least one hour and a half after (Jen. Scott readied it. After 
we reached the mound, a staff officer was sent hack to hurry 
up the brigade, [(»en. Scott here said that he hoped that the 
witness would state that it was no fault of that gallant 
brigade that it was not up sooner.] Capt. SCOTT continued : 
This is very readily accounteil for by the fact that the brigade 
had to get in rêadiness, and come on foot, while Gen. Scott 
and staffhad their horses already saddled, and rodeout rapidly. 
1 can say that Gen. Scott and staff returned to San Agustin on 
the evening of the 19th, and that during the course of that 
evening, Capt. Lee also came to San Agustin with that sug-
gestion from Gen. Smith. Gen. Pillow was present at the 

meat Gen. Scott's quarters at San Agustin. Gen. Scott 
gave directions to Capt. Lee to carry out the suggestion 
of Gen. Smith, and Gen. Pillow did not return to the field 
that night. 

On the morning of the 20th. I, myself, by direction of the 
Generai-in-chief, gave an order to Gen. Pillow to take Cad­
walader'» brigade and move off to the right ; Pierce's bri­
gade was detached to the left. So far as I know he (Gen. 
Pillow) commanded but one brigade on the 20th, during the 
battle of Churubusco ; and during the 1.9th a written order 
was given to Gen. Pillow—[the original order was here-pro­
duced by witness, dated August lHth, and directing Gen. 
Pillow to move towards San Angel, &c.. The 2d, 3d, 4th 
and 6th specifications were then read, to which the witness 
made no response. The 6th specification, relative to a paper 
forwarded by Gen. Pillow to the Secretary of War was then 
read, to which the witness responded] : I know nothing 
more abont that than Gen. Pillow did send such a note to 
Maj. Gen. Scott. 

[Gen. Scott here produced the paper referred to, together 
with the correspondence between himself and Gen. Pillow 
in relation thereto.] 

Ques. by Gen. Scott..—Is the witness aware, notwith­
standing the identity of his Surname, of any blood relation­
ship between him and Major Gen. Scott. 

There is none. [Gen. Scott here remarked that he 
would prefer that the witness would state how long lie had 
been attached to his staff as Aid-de-Camp and Adjutant 
General ; to which the witness responded.] During the 
present campaign in Mexico, I have been the Aid-de-Cainp 
and Acting Assistant Adjutant General of Gen. Scott— 
since 1842, the Aid-de-Camp. 

Cross-examined bp Gen. Pillow.—Who was senior offi­
cer on the field of Contreras previous to Major Gen. Scott's 
arrival on the 19th ? 

A—Gen. Pillow. 
QfDoes the witness recollect whether any officer of my 

«äff was sent to bring up Gen. Scott to where 1 was, as be-
ing the best position to observe the movements of the two 
armies ? 

A—I do not recollect. 
[Gen. Scott said he could answer that question, ('apt. 

Hooker met him and conducted him to Gen. Pillow's po­
sition.] 

Q—Can.you state what orders for the attack and what 
disposition ot the forces 1 had made : If so state them ? 

f recollect Gen. Pillow having spoken of the position 
of Cad walader « and Riley's brigades, and also of Morgan's 
regiment being in reserve ; but I do not recollect all the con­
versation. 1 think Gen. Scott and Gen« Piliow had conver­
sation two or three times during that afternoon. Part of the 
Urne I was not present—not within ear-shot. I recollect 
a note Gen. Pillow received from Gen. Cadwalader in rela­
tion to the advance upon his position of the forces from the 
city, and that there was some conversation alter he received 
that note ; I do not recollect all that was said. 

Q—What was the position of Morgan's regiment,; what 
Was its position in relation to the position we occupied on the 
hill ; was it in motion or stationary ? 

A—I think it was stationary. I recollect that shortly af­
terwards a staff officer, who had been dispatched to Magru-
der's battery, returned, and asked me what troops those were, 
that were moving off; I answered and said it was Morgan's 
regiment moving into the hamlet of Ensaldo or San Ge-
ronimo ambush. I have no distinct recollection of seeing 
this regiment before it was in motion ; I think it was near 
Taylor's batterv. between our position and the corn-field. 

Did you hear Gen. Scott ask (Jen. Pillow what bayo­
nets those were, pointing at the same time to some bayonets 
seen in motion on the pegredal, and did you hear me reply 
that it was Morgan's regiment, and that I ordered it to sup-
port Cadwalader, who was in front? 

-I—I don't recollect that. I recollect something about a 
Question of what regiment or what troops those were—re­
ferring to Morgan's regiment. I am not certain, however, 
w-hat words were used, nor can I state positively the point 
of time at which that conversation took place. 1 cannot 
recollect any thing about the conversation stated in the last 
part of the question. 

Q—You say you did not hear the order given by Gen. 
Pillow in relation to Morgan's regiment. As yon did not 
hear the order given, may you not be mistaken as to the 
order being given ? 

A— I think not. My impression is derived from the move­
ment of the regiment after we came upon the field ; and 
I was satisfied no order was given after Gen. Scott came on 
the field except by him. I said, moreover, that 1 did not 
recollect to have heard the order given ; I may have heard it. 

May not the order to Morgan's regiment, for this move! 
ment, have l>een given before Gèn. Scott reached the field 
of action ? 

A—I think not. It was some time after we reached the 
field of action when Lieut Ley, the staff officer to whom I 
alluded in my previous answer, came from Magrnder's bat­
tery and asked me the question, " What troops are those V 

The Court here adjourned until to-morrow morning, at ÎJ 

' TiriR TRENT H DA Y—March 30.1848. 
Court met pursuant to adjournment, and the proceedings 

were read over. ^ 
When the portion was read over relative to the publica­

tion of Gen. Scott's paper containing a motion. Gen. Scott 
rose and asked if the words that he " regretted the publi­
cation ofthat paper when he saw it in print," had bet*» 
entered upon the record ; he had intended saying so, al­
though he had said that he had not prohibited it. lie wished 
to make these remarks, although the record conld not now 
be changed. In reference to charges and specifications, 
they bear internal evidence that they were furnished by 
Maj. Gen. Pillow. 

n. Pillow remarked that he had been informed that Sii 
Gen. Scott had agreed to furnish a cony, anil lie did not 
wish to appear in the light of one wishing to conceal the 
character of them from the public, and he understood, also, 
that the Court hail sanctioned their being published. 

Gen. Scott—What was a brave act (I don't know if I 
use the right term) on the part of Gen. P., would have 
been a mean acton my part. 

Gen. Pillow said he was pleased to see the manner and 
feeling displayed by Gen. Scott : bethought it an assurance 
that nothing of the sort would happen in future. 

Gen. Scott said that he made no promises for the future. 
Gen. Pillow, when the reading of the record was through, 

asked that Dr. Hiestand might be called and allowed to 
change his testimony in the part where he had stated that 
he did not know of any measures having l>een taken by 
Pe®;P. to procure for him a commission. That a paper 
had been presented Gen. Pillow, signed by Gen. Cadwala-
uer and others, and that he endorsed upon it that Mr. 
liiestand hail been a clerk in his office, and was a very 
worthy young man; that though he did not accuse (Jen. 
Hcott of any design to entrap the witness, that question 
was what is known in law as a trap question.

Witncasjwas asked whether he could say at what time Gen.

A.—I think it must be endorsed—1 do not know—(after 
looking at report)—ansiccr I cannot. 

Tbeprosecutoi; desires to admit that he was not delayed by 
Gen. P.'s report—it came on probably, certainly within from 
three to five days of its date. 

Lieut. WILLIAMS, A. D. G\, duly sworn. 
(Question by Prosecution.—Look at Head 1st, t>i>eei heat ion 

1st, 2d Charge, and say what you know about it. [The 
Charges and Specifications we have already published^— Eds. 
-Crescent.] 

A.—On. Scott arrived on the field of Contreras a little af­
ter 3 o'clock in the afternoon, the 19th of August. Ascend­
ing the mound which overlooked the field of battle, he was 
met by Gen. Pillow, when in a hurried conversation on the 
part of both, iu which Ithink allusion was made to Col. 
Morgan's regiment—1 did not hear the conversation distinct­
ly—! heard Gen. Scott order Gen. P. to push forward Col. 
Morgan's regimeni, which fo the l>est of my tecollection w^as 
then in reserve, towards the village of Ensaldo or San Ge-
ronimo. Sometime afterwards, in speaking ofthat position. 
I heard (Jen. Scott say that it must be held. I think General 
Shields' brigade arrived on the field of battle about an hour 
and a half after the General-in-Chief. I think my recollec­
tion is correct, inasmuch as I was sent back to hurry up that 
brigade, which had been a good deal retarded in its march by 
the broken characterof the ground. 

tines'ion in reference to 1st Specification. 2d Charge, 1st 
Head, by the Prosecutions-Does the witness recollect wheth­
er it was ascending the hm, on the top of it, or on the slope, 
towards theeneny, that the conversation he referred to took 
place? Whether he saw Maj. Gen. P. point to and heard 
him refer tO"Col. Morgan's regiment ? 

A.—I think it was ascending the hill that I heard Gen. Pil­
low make some allusion to Morgan's regiment. I do not re-
ollect whether he said it was in reserve or in motion. My 

impression is, it was in reserve at the time, posted in a corn­
field. near to and this side of Taylor's Battery. In reference 
to the posting ot the troops, I think several conversations oc­
curred. To the best of my recollection, at that moment oj 
time Gen. S. gave the order to push forward Col. Morgan's 

giment • 
(i.—Did or did not the witness .observe or see the regiment 

called or said to be Morgan's, in position abont the time spo­
ken of ? and this before the regiment got in motion, and be­
fore or after the witness was sent to hurry up Shields' bri­
gade, or lo see how tar it had advanced ? 

A.—I do not recollect to have seen it in position. I saw it 
motion shortly after Gen. Scott gave the order. It was some-

ine before I was sent back to hurry up Shields' brigade. 
U..—Did the witness chance to hear any conversation be­

tween the two Major-Generals? and did the witness chance 
to I tear any remarks in reference to the position of the Amer­
ican troops sard to be at San Geronimo, and of the reinforce­
ments of tlie enemy said to be seen coming up from the Capi­
tal? Did the witness chance lo know that the result of that 

ersation was the request to push forward Morgan's Re­
giment? 

A.—I do not recollect any conversation between Major-
General S. and General P. on those subjects. 

Q-—Were not the two Major-Gelierais, during the most of 
the time you were present, actively engaged in observation 
themselves? and were not many spyglasses in use observing 
the two contending armies, and those positions? 

A.-A'es. 
Cluestiou by Defence.—Did the witness hear General P.'s 

reply to (General S.'s order fo advance Morgan's Regiment; 
if yes, what wa* it ? 

A.—I do not recollect any reply more than a simple assent. 
I do not^recollect to have heard what the allusion to Colonel 
Morgan's Regiment was, only the order of General Scott 
" hicli followed. * 

ti-—Can the witness say that he did not hear Gen. Pillow-
say that it was already in motion, to support Cadwalader? 

A.—I cannot say that I heard General Pillow say anything 
mqre than allude to that Regiment, and I think I sâw him 
point to the position where the Regiment was at the time. 
Not seeing the regiment at that moment, 1 ain unable to say 
whether it was in motion or in position. 

U.—Did you look at your watch, to see at what time Gen. 
Scott arrived on the field, and also, how long after General 
Shields',Brigade arrived? 

A.—I did not; but 1 know that we took an early dinner, 
about 1 o'clock, and rode to the field, and I do not think we 
conld have been more than two hours riding to the field, 
though it was a rough road. That is my mode of computing 
time. 

11.—Does the witness say that, at the time he refers to, Mor­
gan's Regiment was in position, or iu motion? 

A.—My impression was,' it was in reserve. When I first 
saw the regiment, which was very soon after Gen. Scott's 
order was given, it was iu motion, and I recollect observing 
at the moment, how promptly that order was executed. 

Ci.—When you first saw Morgan's regiment, which way 
was it moving ? 

A.—It was moving towards Ensaldo, but very irregularly— 
sometimes tow ards us, and sometimes from us; which I readily 
accounted for when I saw the ground. It was a very few 
moments after I tiist saw Gen. P.aon the slope of the hill. 

U— How far from our position was Morgan's regiment 
when you saw it in motion ? • 

A.—It was some short distance beyond the position occu­
pied by Capt. Taylor's battery—in the vicinity of Taylor's 
battery 

Q.-Do yon remember that, immediately upon Gen. Scott's 
arrival upon the mound or hill, Maj. Gen. Pillow pointed out 
to him the large reinforcements coming from the city. 

A.—It was not immediately, but a few moments after, that 
I saw several persons, staff officers and others, poihting out 
those reinforcements, and I believe Gen. P. was among the 
number; and I considered we were all spectators alike, and 
each one pointing out to the other what he saw . 

U.—Did you hear Gen. Scott ask Gen. Pillow, soon after 
his arrival on the hill, what bayonets those were moving on 
the Ped regal ? 

A.—It was some time alter we arriveil, that I heard Gen. 
Scott a.sk Gen. P., pointing to some troops in motion, 
" What troops are those?" to which Gen. Pillow replied, 
" Morgan's regiment." I was deceived myself, in looking at 
the troops, as to w hat troops they were; 1 did not know but 
what they might, have been a body of the enemy, who had 
introduced themselves between our position and the village. 
It was all explained, however, when I came to go over the 
ground, it being evidently impossible for troops to pass any 
given point in a right line. 

U.-^Was it on the south side of the hill Gen. Scott came 
up, and that Gen. Pillow met him ? 

A.—I think if was the south side, the side nearest the road 
by which we approached. 

Ci.—From the south side of the hill, was it possible to see 
the advancing columns of'he-enemy ? 

A.—When I first saw the reinforcements, I had gone up 
the hill a considerable distance, with a group of others. I 
did not observe, at the time, the configuration of the hill 
with sufficient minuteness, dr its bearings towards the ene­
my, to be able to say Whether it was possible to see the ad­
vancing j-einforcements from the point where the Generals 
first met. 

Ci.—Provided General Scott could not have seen the enemy 
approaching, must lie not necessarily have got it from Gen. 
Pillow ? 

A.—Not necessarily; he niiglft have got it from any ope else 
he chanced to meet. 

(Jufstion h'j Prosecution.—Cannot the w itness state the 
distance in yards from the foot of the hill to Morgan's regi­
ment, or in minutes or other divisions of an hour, how long 
it w as after he heard Gen. Scott's order to push forward Mor­
gan's regiment, before he saw it in motion ? 

A.—I can only make a mere gufss ; I can only state my 
impressions. It was perhaps 2C0 yards from the hill when I 
first saw it, and when I saw it in motion I cannot state how 
much time had elapsed : I can state my impressions that the 
regiment had moved with great promptness after the order 
was given. 

(i.—Judging from the time that had elapsed, had time 
enough passed for a start" officer to go to it and put it in mo­
tion ? * 

A.—I think it had. » 
Q.—Has the witness seen or been on the hill since the 19th 

of August, and did not the principal conversation take place 
" *" "enerals on the sloj>e of the hill to-

hieh you could seethe columns of 

the movements of the enemy, and having them reported to 
me by those who had glasses in their hands,) if it was not 
time to push forward Morgan to support Brig. Gen. cadwal­
ader, who was supposed, with a part or the whole ot nis 
brigade, to be already at the handet. Maj. Gen. Pillow, 
whose information I was desirous to profit by, seeming to 
think well of the suggestion, and both ot us continuing to 
observe the advance of heavy bodies of troops lrom the capi­
tal to the «aid hamlet, I desired him, in language the most 
courteous in the way of orders, to dispatch the said regiment 
to the said hamlet. The regiment was soon in motion—that 
is, at the end of some twelve or twenty minutes 1 he 
ground being exceedingly difficult, as I afterwards learn­
ed, much more so than I then hail any knowledge ot, I, 
at some time later, observed a body ot troops through some 
glade, or opening through the bushes which covered the ped-
regal, a body of troops winding its way tirst to the one hand 
and then to the other, to avoid, from what 1 ha\e since 
known, were difficulties in the route. Not 
termine, at that instant, in what direction that bodyofUoops 
were marching, and supposing it it were Morgan s«Refei-
rnenr, it had made but little progress, I turned to " 
sons about me, I have no doubt Gen. P. .was among the 
number, and"asked what body ot troops that was.

EDITORS' SYMPATHY WITH FRANCE.—The meet­
ing of Editors, at Washington, to congratulate 
France upon her new liberty, took place, as an­
nounced, on the evening of the 4th. W. W. Sea-
ton (National Intelligencer) was chosen President, 
and Isaac Ilill, Amos Kendall, John T. Towers. 
John P. Ifeiss, M. M. Noah, Jacob Cideon. Erastus 
Brooks, Charles Fames, (J. Bailey, jr., Nathan Sar­
gent, J. Bigelow, and W. Thompson, Vice Presi­
dents. Some guarded resolutions were introduced 
and passed, after which Major Noah, Amos Ken­
dall, Erastus Brooks, Mr. Ritchie, J. A. Houston. 
W. E. Robinson, L. F. Tasistro, A. F. Cunning­
ham, and F. G. Grund, addressed the assemblage. 
Mr. Ritchie created some commotion by offering the 
following resolution : 

Mexican Correspondence. 

CITY or Mexico. MARCH 1848 
It is impossible that I should write you letters of 

any length, while the court of inquiry is in session ; 
it does'not only occupy all my mind but usurps that 

of the public. 
There is very little stirring in the interior. 
General Paredes appears to meet with very little 

ifany, success in his revolutionary movement near 
San Luis. He has been arrested, says the Monitor 
by order of the Supreme Government at Querétero, 
and of course, will be held to ail account for his 
treasonable project. This step appears to have 
given much satisfaction in San Luis, as it seems 4o 
promise a restoration of order. Since his return to 
Mexico, in July last, Paredes has been brooding 
upon some indefinite projects of revolution, but has 
donç nothing more, till his recent movement, than 
issue an address to Iiis countrymen. In this docu­
ment,"dated on the last of September, he says that 
smce Santa Anna has nothing to do with the man­
agement of public affairs, he is ready to take such 
office as the Government may give him—that he 
had been invited to assume the command of troops, 
but would not do so, unless with the consent of thj? 
existing authorities at Querctero. But, notwith­
standing these protestations of patriotism and al­
legiance, he has arrayed himself in apposition to 
Pena y Pena's administration, by placing himself 
at the head of a new revolutionary movement, ami 
at last finds himself a prisoner by order of the 
Supreme Government. 

The Monitor of yesterday says, that numerous 
letters, received in the city, agree in statifig that 
Alvarez is about getting up a pronunciamiento in 
the south. This is hardly credible, when we re­
member that tliis General has made puhlig protes­
tations of his adhésion to the Supreme Govern­
ment. Perhaps he is determined fo take advantage 
of the armistice to set his own countrymen by the 
ears—knowing that the Americans are debarred 
from making any interference. We should not be 
surprised, if this be true, to hear that the "«noble 
Alvarez," as some one calls him, found himsèlf 
under arrest before long. ' 

On Sunday last the brigade under command of 
Gen. Worth was reviewed at the .Molino del Rev 
by Major-General Butler. It is needless for us to 
say, that the old regiments, composing this brigrade, 
acquitted themselves well. 

After-the review, all the officers of the brigade, 
Gen. Butler, Gen. Cushing, Gen. Towson, and 
others, repaired to the quarters of General Worth, 
and partook of a fine lunch. Whilst the Com­
mander-in-Chief was there, a number of non-com­
missioned officers, who were wounded in the late 
fights, were brought forward and presented to 
him. 

The days for the elections to come off in this city, 
have been announced by .the ayuntamiento. The 
first one comes ofl'on Sunday next; and, according 
to the armistice, we will have to leave to take an 
airing outside the city gates, whilst the good work. 
is going on. Well, I suppose it's all right. 

Letters from Cuernavaca, Pachuca and Taluca 
represent the troops garirsoning those places as be­
ing very healthy. 

A pleasure party left here yesterday for the min­
ing district about Real del Monte, Col. Wynkoop 
was at the head of the party. They expect to l»e 
gone one \veek. 

The mail from the interior last night brought a 
little news from about Cliiahuahqa, and also from 
êhe section of country where it is said 'ox ytmquies 
are invading. The mail brings no confirmation of 
the rumor relative to the arrest of Paredes ; and I 
am inclined to think the announcement was pre­
mature. Papers to the 23d from San Luis make no 
mention of the matter, whilst a private letter, dated 
the night of the 23d, states that he is either conceal­
ed in the city of San Luis, or has secretly left it. 
It may be possible, notwithstanding, that lie has 
been arrested, and the news to that effect sent here 
by an extraordinary express. Another letter from 
San Luis, shaking of the attempt to get up a revo­
lution against the government, and its subsequent 
failure,thinks the State will be satisfied with a treaty 
of peace^ such an one as may be concluded be­
tween the nations. But ther writer adds, after a 
peace is made, unless an American force is left in 
the country to protect th& government, we shall 
have our usual routine of squabbles. 

The Durango Register of the 19th says, that six 
hundred Americans arrived at Par ras on the 10th, 
and were exacting taxes from the people, &c. It 
seems they had not heard-of the armistice in those 
parts. 

We have at last recieved some official account 
of the operations of the Americans in San Luis. 
Those seventeen mounted men, spoken of before, 
are alluded to in a prefectura as actually coming 
to occupy a certain point. 

III one or two places, they were preparing to de­
fend themselves against the Americans; and one 
Alcalde says he shall fight until lie hears from the 
governor. If he keeps his word, I think the gover-

ir will have to lie very close at hand. 
From Querétaro the dates are up to the, 25th,

CITY or MEXICO, Tuesday, Mardi 28. 
Eds. 'Crescent— As yet we are enabled here to 

form no very accurate opinion upon the chances of 
peace. If the treaty should be no further modified 
than the alteration of that part of it relative to the 
Empresariogrant«, I feel almost certain that it will 
lie ratified by the Mexican Government. Much, 
however, depends upon the character of the person 
whom our Government sends here as Commissioner 
to conclude tlie negotiations. 

For.fhe last week, the city has been rife with 
reports and rumors of revolutions and pronuncia-
mentos, in San Luis, Guana*uato, and that focus of 
revolutionary restlessness and intrigue, Guadalajara. 
It is in the neighborhood of the last named place 
that the monarchical influence is most powerful, anil 
the popularity of Paredes greatest ; but even there 
he does not seem to have succeeded very w ell in 
his royalist projerts. He has accordingly deter­
mined lo try another part of the country. With 
this view, a few weeks since, he went to San Luis 
Potosi, declaring at the.same time that he intended 
tajake no part in political affairs. It seems, how 
ever, that the Government distrusted him, and if 
we may believe the general report, he has been 
arretted, and placed in close confinement, Senor 
Adame, late Governor of tlie State of San Luis, 
has also been arrested, and brought to Querétaro. 
The cause of this proceeding is not positively 
known, althoueh it is suspected that is occasioned 
by the connection of the Ex-Governor with the late 
revolutionary movements. 

The government "of Pcna y Pena, pertainly de 
serves more credit for energy of conduct, than h<u 
been due to any administration which has preceded 
it. The President seems to be sincerely desirous 
of peace, and he is sustained by almost the univer­
sal,voice of the press. The well informed among 
these jieople are becoming sensible that the only 
hope of salvation for Mepco lies inji speedy treaty 
of peace, and they are now willing to make almost 
any sacrifice to obtain it. The wild projects of the 
revolutionists have lately obtained no favor with any 
class ; and it is a circumstance indicative of a bet­
ter state of public morals, that all the recent at­
tempts at insurrection and rebellion have signally 
failed, even though the Government has left scarce­
ly the shadow of military powrfr to support it. This 
fact proves that it restrentirely upoiutsown merits, 
and the moral force which it has w hile representing 
the opinions of almost Jlie entire people. 

The general sentiment among the officers of our 
army, is decidedly in favor of peace, and njne-
tenths of them ardently desire and hope for the ra­
tification of the treaty. 

On the 1st of next month the regular meeting of 
the Penon Jockey Ciub will take place, and w ill 
continue* three days.

The Upper Mississippi river fell 
four inches on Tuesday night last at Peru, and 
continues to recede, with 3i feet water on the Low­
er Rapids. Here, the river has risen two feet in 
the last twenty-four hours. At Cincinnati, on the 
6th inst., the river was still falling.

CITY OF MEXICO, (Thursday Night.) March 30. 

The ( 'oitrt of Inquiry is getting along slowly, and 
for the last two days little of interest has "occurred 
in the court room. Gen. Scott is endeavoring to 
impeach the testimony of 3Iajor Burns, and has al­
ready introduced several witnesses to that effect. 
Take the proceedings throughout and they are dull 
in the extreme, and until some other charge is before 
the court, promises to become monmonous. 

On Wednesday, in the course of the proceedings, 
the President took occasion to say that w hen all 
the witnesses in Mexico are examined and ex­
hausted, unless such as may desire to accompany 
the court, that it will theii adjourn to the United 
States. Gen. Butler being in the court at the same 
time, stated that it was his intention to send down 
an escort in 4 or 5 tlays, and that Mr. Trist had 
expressed a tTesire to accompany it, which w ould lie 
very convenient to the General-in-Chief. 

The night on which 1 despatched my last, there 
w as a considerable stampede in the city, occasioned 
by a rumor that a detachment qf Rifles had been 
attacked near the city. The dragoons were soon in 
the saddle and off for the place W here the rumor 
had set down the strife ; and upon their arrival 
found out that there was more smoke than fire. 

It seems the night before, a detachment of Ruff's 
Mounted Rifles, who had lieen out to guard a haci­
enda, were returning to the city when a person in 
company pointed out three robbers a short distance 
off. Three men were sent in pursuit of them, hut 
failing to find them, started back to the city, and 
w hen a short distance this side of Guadalupe, they 
found the road and bridge completely blocked up 
w ith leperos, who commenced throwing stones, and 
several times fired upon the party. A few slight 
contusions was all the three men suffered. 

There is an acknowledgment in the Monitor of 
the withdrawal of a few Deputies from Querctaro, 
who have stated that they will not return, and give 
as their reason, that they do not wish to vote for 
peace. If tlris is so, ami the Monitor is very good 
authority,-it argues to me that a breach will open 
between the Members of Congress that will be dif­
ficult for Pena aud Rosa to heal. The withdrawal 
of one or two members, under such a pretext, will 
open the road for . others to bolt ; and as those w ho 
have retired urge patriotism as the incentive to the 
act, I much fear me it will be caught at by many 
others who harve been searching for some excuse to 
evade a vote on the questions of peace or war. With j 

the masses peace is not over popular, notwithstand­
ing the well-informed people are so anxious for it ; 
and it is the masses that these Deputies fear; and so 
fearing them, many of them will catch at any ex­
cuse, to avoid an expression on the issue.

Eclipse Course. Carrollton. 
Yesterday the Spring meeting opened at this 

course, for the Association purse of §300. two mile 
heats, for which there were six entries—Margaret 
Èdna, Dandy Jim, Old Jesse, Carlotta, Jack Pryor, 
and Belle—all of them well and favorably known 
on the turf. The track was in fine condition, and 
much excitement prevailed in consequence of the 
power of the '"field," against which money was 
freely offered on " Belle," and as freely taken. 

The start in the first heat was not a good one, 
but the jockeys" soon placed themselves in the de­
sired positions. Belle was outside at the start, but 
made play for the heat ; but on entering the third 
Quarter of the second mile, Old Jesse, and Marga­
ret Edna took up the running—went by all other 
competitors and caine home at a rapid flight of 
speed abreast each other—nor was it until they 
reached the line, that Old Jesse was known to be 
victorious, by about a neck, in 3:4dî, to the great 
delight, of the field-takers, and the wonder of all 
the smarts. 

At this point the lie It i rig materially changed, and 
the field had the call against Belle, at two to 
one—and some takers: 

The start in the second heat was beautiful—the 
horses moving off like a well-regulated platoon of 
infantry, until they reached the first turn, around 
which they swung most beautifully—Bill and Jack 
Pryor side by side, and leading, and the other four 
trailing.

MOBILE, April 9th, 1848.

No. 8. 1 did not leave on Saturday, as I expected, 
but came over with the b'hoys on the California! 
We ramp down on the 2 o'clock train, and Capt. 
Poole with his gallant company, No. 8, embarked 
on board, with a fine band of music, accompanied 
by some members of other fire companies of New-
Orleans. At .i, p. M., ca.vt uff from the breakwater 
and proceeded tin our voyage towards Mobile, all 
in high spirits and O. K. At 31 p. M., arrived at 
Fort Pike—stopt the boat, and cave the officer in 
command, Capt. Carr, some tlirillingly patriotic 
music—together with three cheer» and one for la 
iiaipe, which was promptly responded to, together 
with three guns from the fort—(long life to Capt. 
Bosworth.) Every thing proceeded harmoniously 
until our arrival at Mobile, where all went on shore 
with their elegant engine, together with our wor­
thy marshal, J. Dyer, with his splendid horse, 
Beaucum Peggy, (which, by-the-by, I forgot to men- j 
tion.) and proceeded to the Waverly, where provi­
sion had been provided by the ever hospitable 
Mobilians.
