TERRIBLE MURDKRS.—We heard yesterday— 
nays the Mobile Trllnme of the 10th—a few i«tr-
limlars of some terrible murders committed last 
Tuesday night at Garlandsville, Miss., on I)r. Long-
guuand family of that place.

In com­
mitting the terrible crimes above, it was supposed 
lliatshe was assisted by two of her relatives, who 
lived in the vicinity of her master's house.

MVSTKMOUS DISAPPEARANCE AND DEATH.— 

We learn from the Rochester Advertiser, that on 
Monday evening, 3d inst., a young lady named 
Emily M. Brown, aged 1H years, left her residence 
in Canandaigua, about 7 o'clock. She went to the 
Prat-office ; since which time no trace of her could 
he found until Tuesday evening, when her body 
was discovered in the Lake. How she came to 
lier death, whether by accident or design, has not 
yet been ascertained. 

COMPLETELY HARDENED.—The Saturday Cou­
rier says that Ijtngfeldt, the German who is in 
prison at Philadelphia, awaiting his trial for the 
murder of Mrs. Rademacher, exhibits the most to­
tal indifference about the matter. From all ac­
count?, he is a most hardened wretch. He eats 
Iii« meals w ith a good appetite-—tries to joke with 
his keeper, and evinces a desire to get hold of the 
newspapers, to see what is said of him. Some one 
sent him a German |iajier, containing a brief ac-
conntof the murder, which he read in a cool man­
ner, and often, while perusing it, smiled. It is said 
that he is under the impression that capital punish­
ment is abolished in Pennsylvania, and evinces sat­
isfaction at the idea, to use his own Words, that he 
"Wllljnotschwing." As to fear, he does not show 
the smallest sign thereof. 

A HEROINE.—On Sunday night, at a late hour, a 
Herman, whose name we do not know, attempted 
to force an entrance into the house of Mr. II. T. 
Koberts, near New Albany- Mrs. Roberts and her 
children were alone in the house, her husband be-
iti? absent, of which the rufliian was aware.

He did persist, 
and the brave woman shot him dead. These are

FIFTH DISTRICT COURT .—The case of Kluppen­
berg vs. Mann and Witheritt, which has been refer­
red to before in our jiaper, is still under advisement. 
We are informed that a judgment will be rendered 
in a day or two, and we shall notice the judgment, 
as it will show how far factors arid commission 
merchants are personally liable for properly en­
trusted to their care. 

WRIT or Quo WARRANTO .—An imjiortant jie-
tilion was read yesterday to the Judge of the Fifth 
District Court, by Mr. Upton, of counsel for Eugène 
Delery, w ho claimed by virtue of his commission 
from Gov. Johnson of the date of the 4th March 
last to lie in the office of " Special Auctioneer for 
the cily of New Orleans for the sale of horses and 
carriages and cattle "—that lie was appointed un­
der the act of 1809, which was still in force. 

The complainant set forth that Mr. Louis K. 
Cliarbonnet had usurped said office and asked for 
a rule (which was ordered, returnable on Monday 
next) that Mr. Charbonnet show by w hat authority 
he claims to act in violation of the claimant» com­
mission. 

Mr. Charbonnet will probably set tip the "Act 
relative to Auctioneers " passed on the lfith of 
March, 1848. The case is one of some interest. 

COATED WITH CRIME .—Yesterday morning a 
man by the name of Wm. B. Douglass was charged 
with having taken from the ship John G. Coster a 
coat and hat valued at §15. After having been 
examined by Recorder Baldwin, he was sent to the 
First District Court. 

SUICIDE .—Yesterday, a man by the name of 
F.dward Crusel, committed suicide, by hanging 
himself in the Parish prison. He was found sus­
pended by the neck, perfectly dead. It seems that 
ne had been placed in the prison in order to cure 
him of drunkenness. In an svil hour, he put an 
end to his existence, by hanging himself with the 
rope to which his miisquito bar was suspende-! It 
is supposed that after having fixed the rope atKiut 
Iiis neck, the |H>or wretch kicked the chair from 
underneath his feet, and came dow n as dead as an 
executioner could make Iiiin. A verdict in accor­
dance with the above statement was rendered.

First Municipality Council. 

This body met last evening for the usual weekly 
transaction of business. There were fourteen 
AldA. men present—Recorder Ramos in the Chair. 

A message from the Mayor was read, inclosing 
some communications from Mr. Willman, lessee of 
the market, and others. 

Financial Position of the Corporation.—Dr. Mc­
Neil, Chairman of the Finance Committee, in lie-
half of himself and colleagues, stated to the Coun­
cil that as yet, they were not prepared with a report 
on the finances of the Corporation, but they would 
lie prepared at the next meeting of the Council with 
a document which should embrace* every |K>int of 
interest in its fiscal concerns. As the great object 
they proposed to themselves was to devise measures 
to rescue the Municipality from its present embar­
rassments, it would be prudent for the present, he 
thought, to suspend all measures that would neces­
sitate any farther outlay of money, until the Coun­
cil could see how they actually stood and examine 
the plans which would be submitted for general 
amelioration, lie then begged that chairmen of 
committees and members would adopt the sugges­
tion, and remain in statu quo, until the forthcoming 
report should be duly discussed. The Aldermen 
concurred w ith the Chairman of the Finance Com­
mittee, and agreed to wait the presentation of the 
report. 

Two members of the Third Ward and Alderman 
Fabre, were appointed a special committee to super­
intend repairs on lioyal street. 

Election of Officers.—On motion of Dr. McNeil, 
it wxs agreed to postpone the election of municipal 
officers until the first Thursday in May next, when 
the 'expected finance report will have been dis­
cussed. 

A resolution was adopted, calling on the Internal 
Improvement committee for information regarding 
the gradings or levellings in faubourg Trêmé—the 
Slate Engineers and Surveyors of the 2d and 3d 
Municipalities having been appointed to examine 
the same ; also, instructing the Surveyor to repair 
the Bridge across Claiborne canal, in Orleans 
street. 

A resolution requiring.the Surveyor to put indue 
state for operation the Fire Engine, for the purpose 
of watering the streets, was referred to the Im­
provement Committee, with power lo act, provided 
thai the expense be not more than §10<). 

A resolution was submitted, to increase the num­
ber of the night watch from thirty-five to forty-
five, anil three corporals. It was referred to the 
Police committee. Adjourned. 

Third Municipality Council.

i; message from the Mayor was read, recommend­
ing the Council the appointing of a special com­
mittee in regard to the reception of JIajor-General 
Scott. Another message from the Mayor was read, 
enclosing two sealed proposals for paving Esplanade 
street, from Casacalvo to Claiborne streets. These 
projxisals were, on motion of Mr. Siewerssen, laid 
on the table, subject to call. 

A petition was read from Messrs. S. P. Whitney 
& Co., the agents of the steamships plying between 
New York and New Orleans, asking the Council to 
allow their vessels a particular wharf in the Muni­
cipality. This petition was referred to a commit­
tee composed of Messrs. Farrar, Jones, Soloman 
and Bernard. 

Several other petitions were then read and refer­
red. Mr. Siewerssen, from the Finance Committee, 
presented a resolution, ordering the |layment of sun­
dry accounts. The Finance Committee reported 
also in favor of accepting the resignation of Mr. 
Degourney, the late collector on drays and carts. 
The rejiort was accepted by the Council. 

Mr. Soloiuan, from the Committee on unfinished 
business, to whom was referred the letter of Mad. 
Castenêds, offering to sell to the Municipality a 
certain lot of ground, for the purpose of opening 
Esplanade street, reported a resolution authorizing 
the Mayor to pass before the Notary of the Munici­
pality, the act of sale for $4ii00, in lour equal in­
stalments of $1100 eauh. at six, twelve, eighteen, 
and twenty-four months, with the notes of tin-
Municipality, bearing six percent, interest. After 
much discussion, this report was referred to the 
Finance Committee, with jKjwer to act. 

Mr. Jones' resolution, repealing all ordinances 
passed by the Council relative to public balls since 
the lfith" of September, 1817, was taken up and 
unanimously adopted. This will certainly have an 
effect upon the heels of the Terpsichore ol the al­
most "invulnerable Third." 

Alter much discussion, Mr. Soloman's resolution 
relative to the reception of General Scott, it was 
unanimously adopted. Long and eloquent were 
the speeches upon both sides, but patriotism finally 
triumphed over finance, and the glorious old Third 
will be among the first to welcome the hero of Cerro 
Gordo and Vera Cruz, to the shores of his native 
country. 

After this the Council went into election of dif­
ferent Municipal Committees for the ensuing year.

RIVER NEWS .—The Louisville Courier, of the 
12th inst., says, " The weather is warm and favora­
ble to out-door business. The river continues to 
recede slowly. At dark, last evening, there were 8 
feet scant in the canal, and 5 ft. 1 in. on the Fails." 

The St. Louis Republican. 12th inst., says, " The 
Upper Mississippi is now falling slowly with 3 feet 
scant on the Lower Rapids. The Illinois is falling 
very rapidly, but is yet quite high. The Missouri 
is falling at all points below Weston. There is -1 feet 
water below the mouth of the Osage, and below 
that point the river is in very good stage. At this 
point the river continues to recede rapidly, but it is 
yet in good stage below." 

A NAVAL REFORM .—Mr. Yulee, from the Com­
mittee on Naval Affairs in the U. S. Senate, has 
reported a bill to put upon a retired list, with fur­
lough pay, all officers in the Navy who, on exam­
ination lie fore a Board of Naval Captains appoint­
ed for the purpose, shall be found no longer com-
petent to perforin properly the duties of their sta­
tions. 

EXTENDING THE AREA .-—The following from 
the Calveston News of the ltth inst. is to the same 
purport as a former paragraph in our paper : 

" We understand that a body of " 2,000 men are 
now organizing in VeraCruz, (Mr. McAlphin and 
other prominent men being at the head) with the 
purpose to cross the continent and settle ill Cali­
fornia." 

THE STEAMER AI .GOMA .—The officers of the 
steamer Bertrand, says the St. Louis Republican 
of the 12th, report that the Algoma was still fast 
upon the rock below Lexington, on which she 
struck on the 9th, and herofficers entertained very 
little hope of being able to save her. The cargo 
had nearly all been placed in the lighters, and the 
machinery was all taken apart, ready to be moved. 
The river was falling fast. 

A SINGULAR .  VERDICT .—Cornelius W. Brinek-
erhoff, charged with having abstracted §12,800 
from the vaults of the Leather Manufacturers' 
Bank of New York, has been found guilty of 
petit larceny. 

{ïj~- A bloody affray, says the St. Li^uis Reveille 
of the 12th. took place in Nauvoo on the 5th inst., 
iu which Mr. Horace Hopkins was beaten, Mr. 
Samuel Slocomb was shot in the back, and Mr. 
A. Kent was stabbed severely in the. side. The 
alliiir originated in a dispute I «'tween Hopkins and 
Slocomb. 

IMMIGRANTS . —The number of immigrants who 
arrived in New York in the three months of 1848, 
to March HI, was 15,327: being 4393 in January, 
and 10,'.134 in February and March. Nearly 10,-
000 of these were from Ireland, and 2800 from tier-
many. 

GIBRALTAR NEWS .—An arrival at Boston on 
the 5th. gives news from Gibraltar to the 5th ult.— 
There had been no mails from England, and the 
steamer with the American letters had been due 
twenty-one days. Fears were entertained that she 
had met w ith damage in the Bay of Biscay. Only 
a verbal report of the revolution in France had 
reached Gibraltar. Three French merchant ves­
sels at anchor in Gibraltar Bay, hung the effigy of 
Louis Philippe at their yard-arms, and the French 
residents in that town were iu the highest spirits at 
the change. 

RUMORED BUT DOUBTFUL .—The New York 
Courier des Etats Unis says that a letter has been 
received from a jierson who is very intimate with 
Louis Philippe, which states that the ex-King has 
come to the determination to fix his future residence 
in the United States, with his family. 

The interview between the French Provisional 
Government and the Workmen's Deputation. 

We give the following interesting account of what 
seemed at first likely to prove a dangerous trial of 
the strength of the new order of things in France ; 
but which happily resulted without harm. It is 
from the correspondence of the London Morning 
Herald : 

PARIS , Saturday Evening, March 18, 1848. 
The demonstration of the working men, yester­

day, was followed last night by a demand for a 
general illumination, which was, of course, com­
plied with. In the Faubourg St. Germain, the jieo-
ple were peculiarly exacting in their demands, and 
this suspected Carl ist quarter was forced to wear 
the brightest airof any iu Paris. It had been freely 
rumored, in the course of the day, that agents of 
Henry V. had been at work in the Rue St. Denis, 
and that a white flag had been raised on the old 
porte. This may have been cunningly done, with 
the view of turning away hostile cries from the 
National Ouard; to whose manifestation, the day 
before, the turn out of the workmen was meant as 
a reply. Certain it is, that the cries were chiefly, 
" 11ce lu République"a mort les Carlistes.'" " A 
bas l'aristocratie," " Vive la (îuuvernemeiil Provis-
soire." The number of workmen, of all trades, 
who marched to the Hotel de Ville, and from that 
to the Column of July, is estimated at from 100,000 
to 150,000 men. Be that as it may, this much is 
certain, that all the workmen of Paris and the en­
virons, were there regimented according to their 
respective trades. Some priests, who joined the 
procession, were greatly cheered. In the evening, 
the National Guard issued a declaration that they 
bowed respectfully to the decision of the Provis­
ional Government. The scene that took place 
within the Hotel de Ville must have been very 
strange. The delegates from the trades demanded 
three things—the removal of the. troops from Paris ; 
the postponement of the election of officers of the 
National Guards to the 5th of April ; and of the 
election of the National Assembly to the 31st of 
May. M. Louis Blanc promised, in the name of 
the Provisional Government, a deliberation on these 
demands, when a delegate cut him short with the 
laconic demand, " What answer are we to return 
to the people ?" The popular, tITe most popular 
young orator, emleavoréd to explain how unbecom­
ing it would be for a Government to appear to act 
under the fear of a menace, w hen lie was stopped 
by the following pithy sjieech : "The people ex­
pect something else than words ; it requires a defi­
nite reply, Take what time, you like for delibera­
tion, but we will not leave this without a reply to 
give the people." M- Ledru-Rollin spoke, and it 
must lie confessed, spoke courageously; he told 
them that they were not the representatives of all 
France, and that although they might make de­
mands in their own name, they had no right to as­
sume the representation of the departments. Lam­
artine, as usual, rose with the occasion, ami in a 
most powerful manner, vindicated the rights ol the 
Government to independent deliberation. He sait! 
he would not consent lo the hasty performance of 
any act that would look to the nation as if Paris 
asserted a monopoly of liberty and of the Republic, 
which had been won for all France, ami not for 
some citizens only. In a word, he told them he 
would lay down his life sooner than yield to terror; 
and, as usual, such nerve and eloquence, carried 
him through victoriously.
