And special acts 10 de-
clare the public use of eertain railroads.

A DEFENCE oF Miss an—()dnmnua Lola
Montes.—A illy paragraph, says the New York
Sun, is going the rounds of the press, stating that
Lola Montes intends visiting the United States as a
danseuse. This doubtless emanated from some
wonder-creating penny-s-liner, and is without a
shadow of credibility. Whatever the moral delin-
quencies of Lola Montes may have been, she has
shown herself no ordinary woman. With all the
obstacles of obscure birth, a disreputable profes-
sion, and & spotted name, she, by her energy, talent
and fearlessness, not only ruled the sovereign, but
gained the respect of one of the most aristocratic
courts of Europe. It was not her being the King's
mistress that excited the antipathy against her, and
caused her life to be endangered.  Courtiers are not
fastidious moralists, and had Lola Montes been
merely the King’s minion, she would have had few
enemies.

Blaming, as we must, continues the Sun, her im-
morality, we think it unjust to brand her for crimes
of which she was not guilty, or to uscribe to the
Bavarian Noblesse and the enemies of Lols Mon-
tes, virtues which they did not possess. Lola Montea
was powerful and talented=the advocate of llhul
institutions, and the decided enemy of long estal
lished usurp She had p political ldo
vantages for the people, had “favored ravnlnuom.
and formed clubs against the old aristocrats.  For
this they were her determined enemies.  ‘They cir-
culated slanders, and attributed the follies and
vices of the dastard King entirely to her. They
brewed the storm which has not only driven Lola
forth from the country, but has thrown the nobles
nto the pu whic! h they had digged.

Prorenty or MarriEp Women.—The provi-
sions of the law which has just passed the Legisla-
ture of New York. are substantinlly as follows :
§ 1. Provides that the renl and personal property
of any fermale who may herenfter marry, or whirh
she shall own at the time of marriage, or the rents
issues and profits thereof, shall not be subject to the
dispostl of her husband, nor be liable for his debis,
am& shall continue her sole and separate property as
if hhr were i single female,
§2. Makes the sume provixion in respect to females
now married, except in relation 1w debis of hushands
already contracted.
$ 3. Makes it lawful for a married female to re-
ceive by gift, grant, devise or bequest, from any
person other than her husband, and to hold the same,
as |'( she were single, and sll its rents, issues and
rofits.
! $ 4. Runs thus: “All contracts made between
persons in contemplation of murnnﬁ shall remain
in full foree after such marringe tak plnre.

Tue Asror ESTATE. —We learn (nyn the N. Y.

Journal of Commerce,) from very good authority,
