MORE OF IRISH LANDLORDISM,—On Saturday 
last, says a late Irish paper, (the Athlone Sentinel,) 
we witnessed, with no small degree of sorrow and 
dismay, the wholesale levelling of twenty-erne hou­
ses, and the extermination of one huudred and four 
unhappy individuals in the centre of this town by 
Mr. Hackett, sub-sheriff for the county of Roscom­
mon, under a writ of habeas. To add to the mel­
ancholy spectacle, the rain poured down in tor­
rents the entire day ; and to have looked upon the 
hapless inmates as they issued from the homes that 
were being destroyed over their heads, and heard 
their pitiful lamentations, would have appalled the 
stoutest heart. All this happened on a market day, 
in a crowded town, without the slightest disturb­
ance occurring ; the poor people submitting in si­
lence and with Christian resignation to the heavy 
infliction which cast them houseless on the world. 
What caused this wholesale eviction we are not at 
present acquainted with. We believe the property 
was involved in law, in Chancery, but we are not 
aware at whose instigation the houses were levelled, 
and so many helpless beings sent outcasts on the 
world, to become a burden on the rate-payers.— 
The greater number of the persons had their rents 
paid, and very few were in arrears.

GENEROSITY OF THE PHILADELPHIA BAR.—Yes­
terday a case of extreme hardship was brought to 
the notice of Judge King. A young girl was con­
victed of the larceny of a sum of money under pe­
culiar circumstances. Nearly two years since a 
boarder in her father's house missed a small sum ol 
money out of his trunk, which she confessed to have 
taken under the supposition that it belonged to her 
father. The parents of the defendant had promised 
to restore the property, but were prevented most 
probably from doing so in consequence of their pov­
erty. A short time since the girl was married to a 
respectable young mart, when the prosecutor com­
menced proceedings against her. The mother of 
ihe girl was forced to appear against her in the per­
formance of a sacred but painlul duty, and it was 
most likely her testimony that influenced the jury 
in rendering a verdict of guilty. 

Judge King said that he had reflected deeply upon 
the case, and had determined upon passing a nomi­
nal sentence, believing that the ends of public jus­
tice would be better satisfied than if the severity of 
the law were inflicted upon her. He then decreed 
that she pay a fine of one cent, restore the property, 
and undergo twenty-four hours' imprisonment. A 
member of the bar arose and said, that he vvassure 
that his brethren around him would raise the 
monev on the spot, il the Court would withhold its 
sentence for the present. The sum was about $50, 
and the whole of it was in the space of three min­
utes obtained—the officers of the Commonwealth 
throwing off their costs at the same time. After the 
money hail been thus raised, the prosecutor stepped 
forward, and positively refused to touch a penny of 
the money, and desired that the utmost leniency be 
extended to the unfortunate prisoner.—Phil. Ledger.

A Walk About Town, 
BY A PEDESTRIAN. 

Got up early from my bed in my little room near 
Lafayette.

self. .. .Saw a poor long-shoreman lying down on a 
bench ; had on a red shirt and blue cottonade pan­
taloons ; coaree brogans, but no stockings. He 
had spent all his money in a tippler's shop the 
night previous for grog, and when his last picay­
une was discovered to be gone, ha was kicked out 
of the house. Thought that there were some land­
lords who deserved to be bastinadoed... .Saw a 

shipping master riding at full speed upon a small 
pony. He would have been willing to have 
freighted every ship in port, if he could have been 
" elected." Saw hiin go on board a vessel, and 
come off again, with, in all probability, a flea in 
his ear. He kicked the pony in his sides, and after 
dismounting went to the nearest grog-shop. How-
he kept "his spirits up by pouring spirits down." 
He did 'nt get the freight of that ship... .The sun 
has just showed his golden face above the grey 
clouds of the horizon, and bathes with lustre the 
distant scenery. Now come the bustle and busi­
ness of the day. Shop-keepers are opening their 
stores ; stevedores are hurrying on board their re­
spective shi|)s. Those stevedores ! they are for th« 
most part honest men, and, physically speaking, 
work harder than any other class of the commu­
nity. Many of them have little tin kettles on their 
arms which contain their simple dinner repast. 
When their work is over they get their " hones," 
and then separate for their different homes to woo 
" tired nature's sweet restorer "—sleep ; or may­
hap to spend their day's earnings in a grog-shop.... 
There's a big, red faced man walking hastily up 
the levee. He 's a Customhouse officer, and is 
hurrying on board his vessel for fear that if not 
there by sunrise, the Captain may report him to the 
Collector... .Went into St. Mary's Market ; saw 
a man. a good old man in a blue jacket and cotton­
ade pantaloons, with a long stick of sugar cane in 
his hand. Wondered who he was, aud much sur­
prised to find out that he was a lawyer of some re­
pute. At the lower end of the Market there was a 

woman with a basket of live crabs at her feet. Al­
though she loved money, she had no particular 
affection for a press from the claws of the ungainly 
creatures that she handled with a pair of iron 
tongs. Saw the " cat fish " man, who declared 
that his fish were just caught, and were as tender 
as a piece of lamb. Went up the Market and saw 
rounds of beef, haunches of venison and legs of 
mutton, that would have made a disciple of Gra­
ham forswear his hermit-like appetite... .Came 
down town—shops all open—and heard the news 
boys calling out the names of the different paper« 
that they had for sale.

It was almost lined with steam­
boats ; some were puffing off steam and throwing 
up to the sky huge columns of blackened smoke— 
some were lying idle, and others discharging sugar, 
molasses, cotton, and every thing else that is pro­
duced in the great Valley of the Mississippi. Came 
to the conclusion that New Orleans was a^great 
place and no mistake... .Went still further down— 
visited the Markets and saw that every luxury 
given to sinful man by sea and land, from a shrimp 
to a small potato, were there to be purchased. 
Came home again and took breakfast—tea, a rad­
ish, piece of dry toast, anil an egg—read one of the 
morning papers, and then went alxjut my business. 

RACHEL AND THE MARSEILLAISE.—A highly 
wrought scene took place last week at the Theatre 
Française, now called " Le Theatre de la Répub­
lique." Mlle. Rachel, the great tragedian, was 
called upon, after the performance of Camille to 
sing La Marseillaise. She appeared in a Roman 
costume—the same she had worn in the tragedy— 
with the addition of a tri-color ribbon. Sne was 
never grander than in her acting of this song.

" WAS 'NT THAT THUNDER !"—It is true that 
England is comparatively quiet ; and it is difficult 
to see what reasonable hope of success the masses 
would have in an attempt to overthrow existing 
institutions there. But still there are muttering! of 
thunder in the Fast Anchored Isle, which may 
possibly forebode a storm. The New \ ork Tri­
bune has a late letter from London, which says : 

The great meeting in Trafalgar-square was suc­
ceeded by a grand demonstration on Kensington 
Common on the 13th inst. The Government, fear-
in» that some serious breach of the peace would 
take place, took extraordinary precautions to pre­
vent any outrage or riot«. The military were all 
ordered to be under arms, strong guards were sta­
tioned in the Bank of England and Buckingham 
Palace, where they remained all night. All the 
gunsmiths were notified to unscrew the barrels of 
the fire-arms in their possession, so that in the event 
of a seizure being made by the rabble, the w eapons 
would be perfectly useless. A notice was also 
sent to every shop where powder and shot were 
kept, that none should be sold throughout the day 
or evening. All the broken granite which had 
just l>een deposited to repair the Kensington road, 
was removed. Several thousand policemen, in­
cluding a large force of mounted police, armed with 
loaded pistols and swords, were stationed in differ­
ent places in the immediate vicinity of Kensington 
Common. Such were tiie formidable preparation» 
made by the Government to prevent any distur­
bance on the 13th ; but the great political meeting 
was conducted with the utmost propriety, and wa» 
dissolved without any signs of riotous conduct. 
From fifteen to twenty thousand persons assembled 
on this occasion.
