This deci 
slon may be law, but it strikes us as not being in 
accordance with that spirit to which the law should 
tend — the protection of those who labor. The 
lower courts have heretofore construed the law so 
as to protect a large portion of the community from 
iieing wronged out of the proceeds of their labor. 
Law is said to be the perfection of human reason— 
if so, human reason (or law) appears to us to be 
very imperfect.

The Presidential Campaign. 
In this age of revolutions, it is-well that the peo­

ple of the United States can find some relief from 
the unpoetical quiet of confirmed republicanism, in 
the temporary excitement and sport of a presiden­
tial election. Were it not that the periodical return 
of the great political campaign affords us just at 
this time a vent through which the pent up patriot­
ism and other expansive gases of the nation may 
escape, there would be no security against a general 
blow up of the whole democratic system of govern­
ment. Like the man who got drunk in self-defence 
on the evening of the Fourth of July, our good peo­
ple would be obliged to kick up in self-defence a 
revolution about something—though no one can 
guess about what. But the election in November 
saves us. That is one glorious day for overturning 
dynasties, and refori^rig the manifold abuses of bad 
government which the patriots out of office can 
always discover, and which with a devotion to the 
welfare of the people worthy of all commendation, 
they take care on every occasion to expose. But 
we use the ballot box instead of the barricade, and 
ballots as bloodless substitutes for balls. The con­
querors in the battle are secure during the succeeding 
four years, of fattening on treasury pap,—a kind of 
food Which agrees wonderfully with patriotic consti­
tutions,—and the defeated by a residence among the 
pleasant scenes, and beneath the cooling shades to 
be found on the banks of the upper branches of Salt 
River, purify their morals, sharpen their wits, and 
brace their muscles for a new struggle, in Novem­
ber of the next leap year. 

This is our revolution. Rather a tame affair to 
be sure, when our ears are daily assailed with the 
wild hurrahs of enfranchised millions, and when 
our eyes are greeted on every side with the sight of 
falling diadems and shattered thrones. But tame 
as it is, the misfortune of good government and uni­
versal happiness has left us no other, and we must 
make the best of it. And yet a presidential elec­
tion is not without its excitement, and what is of 
more importance to the true philosopher, without 
its instruction, its frolic, and its fun. And the com­
ing one promises to lie as funny as any that has 
taken place for a long time. Our good friends, the 
Democrats, have a periodical quarrel as to who 
shall be their candidate ; and the choice generally 
falls upon him who can best explain some unintel­
ligible theory, about which the factions of the party, 
in the absence of any thing better to do, have gotal 
loggerheads. The puzzle this time is that bugbear 
to the foolish, and laughing stock of the wise, the 
'• Wilmot proviso," and the point to be resolved is, 
whether the proviso aforesaid ought to become a 
part of any law to which it might be hitched, for all 
agree that it would suit one law just as well as 
another, and would amount to nothing in any. On 
this mighty question Gen. Cass has given three 
different, opinions; Messrs. Buchanan and Dallas 
two a piece, and Mr. Woodbury none at all. Who 
then has the best chance of the nomination ? It is 
evidently between Cass and Woodbury, the man 
of most or of fewest opinions, and we are inclined 
to think, that in this instance as in others, the 
'• silent pig," etc. 

But while the Democrats are in their usual potljer 
about a candidate, their opponents are not slumber­
ing upon beds of roses. It is true, no gigantic phan­
tom of " provisos " appear to disturb their repose, 
but then they are afflicted with horrid dreams of 
discords, dire and deplorable defeat, growing out 
of an inaptitude in the stomachs of some to digest 
Henry Clay, and repugnance on the part of others 
to swallow Gen. Taylor, sword and plume, epau­
lettes and spurs ; the more particularly as the dish 
does not appear to be seasoned with Wliig spices 
of sufficient pungency. These two great men have 
recently published their manifestoes. Mr. Clay's 
was given in our columns a few days ago, General 
Taylor's we publish this morning. The style of the 
two is different. Mr. Clay speaks like a commander 
to his soldiers, and evidently looks for prompt and 
ready obedience. Hs makes no display of his prin­
ciples—he is the embodiement of those of his party-— 
and to be a Henry Clay Whig has always been the 
best of Whiggism par excellence. General Taylor, 
on the contrary, though great on the field of war, 
appears Jess at home in the contests of peace. He 
gives no orders — for he is by no means certain of 
obedience. He makes a declaration of faith, how­
ever, which may enable him to command hereafter. 
General Taylor is a Whig, but not an ultra Whig,— 
that is, not a Clay Wlfig. He lias opinions upon 
most things, which he expresses in Iiis own way, 
and wliich like those of Mr. Cass on the Wilmot 
proviso, may be understood by the initiated — his 
views on the war are given at greater length than 
those upon other subjects, and they are to our com­
prehension, as " full as a tick," and " as clear as 
mud." Which of these two distinguished citizens 
will receive the nomination of the Whig party, or 
whether both of them will be set aside for some 
other equally able and honorable candidate, we of 
course cannot guess. ,But there are great times 
ahead, whomsoever the two parties may run. For 
our own part, we think the country is safe under 
any circumstances ; and shall keep our readers 
well advised upon the incidents of the campaign— 
collecting all that is beautiful, wise, witty, pathetic, 
ludicrous, sad and lively, knavish and honest, for 
the amusement and instruction of our readers. The 
indications are that the coming canvass may even 
surpass the " song and cider " days of 1840; there 
will be as much speeclufying, nonsense and flum­
mery; as much disinterested patriotism, virtuous 
indignation, and devotion to the people, and in the 
end, just as much lost and gained by both parties as 
there was then.

Late Congressional News. 
[Telegraphed to the Louisville Courier.] 
Washington, April 18, 1848.—SENATE.—At the 

usual hour the vice President called the Senate to 
order. Numerous petitions and memorials were 
presented. 

Mr. Miller, from the Committee on Naval Affairs, 
reported a bill to increase the medical staff of the 
Navy. 

Mr. Dix, from the Committee on Commerce re­
ported a bill to establish a line of steamers between 
New York and New Orleans, to touch at Havana, 
for the purpose of landing passengers and the mail. 

Mr. Rusk, from the Committee on Naval Aflairs, 
reported a bill for the relief of Midshipman Rodgers. 

Mr. N'iles, from the Committee on Commerce, in­
troduced a resolution for the Committee on Finance 
to inquire into the expediency of the coinage of 
quarter dimes, and discontinuing the coinage of 
cents. 

Mr. Badger moved to take up the bill giving the 
Adjutant of the Military Academv the same pay as 
other officers of the army of like grade. 

Mr. Cass reported back the California Claims 
bill, with amendments. 

On motion, the Senate took up, as in Committee 
of the Whole, the Supreme Court bill. The dis 
cussion was continued on" this question by Messrs 
Allen, Butler, Badger, Ashley and Crittenden, 
The hill was then put upon its passage, and decided 
in the negative by—yeas, 17; nays, 33. 

Mr. Badger gave notice that he would move that 
the Senate go into executive session on to-morrow. 

HOUSE.—In the House, Mr. Giddings moved to 
suspend the rules, in order that he might offer a 
motion for the appointment of a select committee of 
seven to investigate the subject why seventy per­
sons were cast into prison in attempting to escape 
from bondage on the schooner Pearl, at the mouth 
of the» Potomac. Objections were made to the 
motion. 

The Speaker announced that reports from the 
regular standing committees were in order, which 
were made. 

The contested election case was then taken up. 
Mr. Boyden being entitled to the floor, addressed 
the House. Mr. Starkweather followed, and after 
considerable discussion the House adjourned. 

SOMETHING FROM TEXAS.—-By the arrival of 
the steamship Galveston, Capt. Crane, which lelï 
the jHirt of the same name on the 23d inst., we yes­
terday received Texas papers down to the 22d inst. 

The anniversary of the battle of San Jacinto, 
the 21st inst., was duly commemorated in Galves­
ton. Hags flew, cannon roared, and other appro­
priate ceremonies marked the day. A meeting of 
the citizens of Polk and other counties was held at 
Livingston on the 10th inst., to Lake means for re­
moving the obstructions, and improving the navi­
gation, of Trinity river. Mariners will note the 
following item : 

The outside buoy is now gone ; the pilots have 
picked it up and brought it in. The chain had 
rusted off—the iron of which it was made ap­
pears to have been of the meanest quality. Sea­
men should now bear in mind that but three buoys 
now remain—three having gone.—Galveston Neics, 
oj the 10th. 

Five thousand bales of cotton are being sent 
down the Trinity river, by flatboats to Galveston. 
A semi-weekly mail has been established between 
Blenhein and Houston. 

Indian Fight—We find the following in the 
Galveston News of the 18th : 

A letter from Capt. Highsmith. who commanded 
the company of hangers in the late eiicafjeineiit. 
v\ ith a party of Indians on the Llano, appears in 
the Austin Democrat. Capt. H. says the Indians 
were composed of Wichitas and Wacoes, number­
ing about thirty-five or forty, fourteen'of whom 
were found dead on the ground where the fight 
commenced—most of the others were shot in the 
river. A party of Lipans, who were near, ex 
pressed to Capt. II. their gratification at the result ; 
and informed him that Big Water, the Chief of the 
hostile party, who was killed, only a year before 
killed three or four Americans—supposed to have 
been Capt. Simms' party—three of whom were 
killed. This band of Wichitas and Wacoes (rene­
gades from both tribes) intended attacking the Ger­
man settlers at Castroville.

From Vera Cruz. 

Arrived last night the U. S. steamship Massachu­
setts, Capt. Wood, from Vera Cruz, whence she 
sailed on the 15th. 

The Massachusetts has experienced light head 
winds most of the passage, àrid needed very much 
the use of lier shaft, which was broken some time 
ago ; since which she has used sails only. 

The M. was detained some time at Vera Cruz, to 
bring over Maj. Gen. Scott, who is still detained by 
the "Court of Inquiry." Nothing new at VeraCruz. 

The M. has the remains of Lt. Perin Watson, 14th 
Infantry; Lt. M. L. Shackelford, 2d Artillery ; Lt. 
Benjamin, 4th Artillery, and T. T. Tucker, of East 
Tennessee. 

The ships Ann, Capt. Rogers, and France, to sail 
next day. The steamer Augusta, to leave for New 
Orleans on 19th via Tampico. Spoke nothing. 

Left inside the bar (on 23d) bark Oberlin, Balc-h, 
from Antwerp, and 4 ships and 2 barks outside.

Although our dates are no later than those re­
ceived by the "Avon," we glean a few paragraphs 
which may possess some interest. We copy the 
following from the Vera Cruz Free American of 
the 15th inst. : 

We had occasion yesterday to converse with a 
respectable gentleman who had just arrived from 
the city of Mexico. He is a Mexican and is in favor 
of peace, but Bays that the members of Congress 
will not vote for the treaty as it now stands ; that 
he has heard many of them express their opinions 
on the subject, and that they all seem to agree that 
they have not the power to cede any portion of the 
territory belonging to the republic. Doing this they 
think, would be violating the federal constitution of 
Mexico. They would be willing to pay the expen­
ses of the war. They are also willing to abandon' 
their pretensions to the ownership of Texas, provi­
ded the demarcation of the boundary line be left to 
commissioners to be appointed by each government. 

In our opinion, (says the American,) if this state­
ment is true, and we believe it is—it shows plainly 
that the Mexicans have again made an abuse of the 
good faith of the American Government. For the 
third time since the war commenced they have ob­
tained from us all the time they wanted to recruit 
for their army, and fortify the towns, passes and 
cities of the Republic.

Showing Fight. 
The following manifesto from Gen. Taylor, tra­

velling closely on the heels of Mr. Clay's late letter 
appears in yesterday morning's Picayune : 

BATON Rorc.E. April 22 1848. 
Dear Sir— My opinions tiave recently been so often mis­

conceived and misrepresented, that 1 deem it due to myself, 
if not to my friends, to make a brief exposition of tlieru upon 
the topics to which you have called my attention. 

1 have consented to the use of my name as a candidate for 
the Presidency. I have frankly avowed my own distrust of 
my fitness for that high station; but having at the solicita­
tion of many of my countrymen, taken my position as acan-
didate, I do not feel at liberty to surrender th^t position un M 
my friends manifest a wish that 1 should retire Irom it. 1 will 
then most gladly do so. 1 have no private purposes to ac-
cnmidish. no party projects to build up, no enemies to punish 
—nothing to serve but my country. 

I have been very often addressed by letter, and my opin­
ions have been asked upon almost every question that might 
occur to the writers as affecting the interests of their country 
or their party. I have not always responded to these inqui­
ries, for various reasons. . • , , . . 

Ï confess, whilst 1 have great cardinal principle« which 
will regulate my political lite, 1 am not sufficiently familiar 
with all the minute details of political legislation to give sol-
emn pledges to exert my influence, if I were President, to car­
ry out this or defeat that measure. 1 have no concealment. 
1 hold no opinion which I would not readily proclaim to my 
assembled countrymen; but crude impressions upon matters 
of policy, which may be rifcht to-day and wrong to-morrow, 
are. perhaps, not the best test of fitness for office. One who 
cannot lie trusted without pledges cannot be contided m 
merely cn account of them. 

1 will proceed, however, now to respond to your inquiries. 
First.—I reiterate what 1 have often said—1 am a whig, 

but not an ultra whig. If elected 1 would not be the mere 
President of a party. I would endeavor to act independent 
of party domination. I should feel bound to administer the 
Government untrammelled by party schemes. 

Second.—The veto power. The power given by the con­
stitution to the Executive to interpose his veto, is a high con. 
servative power;, but in my opinion should never be exer. 
cised except in cases of clear violation of the constitution, or 
manifest haste and want of consideration by Congress. In­
deed, 1 have thought that, for many years past the known 
opinions and wishes of the Executive have exercised uuduet 
and (injurious influence upon the legislative department of 
the Government ; and f'or this cause! liave thought our sys­
tem was in danger of undergoing a great change from its 
true theory. The personal opinions uf the individual who 
may happen to occupy the Executive chair, ought not to con 
trol the action of ('-ongress upon questions of domestic pol 
icy ; nor ought his objections to be interposed where ques­
tions of constitutional power have licen settled bp the va­
rious departments of Government and acquiesced in by the 
people. 

Third.—Upon the subject of the tariff, the currency, the 
improvement of our great highways, rivera, lakes and har­
bors. the will of the people, as expressed through their Repre­
sentatives in Congress, ought to be respected and carried out 
by the Executive. 

Fourth.—The Mexican war. I sincerely rejoice at the 
prospect of peace. My life has been devoted to arms, yet 1 
look upon war at all times aud under all circumstances as a 
national calamity, to lie avoided if compatible with national 
honor. The principles of our Government, as well as its 
true policy, are opposed to the subjugation of other nations 
and the dismemberment of other countries by conquest. In 
the language of the great Washington, Why should we 
quitour own to stand on foreign ground?'' In the Mexican 
war our national honor has been vindicated, amply vindi 
cated, and in dictating terms of peace we may well afford to 
be forbearing and even magnanimous to our fallen foe. 

These are my opinions upon the subjects referred to by yon, 
and any reports or publications, written or verbal, from any 
source, differing in any essential particular from what is here 
written, are unauthorized and untrue. 

1 do not know that 1 shall again write upon the subject of 
national politics. I shall engage in no«chemes, no combina-
tions, no intrigues. If the American people have not confi­
dence ill me they ought not to give me their suffrages. If they 
do not, you know me well enough to believe me when 1 declare 
1 shall be content. I am too old a soldier to murmur against 
such high authority.
