His wealth, which iikenormous, 
he does not owe to his own exertions, nor has he 
even the reflected merit of having received it from 
painstaking progenitors. Some forty or fifty years 
ago, when he was a poor dependent, a lucky mar­
riage laid the foundation of his fortune. The prop­
erty of which he then became possessed, under the 
stewardship of time has increased in value, until it 
is said that no denomination less than millions can 
represent it. But if he possesses the gift vouch­
safed to Midas, of turning all he touches into gold, 
he is no less bountifully endowed than Midas in an­
other particular. He has the ear-marks as well as 
the transmuting privileges of the mythological al­
chemist. Our American Midas is a travelled man. 
He has dined dukes in London, and feted the no­
blesse of the ancien regime in Paris ; and they in 
return hay used him for their mirth—-yea, for their 
laughler. * He has brought over a pinchbeck imita­
tion of their manners and notions, which he occa­
sionally exhibit-s, neat as imported, to a chosen few, 
the cream of tht^ upper ten thousand, at his splen­
did mansion up-town. One of the dogmas of this 
misborn individual is, that no man engaged in any 
pursuit from which: he derives emolument, can be 
a gentleman!- For this reason he could not \fhile 
in Paris condescend to be intimate with M. Thiers, 
for Thiers was a lawyer, and still worse, had been 
an editor. Our American patrician, on the contra­
ry, was* a rich drone, who lived without any aid 
from his intellect or his hands, and haiK never soiled 
his pauper pedigree by any species of labor, physi­
cal or intellectual, since accident made him inde­
pendent of a world in which, from lack of capacity 
to make his bread, he might otherwise have starved. 
" This is 110 fancy sketch, hut a portrait from 

life ; and we give it as an illustration of the absur­
dity of aristocratic pretension in this country, and 
in this era ol equalization. 

Some years ago, an honest Scotch youth, who 
had been in this country about six months, showed 
us a letter which he had written to his mother at 
Glasgow. We shall never forget the concluding 
paragraph. ' Dear mother,' said he " we have no 
lords in this country, but the Lord Gpd Almighty. 
Long-may we continue uninfested by such cattle ; 
and may all who attempt to play the lurd amongst 
us—whether they be foreign aristocrats or their 
two-and-sixpenny copies—be looked down upon 
with contempt by the sovereign people.' "

lake steamers pay annually to the runners, who vi­
sit the hotels and procure passengers, not less than 
seventy thousand dollars. 

SOMETHING ABOUT COL/J. E. HAYS.—We ex­
tract the following readable sketch from " ltobin-
soifs Army of the United States : " 

" We have heard^so much of Col. Hays, that we 
were anxious to be introduced to the commander 
of our regiment. The quarters of Lieut. Forbes 
Britton, commissary of subsistence, was at, that 
time the general rendezvous of all the officers. And 
go-when you would to his quarters, from his gener­
ous and hospitable feelings, all were sure to meet 
with a kind reception. On this occasion, as we 
entered Lieut. Britton's quarters, we saw a group 
of gentlemen sitting around, among whom were 
Gen. Lamar, Gov. Henderson, Gen. Cazeno, and 
tien. McCloud, all distinguished men of Texas, 
whose,names are enrolled on the page of its his­
tory. As we cast our eye around the group, we 
tried to single out the celebrated partisan chief, and 
we were much surprised when we were presented 
to a delicate looking young man. of about five feet 
eight inches in stature, and told that he was our 
Colonel. He was dressed very plainly, and wore 
a 'thin jacket, with the usual Texan hat, broad 
brimmed, with a round top, and loose open collar, 
with a black handkerchief tied negligently around, 
his neck. He has dark brown hair, and a large 
and brilliarit hazel eye, which is restless in conver­
sation, and speaks a language of it.s own not to be 
mistaken, with very prominent and heavy arched 
eyebrows. His broad, deep foreljead, is well de­
veloped ; he has a Roman nose, with a finely 
curved nostril ; a large mouth with the comers 
tending downward ; a short upper lip, while the 
under one projects slightly, indicative ofgreatfirm-
ness and determination. lie is naturally of a fair 
complexion, but from long exposure on the frontier, 
has become dark and weather-beaten. He has 
rather a thoughtful and care-worn expression, from 
the constant exercise of his faculties; and his long 
acquaintance with dangers and difficulties, and the 
responsibilities of a commander, have given him 
an habitual frown when his features are in repose. 
He wears 110 whiskers, which gives him a still 
more youthful ap[>earance, and his manners are 
bland and very prepossessing, from his extreme 
modesty. Col. John Coffee Hays was born in 
Wilson county, Tennessee, and was named after 
the gallant Gen. Coffee, who commanded a brigade 
at the battle of New Orleans. He js now about 
twenty-nine years of age. In 1837, when only 
nineteen, he emigrated to San Antonio, Texas, as 
a survevor. and was employed on the frontier in 
surveying lands. His long life on the frontier has 
given'him a hardy and iron constitution, and there 
are few men more able to stand hardships and pri­
vation than Col. Hays. His extraordinary talent 
as a commander early developed itself, and he was 
chosen Caplain of a company on several expedi­
tions against the Indians, in which he was very 
successful. His reputation as a warrior rose so 
rapidly, that the Texan Congress made him Cap­
tain of a spy company ; and in 1840, or thereabout, 
he was marie commander of the frontier, with the 
rank of Major. 

Were an account of the Indian fights, skirmishes, 
and adventures of Col. Hays to be given to the 
world, it would fill a volume, and the work would 
be looked upon rather as the effusion of a fertile 
imagination, consisting of legendary tales and the 
adventures of some fictitious knight-errant, than to 
he the faithful accoutof the achievements of a man 
living and moving among us, and that, too, com­
paratively unknown. Rut lliat 4 truth is stranger 
than fiction,' is exemplified daily : and we are al-
uiQjjt inclined to believe, that there are but few 
things which exist in the imagination of man, that 
could not with the proper spirit, perseverance, and 
determination, be reduced to living reality. 

PREVENTIVES OF HYDROPHOBIA.—When bitten 
by a dog known or supposed to be mad, first use 
exercise, if the nature of the case will allow next, 
tlie application of a powerful alkali, as hartshorn ; 
and, constantly, the vapor bath or wet sheet pack­
ing, to bring out the virus by perspiration. If this 
will not prevent or cure hydrophobia, nothing can. 

GOOD FOR BAD EYES.—A late number of the Bos­
ton Medical Journal, contains an account of an im­
portant improvement in the instruments for the o;ie-
ration oT Cataract, by Dr. Edward H. Dixon of that 
city. Ii seems that the same operation hitherto 
practiced on infants, is by this method equally ap­
plicable to adults. It is perfectly painless and free 
from all danger from inflamation. Several indi­
viduals, from six to eighty years of age, have al­
ready lieen restored, in that city and its vicinity. 
The reputation of the inventor, who is a pupil of 
Dr. Mott's, is a sufficient guarantee of the impor­
tance of this invention. 

The Man of his Country and of the Age '. 
LAMARTINE has been called emphatically the 

man of the new French revolution, as Napoleon was 
of the old. A Paris correspondent of the Boston 
Atlas relates an incident which we have not before 
seen recorded, illustrative of the nerve and firmness 
of this hero. Shortly after the flight of Louis Phi­
lippe, a council was held of tne revolutionary 
leaders, to dictate to the Provisional Government. 
The government, though aware of the principles of 
Lagrange (who seems to have been a sort of Marat 
in his blood-thirstiness) felt compelled to make him 
Governor of the Hotel de Ville. He held it two 
days, and was replaced by another. His resent­
ment was so wild and terrible, that fear came upon 
several of them. 

Lamartine, as we learn from the Atlas correspond-
dent, alone, blenched not. He kept his self-pos-
session ; and when Lagrange, in the wild fury of 
his rage, drew a pistol from iiis pocket and pointed 
it at him, exclaiming, " thou art 110 true patriot ! 
What hinders me from taking thy life on the in­
stant?" 44 Your own conscience," coolly replied 
Lamartine, 44 and the utter jtselessness of such an 
outrage ; for should I fall there will still remain ray 
colleagues, who all, to a man, have resolved to die 
rather than to submit to violence, or to return to the 
senseless anarchy of '93." Lagrange shook with 
fear, turned pale as death, dropped the pistol, and 
sank into a seat. His eye quailed before the steady 
glance of Lamartine, while the baffled ruffian mut­
tered between his teeth, 44 thou art not a true re­
publican, nor yet a true patriot, but I verily believe 
thou art an honest man." 

The scene where Lamartine addressed the popu­
lace from the balcony of the hotel de Ville, when 
they demanded the substitution of the red flag for 
the tri-color, is another proof of the greatness of 
soul, with which lie meets the emergiencies of the 
times. 4- For my part, citizens," he said, 441 will 
never adopt it, and in a few words I will tell you 
why I oppose it with all the energy of my patriot­
ism. It is that the tri-color, citizens, has floated in 
every quarter of the world, over the republic and 
the empire, over our liberties and our glory, and 
that the red flag has but traversed the Camp de 
Mars, dragged through rivers of the people's blood." 

44 At this spirit-stirring address," says La Presse, 
"in the astounding meeting of sixty hours duration, 
in the midst of an ungovernable mob, every man 
was in a moment subdued : they clapped their 
hands, shed tears, and finished by embracing him, 
clasping his hands, and carrying him in triumph." 
But his trials were not yet ended. New bodies of 
the people advanced. They knocked tumultously 
at the doors, and crowded the rooms of the Hotel 
de Ville. The cry was heard, that all was lost. 

The anarchy of '93 seemed to have come, in truth. 
After every one else had failed in appeasing the 
multitude, Lamartine came forward and took his 

Clace on the steps of the broad staircase. Half an 
our passed without his being able to obtain a hear­

ing. Weapons of every kind were shaken over his 
head by the reckless, ungovernable multitude. He 
stood with folded arms, perfectly cool, until he ob­
tained a hearing. At length he spoke. As he pro­
ceeded the people became pacified. They were 
softened. Tears took the place of frowns and oaths. 
Lamartine carried his point, and succeeded so far 
in subduing the people as to induce them to become 
themselves the safeguard of the Provisional Govern­
ment. And yet this man is sneered at as a man of 
the closet, and not of action ; as a poet and philoso­
pher. Could your 44 practical men" have done bet­
ter in the crisis ? 

The greatest of Lamartine 's triumphs, thus far, 
however, is in the humane and generous principles 
which he has made dominant in the new revolu­
tion. 44 The Provisional Government," he says, 
44 has so firm a conviction of the truth, that it pro­
claims, in the name of the French people, that if 
the guilty men who have just caused the blood of 
France to flow were in th^ hands of the people, it 
would, in their opinion, be a more exemplary chas­
tisement to degrade them, than to strike them." A 
man, who in the very heat and turmoil of a revolu­
tion, can proclaim such sentiments in the ears of an 
exasperated multitude, on whose forbearance and 
good will his very life depends, requires no farther 
eulogy. 

A RIVAL TO CHLOROFORM.—A new agent for 
producing insensibility to pain has lately, it is as­
serted, been discovered in Norway, and tried with 
much success in Christiana. The Morgenblad 
states that it consists of sulphate of carbon, which 
may be obtained in abundance from charcoal with 
very little trouble and at a small cost. It is em­
ployed in the same way as chloroform, the place of 
which it will probably soon take. The discovery 
was made by M. Herald Thaulow, an apothecary 
in Christiana. 

A TALE OF VICE—AND DEATH.—We briefly al­
luded in the Crescent, some days since, to the mur­
der of a man named Hoffman, in Pennsylvania, 
under peculiar circumstances. The following par­
ticulars—which will excite both sadness and indig­
nation—are from tlie Cincinnati Commercial of the 
19th instant. 

44 We yesterday spoke of the rumored death of 
Mr. Henry Hoffman, of our city, at Reading, from 
the effects of a load of balls discharged from a 
double barrel gun, in the hands of a man named 
Campbell, etc., and promised the particulars to-day;> 
At 11 o'clock, yesterday, we heard that Mr. Hon-" 
man was still alive, four balls having been extracted 
by his physicians ; his death was, however, hourly 
expected. IDs murderer, Campbell, alias Barney 
Thomas, Thomas Camden, and Edward Dickson, 
was examined by the sitting magistrate, Mr. Clarke, 
and allowed to go free ! It was alleged that Mr. 
Hoffman left this city with the intention of taking 
Campbell's life, and that Campbell was therefore 
justified in killing him, and acknowledged that he 
prepared himself lor that purpose. In order to show 
the public the true state of this most sad and la­
mentable case, it will be necessary to state, with 
due feelings for the injured relatives, that, some 
months since,. Campbeil arrived in our city, from 
New York, whence lie ran away with a woman, 
and the clothes and money of his sisters, and that 
he arrived in this city with the woman, passing her 
off as his wife. Our readers may recollect that we 
exposed the fellow at the time, in the Commercial. 
Well, after being here some time, Campbeil and hu 
woman went to^ board at the house of the mother of 
Mr. Hoffman, deceased, where he Itecame acquaint­
ed with a married sister of the said Hoffman. Catnp-
bell there so maltreated his woman that she left 
him and proceeded to Buffalo. He then succeeded 
in his infamous scheme with the lady, and left for 
parts unknown. Some time after, they were dis­
covered in Indiana, living together. The sister was 
brought back by her relatives, and the matter kept 
„niet: Campbell promising to leave the country 
forever. He iel't, and nothing more was heard of 
liim for about three months, when the relatives of 
the unfortunale lady, to their great surprise and 
mortification, ascertained that Campbell, through 
the assistance of a scamp named Pike, who pre­
tended to be a friend of the family, yet all the while 
was assisting and harboring Campbell, had gained 
new access to the victim of his most foul seduction. 
Enragediieyond endurance, they threatened Camp-
liell's life, we believe, and Campbell threatened 
them. So matters stood till Sunday last, at which 
time the tragedy took place, as before stated. The 
scene is described to us as the most heart-çending 
ever beheld, when the friends of the dying man 
had assembled over his mangled body—therej 
tears and anguish, stood the erring sister, the mi 
and otlier relatives. It was a solemn, sad si, ' 
doubt. Tlie scoundrel Campbell left in the 
Monday."

Consumption, Dysentery, Inflammation, of the 
Lungs, Dropsy, Croup and Fever, of which Con­
sumption is by far the worst. Tlie average ages oi 
the several occupations of life are as follows, Cler­
gyman, 56 years ; Lawyers. 44 do. ; Physicians, 5; 
do. j Farmers, 57 do. 
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
