LARD OIL. 

GOOD FOU MERCHANTS.—Yesterday we heard 
it hinted that some of the veterans of the police had 
the intention of doing business on their own hook, 
and privately arranging matters for public interest. 
We agree with our sprightly evening neighbor, the 
City Sentinel, " that our merchants would not lose 
any tiling by employing this patrol." There are 
more robberies perpetrated in the day time than 
there are at night, taking things on an average, and 
even those robberies which are committed at night, 
are always planned out during the day. A new 
policeman is like a raw recruit, he may te very 
brave, good, lionest, and all that sort of thing, but 
he do'nt understand "the drill." If he sees any 
thing going on that is wrong he will most assuredly 
endeavor to set it right, but being a " young 'un," 
he is not acquainted with the *' b hoys." Now the 
old codgers in the police line know them all, and if 
they once get banded together and go to work in 
good earnest, we betide all evil doers. Old Jake 
Hart, every body knew him, used to say "dat he 
could schmell a tief a square away,"—some of his 
old companions are able to snuff the same breeze, 
even now. But badinage aside, we think that the 
proposition is an admirable one, and well calcula­
ted to subserve the interests of the public. 

REFRESHING.—It is stated, in certain quarters, 
that Madame Caldwell is about to establish a splen­
did saloon for the sale of refreshments, in the 
Second Municipality. It is said that the furniture 
and ornaments of the bar-room will only cost $5000. 
This is doing a cheap business. 

RICH.—The failure of the Rothchilds is not true. 
Funds are easy, and the money market is firm. 
Stock can be bought at almost any price, and cou­
pons are at par. To show the easy state of the 
market and how plentiful money is, we will merely 
state that Hiram Harris was arrested on Wednes­
day night last, for being very much " how come 
you so," and on being searched, five cents were 
found in his pocket. Hiram was discharged. 

RECORDER BALDWIN.—Contrary to general ex­
pectation the denizens of his honor's dock yesterday 
were, as the poet beautifully says, " like angel's 
visits — few and far between." A Dutch lady, 
whose countenance indicated a passionate love for 
sour-krout and schnapps ; one of the " weaker 
vessels" from the Emerald Isle, who had a very 
mournful looking eye, and a nasal organ tinged 
with the line of the carnation ; and a gentleman 111 
a bob-tail coat and a great state of excitement, 
were brought up for disturbing the peace. Not 
being willing to furnish bail, they were sent to the 
work-house. 

ROBBERY.—Late on Wednesday evening last, as 
the steamboat Gen. Lafayette was about leaving 
the levee, a cunning gentleman, who had a "jim-
mey " in his breeches pocket, broke open the trunk 
of an unsophisticated passenger, and robbed him of 
all the cash he had—the amount being 0300. 
The thief was not caught—of course not—thieves 
are too smart to be " cotched " now. Theirs is no 
longera profession, but a science. In these " piping 
times of peace," a man had better keep his eyes 
about him, or else he'll find that they have been 
stolen. Look out for big robbÄies for the next 
month and the month after. The gentlemen who 
perpetrate these little affairs, never go to Baden-
Baden, the Sulphur Springs, Niagara Falls, or 
Saratoga, until about June. "This climate then be­
comes too hot for them, and they hurry to these 
delightful places, in order to enjoy themselves. 
Many a man in this world, who wears a gold chain, 
would be better adorned with an iron hand-cuff. 
N'importeIt's a big world ! 

UNRULY NEGROES.—The police department 
should be more attentive in regard to the arrest of 
slaves who frequent grogj.hops. Day and night the 
low cabarets are filled by vicious slaves, and the 
proprietors of such places not unfrequently do all 
they can to receive their patronage. These negroes, 
when inflamed by liquor, are ripe for any deed of 
violence, and half the robberies that have been 
committed of late may be attributed to them. There 
is a Municipal law against selling liquor to slaves, 
and we hope for the benefit of the community that 
it may be rigidly enforced. Our attention was 
called to the above facts by noticing that sixteen 
negroes had been arrested night bef<*e last by the 
Second Municipality police, on the charge of hav­
ing been found in an unlawful assembly. We hope 
the Municipal authorities will look to" the matter. 

CHARGE OF SWINDLING.—A person by the 
me of W.« H. Trott, was yesterday arrested by 

officer McDonnell of the Second Municipality po­
lice, on the charge of having obtained liquors to 
the amount of $47U, under false pretences, from the 
firm of S. Ferin, No. 12 Gravier street. It is alledg-
ed that the accused told the prosecutors that he had 
a contract from Government for buying caltle, and 
upon the strength of this he was credited to the 
above amount. When it was found out. that Mr. 
Trott was about to trot off, he was nabbed, "and at 
a late hour yesterday was unable to furnish bail for 
his appearance. His trial before the Recorder will 
take place in a day or two—if not sooner. 

FIRST DISTRICT COURT.—Slate vs. John E. 
Cleveland.—This case occupied the whole day yes­
terday. The prisoner was indicted for arson. It 
was shown that -the prisoner had leased a store, at 
the corner of Jt^ia and Magazine streets, and had 
property insured therein to the value of §1800. He 
left the store at 5 o'clock p. M.,and at 9 o'clock 
thereafter the sound and smell of fire was perceived, 
the. door burst open, smoke discovered, and, when 
the air was admitted, flames burst out. The fire was 
immediately extinguished—one of the witnesses 
said, in two seconds. The building was not at all 
burned ; but some barrels containing lard, cotton 
and spirits turpentine, were more or less consumed. 
The prisoner was defended by Mr. Upton and Mr. 
Frost, who had been appointed by the Court. Tlie 
counsel for the defence argued, that to constitute 
arson, some part of the building must be actually 
consumed—not merely charred or blackened, but 
really destroyed by fire. ; that, this, they argued, 
was not proved by the Suite.' They further argued, 
that it was incumbent on the State to prove that 
Vie building which it was averred had been set on 
fire, belonged to another : that here the State had 
failed. The Court charged, we thought, rather 
against the prisoner ; but the Jury brought in a ver­
dict of "Not Guilty."
