The editor of the Bulletin informs us, in his paper
of yesterday morning, that he has enjoyed the

transcendent pleasure of holding & conversation
with that most extraordinary personage, Mr. Nicho-
las P. Trist, ex-Commissioner, ete., and that Mr.
Trist ** thinks there is little or no doabt of the rati-
fication of the Treaty on the part of the Mexican
Congress.””  Knowing, from his own solemn assev-
erations, the ** great diseretion ” of the late Com-
missioner—being convineed, from the published ac-
connts of his intercourse with Gens. Scott, Pillow
and others, of the acuteness und vigor of his intel-
leet, of the remarkable eantion which distingnishes
his acts, and of the soundness of his judgement,
which enables him to form conelnsions that he has
never any reason 10 change. and which no ** human
being "' can change for him—we handly dare to
differ from an opinion to which Mr. T'rist hus onev
given oracular utterance.  But yet, with deference
we confess it, there remain some doubis on onr
wmind whether the Treaty will be miified. Things,
perhaps, might have gone on very well, had Mr.
"T'rist remained in Mexico. The negotintor of such
a Treaty might have obtained for it the assent of
the individuals who are called the Mexican Con-
gress, us he had “obtained the Treaty itself from the
magnanimous but powerless gentlemen who de-
light in the sounding title of the Supreme Govern-
ment of Mexico, It was a great oversight 1o super-
sode the remarkable negotiator just at the moment
when all the eminent powers of his mind, and the
extraordinafy activity and energy of his proceed-
ings, might have been made available, But one
man in the world could have produced such a
Treaty, and none other than himeelf should have
had the management of it, from its first conception
to its final © i It is hatieadly the

‘viste Treaty, and additional sorrow should not be
Leaped upon an humbled nation by transferring the
management of the affair to hands more severe.
Let not the reader misunderstand us: we would
not insinuate that the Treaty has humbled the
Mexicans, or that they hve any cause to indulge
in trist-csse over its severity. But it seems that the
Administration thought that the late Commisstoner
bad gained glory envngh by forming the concern,
and felt in duty bound to divide the honor, such as
it i, hy imaking the Chainnan of the Committee on
Foreign Affiirs, through whese instrumentality the
sanction of the Senste was secnred, sustain Tis por-
tion of the mighty weight.  While there may have
been some show of retributive justice in this divise
ton of glory, we are apprehensive that it was in the
lighest degree impolitie, so far as the Treaty is con-
corned ; for no one can persuade us that any one
but the anthor of the thing is capable of giving, or
malking others give, the finishing stroke io the work.

Notwithstanding an exalted opinion of the late
Commissioner, before whom we humbly bow, we
think there is greatdoubt whether the treaty will be
ratified by the Mexican Congress.  That body is no
nearer having o quornm now than it was three
montls ago.  But supposing that a quorum should,
fur a wonder, be got together, is it to be supposed
that it will be unanimous in favor of the treaty,
advaniageous as it is 1o them, humilinting s it is
tons ! Will there not be some who, knowing that
the moment the American army is withdrwn, the
present shadow of a government will vanish, will
take their climnce for popularity and power by op-
pesing all terms with the barbarians of the North ?
Will thers not be others who will discover that the
Constitution which they are sworn to support forh’ds
any cession of the territory of the Republic, and
that they cannot sanction the treaty without com-
mitting the crime of perjury 2 Will there not be a
lnrge number who, secing discase wasting away our
army, and learning from the proceedings in Con-
aress, and elsewhere, that no reinforcements are
likely to be allowed until the subjeet of the treaty
is settled, will hope by delay to bring abont suchi a
reduction of our force, and sueh an utter demorali-
gation of what remainy, as 10 enable the Mexicans
at the same time to gratify their love of fame and
of vengeance by its entire destruction ! Granted,
that those who entertain such notions, and it is cer-
tain that some do, are few in number—what then?
They may not form a majority, but they can always
break the guorum, if quornm there everis,

The treaty, however, may be ratificd.  The pow-
erof gold is great, and the hope of sharing the fist
instnliment may induce the Congress of the may-
naninous nation to accept our concessions, and re-
ceive what we offer to pay for permission to depart.
But after the fle Mo is perfect, does any one be-
lieve that we will have peace with Mexico? I«
there any power there to enforee the observance of
treaties 2 Even did the power exist, would the
treacherons and revengeful men who must exereise
it, regard any, the most solemn stipulations?  Has
Mexiean nature changed since the armistice of Sop-
tember! When we have been deceived in every
transuetion we have had with them, have we any
reason ta hope that they will keep faith now? It
is madness all, and folly.  Diplomatists may treat,
politicians may scheme, and prite, and write, but
there is and will be no peace with Mexico. The
decree has gone forth, and neither the supernal
wisdom of Mr. Trist, nor the power of Mr.
Polk, nor any of his successors, can prevent
it« execution.  Mexico must be sublied. The
fairest portion of the earth must be wrested
from the Lands of the barbarian hordes and their
semi-civilized rulers, who now occupy and waste it
It is part of the great Iaw of progress that the weak
should give way to the strong, and that the superior
should displace the inferior mees,  As the mked
suvages of southern Furope succumbed to republi-
can Rome, as the degraded victims of Roman impe-
rinl povernment bowed the neck to the twerrible
energy of the narthern honles, as the native Indian
has heen destroyed or has disnppeared before the on-
wand movement of our own people, so must Moxico
submit to the fate that awaits it. I'he puny efforis
which vain men may make can neither prevent nor
to any great extent delay the final resnlt. And it
would be wiser to endeavor to direct for good wlhiat
eannot be averted, than to enstire their own defat
by warring with the immutable decrees of Provi-
denee,  There is no peace, and there will be no
peace with Mexico while n more powerful aud
civilized people are thronging to her borders, snd
coveting the fertile soil and heavenly elimate
which her people possess, but have not the power
to hold.  What was done in Florida, in Louisinnn,
in Texas, in Californin and New Mexico, will con-
tinte to be done until the final absorption of the
whole land. her under the pretence of pur-
hase, or the more open and direct means of con-
quest, the whole will be subjected. It is destiny.
W do not pretend to defeind the morality of what
we clearly foresee, nor do we pretend 1o eondemn
it.  As =oon would we think of condemning a
uinderstorm becanse it kad overturned a fisher-
man's skifl or levelled some poor man’s cottage.
Al these things are but manifestations of the great
Inws of nature,  We are content to beliold, 1o ad-
mire, and to hope.

God sevms 1o have raised
up this man as Washington was raised for us in our
great struggle, [t s, perhaps, too early to speak
edly of his character—than whichno complets
Jadgment cun be made nntil the work is d done ; but
we cannot avoid saying that the world not only
expects much of Lamartine, but that he has thus ar
fulfilled the highest expectations.  What a destiny !
Fven if he were to die this moment, his life would
be of more worth 1o history—to patriots too—than
the lives of all the kings and warriors that ever
governsd France, or lad her ehildren to staughter!
When the Irish Repenlers—as the news comes—
presented an address 10 the Provisional Govern-
ment at Paris, Lamartine repliod to them.  He said
that France sympathized with all who were strug-
gling for their rights, for freedom. He said, too,
that as things were, the French government could
not step in between the Irish and their oppressors,
Shall ke be blamed 2 Traly, no, The difference
between the enthusiast who believes in reckless
devoirs wherever hix heart is enlisted, and the phi-
losophic demoerat who fiest does what work he ean
do safely, and what is most needed, is the difference
between Lamartine and the represcniatives of the

The last Washington Union, (23d uolt.,) crows

customs up to this date are about $28,000,000 ; and
it is now certain, that the estimate of ‘k.!i 000,000,
made h}'lhv- Secretary of the Trensury, will be fully

realized, s thers remuins yet two months and the
third of a month of the present fiscal year. For
public lands, also, the receipts up to the present
diate are_abont two millions and thres quasters,
lenving the large Miami sales to come in during the
month of May. it seems certain that the estimates
hy the Secretary, of $3,500,000 for the fisenl year,
from public lands, will be realized.  Where are now
the predictions of Messrs. Webster, Evans, and in-
deed, of nearly all the leaddrs of the whig party,
as 10 the revenue from the new tarifi’? llwy are
all exploded; whilst, nfter all the abhuse and ridicule,
Mr. Walke's estinates are «ll fully realvzed by the
result.

Narioxar, Depr.—It is siated in a
summary in the Baltimore American, that the
French national  debt aumonnts to 5,200,000,0060
francs 3 or, in dollars, to the sum of one thousand
and forty millions. "The national debt has been on
the increase for years past.  In 1811 it amountad to
4,250,000,000 franes; or, in round numbers 1o
50,000,000,  Thus in seven years there has beeny
xm increase of some two hundred millions of dol-
lars.  An official report by M. Garnier Pages, one
of the dignitaries of the new Republic, gives a full
staternent of the financial affairs of the conntry
and declares that * the Republic will save France
from bankmptey.," It appears, at any rate, whe-
ther this prediction stand good or not, that under
the Government of Louis Philippe the prospect of a
national bankruptey, sooner or later, was very pal-
pable. I 1530, the annual budget of expenditures
was, in dollars, two hundred millions ; in 1847, it
was more than three handred millions.  This large
increase of annnal expenditure has left little to
show forit. The conquest of Algenia may be reck-
oned something ; but the war against Algiers was
carried on in the time of Charles X., and the
expenses of that war for 1830 are included in, the
budwet of that year. A nationn! debt of ane thou-
sand millions of dollars is a serions matter, o still
more serious matter i a pational debt of four thou-
sand millions of dollars,  Embarmssing us the con-
dition of France is, with the burden of the former,
that of England laboring under a debt of four times
as lange is nat less perplexing
