THE JUDGMENT:  
A "LECTURE 

ON THE 24TH -AND 25TH CHAPTERS OF MATTHEW. 
Delivered in the Presbyterian Church at the corner of 

Carondelet and Perdido streets, NewOrleans, on Sab­
bath Evening, April 23, 1848, in reply to strictures 
published by the Rev. THEODORE CLAPI\ 

BY REV. ALEXANDER CAMPBELL. 

"But of that day and hour, knoweth no man; no, not the angel» 
of Heaven, buy Mr Father."—Matthew* xxiv: 36. 

The same passage of our Lord's discourse, as reported by 
the Evangelist M ark, (xii : 32,) is recorded in these words: 

But of that day aim that hour, knoweth 110 man ; no, not 
the angels in Heaven; neither the Son, but the Fa»her." 

We are induced to take up this subject at the Present time 
by the appearance of strictures under the name of the 
.1 Y-ii! "eo"ore Clapp, in which an attempt is made to prove 
that the text quoted in our discourse of last Sabbath evening, 

1 hese snail go away intotverlasting punishment," has 110 
relation whatever to the final destiny of the wicked. Although 
those strictures were intended as an answer to Rev. Mr. 
Martin s discourse, in which it appears he quoted that text, 
yet as they are just as applicable to my discourse alluded to 
as to his, the first opportunity is embraced to present to your 
minds the truth on this question. 

The writer just named maintains that the day designated 
in our text is the time ot the destruction of Jerusalem • we 
that it is the day of Christ's coming to judge the world.' 

His argument is, as he himself states it. that (he whole of 
the discourse ol our Lord on this occasion, recorded in the 
twenty-fourth and twenty.fifth chapters of Matthew, is de­
livered in reply to a question put by the Disciples, wMfch, as 
he understands it, is, as to when Jerusalem should be destroy, 
ed, aud the »»tones of the Temple left not one upon another. 
Heargues, that as Christ commences his discourse protested ly 
in answer to this question, it is not credible that in the pio-
gress of his speech he should leave the subject of the destruc­
tion of Jerusalem and the subversion of the Jewish polity, 
and take up the day of final judgment, without giving his 
hearers any notice of the transition. But let it be remem­
bered, that if all the doings of Christ had been written, even 
the world itself, according to thei nspired authority of the 
Apostle John, could not contain all the books that would be 
required for the purpose; much more must Ûîis be true in 
regard to all his sayings, if they had all been written. Then, 
as we understand the matter, the holy Apostles and Evan­
gelists were moved by the Holy Ghost to commit to writing, 
not all that the Saviour said, but such parts of his various 
discourses as, in the wisdom ol the All-wise, were viewed 
convenient and at the same time sufficient for the nsè of 
mankind. If, then, what our Lord says, in any uart of that 
discourse, does not accord with the destruction of Jerusalem, 
but does correspond with descriptions of the day of judgment 
found in other passages of Scripture, there is 110 necessity 
that he should have introduced JO. formal notice, a special 
nota bene of his transit from one subject to another. To the 
hearers it might have been necessary, and if it was so, there 
can be no doubt but such notice wasgiven in the address, as 
uttered, although not reported by the Evangelists, who were 
doubtless instructed by the Spirit what parts of his discourses 
to report and w;hat to suppress. „ 

The great mistake of our opponent, on this question, and 
the one which purs him in étior on the whole subject, is this : 
He takes for granted, in the argument, that the coming of 
Chnst and the destruction of Jerusalem are one and the same 
event ; or, at least, that they are events of the same date. 
Now, if we consult the passage containing our Saviour's 
answer to the question in Connection with the question itself, 
we shall find that the question contains in it two subjects, 
each of which required a separate answer ; and that the 
discourse of our Lord presents to each of these stfbjects an 
appropriate reply. Now let us inspect the question. The 
Disciples came to him privately, saying, "Tell ua, when 
shall these things be? and what shall be the sign of thy 
coming, and of the end of the world ?" Here, mark it, are 
two subjects distinctly and separately named—the coming of 
Christ, and the end of the world. There can be 110 reason­
able doubt but by the terms of the original, rendered, 4,end of 
the world," is intended the termination of the Jewish state, 
which occurred about the year 70, in the destruction of Jeru­
salem by the Roman army under Titus ; and there ought to 
be just as little doubt, that by the coming of Christ, in this 

äuestion, is meant his coming as the judge of the world at 
îe last day.' Such being the subjects ot the question, our 

Lord, taking up the latter first, continues to answer it from 
the commencement of the fourth- to the termination of the 
twenty-eighth verse of the same chanter (Matt, xxiv.) He 
then proceeds to announce, that, "Immediately after the 
tribulation of those days, [the days of Jewish calamity,] the 
sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, 
and the stars shall fall fftm heaven, and the powers of the 
heavens shall be shaken. And then shall appear the sign of 
the Sou of Man m heaven : and then shall all the tribes of 
the earth'mourn : and they shall see the Son of Man coming 
m the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. And 
he shall send his angels ^vith a great sound ot a trumpet; 
aud they shall gather together the elect from the four winds, 
from one end of heaven to the other." From these verses 
we learn that the time of the Saviour's coming is to be after 
the tribulation of the Jewish nation in the destruction of 
Jerusalem. By keeping in our minds the two distinct subjects 
proposed in the question, we are prepared to perceive very 
clearly the transition ftom the answer of one part of the ques-
tion to that of the other. 

1. Let us now proceed to notice some of the circumstances 
which identify "that day," in the text, with the second 
coming of Christ. 

In various parts of the New Testatment. the term "THAT 
DAY" is, as by way of eminence, applied to designate the 
day of judgment. 4 1 know in whom I have believed, and 
am persuaded tliat he is able to keep that which 1 have com-
mi4 ted unto him against thatday." (Tim. II, i: 12.) "The 
Lord grant unto him that he may find mercy of the Lord in 
that day." (Tim. II, i: 18.) " Thenceforth there is laid up 
forme a crown of righteousness,«.whicn the Lord, the right-
eons Judge, shali give me at that day : and not to me only, 
hut unto all them that love his appearing." (Tim. II, iv : 8.) 
" Many will say to me in that day. Lord, Lord ; and then 

ill I profess to them, I never knew you : depart from me, 
ye that work iniquity." (Matt, vii : 21.) But 1 say unto you, 
thar it shall be more tolerable in that day for Sodom than for 
that city." (Luke, x: 12.) " But ye, Urethren, are not in 
darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief." 
(Thess. 1, v : 4.) "And to you who are troubled, rest with 
us when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from Heaven, with 
his mighty angels in flaming fire, taking vengeance on them 
that know not God, and that obey not the Gospel of our Lord 
Jesus Christ ; who shall lie punished with everlasting destruc­
tion from tlie presence of the Lordand the glory of his power, 
when he shall come to be glorified of his saints and to be 
admired of all them that believe in that day," (Thess. II, vii : 
8.) Not one of these texts can, it interpreted by their 
contexts, be applied to the subversion of the Jewish State ; 
but, upon ail the principles of rational interpretation, must be 
referred to the day of final judgment. This our hearers must 
understand if they but read over these passages of sacred 
Scripture in their connexion. 

2. The occurrences described in this chapter, from the be­
ginning of the twenty-ninth verse to the end of the next 
chapter, (xxix,) correspond with other descriptions of the 
final judgment elsewhere given in the Scriptures, but not" 
with the destruction of Jerusalem, or the subversion of the 
Jewish polity. . 

In the thirty.first verse of this chapter, it is said. And he 
..hail send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet ; and 
they shall gather together the elect from the four winds, from 
me end ot Heaven to the other:" in 'lie fifty-first and fifty, 
econd verses of the fifteenth chapter of First Corinthians. 
4 We shall ail be changed in a moment, in the twinkling of 

an eye. at the last trump ; for the trumpet shall sound and the 
dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shali be changed." 
Who can doubt but, in this passage in Corinthians, the 
Apostle describes the judgment day ? 

Christ, in His second coming, is to appear in the clouds of 
•aven. In the thirtieth verse of this chapter we read, "And 

they shall see the Son of Man coming in the clouds of heaven 
with power and great glory." In Acts, first chapter, verses 
ninth and eleventh, while they bebeld. "he was taken up, 
ami a cloud received him out of their sight.'' Two men who 
stood by said : " This same Jesus, which is taken up from you 
into Heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen 

n go into Heaven." But he was seen going into Heaven 
... a cloud. .Who can doubt but this prediction, uttered at 
His ascension, relates to His second coming at the judgment 
lay ? In the thirty-second verse of the twenty fifth chapter 
of Matthew it is revealed, that, 41 before Christ, shall be 
gathered all natious to be judged ; ' in the tenth verse of the 
fourteenth chapter of Romans, that " we must all stand be­
fore the judgment seat of Christ ;" and again, in the tenth 

•rse pt the fifteenth chapter of First Corinthian»,- that44 we 
11st ail appear before the judgment seat of Christ." 
In the thirty second verse of the twenty-ninth chapter of 

Matthew we learn, that " the righteous are to beseparated 
icked as a shepherd dividet.ii his sheep from the 

goats;" in the First Psalms, lift Inverse, that "the ungodly 
hall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in thecongre-
ition of thç righteous." 
The destinies awarded to both the righteous and the wicked, 

1 the forty-sixth verse of the twenty-fifth chapter of Mat-
,.iew, where it is said. * These shall go away into everlasting 
mnishinent. but the riffhteons into life eternal." correspond 

tli tire general judgment, and not with the dissolution* of 
the Jewish State. If the sufferings of the Jews, in that ter­
rible catastrophe, were great, they were still only temporal, 
and not eternal. But it is said that aionios, the onginal 
word, here translated er erlast in g and eternal, literally means 
nge-la&ting, long-enduring, and not everlasting or eternal. 
This definition i-> affirmed by our learned opponent as "con­
ceded by all scholars." This assertion is made with a posi-
tiv'eness and dogmatism at ail times very necessary when 
proof is not at hand. As in another discourse we introduced 
the derivation, of the term and its definition, as given by 
Aristotle, we might safely place our humble seives behind 
this great name, and leave the brother of the Congregational 
Church to class the Stage rite among scholars or not, as he 

ight prefer. But our object is to place information before 

designate existence without beginning and without end. 
Then the christian fathers generally, and so far a# we know, 
universally, believed that aionios mean unlimited duration, 
in its primitive, literal aud proper signification. It will prob­
ably not be affirmed that Jerome and Cicero were not schol­
ars, or that Philo was ignorant of Greek. 

Another proof of the unlimited signification of aonios, is de­
rived from its cognate, aidios. They are both derived from 
ai ever. We have the authority of Clemens Alexandrinus 
and Aristotle to prove that aonios and aidios are u«ed in 
precisely the same signification. The former, in com men t-
!ng on the fortieth verse of the sixth chapter or John, makes 
the following expression : " What can possibly be obtained 
beyond eternal (aid ion) life?" In the text on which he 
was commenting, the words are eternal (aionion) life. In 
the judgment ol Clemens, aidios aud aionios must be un­
derstood as synonymous. Aristotle heads one of his chap­
ters—"Heaven everlasting," (aidios) — which he after­
wards expresses by aion. In the same chapter he affirms— 

not only that, heaven is i>ut one, but that it cannot lie 
.many, and that it is moreover everlasting (aidios,) imperish­
able and 1111 produced." We will now show that aidios 
means eternal. Hierocles, of Alexandria, who wrote a 
commentary on the golden verses of Pythagoras, in that 
work says: " It is demonstrated that mind cannot be gen­
erated, neither can it be liable to corruption, and that it is 
a being different from the body—a being which is in its own 
nature eternal," (aidios.) Here, he makes that to be aidio 
which is never generated, and which will never decay. 
Again, the author proceeds ; "Nor is it possible, that that 
could have existed forever, which took its origin at any par­
ticular time ; neither can that admit of corruption which ex­
ists from eternity," (ex a id ion.) Here again, any tiling to be 
aid'os must never have begun to exist, and must not be sub­
ject to decay, which is to be eternal. Then, si%ce aidios sig­
nifies etepial, so also must its synonyme aionios. As our 
authorities are classical, and at least rather more than barely 
respectable, on an average above par, we shall take our r®* 
treat in the rear, and leave our brother and his 44 scholars" 
to settle the controversy with these ancients. Before we re­
treat. however, we must try how well his definition ot'aionios 
can be substituted for everlasting and eternal in some of the 
passages of Scripture in which that Greek term is translated 
by one or other of those latter words. We have already stated 
that our brother proposes " age—lasting or long enduring," 
as a translation in lieu of eternal and everlasting. He denies 
that age—lasting or long-enduring—designates any given 
amount of duration, or any definite period, but simply tha 
entire duration of the subject, which the adjective aio­
nios describes, and that we know God is eternal, not be­
cause the word aionis describes his duration of existence, 
but we know that oionios means eternal, when applied to 
Him, because, independently ofthat word, weknow that He 
is eternal. Now if his definition is adopted, the term, when­
ever applied, appears to be wholly superfluous and tautologi­
cal. When applied to life, it make» it life while it is life; 
when applied to God, it describes him as God while he is 
God ; if to man, it describes him as man while he is man. 
It this be all the significance of the word, it describes 
nothing in the subject which is not entirely evident without 
any describing word at all. When we are told that life is 
life as long as it lasts, that man is man as long as he lives, 
and that God is God as Jong as he is God, we know no mora 
than we do by hearing the term life, man or God. The mind 
very readily takes it for cranted that life is life to the end of 
life—that man is man while he is man—and that God is God 
while he is God. Let us read some important texts of Scrip­
ture, with this synonyme of aionios. This is life as long as 
it is life, to know thee, the only true God and Jesus ChrisU 
The things that are unseen are things while they are things! 
Some to life while it is life, but others to contempt while it is 
contempt ! These shall go away into punishment while it is 
punishment ! but the riglitcons into life while it is life! Wa 
can sav Jehovah is God while he is God ; and so we can say 
of Moloch or Baal, he is God while he is God ; thus thear'e* 
nion God of the Universalist is any God at all— 

— adored, 
- _ say as 
Jehovah, Jove or J 
By saint, by sayage, or by sage, 

or Lord." 

the people, who have neither leisure nor other facilities ot 
examining a subject which cannot be properly understood 
without some research. We will here offer something further 
011 this word. 

Philo says : 44 In eternity (en aioni) there is nothing, past 
or future, but it exists a unit by the necessity ol its nature. 
This definition is full ami unequivocal. The Latin version 
of the Bible, called the Vulgate, was made by the learned 
Jerome, a Christian father, who flourished in the fourth cen­
tury and the early part of the fifth. In this translation, the 
word aionios is rendered by œternus: and the same is true of 
the Latin translation s of the Greek lathers generally, where 
the word occurs. We have already said, in the discourse ot 
last Sab bat I: evening, that from aion the Latin words œternus 
and œternus are derived : and we might add arum. I his 
last word comes directly from aion. Then Irom iprum would 
come irnitnrnvs, which, by sycope, becomes œternus. <r.ter-
nas. and«ur English words eternity and eternal. Now Jet 
us inquire what is the proper meaning o. œternus 111 Latin. 

I four brother please we will let Cicero answer the qoc>t:on. 
He -ays ' " As to the universe in part mortal, (»od himself 
e t e rna l ,  ( œ t e r n u s ) ,  g ives  mo t ion ,  so  t he  sou l imn io  t a l ,  ( s i m -
niternns), imparts action to the frail body. For what is al-
ways moved is eternal, (rternum) ; lor that whyli catue, 
a. non in another, as well as that which is acted upon by 
something without itself, when it ceases to move, by neces-
Mtv it ceases to live. Therefore, that only which is self-
môved, because it 1, never deserted bv itself, never ceases to 
impart motion to other things which are moved ; this is 
the fountain and the source of action. To the source it­
self there is no origin : for Irom the source all things are pro­
duced—itself from nothing. Nor has that l»een a source 
which was prod need from any thing without itself, which, if 
it never hail a beginning will never have an end." Then 
if the authority of the prince of Roman eloquence.* can 
be admitted, it proves, unequivocally, that cternua is used to

Furthermore, the punishment into which the wicked are fo 
go is prepared for the devil and his angels, and therefore is in. 
applicable to the destruction of Jerusalem, as that, was de. 
signed as a temporal calamity upoa the Jewish nation only» 
and not as a punishment for devils. 

But our brother of the Congregationalist Church, while 
he informs us that the fire into which the wicked. In the 
twenty.fifth chapt 1 of Matthew, are cast, means the afflic­
tions of the Jews at the destruction of their city, also in» 
structs us that the devil and his angels are the enemies and 
persecutors of our Lord. Neither ot these appear to Us in 
exact correspondence with the teachings of the Scriptures*. 
The fires which burned Jerusalem are certainlv Quenched ; 
and the sufferings of that calamity are as certainly ended* 
But the fire into which the wicked are to go is unquench­
able. 

But if the enemies and persecutors of our Lord be the devl! 
and his angels, as the Jews were his enemies and persecu* 
tors at that time, the Jews must have been the devils of that 
day. Then the numerous persons who followed the 8a* 
viour, of whom we read, possessed of devils, must have been 
possessed of Jews, and he must have cast Jewsoutof them. 
The man possessed of a dumb devil must have been in the 
possession of a dumb Jew, and our Saviour must have cast 
opt of him a dumb Jew. The Jews must have entered into 
the head of swine that ran into the sea 1 Out of Mary Mag. 
dalene our Lord must have cast 6even Jews ! and surely the 
man's corporal capacity out of whom he cast a legion of 
Jews must have been equal to Virgil's wooden horse ! ! And 
still we suppose our adversary, the Jew, goeth about as a 
roa ing lion, seeking whom he may devour! 

Surely our Congregational brother could not have seen the 
ludicrous consequences to which Ms Scriptural interpreta­
tions lead. We are not surprised that he should sometimes 
betiay 6ome misgivings in regard to the truth of his Univer-
salism, when he finds it necessary to resort to such biblical 
exposition. 

But our brother, very magisterially, challenges us to settle 
this question with Christ, and not with him, ßince the Saviour 
has toid us that the then existing generation should not pass 
away until all these things should be fulfilled. In reply, we 
sav that he himself mistakes the meaning of what Jesus 
Christ does say. We contend that the Redeemer does not 
affirm that he would confine his answer to the subversion of 
the Jewish polity, when one stone of the temple should not 
be left upon another, and, that he would not answer the di­
vision of the question which relates to his own second 
coming. Now our reverend brother states that some who 
differ from him think that Jesus may be understood as speak­
ing of temporal judgements in the discourse before us, onlv 
from the beginning to the thirty-first verse of the twenty-fifth 
chapter: but that there, it is asserted, he introduced a new 
topic—the general judgment of the human race. But, he 
asks, "what is the evidence of this fact?" The reply ia. 
that the question, as has been already abundantly shown, 
requires that, the Son of God should, in some part of his dis­
course, pass from one topic of the question to the other; and 
we furnished direct evidence that he did thus pass, in show, 
ingahat the description, which he gave in the latter part of 
his repiy, correspond with descriptions elsewhere given of his 
second coming; and they do not correspond with those given 
of the destruction of Jerusalem. Also, when we established 
the fact, both by classical and other authority, and by argu~ 
ment, that aionios literally and properly means eternal; and 
when we proved that our opponent's explanation of aion>.os% 
in making it tautological—his exposition of 4> unquenchable, 
fire," 111 making it signify the temporal suflerings of the in­
habitants of Jerusalem in the destruction of that city, and 
his strange metamorphosis of the Jews into the devil and his 
angels, were unfounded and ridiculous, we then fnrnished 
indirect evidence of the same. Until he overthrows our au­
thorities and refutes our arguments on this point, we hope to 
hear no more of the want of evidence. There is evidence 
sufficient, and to spare, until then. Now if the transition be 
made, as some suppose, at the thirty-fifth verse of the twenty-
fifth chapter, then the text, which affirms that the then exist­
ing generation should not passaway until these things shonld 
be all fulfilled, can be referred to the destruction of Jernsalern. 
which happened about the year 70 of the Christian era, and 
unquestionably before some of that, generation had passed 
from the earth; and then the sending away of the wicked 
into everlasting punishment may undoubtedly be among tha 
doings of the Judgement Day. The same would also be 
true, if the transition be understood to be made, as others sup­
pose, at our text, the thirty-sixth verse of the twenty-fought 
chapter of Matthew. And then 44 that day," in the text, 
would refer, as in other passages of Scripture already cited, 
to the day of judgement not antecedently but subsequently 
described. 0 

And shou'd this transition, as it is by Archbishop Tillot-. 
son, Brennius, Henry and other learned commentators, IM» 
understood to be made at the 29th verse of the 24th chapter 
of Matthew ; which, all things considered, is probably tha 
correct opinion, that, aay, in our text may still be consider­
ed the day of judgment, as we maintain it is ; but we must 
meet the supposed difficulty of reconciling this interpolation 
with the accomplishment of all these things in that then ex­
isting generation, and with the exprufsion 44 immediately 
after the tribulation of those days," inThe 29th verse of this 
chapter. On the latter verse mentioned, the»following from 
Henry's Commentary is sufficient for our present purpose. 
" It seems to refer to Christ's second coming. The only; objec­
tion against this is that is said to be ' immediately' after tha 
tribulation of those days ; but as to that it is usual In the 
prophetic style to speak of things great and certain, a* near 
and just at hand only to express the greatness and certainty of 
them. Enoch spoke of Christ's second coming as within 
ken: 4 Behold the Lord eometh,' (Jude J4 ) A thousand 
years are in God's sight but as one day." Indeed theevrvts 
signified by the darkening of the sun and moon and falling 
of the stars, in that verse, may may have literally commenced 
immediately after the destruction of Jerusalem, may be now 
in progress, and so may continue until Christ shall appear the 

^ïn'regaoMo the fulfilment of all these things within the 
time of the then existing generation, it is not only true in 
regard to the destruction of Jerusalem, but also in a very 

û.ortant and solemn sense, it is true of all things pertaining 
- • . - .. .1 .. rv. t 'PI,,. aI «. man^. /I. .«.#!• in .* tö the day of judgment, 'flie day of a man's death ... 

every practical sense the day of judgment to him ; although 
I»etween his death and that day thousands of years may rot 
their changes over his tomb. Viewed in this light, in & 
tiiat is important, the time of Christ's second coming was as 
near the generation that then was on earth as to that which • 
shall be liv ing when he shall come the second time, without 
sin, unto salv ation. The judgment is near, the Judge stand-
eth at the door. Who can read, in these chapters before mw 

the parables of the virgins, of the talents, of the servant who 
thought that his Lord delayed his coming, and of the house­
holder watching for the thief, in connection with the repeated 
warning. " for ye know not at what hour your Lord dot]» 
come," and the exhortation also repeated,44 watch ye, there­
fore, and be ye ready : " without seeing and feeling, too. 
that the scenes and events here described were not in­
tended merely for the men of that generation, but for men ot" 
every successive age throughout all time; nor for men 
nationally considered, but for every man individually and 
personally ; and not for his interest in time only, but for hi* 
concerns throughout eternity ? Thisdisconrseof our Saviour 
was suited to produce a deep and solemn impression upore 
the minds of the disciples, and from its general adaptation to 
human nature, upon the minds of all who should read it to 
the end of time. As in the hand of the astronomer, the tel. 
escope brings distant planets near in view, so in the hand« of 
the reader. Christ's description of the *igns of his secomr 
coining brings the judgment with all its terrible Sjo'J' anj* 
grandeur immediately before our eyes. And viewing death 
and judgment as in efiect the same day to every pian then. 
and now living on earth, every man in that as in all succeed­
ing generations, in all that is important, was as near to the 
fulfilment of all the predictions of a judgment as to death 
itself. In this view of the subject, and in this view only, 
we see the significancy of the exhortation and warning ad­
dressed, indeed, at first to the disciples of onr^ Lord,.but 
applicable to all men in all ages throughout revolving time. 
' Be ye also ready, for in such an hour as ye. think not the 
Son of Man cometh." This to our mind, is ««raclent U> 
remove all objections predicated on the fulfilment ot all thesei 
things before the passing away of that then existing genera-
