THE AMERICA'S NEWS.—A fresh rumor was 
started yesterday that the news by the America was 
in town by express; that the Chartist meetings had 
passed off quietly in England ; that cotton had im­
proved at Liverpool, <fcc. The operations in our 
marjiet gave the story a coloring of probability, as 
the sales ran up to six thousand bale», taken 
mostly in the after part of the day, and at steady 
prices. 

FROM YUCATAN.—The Patria of yesterday gives 
some later items from Yucatan. The Government 
had entcted into negotiations with Jacinto Pat, the 
insurgent Indian chief ; but the Patria thinks the 
latter was acting in bad faith. By a decree of the 
Governor, issued on thé 10th of April, all the In­
dians who had been taken prisoners, or against 
whom prosecutions were pending, had been ordered 
to be released. The Armigo del Puehlo publishes 
a letter, dated April 14, which says that the chief 
I'at had, by letter, offered to deliver himself up, 
slipulaling that the value of the arms taken from 
the Indians should be returned to them. Notwith-
i-landing this, however, Cecilio Chi (another chief) 
goes about, in the East, committing the most horrible 
cruelty. Three days previous, this army was only 
three leagues distant from Izamil, burning the 
haciendas. On the 13th, the Yucatan troops had a 
conflict with the Indians, killing 73, and wounding 
many. Apprehensions, however, existed that the 
«avages would return and revenge themselves for 
their defeat. 

fjuter.—Capt. Jones, of the schooner Eleanor, 
from Belize, Honduras, which place he left on the 
36th ult., arrived here last night ; and reports that 
the Indians had taken possession of a small toti n 
in the interior, the inhabitants of which had (led 
for safety to the Belize. The latter place was also 
threatened by the Indians, who, it was stated, wefe 
in large force, and declaring that they would drive 
all the whiles out of the ccuntry, and burn the Be­
lize. ' Great consternation was felt at the latter 
place, there being but lew soldiers in the town. 
Assistance was sent for from Jamaica. 

PROBABLE AID TO YUCATAN.—A Washington 
writer, of late date, to the NewYork Evening Post, 
says : " It had been expected that the President 
to-day would have sent in a message recommend­
ing some definite action upon the case of Yucatan. 
Should he do so, I can hardly doubt that the de­
cision of Congress will be favorable to that mise­
rable country, and that it will be prompt and unani­
mous."

In previous numbers of our paper, we have de­

voted a large space to a statistical exposition of the 
present condition of two of the most important 
powers of Europe—Austria and Prussia ; we now 
come to Russia, the most powerful and most inte­
resting of all. Most powerful, because combining 
more of the elements of strength ; most interesting 
from the spectacle it presents of the union of Euro­
pean enlightenment, with Asiatic barbarism—ihe 
struggle, between ancient feudalism and modern 
civilization. There can he no doubt that the com­
ing era will place at the head of the powers of the 
earth, two nations, both pursuing the same career, 
towards universal dominion ; the one upon the 
Western the other upon the Eastern Continent— 
Russia and the United States of America ; the for­
mer representing the despotic, the latter the repub­
lican principle. On account of the difference, in 
the present condition of the people of the two coun­
tries we have named, these two principles, seem­
ingly so antâgonistical, cannot come in conflict, for 
despotism is as much the destiny of the Sclavo-
nians as republicanism is ours : the one is but the 
preparative—the forerunner of the other. But more 
of this hereafter. 

'The Russian'empire contains a larger extent ol 
territory than any other upon the globe, compris­
ing about one-seventh of its terrestrial surface, and 
one-seventeenth of the entire population. Extend­
ing from the frontiers of Prussia and Turkey on the 
west, to the Rocky Mountains of America on the 
east,und from the Black and Caspian Seas and 
Tartary upon the south, to the Frozen Ocean upon 
the north ; its length may be estimated at G000 
miles, and its average breadth at 1600. Within 
this vast regionäre included nations of almost every 
variety of complexion, of habits, and of language, 
and of every degree of civilization, from the wan­
dering nomade of the Asiatic plains to the gay 
and luxurious population of the modern Peters­
burg. It will therefore not appear surprising that 
within the dominions of the Autocrat, there should 
be spoken/or/«/ different idioms. 

The following tables will show the population of 
the different, portions of the empire, together with 
their Extent in geographical and statute square 
miles, according to the most reliable authorities :

By a reference to the above table, it will be seen 

that 56,000,000, or nearly the whole population, is 
contained within less than one-third of the entire 
territory. It is only among the hunters of Siberia, 
or the Cossacks of the Don that we are to look for 
any individual independence ; in all other parts of 
the empire the laboring classes are in a state of ser­
vitude. The great extent to which the system of 
slavery exists may be estimated from the fact that 
while the nobles number 691,355, 44,8C3,0G0 of the 
people are serfs. Of this amount almost half, or 
21,000,000 are the property of the crown; the re­
mainder belong to the nobility. The number be­
longing to the Czar, has been gradually increasing 
since the time of Peter the Great, who made the 
first successful effort to ameliorate the condition of 
the people, and restrain the power of the nobles. 
Since the reign of that great monarch, the interest 
of the sovereign has been linked to that of the peo­
ple, and there has been a continual contest between 
the crown and the aristocracy, in which, fortu­
nately, success has generally incliner! towards the 
former. In order that it may be seen which of 
these more favors the people, it is only necessary to 
state that the serfs belonging to the crown are but 
in a condition of predial and partial servitude, 
while those who are the property of the nobility are 
in a state of absolute slavery ; it is even believed 
that the Emperor has had it in contemplation to 
liberate all his serfs, and he very probably would 
have already done so were it not for his fears of the 
nobility, who have invariably opposed every re­
form in the Government, and every attempt to im­
prove and enlighten the people. 

Russia is frequently accused of insatiable lust of 
territory, and a desire to aggrandize herself at the 
expense of others, Yet we doubt whether she is 
more liable to this reproach than France, or Eng­
land, or any of the great powers of the world. One 
thing, however, is certain—that in every territorial 
acquisition made by her, the people have been ele-' 
vated, and the turbulent aristocracy repressed. If 
the empire were now to be dissevered, either by in­
ternal convulsion or external violence, the different 
provinces would only relapse into their original 
state of feudal submission to the nobles. The at­
tempt to revive the independence of Poland mayor 
may not be successful, but in any event the West 
of Europe may be considered secure from Russian 
invasion ; its people have advanced beyond despot­
ism—beyond even constitutional monarchy—it re­
mains tri be seen whether they have become worthy 
of republicanism. 

But the tide of Muscovite conquest is only divert­
ed, not checked : it will overrun the decrepit king­
dom of Persia, and, sweeping southward, will at 
last overtop the lofty llimmalaya, and burst like a 
deluge upon British India. 

The military power of Russia, by many greatly 
exaggerated, by others as greatly depreciated, is 
about upon an equality with the establishments of 
the other European nations. The regular army 
owes its origin to the same genius to whom all the 
greatness of Russia may be traced. Before the 
reign of Peter the Great, the only military force of 
the empire consisted of the Strelitzes, a band of 
turbulent and licentious soldiery, resembling the 
Janizaries of the Turks or the Praetorians of the 
Romans. The arrogance of these soldiers had long 
been a fruitful source of evil and anarchy, when 
Peter, seeing the danger which would result to the 
nation from their further existence, determined to 
suppress them. The design was carried into exe­
cution, and a regular army formed. The good 
effects of this measure were soon felt in the battle 
of Pultowa, which is said to have been the first 
victory the Russians ever gained over regular 
troops. It was that battle which crushed the power 
of Charles XI!, of Sweden, and gave to Russia the 
preponderance in the North. At the death of Peter, 
the army amounted to 110,000 men. During the 
reign of Catherine II, it was increased to 250,000. 
It now consists of six corps d'armte of 60,000 each, 
being 48,000 infantry and 12,000 cavalry and artil­
lery ; a corps of guards, 57,000 ; a corps of grena­
diers, 57,000 ; a cavalry corps of 30,000 ; and two 
independent corps, one in Siberia and the other in 
Caucasus, being 90,000—a total of 594,000 men 
and 740 pieces of artillery. This does not include 
the irregular Asiatics, or the Cossacks of the Don. 
It is an immense force, yet it is only the peace 
establishment, and is not more than one per cent, 
of the population. The recent events in the west 
of Europe, together with the attempt at revolution 
in Poland, will no doubt cause a large increase in 
the Russian army. Yet, although she is invulner­
able at home, her power westward has reached its 
limit. A collision may take place, and the struggle 
may be long, obstinate and bloody ; but ft will leave 
both parties in the same relative position, though 
exhausted by the fury of the contest. Western 
Europe can never return to despotism—the Sc'ia-
vonians are not yet prepared for democracy : they 
must first pass through the intervening stages of 
feudalism, absolutism and constitutional monarchy.

The attitude assumed by the Cbartists was so firm 
and decided, and the course adopted by the Gove 
ment so universally condemned—the "Times, we 
believe, being the only journal sustaining it t t 
we can hardly believe that the affair passed off so 
quietly The Government was determined to pre­
vent the meeting—tfie Chartist leaders were equally 
resolved to hold it. Under such circumstances a 
collision would seem to have been unavoidable ; 
yet it is possible that the friends of moral suasion 
may have controlled the great demonstration, and 
induced tliem to bide their time. The time will 

come, and that speedily, though leaders may falter.]

Dombey and Son ends by old Dombey " burst­
ing," and determining to commit suicide ; but just 
at the sticking place, Florence rushes in, tells her 
father she is sorry, lias a little child, etc. ; and after 
a severe illness, the proud gentleman recovers and 
becomes " a wiser and a better man." Toots mar­
ries Nipper. In order to stretch out the story, a 
long-winded attempt at humor is presented, the 
amount of which is a forced union between Mrs. 
MacStinger and Capt. Bunsby. The whole thing 
smacks of the shop, and of be,ing written to order. 
We hear no more of Harriet Carker, than that she 
sends a certain allowance every year to Mr. Dom­
bey. Mrs. D. whirls off the stage, after an inter­
view with Florence, to whom she gives a sealed 
package, testifying to her innocence, etc. (Dickens 
had a noble character, as he commenced delineat­
ing Edith, but he spoiled it utterly before getting 
half through.) What becomes of Mrs. Dombey, 
Tux, Rob, and other interesting personages, nobody 
œts a hint of. 

l'he truth is, the whole real interest and artistical 
beauty of Dombey and Son, reside in the first five 
numbers—the history of little Paul—ending with 
Iiis death. All through the rest, there is a grossly 
evident stretch after writing " so much," in order 
to furnish matter for the printers, each number. 
This plan of writing a work in sections, sending 
each part out irrevocably, as it is completed, and 
then going on to the next, is a very bad plan. How-
would it do in painting or sculpture ? Well, it does 
just as bad in books. 

Washington Correspondence of Crescent. 
WASHINGTON, April 27, 1848. 

The Abolition discussion has ended in the llouse of Repre­
sentatives—and very satisfactory, I believe, to the great ma­
jority of members. It was demonstrated very satisfactorily 
that there had been no threats against Mr. Giddings which 
warranted the action of the House upon a motion of privi-
lege. It was equally clear, a« argued by Mr. Brown, of Miss., 
(who finally moved to lay the whole subject upon the table,) 
that there had been no evidence whatever that any member 
had aided in the escape of the slaves. Both branches of the 
question had been argued, and both were embodied in the 
pending resolution which invoked the action ot the House. 
Mr. Giddings, however, in a very bitter speech, said that he 
asked no favors of the House. Ever since he had been a 
member he had received nothing but indignities from the 
body, and once he had been practically expelled by a voteol 
censure, which drove him from the Hall. It was the last body 
in the world from which he would invoke protection tor his 
person, or for his rights as a member ot the House. Again, 
he said, be had had no instumentality in offering the resolu­
tion— and alter this, none of his friends felt called upon to 
urge it before the House, and the whole subject was laid upon 
the table by the very decisive vote of 130 to 42. 

Mr. Wick, of Indiana, opened the discussion, in a speech 
read from the clerk's desk, designed to condemn all extremes 
of opinion ; but really occupying an extreme gjmind itself, 
from the fact that it aroused the ire of many of hiÄwn party. 
Mr. Giddings closed the debate, in his own way and time, by 
responding to some of the more personal remarks made 
against him by Messrs. Habkell, of Tenn., Bayly and Meade, 
of Va., Gttyle, of Ala., and some others. He denied next^ 
emphatically—and called for evidence of the fact that he 
had ever, by word or deed, interfered with slavery in the 
States. He knew that there was no power over the institu­
tion there, except with the States themselves ; and all he pro­
posed was to separate the Government from the institution 
in the District of Columbia and Territories of the Union. 

There was an unsuccessful attempt made to revive the de-
bate on Tuesday in the Senate, upou the question of leave 
to introduce the Bill for the payment of property destroyed 
by popular violence. The leave was not granted, or rather 
only nine Senators voted to proceed to the consideration of 
the subject. Mr. Calhoun, Mr. Foote, and some other south­
ern Senators, voted with Mr. Hale upon this subject, to the 
surprise of the more conservative members of the body. These 
gentlemen, however, probably designed an amendment to 
protect slave property as well as houses and furniture from 
violence, popular or private, or in the case of the abduction 
of slaves. 

Upon the subject of the recent abduction, the community 
has become quite calm again. The abductors from George­
town remain unbailed in the city prison. 

The House have launched out in a new debate lipon the 
question of Land Bounties for privates in the Army. A good 
deal of conflict prevails upon this subject, both in reference 
to the amount of monthly pay, and the land bounty for ex­
tended or limited service. Though the subject is one of great 
importance to those in the service, the debate has failed to 
impart public interest to the question. 

The California " Claim Bill" drags its slow length along 
through the chamber of the Senate from day to day. The 
Constitution is invoked, and when such a topic is sprung 
upon a body of sixty lawyer*, one sees and hears all the 
horror» of a logocracy. This skill ol public speaking is not 
half the virtue it is esteemed, and one here very soon learns 
to appreciate the value of silent meetings and silent members. 

The California bill was debated at great length, to-day, 
again in the Senate, and with a good dealof hair-splitting 
argument. A test vote, upon the passage of the bill, was 
asked upon the motion to proceed to its consideration, which 
was agreed to by a vote of 27 to 9. Upon the bill itself, there 
was no vote, and the Senate closed its session for the day 
with closed doors upon the Nugent case. 

A Bounty Land bill was passed by the House, allowing 
those entitled to the bounty to enter any lands, subject to 
entry, whether at the usual Government price of $1 25 per 
acre or at any higher price, giving in value according to the 
grant of ItiO acres at $1 25 per acre. Some of the Govern­
ment lands, in select parcels, are held at more than the usual 
value. 

There was a warm argument in the House upon a bill, from 
the Military Committee, taking from the President the power 
to discharge one of the Major Generals, Taylor or Scott, at 
the close of the war. The bill was advocated, in many elo­
quent and earnest remarks, by Messrs. Holmes and Burt, of 
S.C,; Stanton, of Tenn.; Botts, of Va.; and others; and 
opposed by Messrs. Houston,-of Ala.; Jones, of Tenn.; and 
others. The President, it was said, desired to be relieved of 
the painful alternative of dismissing one of these distinguished 
men, and it was right he should be thus relieved, and at an 
early day. There was nothing, worth hearing, said against the 
bill ; and the majority of the House seemed to be indignant 
at the attempt made to give the bill the "go-by" by referring 
it to the " tomb of the Capulets," the Committee of the 
Whole, where it will remain for the session. The House 
became impatient under the discussion, and the "previous 
question" was moved by Mr. King of Ga. Mr. McKay, of 
N.C., succeeded m offering an amendment, that the discharge 
should not take place for three months after the war closed. 
This amendment was rejected, (80 to 101,) and some of the 
Administration members then moved to lay thebill upon the 
table ; which was lost by a vote of 105 to 73. The bill was 
about to be put upon its passage, but, not being engrossed, 
the passage was prevented. One member had power to ob-
ject, and there were many ready. 

There was a bill reported for a retired Navy List ; and for 
the payment of debts contracted by the States in bringing 
Volunteers inio the lield. 

Mr. King, of Ga., reported an important bill, for building 
twenty new sloops-of-war, of not less than 450 tons burthen : 
one-half of the number are to be built by contract, and the 
other half at the Government navy-yards. It is proposed 
that the. Navy Board shall not interfere with the contract 
vessels, as the private contractors promise better vessels for 
less money, if they may control the matter themselves. 

A large number of reports werepiade, during the day, but 
no others, I believe, of public importance, excepting a joint 
resolution, which was ordered to be engrossed, for supplying 
the Navy with American hemp upon the average price paid 
during the five years past .  ORLEANS. 

BREVETS.—It is stated that a host of brevets, for 
gallantry in the Mexican war, have been commu­
nicated to the Senate in Executive Session, em­
bracing Generals Kearny and .Persifer F. Smith as 
Major-Generals.

EFFECTS OF POLITICAL RESPONSIBILITY.— 
When the Provisional Government of France was 
formed, Ledru Kollin, one of its members, pos­
sessed a fine head of hair. His hair is now |ier-
fectly gray. Louis Blanc had a healthy, fresh, 
almost juvenile countenance ; he is now wrinkled 
and sallow as an old man. 

OUR EXPORTS AND IMPORTS.—The Merchants' 
Magazine gives, in its last issue, a comparative 
view of the imports and exports of the United States 
for every year, from and including 1821 to 1847, 
exclusive of specie. This table establishes the fact 
that our exports during the past year greatly ex­
ceeded our imports, and consequently that we are a 
creditor country. The figures given for 1847 are as 
follow : ex|x>rts, $150,740,883; imports, 122,424,849; 
excess of exports, $31,316,534. Of this enormous 
amount of exports all but about $(>,000.000 were of 
domestic produce. These figures do not include 
the specie, either way ; but a«subsequent table 
shows the import of specie in 1847—(the year is 
made up to July 1)—after deducting the exports, to 
have been 22,267,700, which would still leave a 
balance to our credit of $12,000,000 in the account 
of exports and imports. 

FIRE IN NEWYORK.—On the 27th ult., a fire 
broke out in Fletcher street, near Water, NewYork. 
It burned eight stores, extending through to Maiden 
Lane. ••» 

Mr. Smith's Case Again. 
I read in several of the city papers of a case of " singular 

delusion and gross imposition." 41 Some scoundrels," it is 
said, " have been practising upon a wealthy man, and dis­
honestly eating into his estate, by a community called the

speculation that " $43,000 have been used up of Mr. 
Smith's money that "through the instrumentality of a 
pretended ' Oracle,' by which some of the members were be­
lieved to hold communion with the spiritual world, heavy 
drafts were made on his purse that the young man who 
figured as ' Oracle' lived in extravagant style—kept his fast 
horse—dined and wined of the best in the city that " Mrs. 
Smith applied to the law to take charge of her husband's 
property that " the matter was brought !>efore the Cin­
cinnati Courts and that " the Jury lias found Mr. Smith 
'insane' in the mildest sense of the word." 

This being a case in which 1 may pretend to be tetter in­
formed than those on whose authority these siatements are 
made I hoiie 1 may be permitted to correct the impressions 
which they are apt to make,especially on the readers ot the 
" Herald of Truth," the circulation of which in this city is 
entrusted to nie bv the "Company." The readers ot that 
journal will be able to judge whether its contents savor of 
" delusion anil gross imposition." It some ot the " Brother, 
hood" should be misled by Mesmeric influences, the Society 
should not be blamed for their errors—especially as the Mes­
meric Society in this city pretends itself benefitted by the 
facts thereby revealed. Errors committed, or evils suffered, by 
physical eiperiinen's. do not necessarily constitute "scoun-
drelisin." 11 they did. the victims ot physical errors, which 
we dailv see conveyed to the grave-yards, should make us 
more distrustful of physical experiments, flie difficulty be­
tween Mr. Smith and his wile is a matter perse for which. I 
think, courts of law are hut sorry remedies. More than 
$40.000 were bestowed by Mr. Smith on landless people, with­
out the instigation of any " Oracle" whatever, as 1 have been 
informell by himself. Similar cases of " mild insanity" in 
the members have come to my knowledge. If the violent 
delirium of hoarding turns into the milder form of dis-
tributing the superabundant hoard, who would apply for 
remedies in such a case "? 

The advertisement in regard to the young man (Mahaii) 
who figured as "Oracle," and his extravagances, are believed 
to be true ; but if all the young men in this city living in the 
same style, and on means perhaps less honesr than his. should 
be advertised under their own names, what room would there 
be found for any other 7
