KILLING THE BUFFALO.—No animal requires 
so much killing as buffaloes. Unless shot through 
the lung's or spine, they invariably escape; and. 
even w hen thus mortally wounded, or even struck 
through lite very heart, they will frequently run a 
Considerable distance before falling to the.ground— 
particularly if ihey see the hunter after the wound 
is given. If, however, he kec|>s himself concealetl 
after firing, the animal will remain still, if it does 
not immediately fall. * Itis a most painful sight to 
witness the clying struggles of the huge beast. The 
buffalo invariably evinces the greatest repugnance 
to lie down whjin mortally wounded—apparently 
conscious that when once touching mother earth, 
therei/> no hope left him. A bull, shot through 
the heart or lungs, with blood streaming from his 
mouth. :md protruding tongue ; his eyt;S rolling,-
blood-shot, and glazed with death, braces bimsen 
on lus legs, swaying from side to side, stamps im­
patiently at his growing weakness, or lifts his rug­
ged and matted head, ami helplessly bellows out 
Iiis conscious impotence. To the last, however, he 
stands upright ami plants his lintljs further apart, 
but to no purpose/ As the body roils like a ship at 
sea, his head slowly turns from "side to side, look­
ing about, as it were, lor the unseen and treacher­
ous enemy who has brought him, the lord of the 
plains, to.such a |iass. (iouLs of purple blood spirt 
from his mouth and nostrils, and gradually the tail­
ing limbs refuse longer to support the ponderous 
carcass—more heavily rolls the body from side to 
side—until suddenly, for.a brief instant, it becomes 
rigid and still; a convulsive tremor seizes it, and, 
with a low, sobbing gasp, the huge animal falls 
over on his side, the limbs extended stark and stiff, 
and the mountain of lles'h without life or motion. 

Notwithstanding the great and' wanton destruc­
tion of the buffalo, many years must elapse before 
this lordly animal becomes extinct. In spite of their 
numerous enemies, they will exist in countless 
numbers, and, could any steps be taken to protect 
them, as is done in respect of other gante, they 
would ever remain the life and ornament of the 
boundless prairies, and afford ample and nevér-
failing provision to the travellers over these other­
wise desert plains. 

Anecdotes of an Eccentric Preacher. 

.Father André holds a distinguished place among 
"those original preachers, whose sermons are season­
ed with huu mois and ingenious sallies.

Then addressing the 
fatliers and mothers—"Is it thus," said he, "you 
neglect the education of your children ! You intro­
duce "them into the vanities of life, and by crimi­
nal carelessness, permit them to lose their immortal 
souls." The impression produced was powerful, 
and every one perceived that the cards were brought 
purposely to introduce this pathetic appeal ! 

Declaiming tiiç same day-against tiie gallantry of 
ladies, whose manners at that time were very cor­
rupt, he said there was one in the congregation 
whoso, licentiousness was known to him, anil that 
lie was going to point her out, that «lie might be 
covered with confusion for lier sins. " But no," 
said he, checking himself, "I will not blame her; 
christian charily forbids. And yet, shall 1 compro­
mise vice i iSo ! What then shall i do to remove 
the difficulty ! 1 will hit, her with my culotte," (a 
leathern cap which was "worn iu his day.) As lie 
said this,lie suddenly raised as if about to throw, 
and added, "Look! look! there she is just there !" 
All the women in front of the pulpit dodged toes-
cape the threatened blows, when t he preacher cried 
out, "Goodness! I thought there was only one, 
and there are more than a hundred !" 

Being requested to announce a subscription in 
order to ràise a sufficient sum to procure the initia­
tion of a young woman into a sisterhood, which 
was ihen required of females taking the .veil, he 
commenced IHM sermon, " Sirs, 1 am instructed to 
recommend to your charity a maiden who has not-
eash enough to take the vows of poverty."

Preaching fix a monastery vvtiicli had recently 
been struck with lightning', Father André expatiat­
ed upon the goodness of God, who took as he would 
show, special care of his children. " For," said he, 
'"among other evidences, consider what has hap­
pened to this holy house in which I am preaching. 
The lightning struck the library and consumed it, 
but in («red not a single monk, if, however, it had 
unfortunately fallen upon the dining-room or btif-
Itj-i/, how many brethren would have been killed ! 
how many tears shed ! what desolation would have 
ensued ! Thanks, O my God ! eternal thanks, for 
the regard which thou dost show to thy elect."

IRISHMEN AT HOHE AND ABROAD. — Douglas 
Jerrold, in a work called " The Dreamer and the 
Worker," thus shows w hy it is that Irishmen work 
best and fight best out of their own country. The 
mere fact, he says, of eight hundred thousand Pro­
testants holding all the church wealth of the coun­
try in quiet défiance of seven millions of Catholics, 
is in itself a sufficient proof of their comparative 
helplessness at home. The reason why they are so 
much more energetic and practical abroad, is be­
cause they are more free. Not feeling equally so at 
home, they never put out for any length of time 
their full and undivided force. There has always 
been some drawback. When they fought on their 
own ground they did not leel quite sure if they were 
doing right, except in a few extreme cases, espe­
cially as so many of their own countrymen were 
fighting against them ; and when they work at 
home, it is never so much for themselves as for their 
absentee landlords and masters. AI ways they have 
a sense of insecurity at home—abroad it is diffèrent.

Oy The Pittsburg Journal of the 29th ult. men­
tions a terrible occurrence which happened lately 
in Sharpsburg, by which a young man named Dan­
iel Bush lost his life.

He 
was about twenty-one years of age, and unmarried. 

MURDER CASE— D. F. Himers, Defendant.— 
The Concordia Intelligencer (Vidalia, La.) contains 
a report of the trial—which was concluded on the 
night of the 5th inst., though the verdict was not 
rendered—of D. F. Bowers, before the District 
Court, for the murder of Wm. P. Phipps: 

The witnessed testified that an election was held on Black 
P.iver, in the Parish of Concordia, on Mosday, the lit of 
November last; that doring the day, the deceased (Phipps) 
went to the house of a Mr. C'raddock, in the neighborhood, 
in a fit of intoxication, and abased his wife and children in a 
gross, insnlting manner, so that she left her honw with her 
children, and fled to that of one of the neighbor». Shortly 
afterwards, the accused (Bowers) went, in company with an­
other, from the election to C'raddock's. to conclude an agree­
ment to do some carpenters' work. They were invited to 
dinner on the gallery. Mrs. Craddock and children had 
returned. The accused was listening to the little daughter, 
who was detailing the conduct of Phipps, when he came 
riding along the road, whooping and hallooing The little 
girl remarked, " There comes Phipps now." The accused 
got up from thedinner table, took a loaded whip, and went 
out to the gate as Phipps rode up. He went out of the 
and accosted Phipps for abusing and insnlting Mr«. Crad­
dock ; to which Phipps replied, " I must have been drunK, 
or a loot." Bowers said he would''sober" him. Heieizea 
the bridle with his lel't hand, and, gathering the thong ana 
small end of the whip in his right, struck Phipp» two orlnn» 
severe blows on the temple and side of hii head^ The *econ<l 
cut a seveie gash, and he was heard lo excjaim. on. AJWU ' 
He slipped on' his horse, on the opposite side, and ran o -
er> after him, striking him with the whip. S . 
a small lake. Here Bowers got a rope, and " o/tha 
Phipps—saying fie would have him Jninh* 
Peace in two hours, to lie punished for 'Jjeoutrage 
to Mrs. Craddock and her children. Bow"s had a pwtol at 
the time he used the whip As Bowere cMie hMk. Phippi 
followed after until he caroe to lhe fem». when heooro-& 
where he was arrested, and brought over to Concordia and 
odged in jail. 
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
