fTiT" The Ohio River and its tributaries, and fire Mississippi 
River, above the month of the Ohio, are generally too low to 
be navigated by the largest class of boats, except for a few 
trips in the Spring of the year, and even then «after passing 
the dangers of shoals, snags, rocks, etc., above the mouth of 
the Ohio River, boats generally need more freight at this 
point to finish out their cargo, and are willing to take it at a 
low price from here to New Orleans. So that it will be seen 
that, during-high water, freight can alwapi be shipped from 
Ohio City to New Orleans at? low prices, and, during low 
stages of water, in all the rivers above the mouth of the Ohio, 
the largest class of boats are obliged to leave their regular 
trade, and run from some point not above the mouth of the 
Ohio River to New Orleans—there being generally not more 
than four months out of the twelve in which the largest class 
of steamboats can be employed above this point with any­
thing like a full freight, and consequently are obliged to lay 
up the most of the season, or run from ibis point to New < )r-
leans. 11 follows that f rom Ohio City they can afford to «arry 
freight at extremely low prices. Freights at present undergo 
from one to three unnecessarywshipments—the freight in some 
instances becoming damaged from five to ten percent, by 
handling, and the cost of getting the same^o market amounts 
in ome'instances to double what it should do. We believe 
that, by the producer"shipping direct to Ohio City, and from 
there to New Orleans, there wiii. be a sav ing in freight of at 
least 33 'r. per cent, in getting the same to market. Freishtcan 
be stored in warehouses at Ohio City, (when not needed for 
immediate shipment,) for at most one-half the cost of storing 
and shipping in the cities-above the mouth. A Railway will 
be constructed from the Wharf boat to the warehouses on the 
bank, to convey the property intended to lie storéd, so that it 
cannot possibly lie soiled or damaged—and when once stored 
at Ohio City, it can there remain until a suitable market of-
lers in some ol the Atlantic Cities—there being no danger of 
ice, low water, or any tiling else preventing shipments from 
that point at all times, to meet any contract of sale. 

Advances can be obtained on a warehouse receipt, in any 
ot the cities above the mouth, more readily than if the prop­
erty was in hand, it being a point where it is always avaiia-
ble or parties can Sell the same in any of the Atla ntic Cities 
(by means of telegraph) in a tew hou rs, if the market should 
justify it, and they can^ contract to deliver the same at a given 
time, with certainty of reaching the Market from this point. 

Parties shipping in the tall, with a view to get out their 
Produce previous to the upper rivers bein« obstructed by ice 
or from any other cause, will find it for their interest to store 
the same at this point, and to avail themselves of the advance 
in New Orleans, which generally occurs on the closing of 
navigation above the mouth of the Ohio, thereby reserving 
to themselves the power of sending it forward at a suitable 
time, and having it sold on arrival, saving the heavy charges 
in New Orleans of Storage, Drayage, etc. 

The Missouri Riveris every year getting worse and more 
dangerous to navigate ; and it is thought that the only proper, 
means of getting Produce from that rich and fertile part of 
the Slate will be by means of a Railroad, which is now in 
contemplation, from.Lexington to Ohio City; but, when 
boats can run at all on t.'ieJVli.v-onri River, the great advan-
tage ot running direct toÉphio Çity will at once be seen. 

The simple fact of so mach freight Irom all points above 
the mouth of the Ohio being reshipped and lightened out to
