The papers 
say it is decidedly the best of all its author's works.

Then, lor one, we beg to dissent front " the pa­
pers.*' Mr. Dickens's books have been depre­
ciating in interest and beauty for a long time. The 
nierils of Dombey & Son are few and far between— 
the faults frequent and glaring. The conclusion is 
evidemly " hurried up " per order, the ultimate de­
velopment of the plot being unartisti al anil had. 
Florence narrowly escapes becoming a commonplace 
character before the book ends, and Edith is utterly 
ruined in more ways than one. Besides, the reader 
is painfully impressed with the injustice of packing 
off Mrs. Dombey into the darkest sort of mysterious 
futurily and remorse—although her nature was no­
ble and good, and the faults she committed, (venial 
ones, the event proved,) she was actually goaded 
into by persecutions the most atrocious: while 
Dombey liimself, the cold Iago of the piece, whose 
fiendish pride kills his first wife and turns his 
daughter out of doors with personal violence, is 
made to die a " good old man " and a happy one ! 
With the exception of the humor of the sentimental 
Toots and the zealous dipper—and always except­
ing that part which gives the history of Little faul— 
Dombey & Son is a book of a very inferior order. 

TELEGRAPHIC CLEARNESS.—The Augusta (Ga.) 
Constitutionalist of the 7th inst., says that the fol­
lowing is a sjiecimen of a telegraphic dispatch as it 
was deliveJed at its destination, at Harrisburg, in 
the State of Pennsylvania :

TIIE PORTLAND ABDUCTION CASE.—The object, 
it is said, in the New York Globe, of the taking 
away, by Mrs. Tuttle, alias Lyons, (who keeps an 
infamous house in Leonard street, New York,) of 
her daughter, in Portland, and bringing her to New-
York city, was to place the child in Georgetown 
(D. C.) Convent, where hermoral education would 
be attended to. 

OCT- The Legislature of Michigan has passed an 
act prohibiting the circulation, within six months 
after the passage of the bill, of any bank note or 
other evidence of debt issued by any banking insti­
tution in a foreign country or province. The act is 
intended to apply to Canada bank notes, which now 
circulate largely in Michigan. 

DEATHS IN NEW YORK.—The deaths in New 
York City, during the just-ended year, were 15,783. 
The principal diseases by which this mortality has 
been occasioned have been—typhus and typhoid 
fever, 13'J6 ; apoplexy, 445 ; cholera infantum, 692 ; 
convulsions, 1023; consumption, 1926; pneumonia, 
748 ; debility, 515 ; dropsy of the head, 559 ; croup, 
274; erysijtelas, 162; measles, 275; scarlet fever, 
142 ; old age, 180 ; delirium tremens, 137 ; small 
pox. 53 ; whooping cough, 86, and cholera morbus, 
44... .Nearly half the above deaths were of young 
infants ! 

{Kf A fellow named Rhinehart, who had made 
himself particularly troublesome to the citizens of 
Tioga Centre, Pa., was lately furnished gratuitously 
with a coat of tar and feathers, and then told very 
distinctly to vamose. 

NARROW ESCAPES.—A young gentleman left 
Kingston for this city on Monday last on board the 
Niagara, was wrecked, and, after 12 hours of great 
peril, escaped to the shore by means of a rope. He 
'hen'took the cars at Rochester—the same train 
that ran off the track, upset in a smash, and killed 
two men. By art extra tra'n lle arrived at Buffalo 
and took the steamboat Ohio for this place. The 
Ohio broke her crank off Erie, and was towed back 
to Buffalo. He then took passage on the Saratoga, 
which met with an accident, and was detained 
several hours in Erie for repairs. He arrived in this 
city yesterday morning.—Cleveland Plaindealer. 

Within a week, lately, five dead bodies have 
been picked up in the streets of Boston, all showing 
the marks of a violent death. In the same period, 
the botlies of some seven or eight infants have been 
found, either clandestinely buried or in the water, 
and no trace of the guilty parties obtained. 

Jty Several wooden buildings, at the corner of 
Chatham and Frankfort streets, NewYork, which 
the workmen were engaged in tearing down, fell, 
on the evening of the 3d instant, and buried a num­
ber of the workmen beneath the ruins. Three had. 
been already taken out : one or two of them would 
probably die. It was supposed that a girl was still 
beneath the ruins^ _ 

PENNSYLVANIA CROPS.—The Germantown Tele­
graph says : " Our farmers are now busy planting 
corn and potatoes—most of the latter crop being 
already in the ground. Both these crops, this sea­
son, have been commenced putting in much earlier 
than tisttaL" 

PRECOCIOUS YOUTHS.—Two boys, 13 years old 
each, named Benjamin H. Wood and Samuel Mc­
Donald, entered a boot store at New \ ork, on Tues­
day, 2d instant, one of them presenting a heavily 
loaded pistol, whilst the latter selected and bore off 
several valuable pairs of boots. 

OTT" A collision took place on the Ltica railroad. 
New Nork, on Monday morning, 1st inst., between 
the passenger and freight trains. Two men were 
killed, and three mortally wounded. Both the en­

Yucatan Question—Interesting Debate. 
The great and increasing interest of the Yucatan 

question makes no apology necessary from us. in 
presenting our readers with the following report— 
we take it from the Baltimore Sun—of the debate 
in the United States Senate, on the 4th inst., on 
the presentation of the report and bill providing 
aid to Y ucatan : 

Mr. Hannegan, Chairman of the Committee%on Foreign 
Relations, reported a bill to enable the President To take tem­
porary military occupation of Yucatan—to employ the army 
and navy of the United Stales forthat purpose, and to re­
press the incursions of the savages against the white popula­
tion ofthat country—to furnish the white population with 
arms, ammunition, &c., to repel the attacks ol tne Indians: 
ami to authorise the raising of additional volunteers, equal 
in number, to replace the troops withdrawn from other por­
tions of the service, for this service in Y ucatan. 

The bill was twice read, and Mr. Hannegan moved that 
it be made the special order f or to-morrow. 

Mr. Calhoun thought the day named too early—more time 
should be given tor reflection. Ile proposed Monday next. 

Mr. llannegau said it was important that tins bill should 
be acted upon without delay. A day or an hour might be 
productive of calamitous consequences to the people of Yu­
catan. He had seen letters from Lieut. Murray Mason, now 
in the Gulf, stating that the whole coast was darkened with 
women and children, without food or clothing. 

Mr, Ca>s also was in favor of prompt action. Never a bet­
ter occasion presented tor them to vindicate before the world 
the character of the nation. 

Mr. Foote expressed his strongest surprise at the effort to 
procrastinate action on this bill. The Senate, lie said, ap­
peared to be divided into two classes. One were lor speedy 
action—the other, small he hoped, for delaying action at least 
for a limited time, lie regretted that there should be an hesi­
tation on a question in vol vin g the honor of the nation, aud 
he regretted the source from which that opposition came. 
The Senator from South Carolina, when the message was re­
ceived, had, in an exulting manner, denounced the positions 
assumed by the message, and made a somewhat extended 
speech, most unkind toward the Administration—a speech 
which he had 110 reason lo suppose he now regretted. He 
was then prepared to made a speech, already circulated exten­
sively through the country, and calculated to do much injury 
and create much prejudice in the public mind, but now, when 
the whole subject had been several days belore them, was 
not prepared to act. 

Why did he now desire the bill to be postponed, when 011 
the day the message was sent 111 he was prepared to rise and 
pronounce a most uncalled for and vindictive phillippic 
against the President on the same subject. There was not a 
single Senator, he believed, who had not made up his mind 
011 the subject. So far from being too hasty, he believed they 
had been most shamefully tardy. It was BO when the French 
resolutions were introduced—the Senator from South Caro­
lina w as not prepared to act—we should not proceed to act 
with too mucfi precipitancy. He had seen a disposition man­
ifested by the Senate to hurry too rapidly any matter which 
did not require prompt action, ami this was one of those 
cases which should be acted upon immediately, if acted upon 
at all. There was no substantial reason for delay. 

Mr. Calhoun saw enoush in the message to require from 
this body the most deliberate caution. The Executive had 
been in no hurry; if he had taken from the 7th of March 
down to the date of the message, to make up his mind on the 
subject ; surely two or three days would not be considered 
too long lor reflection upon the subject. In his remarks the 
other day, he had simply expressed his regret that the Presi­
dent should have mixed up a mere question of humanity 
v.ith other subjects of high political consideration. 

Mr. Foote said that the Senator himself had also mixed up 
with the subject, another, of high political consideration—he 
had referred to the present war with Mexico, and declared 
that he had hoped its results had taught the President a les­
son—this war, which the Senator said had cost the country 
bü,000 lives— a war brought 011, in a great measure, by the act 
ol the annexation of Texas—a measure necessary for the 
protection of the South and of Southern interests—tor which 
the administration, of which the Senator was then a promi­
nent member, was mainly responsible. In regard to the 
movement of jtlie army from Corpus Christi to the Rio 
Grande, he had believed that Gen, laylor would, with some 
of Jackson's independence of character, assume the respon­
sibility oi'his own acts. And lie now had it from ana u-
thentic source, that General Taylor, scorning to skulk, had 
assumed such responsibility. 

The Senator tiom South Carolina, he must be permitted 
to tell him, occupied a peculiar position before the country, 
on subjects of this kind. The Senator, he believed, had 
once been iu favor of a National Bank, and many other 
measures to which it was not necessary to refer. It had been 
boasted by some of his trends, too, that he was the father of 
the system of internal improvements. He said these things 
with no unkind feelings, but to show that he should be more 
circumspect in his declarations, where he is himself responsi­
ble, to a great extent, tor the consequences to which he refers. 

The great issues of the campaign of 1844 were furnished 
by that Senator. We had placed a man in the presidential 
chair upon those issues, and who had successfully and glo­
riously carried out the great principles for which the Senator 
had contended. Yet w ho had ever heard him commend the 
Administration. He had sometimes acted with them, but 
he had generally been among the first to give the Adminis­
t r a t i o n  a  t h r u s t  u n d e r  t h e  f i f t h  n b  „ M l . .  

Why had it been, he would ask the Senator ? Had it been 
that the Senator had not girded 011 his armor in defence ol the 
administration—an administration which has secured upon 
the pages of history a name more glorious than even any ad­
ministration which had preceded it—oneot the wisest, so far 
as us measures were concerned, ever known 111 this country ? 
Why was lie seen surrounded, after these attacks upon the 
administration, by high-minded and honorable Senators ot 
the other side, with their warm congratulations ? lie hoped 
he would do himself jnstice before the close ot this debate, 
and take the lead in support of this hilf. 

Mr. Calhoun denied that he had opposed any measure ot the 
administration which he deemed right, those onlyot any Ad­
ministration did he support. It had been agreed on ail hands, 
Mr. Polk included, that the annexation ol Texas was not 
just cause lor war on the part of Mexico. He denied that the 
present war necessarily grew out of it, and contended that it 
might have been avoided, annexation notwithstanding. He 
took his seat 111 this body with reluctance, and with a sincere 
desire to give the Administration of Mr. Polk a fair support. 
He had endeavored to perform his duty faithfully, and it he 
had failed, it was a question to be settled with his own 
conscience. , , . , , . 

Mr. Hale said that he had been charged with being a fanatic 
for declaring that the war had grown out of the annexation 
of Texas. He was happy to have it m his power, whenever 
again so charged, to call the Senator from Mississippi, to the 
stand, and declare upon the responsibility of his Senatorial 
oath, that this war grew out ol the annexation of Texas, a 
measure necessary lor the protection of the South. It did 
not come this time from fanatics, but from oneot the faithful, 
one of the sachems of the tribe. 

x\Ir. Cass said the question was merely whether the bill 
should be considered to-morrow or at a later day. He thought 
that if any thing was to be done, it should be done speedily. 
The delay 011 the part of the Administration had been occa­
sioned by their efforts to obtain correct and official informa­
tion. That information had now been obtained, ana was 
before them, by delay they would be able to obtain nothing 
further, Then why delay ? He had regretted the remarks 
made By the distinguished Senator from South Carolina, in 
regard to what lie had characterized this wretched w ar. 

Mr. Calhoun.—This rash and percipitate war. 
Mr. Cass.—He begged the Senator's pardon, but his expres­

sion had been so quoted here this morning, without contra­
diction, by the Senator from Mississippi. 

Mr. Calhoun.—i did not consider it necessary to contradict 
what that Senator said. 

Mr. Foote retorted, but his remarks were not distinctly 

Mr. Cass proceeded, chiefly on the causes of the war, and 
insisting that, from ail the information before them—from the 
declarations at the time, of Mexico herself—was a cause ot 
the war ; though he said as now universally admitted, no just 
cause of war. 

Mr. Calhoun replied to the remarks of Mr. Cass, the ques­
tion of boundary being introduced, and Mr. Cass rejoined. 

Mr. Ilannegan said the object of his motion was prompt 
action, but the debate to-day was the poorest illustration ol 
prompt action he had ever known. The question of the an­
nexation of Texas, having nothing to do with the subject, 
had been dragged in, as it always unfortunately was on al­
most every great measure emanating from the administration. 
The motives which hail induced him to move the considera­
tion of the bill to-morrow, were better expressed in the con 
eluding portion of Mr. Sierra's letter than they could be by 
any thing lie could say. He read the extract, shewing the 
condition of the white population of \ ucatan, and expressed 
his wish that the question should at once be taken on his 

'"Mr Niles followed. He was wholly unprepared to act n 
upon a bill involving such great principles—principles entirely 
new—he desired time to examine the documents. It was not 
merely a bill involving the question of affording temporary 
relief but one of far greater and more vital importance con­
nected with the policy of the country. He was not disposed 
to act under the " whip and spur "—they should not act with­
out giving the subject all the consideration which its impor­
tance demands. . . 

The question was then taken successively, on motion to 
postpone until Saturday, and until Monday, and rejected. 
Mr. Hannegan's motion then prevailed, and this bill was 
made the special order for to-morrow. 

One or two bills, not of public importance, were passed, 
several petitions and memorials presented, a great number of 
bills J'rom the House read twice and referred, and a resolution, 
offered by iSlr. Calhoun, adopted, calling on the President for 
ail the correspondence between Mr. Sierra and the Secretary 
of State. Adjourned. 

FRENCH LIBERTY- TREE—Dumas.—We have 
mentioned before that the French were very busy-
planting liberty trees. One was recently put up at 
St. Germain. Mr. Alexander Dumas presided at 
the ceremony and addressed the people as follows : 

"Citizens, it is the third time, within the last 
sixty years, that we have planted a tree like this. 
The first was in 1789, and represented liberty. I he 
second was in 1830, and represented Equality. 1 he 
third in 1848, and represents at once Liberty, 
Equality, Fraternity. Liberty, equality, fraternity 
—these are the three magical words which the hand 
of vengeance writes in letters of fire, on the walls 
of Belshazzar, it is the mené tekel peres, of Kings. 
Citizens, you have planted this symbol, it now re­
mains to vou to consolidate the thing Do not forget 
that liberty is like a tree, it must be held firm by the 
root—Vive la Rejiublit/ue. 

After tiie ceremony, Dumas was conducted to a 
Club of working-men, and named by acclamation, 
honorary president. There he exhibited a table in 
which he demonstrated, that by the publication of 
his books, and the representation of his dramas, he 
had fed, for fifteen years, on an average, more than 
two thousand persons a day.

Condition of the Russian Peasantry. 
The following statements, which are authentic, 

possess a peculiar interest about these times : 
There are forty millions of serfs in Great Russia, 

the largest slave population in the world. Forty 
millions of men—glebœ adscripti—attached to the 
soil, bought and sold with the soil, on which they 
die. Upwards of twenty millions of these serfs be­
long to the crown, the remainder to the noble*. 
Previous to the sixteenth century, the peasantry of 
Great Russia retained the privilege of moving Irom 
place to place, held the free disposal of their person« 
and sold their services for a term of years, in 1598, 
when Boris Godenof ascended the throne, and 
sought the support of the nobles, he made a law, bf 
which the peasant was bound to the soil, and be­
came the property of the noble. 

The value of an estate in Weliki, Russia, depends 
more upon the number of its peasants than its acres. 
Some occupy a vast extent of country, and contains 
as many as one hundred thousand souls. The pro­
prietor pays an annual tax of about one dollar and 
sixty cents upon every serf. The condition of the 
latter varies according to circumstances! and the 
disposition of the master. As a general rule, he has 
a house and a piece of ground, and the privilege of 
feeding a cow ujion the common near the village. 
For these he pays with his labor. The steward of 
the lord assigns him a daily task, which is easily 
accomplished before noon. The remaining hours 
are at his own disposal, except in harvest, and cer­
tain other times, when he and his wife must turn 
out into the field. He cannot leave the estate, or 
learn a trade, without permission. The master 
must maintain him, furnish him with food and medi­
cine when it is necessary, and is liable to a fine it 
he is found destitute or begging upon the highway. 
Stray serfe, runaways, or peasants, whether free or 
bond, roaming about without a passport, are de­
tained and advertised ; and if not reclaimed or re­
lieved by the owner or some responsible person, ara 
sold at public sale. The proprietor cannot oblige 
the serf to marry contrary to his inclination ; and 
on the. other hand the clergy cannot marry him 
without tiie permission of the master. The serf 
cannot be sold off the estate, or separated from his 
family, and many other humane provisions have 
been made for his happiness and safety. 

But it is futile to speak of rules and regulations 
in a country where wealth and birth give despotic 
power. The proprietor is governed in Iiis actions 
entirely by his interest, and he treats his peasants 
precisely as he pleases. He sells them whenever a 
good price is offered, and he sends them wherever 
it suits his convenience. He makes them weave or 
plough : he hires them out by the month or year, 
just as it pleases him to do. In the same way, he 
may treat them with kindness or with blows ; but 
as they are generally regarded as insensible and 
ungrateful, they get more kicks than favors. The 
serf cannot accuse the master. If the blows of the 
latter cause death within three days, he is fined ; 
but if the serf lives more than three days after se­
vere punishment , the master is not liable. If the serf 
is killed without premeditation, by any other than 
the master, the killer pays the master three hundred 
and eight dollars. If he is killed with premedita­
tion. there is no indemnification for the master, and 
the murderer is responsible to the police. 

The (Kisadki, or freedmen, cannot hold lands or 
serfs ; but they have other privileges, and in the 
distant provinces display, as we have mentioned, all 
the natural vigor of the race, and are distinguished 
for industry and the most indefatigable persever-
ence in the pursuit of gain. But the serf has not 
the same inducements, and exhibits none of the ac­
tivity and industry so remarkable in the posadki. 
He is the creature of apathy, and all the stirring 
qualities of his nature are laten and undeveloped. 
He works as he is directed, and manifests the sama 
rude ability in any employment he may follow. 

He is ordered to be a musician, a mechanic or a 
manufacturer, and becomes either of these with as­
tonishing facility, though he excels in none. Nei­
ther the fear of the lash, nor the promise of reward, 
can force him to work with the plane or the saw, 
but with the hatchet, which he always carries at 
his girdle, he will hew the forest trees, prepare his 
logs and plank, build his house and make his furni­
ture. He never exerts his full strength : if the bur­
den is a heavy one, he calls for assistance. It is a 
common thing to see a hundred men hauling a 
stone or piece of timber that would have been han­
dled with ease by twelve or twenty Englishmen. 
On such occasions, before the united effort is made, 
the Russian workmen sipg for two or three minutes 
in chorus, and at the end of the song is the signal 
for the pull altogether. After two or three pulls, 
they stop, and the singing begins again, and on 
the completion of the work—more than halt 
time, at least, being passed in these IPu®lca J 
ludes. The task is,therefore, often a hghtone.and 
easily performed. When it is finished, ^ s,, , , 
is at "liberty to employ himself as he P ., • ' , 
he do double duty, however, he w«.uld not he re 
warded ; and instances are known^tn theob;
