By the Conquest of Mexico, Spain asserted su-
preme dominion, not only over the soil, but over the
bodies and souls of the conguered people.  From
the year 1521 1o the Mexican revolution, this do-
minion was exereiscd in the harshest form which o
jerlons and avaricious power could nssume. The
soil was divided among the conquerors s and the
people, reanrded as mere adjuncts to the land, were
considersd of vaiue only us they could administer
1 the power, pleasure or cupidity of their haughty
masters. The white immigrants from Spain were
the lords paramount of the country ; but they were
few in number, sud only maintuined the s
duney from the superstitions fears of the uborigin
and from the prestige which followed the fact of
their rapid and marvellous conguest.

In time, by & commingling of the races, and by
European propagation in Mexivo, the lurge class of
the half-breeds and Mexican creoles grew up, who
shared many of the privileges of the native Europe-
ans and foll whites, but were nevertheless gen-
erally debarred by the policy which governed the
Council of the Indians from any participation in
the powers of the Government or the higher honors
of the State. They were, however, numerous,
rich and powerful; held immense tmets of land,
and exercised like sway with the Spaniards over
the subjected Indian races, The Mexican revolo-
tion was the consequence of this mixed bred—the
Mexicans—desiring a full participation with the
Spaniards in honor and power; it had no better,
higher, or nobler object.  In 1510, when the revo-
lution first broke out, the population of Mexico was
probably about 6,500,000 ; of which the pure whites
or Spaniards numbered abont 60,000 the ereoles,
1,300,000 ; the pure Indians, or original Mexicans,
nearly 4,000,000 ; and the remainder, consisting of
negroes, mulatoes, mi , quarteroons, ete.  The
attempted revolution of 1810, was a failure, The
ereoles had stirred up the Indians against Spanish
sway, with the intention of renping all the benefit
of the achievement, but unwilling to subject either
their persons or estates 10 the risk of a defeat.  For
ten years the war was carried on with more or less
energy, with many changes of fortune, but with
general advantage on the Spanish side. The cre-
oles bad becgme gradually involved in what was
from the beginning their own battle, but which
they hoped to win by the hands of their serfs.
Affairs began o look desperate, when Rtar-
bide, & creole Coloncl, in the Spanish service,
in 1821, turned traitor or patriot, which ever
the reader pleases, raised the standard of revolt,
and published his famous Plan of lgiala. By
that *“plan,” the fruitful source of ten thonsand
subsequent pronunciamientos, slavery was abolished
in Mexico, all distinetions on account of descent or
color were shrogated, and all persons declared
equal, and entitled to equal rights, powers and priv-
iloges ns citizens.  This was the batle-cry of the
war: it united the whole people—and, of course,
the victory over the Spanish armies was speedily
achieved. The battle, however, was no sooner
won, than those who urged on the contest in the
first place, and who had euly participated in it,
when they had more to fear from indolence than
activity, began to turn the victory to their own
purposes.  The prestige which had given the Span-
iards their power had in some measure descended
to their offipring, by whose aid the Spaninrds had
been driven ont.  This gave them a controling in-
fluence, which was further increased by their large
possessions and superior intelligence nnd education.
The Indinns were free, by the declaration of Iguala ;
they were the equals of the Creoles, hy the new
Constitution ; but it was necessary 1o subject and
enslave them, in order that their labor might enrich
the superior class, and that they might be made 1o
bear all the burdens of the State without enjoying
any eof its benefits. This end was reached in a
very ingenious manner,  To reinstitute slavery
would have shocked the nerves of the pious propa-
gandists of Exeter Hall, and deswoyed all sympa-
thetie feelings with the revolution in the breasts of
the disciples of those worthy people on thix side of
the Atlantic, This sympathy the Mexican Creoles
conld not afford to lose. They therefore eflected
this object by so arranging the law of debtor and
ereditor, that the former was bound to serve the
latter while he might be indebted to him. The
wealth of the country was in the hands of the
Creoles—tho lands were monopolized by them:
the large landholder had only to advance a few
dollars to the native, to keep him in debt for life.
The landowner had a store or hop on his plice, at
which the laborer was obliged to buy all he wanted,
at the price which might be nsked ; and, as his
wages would barely support hivself or fumily nnder

a system of fair-dealing, it is evident that, under
wiich o one, once in debt, he was a debtor for
and worse, the obligation desccnds to his ehildren.
Henee arose the classes of Hucrondados and Peones,

! the former comprising most of the Creoles, and the

latter composed of the native Indinns,  This con-
dition of things diffor from our domestic slavery
only in the fact that in infaney and old age, in sick-
ness and in want, the master has no eare for and
is put to no expense on aceount of his slave.

The Indians—who are, by law and on paper,
free, and the equals of the whites, who are by
nature disqualified for servitude —and not, as is
the ease of the negro, contented and happy in
slavery—have risen agninst this manifest oppres.
sion.  In Guatemala they effeeted o revolntion and
took possession of the government. In Venezuels
and other of the South American Republics, they
are doing the same thing.  In Yueatan the white
have shown themselves ns pusillanimons in resist-
ance as they were eruel in oppression, and unless
the United States interferes the Indians will effeet
their revolntion there.  In other parts of Mexi
the present war has utterly disoraanized the white
or parily white population ; the numerous hattles
which have been lost have taken from them all
