
tical açent in a republic to sustain good faith, lias 
Veu turned apaiiiKt them under the forms of law. 
The constitution, which, in the primitive days of 
the republic, was supposed to have, in all that in­
volved the mutual duties of the States, the essen­
tial elements of self-execution, lias neither Slate nor 
federal law to sustain arid vindicate its authority. 
The States have withdrawn their support, and Con­
gress is inefficient in its legislation to supply it. A 
single clause of the act of 1793 is all that is left, and 
is a dead letter, so far as it regards the power of 
giving it practical efficacy. AU tliat is left of it is 
the right to bring an action against those in the 
non-slaveholding States, who may conceal or pro­
tect from seizure, runaway «laves. The right to 
sue a mob of irresponr-i'ile persons, without the 
power of procuring witnesses, and before a tribu­
nal administering justice in a hostile community. 
Who would venture on such litigation ? The 
right of seizure and apprehension is conceded, but 
how to be executed ? Why, at the risk of the 
owner's life. The proceedings which have given 
rise to this report, as well as similar, and even of 
more aggravated character in other States, are 
full evidence of the truth of this remark. The 
remedy may induce the master to place himself in 
circumstances in which he would become the vic­
tim of irresponsible insult end violence; or cause 
him. by his effort* to reclaim his property, to afford 
some pretext for an action against him, by which, 
under the form of a verdict, his whole estate might 
be confiscated to appease the demands of popular 
prejudice. I-et it not be said that he could apply to 
an f'nited States marshal; before such an officer 
could be procured, effectual escape might be ac­
complished. 

Trie opportunity to apprehend a fugitive is emer­
gent, not waiting for the delay of distant and jier-
tiaps reluctant officers. 

But whatever remedy may be allowed by the act 
of 1793, nominal and hollow as it is, it will not re­
main long on the statute book, if it can be repealed 
by the influence of the non-slaveholding Slates. 
Already has a memorial come to Congress from a 
large number of citizens of Pennsylvania, prayjng 
for the repeal of that law. That memorial has been 
referred to your committee, and it is a memorial as 
numerously signed, probably, as any other that has 
come before Congress. These persons " represent 
that the law of the United States, imposing $5()0 
for what is called harboring or concealing a slave, 
is unjust and ought to be repealed. 
" 1st. Because it is contrary to the spirit and word of Cod. 
" Üü. Because the law is intended to prop up a system 

%vhicli makes it criminal to leach God's creatures lus holy 
word, depraves the master'and the slave, and is the truitlui 
source of great evils, both religious and political. 

l'our committee will not undertake to say that 
the law of 1193 will, even by any amendments that 
can be made to it, have any great remedial influ­
ence in giving the owner liie protection he is en­
titled to under the constitution. The assault upon 
it is* however, a significant indication of the pro­
gress of public opinion. It is making its advances 
with crushing effects. It is in vain to appeal to 
compact» and constitutional provisions to arrest it. 

The slaveholding Stales are bound in the Union, 
and are willing to perform all their duties under it. 

They have kept in good faith all that they pro­
mised. 

They have riot allowed the importation of slaves 
sinne 1808. 

They have given to their northern fellow citizens 
of the Union all the benefits of their trade and com-

Amerce. 
They have yielded to them the almost exclusive 

benefit of the navigation interest of the Union, 
under laws for its protection, i 

And they liave co-operated with them in all that 
has been demanded for the common prosperity and 
welfare of the coufederacy, and have faithfully ful­
filled all the obligations imposed upon them by the 
constitution, as coequal confederates. 

Th#y have now a high duty devolving on them : 
to require, in some certain manner, the other par­
ties to do justice to the requirements of constitution­
al obligations. As much as Congress can do, they 
have a right to suppose will be done towards main­
taining the common rights and claims of all the 
jjarties to the federal compact. 

You committee have not implicit confidence in 
the efficacy of the only measure which they have 
ventured to propose, and which will be found in 
the bill which they beg leave to submit. 

That hill will, in general terms, contain provi­
sions hjiprhieh the penalties under the act of 1793 
will be increased, and requiring all the marshals of 
the United States, wherever called on, and olher 
federal officers, to give protection and aid to the 
owner or his agent, of a fugitive slave in his efforts, 
for the apprehension of such slaves as may effect 
their escape into a non-slaveholding State.

The particular circumstances which indu­
ces the report, are the enactments by several of the-
free States of laws prohibiting any of their officers 
from assisting in the restitution of fugitive slaves.

Many amendments were offered, and many 
speeches made, remarkable for sound reasoning 
and eloquence. Rev. Collins, of Baltimore, became 
quite warm iti opposition to the Report ; he fears 
that a wrong construction might be put upon the 
object of the Conference, abroad. Ile was in fa­
vor of receiving the delegate from the Church 
' out Ii, and advocated the prosecution of every 
measure that might tend to fraternize the two great 
bodies. 

Rev. Tomlinson, of Augusta. Ky., participated in 
the discussion, and emphatically declared that the 
Methodist Episcopal Church of the North was op­
posed to Slavery, and the Church South was the 
advocate of the institution. He was with the 
North on this question. He was in favor of the re­
port of the Committee, and concluded by offering 
an amendment in the form of a proviso, declaring 
that nothing in the report should be construed as a 
bar to the reception of any proposition for the estab­
lishment of fraternal relations between the two di-
wsions of the „Church. This amendment and the 
report were finally adopted uaauimonsiy.

LORD BROUGHAM.—After a comparative silence 
of years, this lucky and " queer " Scotch adven­
turer, has again attracted a little public attention— 
on the question whether, he really, or not, applied 
to be naturalized as a French citizen, so that he 
might "run" for the National Assembly. There 
are two sides to the story, and as our readers may 
be amused by them, we give both : 

THE FRENCH SIDE.—'The report that Lord Brougham 
applied tor.letters ol'naturalization as a Ffench subject 
proves to have been correct, lor the French papers publish a 
correspondence *jn the subject between him and M. Cré-
mieux, the Minister ol' Justice. The Minister, in answer to 
Lord Brougham's application, informs him that he must re 
nounce all his privileges iu England if he becomes a Frencli 
citizen; and this indispensable preliminaty , „ td" haVè 
cooled the quondam Lord High "Chancellor's deswe to enjoy 
the advantages and honors of French citizenship. The story 
that Lord Brougham intended to offer himself as a candi 
dale for a seat in the National Assembly, also seems to have 
been correct, for the Nouvelliste, ot Maiseilles, publsihesthe 
letter in which Lord Brougham, while requesting the Mayor 
of Cannes to furnish him with the certificate ot^ residence 
during tive years, andbf vie et mœurs, requisite lor his na­
turalization, also desires that functionary to announce him 
as a candidate for the representation of the department of 
the Var. 

THE ENGLISH SIDE.—In the British House of Lords on 
the 17tli ult.. Lord Brougham, in presenting the petition 
lrom the Ëarl of Duudonald ou the national defences, look 
oœâsion to state, with reference to his application to the 
French Government to be naturalized. In order that he might 
become a French citizen, that his sole object was the protec­
tion of his property in that country, and in desiring to be* 
come a French citizen, he did not wish to divest himself of 
his rights as a British subject. It must noÇhowever, be sup-
poseii that by th«s step he had shown any favor to the French 
Republic, or that his opinions as to a republican foim of gov­
ernment were at all modilied.

Proceedings fn Congress. 
[Telegraphed to the Baltimore Sun, 9th inst.] 

SENATE.—Muy 8.—A number of petitions and 
memorials were presented. 

31r. Dix presented the resolution of the New York 
Legislature, iti favor of the payment of the claims-
of our citizens for French spoliations. 

Mr. Dickinson presented a petition from New 
York, in favor of the proposed new railroad be­
tween New York at)d Philadelphia. 

Several unimportant reports were made from 
committees. * 

Mr. Johnson, of Georgia, offered a resolution 
which was adopted, instructing the Judiciary Com­
mittee to inquire into the expediency of establishing 
a Professorship of International Law at the Anna-
I>olis Naval School, and to extend the number of 
appointments, so as to allow the admission of two 
for each member of Congress. 

Mr. .Brefise reported a bill to grant the right of 
way through the public lands of Indiana, and alter­
nate sections of the same, for a railroad. 

The bill to authorise the holding of a special 
term of the District Court, in Tennessee, was pas­
sed, also the bill relative to the public archives of 
Florida. 

Several bills from the House were received and 
referred. 

Mr. Borland introduced the bill, of which he had 
given previous notice, to grant unsold overflowed 
public lands in Arkansas to that State, for purposes 
of international improvement. Kead twice and re­
ferred. 

The special order of the day—the Yucatan bill— 
was then taken up. 

When Mr. Foote referred to that portion of my 
report of Thursday's debate [1 believe] in the Se­
nate, which attributes to Mr. Calhoun the remark 
that he " had not considered it necessary to notice 
what the Senator from Mississippi had said,", in 
his speech of that day. Mr. Foote said, satisfacto­
rily, that tlife remarks referred to ha<l been entirely 
misunderstood by the rejforter. 

Mr. Calhoun also disclaimed having used the ex-
press^on, or any other disrespectful to the Senator 
from Mississippi. [My reports are necessarily hasty, 
and I must, of course, have misunderstood the re­
marks at that point of the debate, though others un­
derstood it as 1 uid.] 

Mr. Houston would be glad if the Hon. Senator 
would point out any instance which Texas had co­
quetted with England. 

Mr. Johnson said that during the pilgrimage of 
the Senator tb Gen. Jackson, if the papers had cor­
rectly quoted him, he had used such an expression. 

Mr. Houston thanked the Senator from Maryland 
for the opportunity to contradict the statement. He 
had never used such remarks as had been attribu­
ted to him. 

Mr. Houston then addressed the Senate at great 
length, in support of the bill, but I have not time 
before the cars leave, to give a sketch of his re­
marks, which embraced several topics of public 
importance, which now occupy the public attention. 

31 r. Foote made a few remarks, and Mr. llanne-
g;an also again urged the importance of prompt ac­
tion. It had become a question—Shall we or shall 
England take possession of Yucatan ! 

Mr. Johnson, of Maryland, followéd, and in the 
course of his remarks referred to the fact, that 
though the message had only been on their table for 
a week, the subject had been brought to the atten­
tion of the Executive more than six months since. 
He also alluded to the charge which had been made 
against Texas, of " coquetting with England."— 
He was opposed to the bill in its present shape, and 
expressed his views on the subject at considerable 
length. 

Mr. Hannegan said that the Senator from New 
\ ork. some days since, had so clearly laid before 
the Senate the operations of England on the Yuca­
tan coast, &c., that it was unnecessary for him to 
refer to the facts. It was well known that the ob­
ject of England was to seize Yucatan. And .Mr. 
Sierra, in his last communication, said that if the 
aid asked is not afforded iit two short months, Yuca­
tan. as a government, will cease to exist. 

Mr. Jefferson Davis said that if this bill was tobe 
passed over, he hoped the twetfly regiment bill 
would lie taken up, that the President might be 
enabled, in this particular case, to prosecute the 
war with Mexico in such a manner that a new war 
might not grow out of it, for he agreed with the 
Chairman of the Committee on Foreign Relations, 
(Mr. Hannegan.) that if delay was practised the 
next question would be whether we shall expel Eng­
land from Yucatan. 

Mr. Calhoun contended that there was not the 
slightest probability that England would interfere 
or take possession of Yucatan. He was ready to 
take the responsibility of this declaration. Ile had 
examined the correspondence which had been re­
ferred to, and there was nothing in it to warrant 
such a conclusion. 

Mr. Crittenden followed. He desired, before 
agreeing to the movemeut authorised by the bill, 
such information as would warrant the täking of 
military possession for the object« contemplated, or 
from the considerations suited. He was in favor of 
the amendments proposed by Mr. Jefferson Davis. 

Mr. Westcott addressed ihe Senate at length, and 
expressed his conviction that it was the intention 
of England to take possession of Yucatan, and that 
otire in her possession, she would not relinquish it. 

The Britannia's News. 
We transcribe the following from the Baltimore 

Sun of the 9th irist., because it contains additional 
particulars to what we gave yesterday ; although 
in some respects the same : 

New York, May S, 5v A. M.—The steamshipBritan-
nia reach Boston at 12 o'clock M. on Sunday, but 
the Telegraph being out of order between this city 
and Boston, no news was received from her until 
the arrival of the mail this morning. Nothing has 
heen heard by- the Britannia from the steamship 
Hibernia, and she has not been telegraphed at this 
port, as was rumored yesterday. 

The Prussian Diet has been dissolved in a most 
undignified manner. 

The Crotz have set lire to the village of C'asselle 
Nueva, forming a cordon around the village, and 
2000 of the inhabitants were burnt to death, utter­
ing the most appalling shrieks. 
. The Pacha of Egypt has hung a deputation from 
a large meeting, who had been appointed to lay be­
fore him the complaints of the people. 

E N G L A N D .  
A fresh agitation has been got up in London for 

the extension of suffrage, equitabîe taxation, re­
duction of government expenditures, and the ad­
vancement of Reform principles throughout the 
kingdom. Forty members of Parliament assisted at 
its formation. 

In some of the districts the middle classes have 
fraternised with them, and at Birmingham and Not­
tingham, meetings of merchants favorable to some 
points of the charter have been held. 

The House of" Comptions of England having 
passed the Crown and Government Security bill by 
an overwhelming majority, virtually adjourned on 
Wednesday evening, 10th April, for the Easter 
recess. 

Prince Metternich, his Princess, Prince Richard, 
Baron Charles Hazel, and suites, have arrived in 
London. 

The run on the Savings' Banks of England is 
still on the increase. 

.Meetings in favor of thé Charter, have been held 
during the week iff almost èvçry town in England 
and Scotiand. 

•I'lie Chartist Convention, before adjourning, ap­
pointed deputations to visit the provinces, adopting 
a petition to the Queen praying the dismissal of her 
Ministry. 

A Chartist organization has taken place in Scot-
laud, and is spreading throughout the country with 
great energy and vigor. 

I R E L A N D .  
Ireland continues in a very critical state, and the 

excitement among the jieople continued to increase 
rather than to diminish. 

Arms are in brisk demand, and the people are be­
ing openly drilled with pikes and rides, despite the 
threatened interference of the Government. In­
deed, there seems to be no longerany doubt of the 
fact that Ireland is on the eve of a civil war. , 

Most alarming demonstrations of public opinion 
continued to be made, and it was the general opin­
ion that bloodshed was not far off 

True Bills have been found against Mitchell, 
O'Brien, and Meagher, the three most energetic of 
the Irish leaders. 

The differences between the repealers, headed by 
John O Connelron the one side and Mitchell on the 
other, is becoming greater every day. The rent has 
fallen to .£25, and it is evident that the numerical 
strength of the Irish people is in favor of violent 
measures, in the meantime, the people continue 
to supply themselves with arms. 

Great and influential bodies sent in addresses to 
the Lord Lieutenant, expressive of their determina­
tion to support the government. 

Ireland continues in a suite of great unhappiness 
and agitation ; however, great fear of an outbreak 
of the peasantry existed. 

The speakers çf the meeting at Conciliation Hall 
were moderate, and the Confederates are as warlike 
in their harangues as heretofore. 

Public demonstrations in support of government 
were held in several parts of the country. 

F R A N C E .  
The financial crisis in Paris was apparently sub­

siding, though business and trade were still much 
depressed. 

The cause of quarrel between Ledru Rollin and 
his colleagues, is said to have been as follows : 

A deputation cattle to Paris from Amiens, I or the 
purpose of presenting ä petition for the removal of 
one of Ledrtl Rollin's commissaries, on account of 
some violent proceedings he had indulged in the ex­
ercise of the unlimited powers with which he anil 
his fellow-commissaries liad been invested by M. 
Rollin. M. de Lamartine and several other mem-
bers'of the Provisional Government are said to have 
admitted the misconduct of the commissary, and 
stated that he ought to have been removed. 

Mr. Rollin refused to sacrifice a functionary who, 
if to blame at all, was only guilty of over zeal in 
the cause of the Republic. Upon this, a violent 
scene ensued, and words passed between tlie dif­
ferent members of the Provisional Government, 
which caused a wide breach in the councils of the 
nation. • 

Paris has been the scene of one of those extra­
ordinary demonstrations which can only occur in 
the capital. Fortunately it hits passed off Without 
bloodshed. 

31. Blanque having been stung to madness by 
the publication of certain papers alleged to be 
found at M. Guizot's hotel, winch impeached his 
political character, fulminated a most bitter phi­
lippic against the Provisional Government—de­
clared the documents published to be forgeries— 
and inveighed more bitterly 3Ions. 3Iarrast anil 31. 
Lamartine, in terms not easily to be forgiven. He 
swore to overthrow the government. 

It seems that a plot was actually formed to intim­
idate the Provisional Government and eject Lamar­
tine, 3Iarrast, and other moderate members there­
from, anil form a new government, consisting of 
Ledru Rollin, Cabut Blangui, Albert Louis Blanc, 
Flocom Arabo, llaspaiel and Pierre Leroux. 

A meeting was accordingly got up for the Champs 
de 3Iars on Sunday night, with this ulterior ob­
ject. Hfcwever, 31ons. Lamartine and 31arrast 
having got previous intelligence of the plot, cir­
cumvented their designs. The National Guards, 
as vyel! as the 3Iobiles, were called out, and the 
critical state of things which threatened a complete 
reign of terror, furnished the Provisional Govern­
ment with the pretence to military display. 

All classes now deeming the lately prescribed 
troops of the line as defenders of order, life and 
property, a couple of Regiments were brought into 
Paris. Cannon, for the first time since tlilf revolu­
tion, were placed before the Hotel de Ville of the 
National Guard of Paris. No fewer than one hun­
dred and twenty thousand men assembled at the 
quays and Boulevards, joined by forty thousand of 
the Boulien or suburbs. 

To these were added 20,000 of the Guards 3Io-
bile, and this body, between which and the Nation­
al Guards some jealousy had previously existed, 
fraternized as they passed each other, and their 
common difficulties were buried in oblivion. 

Lamartine has prepared an offensive and defen­
sive alliance between the1 French and Swiss Re­
publics.
