It was further discovered that the title of 
tlie suit was incorrectly set forth. The plaintiff 's attor-
nef thereupon called on the Clerk of the District Court, and 
cawed the wr.t to be amended, by adding to the title, 
the name of Charles C. Parkhill as a party defendant. At 
this »tape of proceeding, the Sheriff conceived it to be Iiis 
duty to re-coninienee his proceedings, and iie accordingly 
made a second seizure of the same property, advertised it 
lor «tie. and notified parties to appoiut appraisers. The 
defendant declined nominating an appraiser, and pro­
ved against any new appraisement, on the ground that 
the property had been already legally appiaised. The 
sheriff employed his right in bucli cases, and named an 
appraiser to act for defendant, who valued the slock at 
$3).(t/J. while J. M. Bach, acting as plaintiff's appraiser, 
valued it at an umpire was called in, and fus valua-
aiion was $13,t»2U. At. the sale, the stock was adjudicated to 
Ooorey, on J. M. Bach's account, for The détend­
ant Uieii took a rule on the plaintiff, J. M. Bach, and 
tlie Sheriff, to »how cause why the sale should not be set 
aside, OH the ground that the second appraisement was il le­
gal.

SECOND MYNICTPALITY Cot Nr IL.—The Council met last 
evening, pursuant to adjournment, Recorder liaidwin in the 
chair. The Treasurer s report was thenKubmitted, which is 
a* follows :

The Commissaries made communications which were read. 

They referred to the state of the side walks, called for by a 
resolution at the last siftnig. Referred. 

A communication was read from the Board of Health, who 
animadverted on the insufficiency of the law parsed by the 
late Legislature, organizing them. They stated that it would 
be necessary, in superintending the sanatory condition of the 
city, that they should employ Health Wardens, to see to the 
removal of filth, etc., which was so calculated to generate 
disease. No provision for the payment of such officers havins 
been made, they solicit appropriations for that purpose. The 
Board have no doubt that, with the cooperation of the Muni­
cipalities, they shall be able to effect much good. Referred to 
the Committee on Health. ' 

The usual report from the Committee on finance, with 
resolutions lor the payment of current expenses, Were read 
and adopted. 

A resolution was passed, directing Mr. h. Arnold s bul to 
be paid, for furnishing curb and gutter stones. 

The Treasurer, in a resolution duly submitted and passed, 
was authorised to issue bills, at one, two, and three years, for 
the payment of certain elaims. amounting in all to $11.255 42. 

A resolution presented by the Chaiipan of the Committee 
on Streets and Landings, for the opening of Penn street, to 
Poydras street, was adopted. 

The resolution introduced at the last sitt ingot thef ounciJ, 
by Alderman tfmith. to abolish thechain gang, and to clothe 
delinquent negroes in a party-colored uniform, was discussed, 
and rejected by a vote of 8 to tf. 

A resolution was submitted, directing the Surveyor to open 
a Ftre^t, not to be less than tfO feet wide, from the Triangle 
Building to Canal street. Referred to the Committee on 
Streets and Landings. Adjourned.

Since our last, wa have received by the arrival of the 
steamship Britannia, at Boston, a week later intelligence 
from Europe. The political news is less favorable than was 
anticipated,and shows that affairs, both in France and Great 
Britain, are still in an unsettled and unsatisfactory state. At 
Liverpool, however, prices of Cotton were sustained and 
Breadstuff's generally firm. 

COTTON.—The Cotton market closed, according to our 
report of Friday evening last, with steadiness, at an advance 
of x4 cent upon I the rates early in the week. On Saturday 
the demand continued, and, although there was very little 
offering, the sales reached 4500 bales, at prices generally ^ec. 
higher than before. The Britannia's accounts, which have 
since been received, are regarded as favorable, and the re-
duced stock and full prices claimed, have limited the business 
of yesterday and to-day, to some 4000 bales, making a total 
of 2500 bales forthe three days. The purchases have been 
mostly for England, and prices close at the quotations below, 
which are ,1
