The Irish Question. 
Hie declaration made by Lord John Russell in 

the closing debate on the bill to destroy the liberty 
of speech and the press, or the " better to secure 
the Crown and Government" as it is called—that 
while he lived he would oppose by argument be­
fore the country, discussion in Parliament, and by 
force, if force were necessary, a repeal of the Legis­
lative Union between England and Ireland, has 
brought Irish affairs to a crisis, and made it neces­
sary for the Repealers either to attempt the last of 
human arguments, or forever to abandon their 
dreams of national independence. The cheers 
with which this announcement was greeted, proves 
that any hopes which may have been founded upon 
English liberalism are utterly baseless ; that the 
only thing to be expected from the ruling class in 
England is, that they will defend to the last a 
measure carried at so much cost of treasure and 
conscience, and one on w hich they believe that not 
only their Irish interests but their English suprema­
cy depends. The determination of the English 
minister must have the effect, one would suppose, 
of uniting all the sections of Irish nationality. 1 he 
Moral Force party, have been deprived of all moral 
force by the terms of the announcement. I hey 
can no longer hope to coax, persuade, or convince 
the English Government. If they continue to rea­
son, they will be amused with opposing arguments ; 
if they send members to parliament to advocate 
their views, their members may be listened to, per­
haps complimented, as John O'Connell recently 
was, but all their propositions will be effectually 
voted down. The decree has gone forth—there 
shall I» no repeal.' The cannon and the bayonet, 
when all other means fail, will be called in to pre­
vent it. What can the O'Connell party do now 
but to itbandon their position and unite cordially 
with those who go for repeal by all means and at 
all hazards ? Longer to preserve their separate or­
ganization, and to preach up their ultra-peace no­
tions, would not only array them against their coun­
try, but bring down ujwn them the haired of every 
true-hearted Irishman, and the ridicule and con­
tempt of their foes. The minister himself has 
avowed his willingness to abandon the field of ar­
gument and appeal to the field of blood. He can­
not and dare not recede from the position which he 
has taken. Ireland, has then no choice but to bow 
the neck in quiet submission, or to accept the chal­
lenge which has'been deliberately made, and ap­
peal to the arbitrament of arm«. Ami the |>eople 
of that country may be assured that the alternative 
will be forced upon them without delay. Time 
will not be given for organization and preparation. 
The law to stop free speech and free writing, has 
been promulgated. The immediate disarming of 
the people will follow. Arrests, imprisonments, 
confiscations, and transportation, will be the order 
of the day, so far as the power of the government 
extends to enforce its w ill. And all this must l>e 
quietly submitted to or bravely and firmly resisted. 
Which course will the people of Ireland take ? 
Shall all their hopes of national freedom, all their 
aspirations for improvement and reform have no 
other result than to increase the weight and strength 
of their chains, and to plunge them into a lower 
depth of national degradation ? 

We expected when the news was received of the 
unreasonable fright of the Government at the Char­
tist demonstration, and its equally unreasonable ex­
ultation that a large meeting had been held with­
out producing a revolution, that so far from making 
concessions, those at the head of affairs w ould by 
new encroachments upon popular rights, drive the 
people to desperation. But they have proceeded 
more rapidly even than was expected. They seem 
determined to make a bold trial of how much the 
masses can endure, of what impositions they can 
possibly make, without provoking the worms to 
turn and try to sting. These are not the acts of a 
party, but of the whole ruling pow er. Whig and 
Tory fight side by side in this crusade against 
liberty ; and Russell and Peel are united in their 
efforts at what the latter happily called "straining 
the constitution." On the third reading of the bill 
making it a felony to speak the truth—for it 
amounts to that—there were but forty members out 
of the six hundred composing the House of Com­
mons, that had the hardihood to vote against the 
measure. WThatever difference of opinion may ex­
ist.upon other subjects, all are united against the 
common enemy—the people ; all work cordially to­
gether for the preservation of their own power and 
privileges. Whig and Tory, noble and commoner, 
the priesthood and soldier, the lauded aristocracy, 
the manufacturing and commercial aristocracy, and 
the aristocracy of money-bags, .mortgages, and 
slock, with their hangers-on and imitators, the 
shop-keepers, are for once cordially united, against 
the rising power of a starving peasantry or the mil-
ions of toiling and suffering " operatives." Hope 

for the people from the justice or benevolence of this 
powerful combination of selfishness there is none— 
is there any hope in force ? We shall see.

Florida —Ship Canal. 
It is not many months since, that the people and 

government of the United Slates were discussing 
the propriety of cutting a ship canal across the 
Isthmus of Tehuantepee. The newspaper press 
teemed with articles upon the subject; Congres­
sional orators became eloquent on the magnitude of 
the enterprize, and the wonders of wealth and 
power which it would add to our republic ; the 
Vice President furnished the country with a long 
and learned essay upon the expediency, propriety, 
and constitutionality of the project ; and the Presi­
dent made the right of way for such a canal one of 
the principal stipulations in the projected treaty 
with the government of Mexico. But it has been 
ascertained that the schema is utterly impractica­
ble—a sufficient supply of water can never be ob­
tained at the summit level, and the geological for­
mation of the district is stiel-, that the water could not 
be retained in a canal, if supplied, but would inevi­
tably disappear on its passage through the fifty miles 
of slate strata into which t lie work would have to be 
cut. The Tehuantepee fever, therefore, has sub­
sided. But the popular taste, always inclining us 
to the magnificent, has recently taken a newdirec 
tion. Lieut. Maury has informed the world of what 
its learned men might have informed themselves by 
the Use of a terrestrial globe and a bit of string, that 
the route to China by the Isthmus of Darien, of Ni 
caragua, or of Tehuantepee, was a little shorter 
than that by Cape Horn, but that it was a very 
roundabout way of getting there after all, and that 
the shortest way to Canton, even from Chagres, is 
by way of New Orleans, across the continent to 
Monterey, on the Pacific. This fact established, 
preparations are making to set the whole world 
crazy about a railroad from Memphis or some other 
point on the lower Mississippi, to Monterey. Mr. 
Thomas Butler King has made a report on the sub­
ject to Congress ; the Southern Quarterly has dis­
cussed it in an article of some ability, and the edi­
tors of the daily papers will probably enter the field 
with all their force of wit and wisdom, as soon as 
they can find time to turn the mighty energies of 
their minds in that direction. But while all these 
great undertakings find favor in the eyes of the peo­
ple, it is strange that so sharp-sighted a race should 
have been blind to a most important work in our 
own country—we mean a ship canal across the 
Peninsula of Florida. The distance across Florida 
from San Augustine to the Cedar Keys, or the mouth 
of the Withlachoochee, is about ninety miles. 
The country is level, anil admirably adapted for the 
purposes of a canal. There are no rocks to pene­
trate, no mountains to cross, no scarcity of water on 
the route, even were we deprived of the Atlantic 
Ocean and the Gulf of Mexico for feeders. The 
cost of such a work—for the cost is the first consi­
deration with those who find objections to a pro­
ject—would not be greater than the digging of a 
canal of the same length in the most favored situa­
tion, and would not, we have reason to believe, ex­
ceed twelve millions of dollars—even taking into 
consideration the expenditure necessary to make 
the constructions required for the ports at its ter­
mini,—and it would not be near as much, if there 
be any good foundation for the estimate of Mr. Dal­
las, that the Tehuantepee canal could be built for 
twenly millions—the cost of the Florida would not 
be a quarter as much as that of the Mexican work. 
But sup|K)sing that it should cost full twelve mil­
lions,! his would lie three millions less than we offer 
to pay the Mexicans for the privilege of abandoning 
our conquests, and though no statesmen ourselves, 
nor qualified to give instructions to statesmen, we 
imagine that it would be the better investment of 
the two. Our reasons for this belief are— 

1. The Canal would give to the United States 
entire military Control over the Gulf of Mexico, en­
abling it to decide the destiny of its islands and its 
shores, and afford it the means of perfectly protect­
ing its vast southern coast from Cape Sable to the 
Rio Grande against the attacks of the maratime 
powers of the world. This consideration alone 
ought, in the present unsettled state of affairs and 
in view of the momentous questions which will 
arise in relation to Cuba, Mexico and Central 
America, to give to the subject the character of 
great national importance. 

2. The Canal would shorten the distance from 
Pensacola, Mobile, New Orleans, Galveston, and 
Corpus Christi, to the American Atlantic or the 
European ports between seven and eight hundred 
mile#, of a navigation as difficult and dangerous as 
can any where be found in the world. 

3. It would shorten from seven to ten days the 
time occupied in transit of commodities to and from 
the ports on the Gulf, of the annual value of over 
a hundred millions of dollars, and soon likely to 
exceed two hundred millions. 

4. Besides the saving of freight, insurance and 
loss by wreck in thus shortening, and rendering 
more safe the passage, it would tend to bring more 
immediately under our control the commerce of 
Mexico and Cuba ; would lead to the more rapid 
developement of all the internal resources of the 
Southwest; and would generally increase the 
W'ealth and add to the power of the country. 

5. The Canal would be a most profitable invest­
ment of capital, and if Government should not un­
dertake it as a great public work from which it 
might reap the political advantages and the pecu­
niary income, it could well be begun and carried 
through by a joint stock company, and would prove 
a permanent and profitable investment. 

We put forth these.general views at this time 
with the hope of drawing attention to this great 
work. Hereafter we shall take occasion to enlarge 
upon the reasons which we have advanced in favor 
of it, and hope by statistics and sound logic to show 
"The Florida Ship Canal" is not only a thing 
that ought to be—but must be soon.

BRITISH PARLIAMENT — Debate on the Crouin 
Security Bill.—In the British House of Commons, 
the debate being on the bill for the better security 
of the crown, (the people, of course, are nothing in 
comparison,) Sir Robert Peel said, he could not 
allow the bill to pass without distinctly avowing 
his approval of its provisions. He thought it right, 
(we quote from an English piper,) that men who 
had not the dignity of traitors, should be reduced 
to the position of felons. 1 le w ould keep those frogs 

1 at were croaking sedition in the marshes, and 
would not allow them to pu IF themselves into the 
dimensions of the nobler animals tjiat bellowed 
treason. 

1 le warned Mr. O'Connor that those who drew 
100.000 persons together could not foresee what 
might, be the consequences. After showing that 
gentleman's declarations of loyalty were not very 
satisfactory, he saitl, that in what'he (Sir Robert) 
had read and witnessed in the last ten days, he saw-
proof that there was good reason for strengthening 
for a time the. hands of Her Majesty's Government. 
He referretl to the magnificent demonstrations of 
loyalty recently made in the metropolis, antl exhort­
ed the Government and the Legislature to encour­
age those whose exertions had been so admirable. 
He then referred to the condition of France, antl 
leclaretl it to be his firm belief that the security of 
every existing Government depended on a rigid ab­
stinence from any interference in the transactions 
of that country. 

He hoped that the working classes of Great Bri­
tain would not he deluded by the doctrines held in 
France respecting labor antl the wages of labor. If 
it were true that men, without reference to their 
different capabilities, strength, and capacities, ought 
all to receive the same daily wages, all the experi­
ence and all the lights of the last hundred and fifty 
years had existed iu vain. 

Lord John Russell briefly adverted to the different 
objections against this.bill,which, he believed,would 
tend much to the security of the peace of the em­
pire. He then referred to the exciting antl inflamma­
tory language used in Dublin and other parts of 
Ireland, observing that it might lead in some parts 
ol the country to outrage and insurrection ; but that 
outrage and that insurrection would he put down, be­
cause the Government had the means of so doing at 
its disposal in the loyalty and affection of-the peo­
ple, and in the force of the army, whose fidelity had 
been most foully and systematically belied in various 
ways, both in arid out of the House. 

He then proceeded to state, that immediately after 
Easter the House would proceed to the discussion of 
measures which related to the political state of the 
Irish population. Referring to Mr. J. O'Connell's 
motion for the repeal of the Cnion, he showed that 
all the grievances of w hich Mr. Grattan complained 
in the Irish Parliament, antl which remained unre­
dressed by that Parliament, had Iteeri redressed by 
a Parliament of the United Kingdom. 

He declared Iiis readiness to listen to any propo­
sition, supported by the great majority of Irish mem­
bers, having for its object the improvement of the 
laws and condition of that country; but by discus­
sion (if the choice should be for argument,) antl hy 
force, (if recourse were hail to arms,) he was deter­
mined, as long as there was breath and life in him. lo 
oppose the repeal of the Legislative Union. The 
noble lord then resumed his seat amid the loudest 
cheers. The House then divided, when the mem-
men were : For the third reading, 205 ; against it, 
40—majority, 255. The bill was then read a third 
time ami pa.ssed, amid loud cheers from both sides 
of the House.
