English Intervention—Violation of the Treaties—
Nlaughter of Two Hundred Persons, cta., ele.

We are indebted 1o our friends of La Patria, for
very important hews from Yucatan by the schoo-
ner Apracida, Capt, Espinola, from Sisal, which
place she left on the 11th inst. By this arrival La
Patria has received eight days later news thun has
been receivid by any other *r.

‘The flattering prospects of an amicable arrange-
ment of the difficulties by means of the treaty of
peace published in some of the city papers yester-
duy, are entirely dispelled.  Tr will be seen hat the
British Minister in Mexico has nccepred, on the
part of his country, the offér made by Yueatan
sometime since, and has sent a frigate to take pos-
sesvion of the conntry.

On the 7th inst. the Indians enterad the town of
Mani, seemingly with pacific intentions, but at
twelve o’clock the same day they mised the “ gri-
f0," and commenced an indiscriminate massacre of
the inbabitants, during which more than two hund-
red pamvons were put 10 the sword !

T'he garrison and inhabitants of the wown of Ttur-
