Mexican Affairs.

The news which we publish this morning from

Mexico is, although not decisive, at least very im-
portant. It will be seen, by a reference 10 our cor-
respondence and the extracts which we make from
the Mexican journals, that the Congress has at ln:-l
commenced its session, with a large majority in
favor of peace—not more than fifteen, it is.mul.
being opposed to it. Yet this small number is de-
termined to adopt every measure, even the most
violent and revolutionary, 1o prevent the mtifica-
tion of the treaty ; and should they sdhere 10 their
1 i they undoubtedly have it in their
power, at least 10 prevent any action being taken
upon the subject. They all belong 10 the Puro, or
ultra-Democratic party, and are headed by Al-
monte and Rejon, two of the ablest men in Mex-
ico. Not only do they carry with them their own
party, but they will endeavor to unite with a por-
tion of the Centralists—the Santanista faction.
And even should the Moderados succeed in obiain-
ing a ratification of the treaty—which is somewhat
doubt{ul—the standard of revolt will be immedi-
ately ruised, and the present government over-
thrown. Itis gur deliberate opinion that no ad-
ministration which dures w make peace with the
United States, can mamtain its position after our
forces are withdrmwn.  The Indian population, too,
is ripe for revolt, and any party that courts their
assistance must triumph.  ‘This the Puros may at-
tempt ; und the result will be, that the present in-
surrection of the Indinns, which appears to be
general thronghont the Republic, will, as in Yuca-

The message of Pena y Pena, is rather a volum-
nious document, but as our correspondent Chapar-
rul well observes, is the most ably written State
document which has ever emanated from the Mexi-
can Government. It is simply, yet ably written,
and strongly advocates peace—the Republic huving
as he conceives made every possible effort to repel
the invader. The President, and a large majority
of Congress are in favor of the treaty; and, if’ we
put any faith in their protestations, peace appears
probable, yet we still have our donbts. The peace
members have threatened that should the opposition
members attemapt to break a quornm, they would
have a military foree placed at the doors of the
Chambers, with orders to fshoot every recusant
member, The treaty may in this manner be ratifi-
ed ; but a mtifieation obtained by foree cannot be
considered legal ; and the war members, and the
whole war party, will undoubtedly, on that ground,
refuse 1o abide by the provisions of the treaty.—
Another circumstance which darkens the prospect
of an early peace, is the fact mentioned by our
correspondent, that Paredes had escaped from San
Luis, and was received by the Governor, and mili-
tary of the neighboring State with the greatest en-
thnsiasm, and immediately placed in command.—

Treaty of Peace between Great Britain and the
State of Nicaragua.

It may be recollected that some time since,
we referred, in our news from Guatemala, 10 a
treaty which had been concluded between Great
Britain and the State of Nicaragua. In the Arco
Iris, we find the document itself, which we trans-
lnte helow :

In consequence of the dissentions which have taken place
between Great Dritain and the State of Nicaragun, in rela-
tion to the boundaries of the Mosquito territory, and which
have produced collisi ! their respe: forces, the
Government of Nivaragun has commissioned Francisco Cas.
tellon, Minwter of the Treasury, Junn J. Zavala and Jose
Marin Estmada, to net in conjyunction with Capt, Granville
Gower Loch, captain of the ship Alarm, and principal officer
of the Jumaica squadron on the West India station, and
commander ofthe forces of H. B. M. in the river San Juan,
for the armngoment of the differences between the two pow.
ers, nnd afier mature deliberstion, they have agreed on the
following articles :

L The Government of Nicaragna, within twelve hours
after the mtification of this treaty, shall, in this island of
Cuba, deliver to Capt. G. G. Loch, Srs. Little and Hodgson,
misde prisonens by the forces of the State of Nicaragua, on
the 8th of January, 1848, in the port of San Juan,

&4 Ths Mowquito flags, and other articles taken at the same
time, shall be returued without delay. And as the command-
ant of H. B, Majesty’s forces nsks a satisfaclory explanation
of the Government of Nicararua, for the outrage which he
says was commited upon the Britsh, through its connection
with the Mosquito flag under its protaction, the said Govern.

On giving them
such assurnnce, the Mexicans went along with their
mules, being quite satisfied that no injury was in-
tended, nnd were joined by the mseally gunrd, who
were given them for protection, some time after the
Americans were ouf of sight.
