New York, May 14—10, r. m.—The steamer
Cambrin arrived at an early hour this morning at
her wharf at Jersey City.  She sailed from Liver-
pool on the 20th uli., and brings seven days’ later
mtelligence from Europe than that brought by the
Britannia. T news is important and interesting,
and I forward you a summary of the intelligence
brought by her.

The Hermann had not sailed on the 26th, as was
