DAILY CRESCENT.  

Details of the Cambria's News. 
State of Ireland—Success of Lamartinism in the 

French Elections—Liberty in Prussia. 
Although we present—mostly from Willmer 

Smith's European Times—our "third edition" of 
the Cambria's news below, our readers will require 
no apology at our hands, for it is of very material 
interest : * 

France. 
The progress of revolution throughout Europe, 

since our last number, is marked rather by steadi­
ness and determination than by that precipitancy 
and rashness which formed pronünent features in 
its earlier stages ; arid events, therefore, do not fol­
low each oilier in that rapid succession which some 
time ago characterized them. As Ihe movement 
hail it origin in France, so affairs seem to he there 
earliest settling down into order ; and, as is antici­
pated, the elections prove favorable to the Lamar­
tine or moderate party, the spirit of republicanism 
will get a fair irial in lhat country, in other por­
tions of the Continent the movement is not so fully 
matured ; aud we may therefore look forward, for 
some time yet, to intelligence of a similar character 
to that we now publish. 

The elections to the Assembly form almost the 
absorbing topic in French affairs; and, although 
it was not expected lhat the choice of tlie electors 
would be made known in Paris lill this morning. 

Next to the elections, the internal dissensions of 
tlie Government excite attention. Another explo­
sion is reported to have taken place on the 21th 
instant, in which, as usual, MM. Lamartine and 
Ledru ltollin were in open conflict. The latter 
desired the further postponement of the meeting of 
the Assembly ; the former opposed it ; the laller 
threatened a demonstration ; tlie former treated the 
menace with contempt. M. l^dru Rotlin then de­
clared that he would have Paris covered with bar­
ricades. M. Lamartine declared that he set his 
colleague at defiance ; that the majority of the 
Government were quite prepared for any measure 
of that description proposed by the Minister of the 
Interior: and they would resort to effectual meas­
ures to defend it. Alter this M. Ledru ltollin low­
ered his tone. 

The breach which separates the moderates from 
the ultra-democrats within the government widens 
every day. and it is now said that M. Ledru llollirî 
has spoken of giving in his resignation and with­
drawing from the government, to be followed, of 
course, by MM. Louis Blanc, Albert and Flocon. 
M. Lamartine has replied to this by assuring Ledru 
Rollin that, if his resignation were seriously offer­
ed, it would be immediately accepted. Ledru Rol­
lin seems to be far from occupying a good place in 
the opinions of any class—not even the operatives— 
and his recent endeavors to suppress the freedom 
of election have called forth the indignation of the 
entire community. 

The Constitutionnel complains in strong terms of 
the influence which has been exercised lo induce 
the electors to vote for the candidates recommended 
by the delegates of the Luxembourg, and states that 
in some cases force has been resorted to to prevent 
the distribution of other lists; it also publishes 
several letters from correspondents, pointing out 
abuses in the mode of distributing ihe cards, and 
obstacles thrown in the way of electors who are 
considered unfavorable to the candidates put for­
ward by the party of the Reforme and the Luxem­
bourg delegates. 

Intimidation and undue influence are openly im­
puted, not only to the agents of the government, 
but to its very members. Voters are menaced by 
the pro-consuls of the Minister of tin* Interior with 
another 20th of August, and with a reproduction of 
the horrors of the 2d of September, if they do not 
blindly deposit in the urn, unmodified, the list given 
to them by those pro-consuls themselves. 

Complaints are raised of improper influence and 
fraud, even in the capital. M. Louis Blanc is 
openly charged with availing himself of the ma­
chinery of the commission of the Luxembourg, and 
the 75.(XH) operatives among whom he distributes 
daily pay, to secure tho return of his own list of 
candidates and accomplish the object of his personal 
ambition. 

At another meeting of the council a decree was 
adopted indefinitely abolishing slavery in all the 
colonies aud possessions of the French Republic. 
The decree is to take effect two months after its 
publication in the colonies. An indemnity is to be 
granted to the slave-owners, the amount and form 
of which will be fixed by the National Assembly. 
All traffic in slaves between proprietors in the 
colonies is interdicted from the day of the publica­
tion of the decree. All introduction, by hire or 
otherwise, of negroes into tlie colonies is also for­
bidden. This clause is especially intended to pre­
vent the introduction of negroes from Senegal by 
any system similar to that of the Ilill-coolies in the 
English colonies. 

The Assetnblee Nationale charges MM. Ledru 
Rollin, Louis Blanc, Flocon and Albert, members 
of the Provisional Government, with a conspiracy 
to establish a despotism in France. They propose 
to constitute a new republic, to annul the elections 
in the departments, to suspend all the magistrates, 
and next to establish a system of progressive taxa­
tion, and to compel all masters to divide their profits 
with their operatives. They vainly persuade them­
selves lhat, installed in the ïlotel de Ville and sup­
ported by 50,000 operatives, the National Guard will 
remain passive rather than compromise the peace of 
the cil y by resistance. 

Reports continue to arrive of dissensions in the 
provinces between the population and the Givem-
ment Commissaries. Tlie truth is, the departments 
w ill not be drilled into a spirit of democracy by the 
agents of M. Ledru Rollin, and the irritation and 
excitement produced by such an attempt have been 
followed by a re-action in the opposite direction. 

The Presse announces lhat in Paris there have 
lieen established workshops, in which the shoema­
kers and tailors, amongst, the unemployed opera! ives, 
are engaged in making shoes and wearing apparel 
for their comrades. They are hereafter to be em­
ployed in working for the army. 

Bands of thieves are laying waste the country 
around St. Etienne. These maltifactors have di­
rected their designs of devastation particularly 
against religious houses, under the impression that 
they must contain money. They entered a convent 
at jenest-Lerpt, and, finding nothing of value that 
they could take away, destroyed the furniture, and 
did as much damage as they could. They also vi­
sited convents at Villiard and St. Priest, and,after 
breaking the furniture to pieces, set fire to it. At 
Latour the nuns gave their unwelcome visiters 
drink, and thus gaining time, were saved by the po­
pulation coming to their aid. 

Later from France.—IBy Telegraph.) 

Ilitest advices from Paris state that the election 
returns, from the sections as well as from the de­
partments. continue to lie most satisfactory to those 
who desire to see the moderate party represented in 
the Provisional Government by M. Lamartine pre­
vail in almost every arrondissement in Paris M. 
Lamartine and the moderate party in the Govern­
ment head the lists, and throughout the departments 
tlie commissaries of M. Ledru Rollin are at a great 
discount. . 

The intelligence had produced a very sensible im­
provement in the money market. It was^reported 
that 31. Albert had gone over from Rutin's to La-
martine's party in the Cabinet, and that 31. Ledru 
Rutin was only waiting for the meeting of the Na-
tiontil Assembly to resign his post as Minister, with * 
out waiting for a dismissal. . 

On Wednesday Mr. Richard Rush, the AI truster of 
the United Slates in Paris, waited on 31. Lamar­
tine at the Hotel de Ville, and formally recognized 
the French Republic in the name of ihe American 

The French army now comprises 530.000 men, 
and has greatly increased since the revolution. In 
the provinces great discontent prevails, and the 
schemes of the ultras to overthrow the Govern­
ment still caused apprehension in Paris. 

A plot to blow up the Hotel de Ville and to make 
the Republic more democratic than is meditated by 
the Provisional <Government, has been detected, 
and a judicial inquiry is now in progress into the 
alleged conspiracy, which, it is said, will comprise 
some persons in high station. Tlie National Guard 
would doubtless preserve order, should any such 
horrible schemes I« attempted. 

THE CHARTISTS.—In accordance with a resolu­
tion come to, during the late sittings of the Char­
tist National Convention, simultaneous meetings 
were held throughout the kingdom, on the 21st 
inst.,to elect delegates to represent the different 
districts at the National Assembly, which com­
mences its sittings in London on the 24th of 3Iay. 

It is presupposed, by those friendly to the princi­
ples of the charter, that this assembly w ill embrace 
the bona fiile representatives of " the people,"' and, 
as such, be the exponents of public opinion. 

At some of the meetings in the town, over twenty 
thousand persons were present ! at Glasgow over 
fifty thousand attended; at Greenwich, after the 
meeting, the assembly walked in procession to­
wards the town, although forbidden to do so by the 
authorities. Both parlies met and had some severe 
scuffling. Eventually the rioters were discom­
fited, not, however, without some bones being 
broken. At some of the meetings, cheers, loud and 
lusty were given for "revolution," "31essrs. O'­
Brien. Mitchell and Co," and "the Charter," and 
groans in abundance for the "Autocrat " of Rus­
sia, and the " hoary-headed " Ernest of Hanover. 

About fifty members of tlie House of Commons, 
comprising 3Iessrs. Hume, Cobden, Bright, Ker­
shaw, Sir J Walmsley, Col. Thompson and other 
leading Reformers, having organized a movement 
in favor of four out of six ]mints of the < 'harter, 
meetings have been held in several districts 
throughout England in favor of the project. 

THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.—Both Houses met 
on Saturday, the 22d instant. 

In Ihe House of Lords the royal assent was given 
by commission to the following bills, viz: The 
Crown and Government Security Bill; the Ex­
chequer-bills Bill ; the 3Iut.iny Bill ; the 3Iarine 
Mutiny Bill; the Borough Police Superanuation 
Bill ; Public Works Completion (Ireland) Bill; 
Leases of 3Iines (Ireland) Bill, and the Bettering 
Small Tenements Bill. The House, on the motion 
of the 3Iarqui*of Lansdowne, adjourned until Tues­
day, the 4th of 3Iay. 

The House of Commons met pro forma to join 
the Lords in being present at the royal assent, 
given by commission, to the above bills. Sir G. 
Grey said the chief commissioner of poor laws had 
the vagrancy laws under consideration. He also 
brought in a bill limiting the hours during which 
process of eviction on teilants in Ireland should l>e 
served, and requiring seven days' notice both to 
the. tenants and the Board of Guardians, that, if 
necessary, the latter might be prepared to receive 
ihem. A measure «dating to the bankrupt laws 
was stated to be under consideration of the ( Govern­
ment, after which the House adjourned till Monday, 
the 1st of 3tay. 

I R E L A N D .  

Harangues and letters from 3Iitchell, Duffy & 
Co., continue to keep up the political excitement 
which has prevailed in this*country for a long 
period. On the other hand, demonstrations of loy­
alty and expressions of confidence in our Govern­
ment, and a satisfaction with the institutions of 
the country, are going forward, chiefly in Ulster. 
It must be admitted, that as far as numbers are 
concerned, throughout Ireland there are at least 
ten to one in favor of repeal. On the part of the 
Government activity prevails. They seem to be in 
possession of some secret, warning them of the 
near approach of a crisis, when the daring boasts 
of the Irish confederates will be put into opera­
tion, and an attempt made U> throw off the yoke of 
" Saxon oppression." From all we can see in the 
Irish papers, as well as the tenor of our private 
advices from several parts of the island, we are 
disposed to consider that the authorities will be able 
to put down, in a very short time, any attempt at 
insurrection. The Crown seems determined to 
push on the trials of the conspirators with the least 
possible delay. The Repeal Association continues 
its meetings, and the advocacy of the agitation on 
the principles of moral force only. On these sev­
eral topics we append full particulars. 

In the European Times of the 22d, we stated 
that true bills of indictment had been found against 
3Iessrs. O'Brien, 3Iitchell and 3Ieagher. We have 
now to mention that, according to the law in such 
cases made and provided, 3Ir. O'Brien and Mr. 
3Ieagher have pleaded not guilty, and put them­
selves at once upon the country, whilst 3tr. Mitch­
ell puts forw ard a plea of abatement, on the ground 
that one of the grand jurors was unqualified to act 
as such, he being a town councillor of the city of 
Dublin. It is evident that the objection was valid, 
inasmuch as on the 26th the Attorney General 
moved in the Court of Queen's Bench to enter a 
nolle prosequi on both the indictments which had 
I teen found by the grand jury, and file an ex officio 
information against 3Ir. Mitchell. The object in 
so doing was stated by the Attorney General tô 
avoid delay, which 3Ir. 31itchell seems to court ; 
and also, if possible, put it out of his power to ob­
tain n writ of error, and thereby suspend the pun­
ishment, in case of a conviction, which the law 
awards lo the crime with which he and his col­
leagues are charged. A similar course has been 
adopted with regard to ihe other traversers, Mr. 
Smith O'Brien and 31r. Meagher. 

The usual weekly meeting of the Repeal Asso­
ciation was held on the 24th, 3Ir. J. Delany in the 
chair. The police were present, taking notes ; and 
siime curiosity was felt as to the tone which the 
speakers would assume at this, the first meeting 
under the crown and government security act. An 
address was read from the committee of the asso­
ciation. referring to the recent declaration ol Lord 
I Russell against repeal, and reminding the people 
'hat similar declarations had been made against 
emancipation and the reform act, shortly previous 
to the realization of bot h these great measures. X he 
Repealers, therefore, were urged to courage and 
confidence, and exhorted that there was no cause 
for depression. 3Ir. Reynolds, in addressing the 
meeting, in reference lo the "gagging bill," said 
lie was determined to speak as he always had 
done, and to denounce the wrongs of his country 
as lie had for twenty-five years. Ile was ready to 
maintain the rights of Ireland at the expense of time 
and property, and, if the liberties of his country 
were violated, he would sacrifice his life. He did 
not think, however, there was danger of any abro­
gation of tile constitution. But having opposed 
that bill—having divided against it seventeen^times 
in twenty-four hours—having sat until two o clock 
in ihe morning to divide ag;linst it—lie felt bound lo 

i irive a warning to his constituents and the country. 
= He warned them not to be entrapped into viola­
tion of Ihe law; to beware of the Kirwans, who 
make crime and denounce it; to beware of those 
counselling to violence, for their violence had been 
the excuse for this aggression upon liberty. He did 
not mean to say that many men who used violent 
language were not honest; he believed they were, 
and that many would sacrifice their lives for the 
people. But he did believe that they were not wise, 
and that many of them were not honest. But he 
was bound to warn his constituents against sugges­
tions to violence and crime. Mr. Reynolds pro­
ceeded to say that the statement that the people 
were seducing the soldiers was false. The people 
of Ireland always liked the army. The army con­
tained the sons, the brothers and the husbands of 
many of the people—the people, therefore, loved 
the soldiery, but they did not attempt to tamper 
with them. 

It was said you are traitors—you are looking to 
French aid; That was a lie. They were a nation 
of eight millions, and it would be strange indeed if 
ihey wanted foreign aid to assist in their freedom. 
Besides, why should they want French masters in­
stead of English masters '. For his part, he was de­
sirous that Ireland should be an integral portion of 
the British empire, having her own independent 
Iiegislature. The honorable member then referred 
to the recent repeal debate, and after urging the ne­
cessity of having all the repeal members present at 
it, stated lhat lie had promises from twenty English 
members, representing the largest constituencies m 
that country, that they would support repeal. 3Ir. 
Reynolds continued at considerable length to ad­
dress the assemblage, arid sat down amid loud 
cheers. The repeal rent will be upwards of £30. 

Not satisfied with the past vows and promises 
which have tieen made, the following repeal decla­
ration is to be distributed for signatures throughout 
the country : . . 

"We, the undersigned, inhabitants of Ireland, 
believing that the legislative union between Great 
Britain and Ireland has proved detrimental to the 
interests of all classes of Irishmen, hereby declare 
our solemn conviction that its continuance is a 
grievance, and that the permanent, peace and pros-
perity of this country, and ihe rights of property 

therein, can only be secured by an immediate repeal 
of that measure, and the re-establishment of an 
Irish Legislature, and we hereby, individually arid 
collectively, pledge ourselves to use our best exer­
tions for the attainment of that object. Being also 
thoroughly convinced of the mischief of religious 
ascendancy, we pledge ourselves at all times to op­
pose'any infringement of the rights of conscience, 
or exclusion from political power of any class of 
Irishmen, on account of their religious faith. 
" Samuel Ferguson, C. 31. 0'Loghlen,T. Gallwey,

re tories." 

The Confederates have also issued a declaration 
of a similar import, but more stringent and bellige­
rent in its nature. It was signed by a large |iarty 
at Limerick, where 3Ir. S. O'Brien addressed a par­
ty of his followers on Sunday last. 

The Government have issued a circular to the 
various magistrates of petty sessions throughout 
Ireland, calling their attention to ihe practice of 
drilling in the use of arms which now prevails, and 
urging them to put in operation the provisions of 
George III., and 1st of George IV., cap. 1. 

In order to put a stop lo the prevailing excite­
ment, the magistrates of the county of Dublin have 
called upon the Government to proclaim the metro­
polis and disarm the disaffected. The magistrates 
throughout the entire kingdom are recommended 
by Government to swear in special constables iu 
every [larish. A circular to that effect has been is­
sued from Dublin Castle. 

The high sheriff, and the foreman and gentlemen 
of the grand jury of the county of Dublin have 
waited on his Excellency the Lord Lieutenant at 
the Viceregal Lodge, and presented an address of 
loyalty and devotion to the Queen, and of unlimited 
confidence Tn the noble Earl and his Excellency w 
government of his country. The address was read 
by James II. Hamilton, 31. P., in his capacity of 
foreman of the grand jury. 

3Ieetings have lieen held in several parts of the 
county Antrim, and other localities in Ulster, U> 
vote addresses of confidence in the Government. 

The agitation on the tenant-right question con­
tinues. A meeting of the Ballibay branch of the. 
Ulster Tenant-right Association was held a few 
days ago, when the following resolutions were 
adopted : 1. That in consequence of the summary 
rejection of 3Ir. Sharman Crawford's bill, and of 
the apparent intention of her Majesty's Ministers to 
pass into a law the confiscation bill of Sir William 
Somerville, this Association, consisting of Presby­
terians, ( 'atholies and Protestants, unanimously feel 
that, in order to prevent the dreadful and deplorable 
consequences of such intolerable tyranny, it is now 
absolutely necessary for the tenantry of Ulster tu 
declare their firm and determined resolution to re­
sist, by every justifiable means, this finishing stroke, 
of landlord robbery. 2. That while we are fully 
aware that the tenant farmers of Ulster have no con­
fidence fli the present Government and House of 
Commons, and are, therefore, disposed to meet and 
petition them no longer ; yet we earnestly entreat 
them to make the attempt once more, lhat, by the 
blessing of a great God, they may defeat theevil in­
tentions of wicked men and save their native land 
from the desolations of war. 3. That we hereby 
pledge ourselves to exert our utmost energies to 
give influence and effect to the final demonstration, 
and that our secretary be instructed to communicate 
with the Ulster Tenanttdlight Association oil tlie 
subject. 

À memorial to the Queen from the Roman Catho­
lic Bishop and Clergy of the Dioceses of Cloyneand 
Rose, county Cork, lias just I teen published. This 
document sets forth that there is a deep and general 
discontent in Ireland, and that English legislation in 
totally inadequate to remedy the evils of our social 
condition ; and prays that her 3Iajesty will order the 
summoning of the Irish Parliament of Lords and 
Commons in Dublin to allay the discontent alluded 
to. This memorial is signed by the Bishop and 140 
priest«, being every individual of lhat order in the 
Dioceses. 

The consumption of excisable articles has not lat­
terly improved in Dublin, which speaks ill for the 
condition of the middle and poorer classes. In the 
article of sugar, for instance, which should enter so 
largely into consumption at the present remarkably 
low prices, the total deliveries from the customhouse 
for the past sfx weeks have been less than 900 hlids., 
while in the corresponding periods of the three pre­
vious years they were respectively 1556, 1586 and 
1896 hhds.—showing a decline of 100 percent, in 
the present as compared with the past year. 

Sir E. S. Hayes, 31. P. for Donegal, is entitled to 
take rank among the improving landlords of Ireland. 
He has set himself to reclaim a large portion of 
mountain land ; and where heath was the only (Top 
last year, lie has this yuar many acres of oats, with 
other tillage. 

Capt.White, of Cork, has been favored with a let­
ter giving him notice of his intended assassination. 
He has been ihe most active of the magistrates^ of 
that city in enforcing the law against rifle-shootin g 
and drilling. 

The Wicklow election is now going forward. 
The candidates are SirR. Howard, whig, and 3Ir. 
Monck, conservative. At the date of our last ad­
vices the former was 17 votes ahead of his opponent. 

The Protestant Repeal Association, of which 31r. 
Butt, Q. ('., is a leading member, is said to be pro­
gressing favorably. Among the memliers who have 
joined is a 3lr. Foster, connected, we believe, with 
the family of Viscount 3Iassarene and Fearand. 

Apjtlicalion for Martial JMW in Dublin.—Letters 
from Dublin City, says, Willmer <fe Smith's Times 
of April 29, dated last night, say: " The tone of 
the re|>eal organs is much abated—a result, no 
doubt, of the new " gagging " act. The most im­
portant item of news is a letter from the Bishop of 
Elphin to Lord Shrewsbury, in which the writer 
gives the names and residences of 3000 individuals 
ejected by the late 31ajor Mahon. The letter is 
written in a mild spirit, and will, no doubt, produce 
a sensible effect in this country, where it is gene­
rally supposed the deceased gentleman's conduct 
has lieen misrepresented and calumniated. The 
Wicklow election had terminated in Sir II. How­
ard's return. The Cork corporation had adopted 
an address to the Queen in favor of Repeal. No 
confirmation of the proclaiming of Dublin has as 
yet appeared in the Irish metropolitan journals. At 
a meeting of the magistrates of the county and city 
of Dublin, however, held a! Kilmainbam yesterday. 
Lord Brabazon in the chair, a memorial to the Lord 
Lieutenant was adopted, praying his Excelledcy to 
place the city of Dublin under the provisions of the 
Coercion Act. 

Mr. John O'Connell has addressed a long letter 
to the Lord Lieutenant, through the Pilot, inform­
ing him that he withdrew his signature froni the 
Downshire declaration, in consequence of the pre­
sentation of that document to his Excellency, and 
not to her Majesty in person. The honorable gen­
tleman also says lhat if his Excellency will arm the 
Protestants, he (3Ir. O'Connell) will recommend 
the Catholics to arm.
