FIRE VS.  FURNITURE.—The powerful element of 
fire, it seems, does not hesitate to wreak its venge­
ance on little things as well as great. The jialace 
of the monarch and the hut of the serf are alike the 
objects of iUi fury—but we never thought that the 
Fire King would descend so low as to wave his 
sceptre in anger over an unfortunate furniture cart, 
drawn by an emaciated horse. Such, however, is 
the fact. \ esterday, about 3 o'clock, a furniture

It seems that underneath 
the liedding—which was, by-the-bye, tenderly made 
up, so that the poor, dear mahogany tables should 
not be too much jolted—there was a large box, con­
taining a quantity of lucifer matches. These ig­
nited and set the beds on lire ; but this was not 
discovered until it had made considerable head­
way. The driver smelt burnt feathers, and he 
reined in his " I,animal." lie then went zealously 
to work, and played the part of a whole engine him­
self. He pitched out the burning articles, where 
they made a small bonfire *f themselves in the 
middle of the street. He then cast one " longing, 
lingering look " upon a half-destroyed Pillow (not 
the General) and a smoking chair, whipped his 
gallant courser into a quick trot, and went on his 
proper way.

He was immediately 
arrested and then suspended from duty, for an inde­
finite period. 

NOSE BITTEN OFF.—The examination of An­
drew Grady, who is charged with having bitten off 
the nose of Morris Summers, took place before Re­
corder Baldwin to-day. Sumfners stated that there 
had been some harsh words between himself and 
the accused, which ended in Summers tripping him 
up and throwing him down, lie caught hold of his 
opponent's legs in order to raise himself up, when 
Grady caught his nose between his teeth, bit the 
end of it off, and spat it out like a quid of tobacco 
on the pavement. Officer Pnrcell testified that he 
picked up the fragment of Mr. Summers's nasal 
ornament from the pavement, wrapped it up in a 
piece of paper, and, some hours after the occur­
rence, presented it to its rightful owner. The 
counsel for the defendant endeavored to make the 
Court believe that Summers had bitten his own 
nose off, but it would not answer. Grady was sent 
to the First District Court under bogds of §1001'. 

BEATING.—Two men named Etienne Dupart and 
Celestin Alexis, met in a barber-shop in the Third 
Municijiality yesterday. Some words passed be­
tween them, when Alexis seized a heavy bludgeon 
anil struck Dupart several times with it, injuring 
him seriously. A warrant was issued. 

DANGEROUS FELI.OW.—William Euhanks,alias 
Bill St. Louis, was yesterday sent before the First 
District Court to be tried by a jury, on the charge 
of being a dangerous and suspicious character. 
Eubanks, although a very young man, is still a 
veteran in crime—he having been on a visit to the 
Penitentiary twice, during the last three years, on 
charges of robbery. The police look upon him as 
one of the most daring villains in the city. Hill 
has just returned from a trip to the " Halls of the 
Montezumas," where somebody surely must have 
•' suffered." 

STEALING.—A fellow named William Kelly alias 
McCaleb, for being found under very suspicious cir­
cumstances, in the store of Mr. Desmouellins, and 
stealing therefrom the sum of §15. Sent to the 
First District Court. 

CHARGE OF AIISON.—Salvador Prarizer swore, 
yesterday, before Recorder Baldwin, that on Tues­
day night last, the premises that are rented by him, 
and those adjoining his house, at the corner of Julia 
and Carondelet streets, were feloniously set on fire 
with the view and intent to burn them down. De­
vinent verily believes that they were set fire to by 
Joseph Ledyar. The accused was yesterday ar­
rested and committed to jail. 

SKNT DOWN.—Charles Griener Piepfer Meyer 
Hieehel, a queer looking little Dutchman, was 
yesterday sent to the First District Court, by Recor­
der Baldwin, on the charge of having defrauded 
Jean Jene out of the proceeds arising from the sale 
of $101 worth of dry goods. 

UNFORTUNATE.— Mrs. Gannon was yesterday 
ordered to find bail in the sum of §500, to keep the 
peace in future, and stay at home instead of moving 
out of doors like a gad-fly ; but not finding the bail 
resjtiired, she was sent down. 

FIFTH DISTRICT COURT.— Milliard <V Tint it is 
vs. C. J!. Beverly, Third Justice of the Peace.— 
This is a erase for a certiorari, which has been go-
intf on for several days past. The plaintiffs allege 
that they are owners of the ship Arkansas ; that 
on or about the loth January last, eleven seamen 
sued said ship fur a balance of wages, to the 
amount of three dollars ; to which claim the ship 
pleaded a forfeiture by desertion ; which plea, 
on the 21th January, was fully sustained by the 
Third Justice of the Peace, before whom the suit 
had been instituted, and judgment rendered iu fa­
vor of the ship. Subsequently a new suit was I 
granted ; that afterwards said Justice, without right 
or authority of law, in contravention to the rights 
of the owners of the ship, and without their know­
ledge or consent, or of that of their counsel, sent 
the pa|iers belonging to said suits to the Hon. 
Alexander Derbés, Fourth Justice of the Pease for 
the Parish, with a direction or request that he, the 
said Fourth Justice, should try the said suits and 
render judgment therein ; the said Third Justice,-
after having granted new trials, declined to act any 
further with respect so said suit ; that said Der­
bés received the said papers, and proceeded to try 
and determine said suit : that protest was made to 
said Fourth Justice trying, or in any manner in­
termeddling therein.on the ground that he was not 
authorized so to do by law, or consent of parties; 
that wholly disregarding nil application to continue 
the suit, made, upon good and sufficient grounds ; 
and wholly disregarding the protest aforesaid, and 
tlie rights of the owners, the said Fourth Justice 
proceeded to try said suit, and on the 14th March 
last, rendered judgment against the owners; that 
on the :>1st March, said Beverly, Third Justice, 
upon the judgment rendered by A. Derbés, Fourth 
Justice, issued eleven writs of execution in favor 
of said seamen, and the said ship Arkansas was 
seized and advertised for sale. 

On the trial Justice Beverly, being examined as 
a witness, proved that he had originally tried the 
case, and being satisfied of the validity of the plea 
of desertion, rendered judgment in favor of the 
ship, but afterwards granted a new trial ; and when 
the cause was again on for trial, he refused to 
try the same, lieing convinced that it was a trump­
ed .up affair—the evidence previously offered to 
prove the desertion having been surrendered to 
'.lté ship, to wit : the shipping articles and the log 
book ; the ship having left port, they could not go 

I to trial, and therefore he declined acting until the 
i return of the ship: but the seamen pushing the 
! case on, he positively refused to have any thing at 
J all to do with the matter, inasmuch as he could 
1 not try a case when he officially knew that there 
j was evidence wanting, and « liich had been offered 
! on a former trial, which would defeat the claim. 
! l'nder the circumstances, lie told the parties that
