On the 15th inst., while the U. S. steamers Vixen 
and Iris were off Tuspan Bar, Captains I'inckney 
and Harris, commanders of the Vixen and Iris, in 
attempting to cross the bar in company with a 
French gentleman, name unknown, and four sea­
men, were all drowned. The steamers returned to 
Vera Cruz under the command of other officers.

Later from Mexico. 
Arrival of the NewOrteans—Expected Ratification of 

the Treaty—Attempted Revolution in San Luis. 
The steamship New Orleans, Capt. Auld, arrived 

yesterday morning. She brings us papers from Vera 
Cruz to the 21st, from the City of Mexico to the 16th, 
and from Querétaro to the 14th. The news by tliis 
arrival causes us to look forward with a considerable 
degree of certainty to the ratification of the treaty. 
Our correspondent Chaparral expresses much confi­
dence that such will be the result. The American 
Star of the 16th says: 

Querétaro.—Our advices are up to the 11th inst., 
but they bring us nothing of any legislative interest. 
The treaty was referred to the Committee of Rela­
tions, every member of which was in favor of peace. 
It was thought they would report by Saturday last. 
The exposition of Rosa was having a marked effect 
upon members. * 

From our Querétaro correspondent, whose letter 
is dated the 14th, we learn that the committee on 
Foreign Relations reported the treaty back with a 
recommendation that it lie immediately ratified. 
Senor ltejon's pamphlet against the war had lieen 
referred to a committee and afterwards entered upon 
the record. The report that Herrera had been 
elected President, turns out to be unfounded ; in 
consequence of an informality in the certificates of 
the Senators from Michoacan ail election could not 
be held ; but Pena y Pena was elected provisional 
President, receiving the votes of eleven states against 
four for Herrera. From the American Star of the 
16th we extract the following : 

Sr. Otero introduced and read in the Senate a 
project for the immediate organization of the Na­
tional Guard. 

There were eighty-seven Deputies in attendance, 
and the number was daily increasing. 

Almonte, not having succeeded in gaining ad­
mission to the Senate, has gone to New Leon. Pa-
redes had gone to Zacatecas, with a view, it was 
supposed, of getting up a revolution, and Ampudia 
had assisted him. 

The recent popular movement in Jalisco in favor 
of peace, had a good deal disconcerted the Deputies 
from that State, who are in favor of war. 

On the 10th inst. an insurrection, headed by Col. 
Montero, broke out in San Luis Potosi. The in­
surgents took possession of the fortress of Santuario 
de Guadalupe, and declared in favor of a prosecu­
tion of the war. The Governor, however, immedi­
ately called out the militia, and the revolt was s|>ee-
dily suppressed by the capture of the revolutionists. 
This lesultadds additional strength to the Govern­
ment and the peace party. From the same paper 
above quoted we extract the following : 

It appears that the (îovernment of Querétaro has 
been informed that a portion of the garrison had got 
up a pronunciamiento, but that it was promptly put 
down, in a manner satisfactory to the national au­
thorities. The leaders in the movement, did not 
go so far even as to publish their project, as they 
were in daily expectation of Paredes, who had gone 
to Aguascalientes. They had taken possession of 
every piece of artillery and the munitions. The 
officers and chiefs present, conducted themselves 
well, showing their loyalty to the Government. 
The Auditor of the War Department, Gordon, was 
arrested. He had been one of the principal agents 
in the sedition. The prompt and decided measures 
taken to put down this revolutionary outbreak, are 
deserving of all praise. 

We subjoin a translation of the letter of the pro­
visional Governor of San Luis to Senor Rosa, an­
nouncing the occurrence of the disturbance : 

OFFICE OF INTERIOR AND FOREIGN RELATIONS. 
<a Y EXPRESS.-) 

GOVERNMENT OK SAN L ITIS.—Excellent Sir: This capi­
tal has to-day been the witness of an event of great interest, 
and in announcing it to your Excellency I have much satis­
faction in saying that it has been signalized hy the good sense 
of Mexicans. At dawn this morning, (April 10th.) the bat­
talion of Infantry, to the number of about three hundred, 
under the command of Col. Montero. took possession of the 
fortress of Guadalupe. They proclaimed their disapproval 
of the policy of the supreme authorities of the Republic—an 
absurd plan, chiefly remarkable tor the disatfection and indig­
nation of these disturbers of the pea"e. As soon as this scan­
dalous event was known to this government, all the resour­
ces which the occasion demanded, or which came within the 
scope of my powers, were placed at the order of the Com­
mandante General. The battalion of the National Gnard 
was immediately assembled, and armed and placed at the 
disposal of the Commandante General. At the same time 
this deserving General was engaged in putting down the in­
surrection with the first and fourth regiments ot* cavalry. 
With the e two corps and seventy men of the same regi­
ment, (16th, ) which had tie en seduced from their allegiance, 
acomplere triumph was obtained —the loyal troops of the 
government, under the command of the brave General Don 
Francisco Analos, occmiying the fortress of Uuadalupe, at 
two in the afternoon. The revolution is at an end. 1 hasten 
to congratulate you upon the recstablishment of constitu­
tional order—reserving l'or a period subsequent to this solemn 
moment, the details of this alarming occurrence. I congra­
tulate his Excellency, the President of the Republic,"your, 
self, and the nation at large, v^hich owes so much at this 
lime to the subordination and bravery of a handful ot'soldiers, 
who have behaved in a manner worthy of all praise. Be 
pleased to accept with this view, my most profound conside­
ration and private regard. God and Litierty.

The Rare oil Sunday over the Penon Course was 
peculiarly interesting, but, it seems, only to the 
knowing ones. The jockeys had it all their own 
way while the race was being run, say those 
who were on the ground ; but after it was over, 
those who did not know what was what, before and 
during the running, concluded that it was time to 
find out the ropes ; and in their search for light 
some of them got their |>eepers darkened, and in 
fact a " damned fuss generally " was kicked up on 
the Course. Some of those who could not see now 
the cat jumped began talking about the affair after 
their arrival in the city, which led to more fisti­
cuffs. One man, it is said, having got the worst of 
an encounler with an antagonist, jumped on another 
and satisfied his honor by giving him '"jesse." The 
grand finale to the whole affair was more on the. 
dramatic than the pugilistic order—two or three of 
the " knowing " ones being escorted before his Ex­
cellency, the Chief of Police, and others, to avoid a 
similar attention, took leg-bail—or, as Richelieu 
said to the courtier, the air was unhealthy, anil a 
change to the skies of Italy or the lierra calienle 
would lie better. We did not find out the time 
they made, or the horses on lhe Course—for, we 
hear, the stand gave way and precipitated lhe 
judges to the earlh in double-quick time. 

Returned.—Capt. Blake's command of cavalry, 
which escorted the. Conqueror of Mexico to Vera 
Cruz, lias returned to this city. » 

It does not appear that this revolutionary move­
ment amounted to much—the authorities promptly 
putting it down. It shows the spirit, however-, of 
the turbulent disturbers of the public peace, who 
have kept San Luis in such a constant state of ex­
citement and agitation. Paredes, we observe by 
our latest papers, has left Aguascalientes for Zaca­
tecas—probably with a view of extending the field 
of his operations. It is he, and such as he, Almonte, 
Alvarez, and Geray, supported by Rejon, Otero and 
a few others, who will array themselves against the 
administration of Herrera, the moment the treaty is 
ratified. We trust the Supreme Government will 
be strong enough to put down every outbreak, as 
promptly and efficiently as that of San Luis was 
crushed by the constituted authorities of that pow­
erful State. 

Paredes and his friend Jarauta have gone to Zaca­
tecas, since which time nothing has been heard of 
their movements. 

Oajaca.—Every thing was perfectly tranqflil in 
this State at the last accounts. 

The Queretaro Progresooi the 14th .says : 
We learn that, in order to smother lhe opposi­

tion oi the deputies from Tamaulipas, Chihuahua, 
and Coahtiila, and incline them to approve the trea­
ty, they were offered a part of the indemnity stipu­
lated lor the alienation of more than half of our 
territory. We do not believe that these gentlemen 
w ill consent to the dismemberment of their re«pec-
tive States, whose interests their citizens have con­
fided to their care and vigilance." 

"New Mexico and California.—With what jus­
tice are these provinces about to be disposed of 
without even a deputy to represent them in Con­
gress ? How can the alienation of their inhabi­
tants lie agreed to, without even consulting their 
wishes, and after the glorious effbrls they have 
made to retain their places in the union of the Mex­
ican Republic."—1'rogreso of the 14th. 

We have received several numbers of a newspa­
per published in Toluca and entitled " El Tonto," 
(the Fool.) It is opposed to the treaty, and violent­
ly advocates war. The "Eco del Comercio" says, 
that it " is a pigmy with the pretensions of a giant." 

From the Eco del Comercio of the 15th we ex­
tract the following : 

Next Election for President of the Republic.—Ac-
f ording to Art. 94 of the constitution it is necessary 
that more than half the total number of Deputies 
should be present at the deliberations concerning 
the election for President ; and three-quarters of 
the States should be represented. 

On the loth inst. Congress ought to proceed to 
the election of a President ; but up to the 12th there 
were Deputies present from onlv fifteen States; 
ami as there are twenty-two in the Republic, ii is 
fourtlùî Ufle WaS wautinS to complete the three-

News of the election in Morelia is momentarily 
expected, and should a Deputy resident in Quere­
taro be chosen, the election for President will im­
mediately take place. 

Vera Cruz News Items. 

We extract the following items from late numbers 

of the Free American : 
Guerrilleros.—On the morning of the 19th several 

rancheros who came in town, stated that an arme 
Mexican force had been seen by them below tlie 
sand hills, near the city. Capt. faircluld of 
Louisiana Mounted men, immediately set out witti 
a detachment to ascertain the object of these Mexi­
cans His command soon got within gun shot ol 
them and were fired upon. A charge was imme­
diately made on the guerrilleros or robbers, m 
which one of them was killed, the others vamosed. 

The follow ing is Capt. Fairchild's official report, 
for which we are indebted to the politeness of the 

Governor: ., . 
CAMP LOCISIANA MOUNTED NII RALION.) 

•May 18, 1848. S 
Sir : Pursuant to orders from the commanding officer, 1 

respectfully transmit the following report : 
This morning, alwut 8 o clock, a report reached camp that 

an armed body of Mexicans had presented themselves on the 
sand hills in the direction of the Orizaba road, assuming a 
threatening attitude. All the available force was immedi­
ately brought into requisition for the purpose of ascertaining 
more fully the object of this armed display ; a small detach­
ment moved upon their position, and when near to, were 
tired upon by the Mexicans ; the shots were immediately re­
turned by our men, killing one—a negro. The whole party, 
supposed to be some forty in number, were dispersed. 

The sand hills and the Medellin road have been thoroughly 
reconnoitered and no other armed hostile persons discovered.

We have, it seems, made an involuntary error 

yesterday, in our editorials, in reference to the skir­
mish which took place between the guerrilleros and 
the Louisiana Mounted Volunteers. In consequence 
of which we have received the following communi­
cation, which we lay before our readers : 

Sir—Your paper of this date contains a report of Capt. 
Fairchild of a small affair which occurred on the Orizaba 
road, yesterday morning, prefaced by some editorial remarks 
It is not true that "Capt. Fairchild set out with a detachment 
of men." He was not. in camp at the time that Lieut. 
Mitchel and myself went in pursuit of the enemy, nor was he 
there at our return. I being under arrest, Lieut Moralles was 
lhe ranking otticer in camp. X asked permission ot him to 
drive the enemy from the fand hills, where they werestill 
bidding us deîiance, after having fired upon some of onr 
men. The privilege was granted by Lieut. Moralles. Five 
men were with me and twelve with Lieut. Mitchel—we went 
in different directions and dispersed the enemy, killing^ but 
oue. We had returned with our detachments before Capt. 
Fairchild was in camp.

Later from the Interior.—Wre have received our 
files of papers from Mexico, with the exception of 
the American Star. The Committee to which the 
Treaty had been referred made a favorable report 
as follows, on the 13th inst. : " We approve the 
Treaty concluded with the United States of the 
North on the 2d day of February of this year, with 
all the modifications made by the Senate and Gov­
ernment of the same United States." 

Letters received in Mexico, from Querétaro, state 
that the Anti-Peace party were using all their exer-
tions to create a revolution against the Government. 

Paredes wa_s at Aguascalientes, and was acting 
in concert with some of the authorities of the State 
against, the (îovernment. 

Kl K api rhu del Siglo, printed in the City of Mex­
ico, says on the 16th, that though the peace party 
has the majority in Congress, it is nevertheless 
spoken of imprisoning the members of the Cabinet 
who have made the Treaty with Mr. Trist. 

Washington Correspondence of Crescent. 

WASHINGTON , Tuesday, May 16. 
In the Senate yesterday, during the morning hour, the reso- ' 

lution of Mr. Johnson, of Md., requesting the President to 
inform the Senate whether there are any officers in the service 
whose nominations have not been sent in, was again under 
consideration ; and Mr. Borland, the new Senator from Ar­
kansas, read his maiden speech, in opposition to the resolu­
tion, which he characterized as inquisitorial and unconstitu­
tional—advancing the somewhat novel doctrine that appoint, 
ments made during the recess do not require the confirmation 
of the Senate, and, indeed, that such commissions, when 
once granted, are beyond the control of the President himself, 
and cannot be annulled save by the sentence of a court mar­
tial for official misconduct ! The speech is published at 
length in the Union of this morning. 

The galleries of the Senate were crowded with spectators 
eager toht?ar the expected speech of Mr. Calhoun on the bill 
to en able tiie President to take temporary military occupation 
of Yucatan. After the transaction of tome unimportant 
business, that biil was taken up ; and Mr. Calhoun addressed 
the Senate at great length.' [We have already given a synop­
sis of Mr. C.'s remarks on this occasion.—Eds. Ores.'] 

After somo unimportant business, the consideration of the 
bill was resumed to-day. and Mr. Bagby addressed the Sen­
ate, in a speech of considerable length, in favor of it. He 
did not support it on the ground of humanity, for with that, 
as a Senator, whatever might be his feelings as an individual, 
he had nothing to do. But he supported it on the broad ground 
of policy, with a view to the eventual annexation of Yuca­
tan to our own country—contending that this was the favor­
able moment to lay the foundation for such a movement, 
when the nations of Europe were so much absorbed in their 
own internal affairs that they could not interfere with it. 

When Mr. Bagby had concluded, the vote was taken upon 
Mr. Davis's amendment, as modified by Mr. Lewis, and it 
was rejected—there being only live ^otes for it, to twenty-five 
against it. The whig side of the chamber was almost totally 
deserted, the weather being exceedingly warm, and they not 
anticipating that any vote would be taken to-day. 

Mr. Dix then ofiëred an amendment, placing the army and 
navy at the disposal of the President, to lie employed in 
affording physical aid to the people of Yucatan, and to act 
under the orders of that Government. There was no vote 
taken upon this amendment, Mr. Clayton urging a postpone­
ment until to-rnorrow, on the ground that the Senate was so 
very thin, and members who desire to voteliad left the cham­
ber under the impression that no vote would be taken 
at this time. Mr. Hannegan consented to postpone the ques­
tion until to-morrow, but gave notice that he would press it 
then and thenceforth, until the bill shall be finally passed. 

The House has done nothing of importance, save to pass 
the Revolutionary Pension bill, and a bill to refund advances 
made for the transportation of volunteers to the place of 
rendezvous before being mustered into the service of the 
United States. 

Nothing new in the political world. Levi Woodbury is

SECOND DISTRICT COURT.—We happened to be 
in this Court yesterday when a motion was made 
by M. 31. Cohen on behalf of several of the young 
gentlemen who had been honored with the degree 
of Bachelor of Laws by the University of Louisi­
ana, of which he is one of the Administrators. The 
motion embraced a reference to the law of 1847, 
section 9, which reads as follows: "That said 
Board of Administrators shall have the right of con­
ferring, by diploma, under their common seal, on 
any jierson or persons whom they may think worthy 
thereof, all such literary honors arid degrees as are 
known and usually granted by any University or 
College in the United States or elsewhere : anil the 
degrees of Bachelor at Law and Doctor of Medi­
cine. granted hy said Administrators, shall author­
ize the jierson or persons on whom it is conferred to 
practice law, or physic and surgery, in this State, 
any Illing in any law to the contrary notwithstand­
ing;" and prayed that the Court administer the 
usual oath, admitting them to practice law therein. 
Previous to this formality, 3Ir. Durell rose for the 
purpose of making an objection to their hieing sworn 
in, and, after making a speech, in which he in­
dulged some feelings against the University, as well 
as all Universities, particularly that of 3tassachu-
setts, (which were by no means unappreciated by 
the gentlemen present,) he sat down. Mr. Cohen 
said that he thought it useless to reply, deeming it 
sufficient if the gentleman were left to the tender 
mercies of the young gentlemen after they were 
admitted as practitioners. The above lr\w was then 
read for the enlightenment of the gentleman, when 
he pronounced it one of the " humbugs " of the 
age. The Judge informed 3Ir. D. that lie was not 
there to correct the " humbugs " of the age ; and 
having no discretion but to «imply with the law, 
would proceed to swear them in. 

UNGENTLEMANLY CONDUCT .—Yesterday morn­
ing Patrick Ilaley appeared before Recorder Bald­
win, on the charge of having spoiled the " fair pro­
portions" of lhe features of Miss Eliza Jane Turner. 
Miss Turner's nose was considerably awry, and her 
left eye clothed in black. Haley was sent to the 
First District Court, under bonds of foOO. 

Mexican Correspondence. 
C o r r e s p o n d e n c e  o f  the Daily Crescent. 

CITY OF MK.YH O , May 15,1848. 
Although the treaty of peace is approaching a crisis, it is 

gtill unsale to say what will be its fate. To me, the piospect 
looks brighter than on any other occasion, and it one were to 
set down that he thought an amicable adjustment ot the 
difficulties would very soon be brought about, his reckoning 
might not carry him far out of the track. The treaty having 
been referred to a commission—and that commission com­
posed of the members of the committee of Foreign Relations, 
every man of whom is on the peace side—argue« that it has 
been or soon will be favorably reported back to Congress, and 
the late decree making the vote oi the majority present, final, 
will operate favorably on the question, even if the Puros 
withdraw. All this would lead oue, not accustomed to Mexi­
can duplicity, to satisfy himself that the ratitication*, will be 
exchanged, and even many here, who have trusted in Mexi­
can faith to their sorrow, in times past, and who, a few days 
ago closed their ears against all arguments in their favor, now 
listen favorably to their protestations ; and some have even 
become converts a^ain to the promises from their oily tongues. 
The result , heaven only knows : and you must not forget my 
advice, to be prepared to chronicle either peace or war. 

An event occurred in San Luis, the other day, which is 
set down here as being highly favorable to the Government 
and to peace. A revolution was gotten up in San Luis de 
Potosi, and so sudden was it, that before the National Guard 
could be turned out, the insurgents had taken the strong 
fortress of Guadalupe, and with it nearly all the heavy guns 
of the State. They soon pronounced against the Govern­
ment and for a continuation of the war ; but before they had 
time to prepare their plans, a small portion ot the militia was 
gotten together, and marched against them, and soon made 
them prisoners—thereby reestablishing order and the supre­
macy of the Federal Government. The sudden quelling of 
this outbreak is highly regarded by the Government and the 
fiiends of peace. It argues a strength that few thought the 
Government possessed, and tended, in a measure, to raise the 
peace stock. 

The message of Pena was not very well received in the 
Congress, and had not the document of Rosa come to its relief, 
it might have been the subject of much discussion. This 
document of Rosa accompanied the presentation of the 
treaty. It is very long, and I have been told, very able. Its 
length prevents my translating it, but I send you a Spanish 
copy. The substance of the first paragraph is, that the treaty 
which he was presenting might be considered a national 
calamity if the loss of territory alone was considered, but the 
aspect was immeasurably changed when it was taken into 
consideration what Mexico had lost by war, and what she 
will gain by peatfe—the imminent danger, also, in which the 
independence and nationality of Mexico are placed—with 
the further consideration that it will not ceaae until the treaty 
is ratified. 

This is, also, a paragraph in the address, which may or 

may not be far-fetched : 44 It Iras, perhaps, been the de­
sign of Providence that the termination of negotiations 
should not be long retarded, for God knows what limits the 
policy of the United States in regard to Mexico might have 
had, if the treaty of peace had not been already ratified by 
that republic, when intelligence of the astounding and unex­
pected revolution in France reached Washington." 

He alludes to the " well-known fact" that it was the in­
tention of France to establish a monarchy here, &c.; but you 
have the documents in Spanish, and you can translate such 
parts of it as may suit you. 

Pafedes has left Aguascalientes with his friend Jarauta for 
Zacatecas, where it is said he is to meet Ampudia, who. 
tired of cutting so small a figure in the world, is determined 
to revolt. His cowardice and cruelty in times past, few will 
ever forget; and he is loathed so much, even by his own 
people, that he would attach himself to any cause just now. 
But since the sudden termination of the new-sprung revolu­
tion in San Luis, the movements and operations of these 
men do not trouble the public mind. 

So much for Mexican affairs, now for our own : Thetrdops 
from Tennessee and Indiana, who for along time have been 
encamped on the open field at El Molino, have removed to 
San Agustin, and taken up their quarters in the houses there. 
The rainy season coming on, it was necessary for their com­
fort that they should be housed. But as our Generals, Com­
missioners and two-thirds of the other Americans seem so 
sanguine of our early departure for home, they might as 
well have sent them to Puebla or Jalapa. 

The health of the whole army is now good, comparatively 
speaking, and the idea of getting home or into active opera­
tions, has roused them from that state into which a life of in­
activity for eight months had thrown them. 

We are hourly expecting an order from the General in-
Chief relative to the fate of the burglars and murderers. The 
decision of the Court has been in his hands for several days. 

There was a regular row at the race-course on Sunday. 
Many persons were out there, and among them the General-
in-Chief. There was some foul riding or jockeying, which 
caused many fights and bloody nosss. A party of gamblers 
made a race and entered a line horse, which was the favorite 
with everybody, and everybody tried to bet on him—some 
going as high as five to one—but the favorite did n't win, 
and the jockeying was so palpable that a row was commenced 
at once. The gamblers are now in prison, and one of the 
jockeys, the leader, and an officer at that—I)r —was 
requested to leave Mexico, which request he promptly com­
plied with. The stand gave way while Gen. Butler was upon 
it, but fortunately no one was seriously hurt. 

MAY 16, 1848.—An extraordinary express came in last 
night to myself and a gentleman of this city, but the infor­
mation brought was of no great consequence. The treaty 
was reported back from the Committee on Saturday evening, 
with strong recommendations that it be immediately ratifié. 

Before the adjournment that evening, it was decided to 
meet together the next day (Sunday) at 12 o'clock, and 
elect a President of the Republic. The prominent candidate 
is Herrera, and he received the vote of nine-tenths of the 
States. But the war party are opposed to him, and are ral­
lying around Trias, the Governor of Chihuahua, whom Gen. 
Price whipped at Rosales. He has apparently as little chance 
of election as an abolition candidate has in the United 
States. 

Two ex-deputies, from San Luis, who returned to their^ 
homes on the 12th, entered their protests against any negotia­
tion for peace with the United States whilst their army is in 
the country. 

The Legislature of the State of Chihuahua, has sent a 
protest to Congress against the ceding of any portion of ter­
ritory now occupied by Mexicans. 

The pamphlet of Rejon against peace was referred to a 
committee, who ordered it to be placed amongst the archives. 
Sr. Rio put in an "exposition" also against peace. He said 
that the present treaty should bethrow.n aside, and that none 
other should be entered into, until the Republic should be in 
a situation to treat with honor to it .elf. He wants a Presi­
dent elected who can manage the vast resources of the coun­
try, and place it in that position nature intended it. 

Speaking of the position nature intended this country 
should occupy, brings to my mind again the great exertions 
making by the Indians to regain the control over it. Every 
day demonstrates their formidableness as men, though they 
are unarmed and without resources and without leaders. 
Now that they believe the prospect for peace is bright, the 
deputations from the different tribes are sent to this city in 
countless numbers, and they importune our Commander no 
little. Finding that the request for officers to lead them was 
of no avail, they now come in asking for arms and amhiu-
nition, which, of course, they stood as little chance of ob­
taining. Those ill the valley and the neighborhood of it, 
have tasted the only sweets of liberty they ever knew, since 
our occupation of this city. They have been allowed to 
pass the gates untaxed, and to vend their produce in any 
part of the city without molestation. To have done this in 
view of their old masters, who, in times past taxed them at 
least one-half of the gross proceeds of their labor, has 
awakened a species of pride in them which makes them walk 
the streets with the pride and mien of freemen. Independent 
of this, they have seen their natural enemies whipped and 
humbled to the dust by ahandfull of foreigners, and the idea 
has taken possession of their minds, that they too, can coi>e 
with their old masters, and I verily believe they would test 
the matter immediately on our departure, if they had the 
means ; but whether they have the means or not, I feel cer­
tain they will not tamely submit again to what they have 
borne for the last, fifteen years. Their eyes have been opened, 
a uniform opinion prevails amongst them throughout the 
country, and sooner or later they will make an effort to he 
free. The well-informed Mexicans do not learn the commu­
nication between section and section unmoved—they fear 
the worst should a political revolution take place, which is 
so very probable, after our departure. 

The government of Mexico, whilst striving to remodel 
their army, and to depend more upon a national guard or mi­
litia, are by no means disposed to decrease the strength of the 
army. An indirect proposition has been sent me to organise a 
force from the disbanded American army, of from oue to five 
thousand men, whose pay will be guarantied to them through 
foreign houses, and when they serve out a term of enlist­
ment, they can either return home or remain in this country 
as citizens, with a certain amount of land given them to settle 
upon. When I say that this proposition came to me, I do 
not wish you to understand that it was intended for me to or­
ganize and command that force, but only to give to it such 
publicity that it might be known amongst our officers and 
men. The government at Querétaro are anxious to obtain 
the services of such men, and 1 believe Gen. Butler's permis­
sion has been asked to let them off, or such as might be dis­
posed to remain in the country. With three thousand men 
even, to remain here from the American ranks, the govern­
ment would be secure from the revolutionists or Indians, for 
neither would like to measure swords with them, t ive thou­
sand Americans, with any party, could rule this country. 

On the first of June, Ignacio Cumplido, one of the most 
enterprising printers of the age, will start in this city a mam­
moth paper in the Spanish, French and English languages. 
The title will be "El Coloso." In printing, Senor Cumpli­
do is not behind you of the " States;" and I doubt, whether 
a better office is to be found in our country. I know there is 
none in NewOrleans that will bear a comparison. 

Our Commissioners are still here, and Col. Revier still un­
well. The Government at Querétaro told them they could 
come up with an American escort, but must wait until they 
sent, them word when to come. If the Treaty will beassoon 
disposed of as many reckon, I do n't know thaWhey will go 
up at all. 

The weather is still delightful here, and the rainy season has 
not yet set in, although we had a fine shower last night. 

Herr Alexander, the magician, ï see, is performing at Gua­
najuato. 

I send you full files of Mexican papers, from which you can 
translate at your leisure. CHAPARRAL. 

May 1*), 8 p. M.—The interior mail is in. A Querétaro pa­
per of the 14th has the following concluding paragraph from 
the report of the Committee on Foreign Relations, on report­
ing hack the treaty : 
" The treatv ratified with the United States of the North, 

on the 2d of February Qf thio year, with the modifications 

made by the Government and Senate of the United States, 
is hereby approved. N. GARCICU. 
" Querttaro, May 13, 1848." 
I was on the point of despairing of obtaining any corres­

pondence from Querétaro, when the following came in from 
the Post-office—having been overloked when the mail was 
distributed : 

"Querétaro, Mav 14, 9 p. M .—'To-day, when thpStates me 
together to elect a President, it was found that no credential 
had been received from Michoacan, and it was impossible to 
proceed. It was then decided to elect a Provisional Pre>ident, 
as it was thought Pena y Pena could not, under the Consti­
tution, administer the Government after to-day. The States 
are, altogether, sixteen ; but as the one above-named was 
not reckoned, they went into an election for a Provisional 
President, which resulted in the choice of Pena v Pena, while 
four voted for Herrera. Whenever the credentials are received 
from Michoacan, an election will be held for President 
of the Republic. This may be 1o-morrow, or it may not l>e 
for a week. 1 hardly know now, who will be elected. Pre­
vious to to-day, opposition against Herrera was laughed at ; 
butas his friends put him fairly against Pena y Pena, the 
result makes the next, issue doubtful. 
" The Deputies are working away bravely on the treaty, 

which has been reported back to them by the Committee on 
Relations. They will probably get through with it on the 
18th, when it will \zo to the Senate ; and I do not believe it 
will be before that body two days before it will be ratifie«!. 
" Your Commissioners have had an understanding with the 

Government here, ami will not come up until the treaty is 
ratified—of which they will have notice by Government 
express. 

" My opinion is that every thing will be arranged so that, 
your troops can leave Mexico by the 1st of June. 
" Every thing is quiet and orderly here, and it is said the 

Mexicans never had a Congress to conduct itself with so much 
solemnity and decorum. 
" You have doubtless heard ot that abortion in San Luis. 

It did not create the least uneasiness here with the Govern­
ment. Itjwas more like school-boys playing the soldier than 
any thing else. , 

"Nothing has been heard from Paredes since he entered 
Zacetecas. Yours, &c." 

I have translated, or given the substance of the letter, as 
received from a correspondent in Querétaro, from whom 1 
expect to be regularly informed of what is going on thete.
