Presidential Nominations. 
On Saturday last a telegraphic dispatch was re­

ceived from Mobile, stating that news had been 
received in that city that the Democratic Conven­
tion, which met at Baltimore on Monday last, had 
nominated LEVI WOODBURY, of NewHampshire, 
for President, and JOHN A. QUITMAN, of Missis­
sippi, for Vice-President. The news caused con­
siderable excitement in the city. Our democratic 
fellow-citizens appeared to be particularly exhilar­
ated, and generally believed it to be true ; though 
now and then we would meet with a gruff doubter 
who would discredit the report on the ground that 
it was improbable that a convocation of politicians 
would perform so sensible an act. Yesterday every 
one was on the look-out for confirmation of the 
news. The Picayune liad promised an extra if 
their express brought any intelligence. The hour 
for the express arrived, but it was followed by no 
extra. Various messages were received from Mo­
bile, stating the belief of the Alabamians that 
Woodbury and Quitman were the sure enough can­
didates, some of them pretending that the report 
Jiad been confirmed by arrivals in that city ; but 
nothing was obtained definite and authentic. The 
steamboats from Memphis or other telegraphic 
points on the river were anxiously awaited, but 
with unaccustomed perverseness they refused to 
come. We are, therefore, without any certain 
news, though we think it highly probable, from va­
rious circumstances, tiiat the Saturday s dispatch is 
correct. If it should turn out to lie so, the demo-
craw have made an excellent choice ; and as we 
have every confidence in the ability of the whigs to 
do likewise, there is a fair prospect that the can­
vass will be warmly but fairly and liberally carried 
on, and that the country will be safe whichever 
succeeds. ' 

THIRTIETH STATE.—The bill admitting Wiscon­
sin into the Union, passed the Senate on the 19th. 
We have now thirty States. Wisconsin contains 
some 90,000 square miles of territory—two-thirds 
larger than all New England, and full as large as 
JiewYork, New Jersey and Pennsylvania combined. 

STEAM V S .  SAILS.—The New York Herald says 
that there are on the stocks in the different ship­
yards of that city eleven steam vessels, and but one 
sailing craft. The steamers vary from 1000 to 3000 
tons burthen. The two largest, building for Mr. 
E. H. Collins' Liverpool line, measure each 3000 
tons. The Franklin, of 2000 tons, is intended-for 
the Bremen line, and will differ from both the 
Washington and Hermann. There are also two 
more of over 2000 tons each in course of construc­
tion, destined for the route between New \ ork, 
Havana and Chagres. In addition to these there 
are others on the stocks. In the course of the next 
spring, New York will possess eighteen large ocean 
steamers, not one of which will be under 1000 tons.

HOEYVILLE.—We visited this village yesterday, 
and we were much astonished at the improvements 
going on there. John Hoey, the gallant fireman, 
the successful contractor, and the enterprising 
" Omnibus Man," has christened his domain 
" Hoeyville." John runs an omnibus from his store 
in Poydras street , to his " village" four times a day: 
The omnibuss makes tracks for the Shell Road, and 
then about midway between the New Basin and 
the Lake, darts off in a tangent towards Carrollton. 
In a short space of time Hoey will have from five 
to six Omnibusses on this line, and then our citizens 
will be enabled to enjoy a ride to Hoeyville for the 
small price of twenty cents per trip. Mr. Hoey 
lias purchased an area of GOO acres of land, for 
which he paid the sum of $25,000. This estate 
stretches from the bank of the Mississippi to the 
shores of Lake Pontchartrain. There is the largest 
brickyard in Hoeyville in the South. There are 
ten buildings in this yard, which, when steam pow­
er will be brought to act upon the machinery, will 
be capable of turning out 100,000 bricks per day-
sufficient to build a three story house. A canal 
is being cut from Hoeyville to the New Canal. 
This will enable Mr. Hoey to float down hisrbricks 
in scows to New Orleans in an exceedingly short 
time and at a very cheap rate. An engine of thirty 
horse power, with a shaft four hundred feet in 
length, is shortly expected from the north. This 
once in operation will afford many facilities to 
builders, and we hope render a fortune to the enter­
prising proprietor of " Hoeyville."

Resolved, That we recommend the immediate formation 
of Auxiliary Clubs of the League in every Ward of the City

Resolved, That the Chairman and Secretary of each Aux­
iliary Club be ez officio members of the Council of the Lieag

THE EMMETT CLUB—This patriotic body met 
last evening at No. 198 Tchoupitoulas street. 
Judge Daniel Byrne was elected President and 
Dennis Falvey, Vice President ; Wm. J. Castell, 
Recording Secretary ; M. Gernon, Corresponding 
Secretary ; and James Stevens, Treasurer.

THE REVENUE.—Free trade still triumphant.— 
The Washington Union, of the 20th, says that the 
receipts from customs for part of the month of May 
are $1,053,$>4 55. This embraces the receipts at 
eight ports for thirteen days, and of four extreme 
southern ports, for six days only. The total re­
ceipts thus far from the same source, amount to 
$29,372,457 62. It will be remembered that the 
estimate, of Secretary Walker, for the fiscal year, 
ending June 30th, was $31,000,000, which will in 
all probability, be exceeded. 

LAND REFORM.—An Industrial Congress is 
called by the " National Reformers," and is to be 
held in Philadelphia on the first Wednesday of next 
month. 

REMANDED TO TYRANNY.—Six of the passengers 
in the British brig Albion, which arrived here last 
week from Europe, were ordered back by the su­
perintendent of alien passengers, not having ob­
tained bonds to prevent their becoming a burden to 
the State.—Boston Times, 17th. 

HUDSON RIVER RAILROAD.—The N.Y. Morning 
Star says that this work is not to be abandoned. It 
will be opened to Albany by the 1st of April, 1850. 
So say the Directors. 

EDUCATION IN NEW YORK—During the past 
year there have been in attendance at the public 
schools of New York city, 119,558 scholars. Ave­
rage daily attendance, 32,122. The amount ex­
pended on the common schools, $295,450 50. 

SENATOR ASHLEY.:—The remains of the late 
Senator Ashley have been removed from Washing­
ton, for the purpose of being taken to Arkansas, for 
interment. 

DELAWARE WHIG CONVENTION.—John Wales, 
N. H. Smithers and R. McFee have been selected 
to represent the State of Delaware in the National 
Whig Convention. They are instructed to use 
every honorable means to secure the nomination of 
John M. Clayton for President. 

TRIAL OF LANGFELDT—The prosecution closed 
their evidence on the 17th, and the defence com­
menced summing up, without offering any testi­
mony. The effort of the prisoner's counsel was 
mainly directed to establish an utter want of mo­
tive for the crime. 

HAIL STORMS.—Recently two violent hail 
storms occurred in various sections of the country. 
In Amhert and Campbell counties,* Va., the hail 
was very destructive in its effects. Young cattle, 
hogs, poultry, &c., were killed—the wheat on some 
farms was destroyed, and the fruit stripped withthe 
leaves from the trees. * 

FIRES—The dwelling and outhouses belonging 
to Francis S. Key, near Patapsco Run, Md., were 
totally destroyed by fire on the 19t,h. 

We learn from the Lowell Courier that a fire 
broke out in that city on the morning of the 16th 
which destroyed nine buildings, besides considera­
ble injury to many others. The entire loss cannot 
fall much short of $25,000. A considerable amount 
of furniture was also destroyed, and about twenty 
families were rendered houseless. The fire is sup­
posed to have been the work of an incendiary. 

On the 15th a fire occurred in New Bedford, 
which destroyed property to the amount of between 
$5000 and $10,000.

FALL OF A HOUSE.—In Baltimore, on the after­
noon of the 19thinst.,a building in French street, 
known as Crook's factory, occupied as a packing 
establishment, by Messrs. G. & T. Cassard, fell to 
the ground with a tremendous crash. Five men 
who were in the building at the time were precipi­
tated into the cellar, a distance of twenty-five feet. 
They were all more or less injured, but none killed.

" without compromising its own character, give it 
the right hand of fellowship." 

GEORGIA-BAPTIST CONVENTION—The annual 
meeting of the Georgia Baptist Convention v«as 
held at Griffin, commencing on the 5th and termi­
nating on the 8th instant. The number of dele­
gates was unusually large. 

AMERICAN SUNDAY SCHOOL UNION.—The an­
niversary of this society was held recently in Phila­
delphia. Receipts $137,46812, of which $31,092 95 
were donations and legacies, $103,010 12 for sales, 
and $3,365 12 loans and balance from last year. 
Expenditures $137,296 60, leaving a balance of 
$171 59 in the treasury. The society is now in­
debted for paper, binding, etc., $14,198 25, which, 
with the overdraft of the donation account, ($8,017 
99) makes a present debt of $22,217 24, which, ad­
ded to the amount of loans bearing interest, $44,-
960 29, exhibits an indebtedness of $67,176 53. 

LIBERAL BEQUESTS.—The late Isaac Baugher, 
Esq., of Frederick county, Md., by his will, libera­
ted all his slaves, and bequeathed $2,000 to the Pa­
rent Education Society of the Evangelical Luthe­
ran Church, $500 to the Theological Seminary, 
$500 to Pennsylvania College, all located at Gettys­
burg, Adams co., Pa. ; $500 to the American Tract 
Society, located in New York, and $500 to the 
American Board of Commissioners for Foreign Mis­
sions. 

AN UNFORTUNATE EXPRESSION.—The new 
Archbishop of Canterbury, as head of the Church 
of England, hjus drawn up a form of prayer 
" for the maintenance of peace." The worthy 
Church dignitary, by the use of an unfortunate 
expression, has laid himself open to a charge 
of apparent hostility to the House of Lords, by say­
ing in his address to the Deity, " In our prosperity, 
we have too much forgotten Thee ; other lords be­
sides Thee have, had dominion over us." In the 
present state of popular excitement in England, this 
was considered too serious to .joke upon. 

NAVY ITEMS.—The U. S. sloop-of-war St. Louis, 
now at the Norfolk yard, is about to be prepared 
for sea. Her probable destination is to join the 
Brazilian Squadron. 

The U. S. schooner Experiment having béen con­
demned, is to be sold at auction soon. 

The U. S. schooner On-ka-hy-e, now in ordinary 
at the Brooklyn yard, is to be fitted out immediate­
ly ; probably for the Brazilian station. 

MESMERISM AT FAULT.—The New York cor­
respondent the Boston Chronotype says that some 
parties went into a flour speculation on the strength 
of the foresight and predictions of A. J. Davis, the 
clairvoyant. The predictions turned out fallacious, 
and the credulous parties lost ftie $30,000 they had 
adventured.

EXCITING SCENE—Hail Storm.—During an ex­
hibition at Rensselœrville, N. Y.,of Raymond & 
Co.'s Menagerie, a tremendous hail storm com­
menced. Some eighteen hundred persons were 
present when the hurricane struck the canvass. 
The scene was one which beggars description. 
Men, wômen and children—hats, bonnets and 
shawls, and wearing apparel in general, were piled 
together in most admirable confusion. Shrieks 
and groans, and oaths and supplications, were 
mingled with the passing hurricane. The flapping 
canvass lashed all hands indiscriminately ; and 
those whose imaginations opened the cages of the 
lions and tigers, and saw the panthers and hyenas 
floundering among the prostrated multitude, felt a 
good deal relieved when, crawling out from beneath 
the canvass, they found that no one was seriously 
hurt, and that all the animals were as snugly caged 
as when the accident happened.

Gen. Taylor. 
We published in our paper of Monday last the let­

ter of Gen. Taylor to Brantz Mayer, dated the 1st 
of May, in which he very highly approved of the 
preamble and resolutions adopted at the Baltimore 
meeting, and we promised to publish the resolutions 
as soon as we could find them. Below is an extract 
from the address and the whole of the resolutions, 
from which it will be seen that the old hero, as late 
as the 1st of May, by giving to these proceedings 
his cordial approval, persists in adhering to his in-
dependènt position : 

To represent the spirit of moderation which would seem 
aKreed upon, as lo the past, and to impress its happy.influ­
ence upon the future, we are most fortunate, at this crisis, in 
having a leader, around whom we can rally upon the plat­
form ol the constitution. with that national banner above us, 
which this same leader has borne to helds of victory and glory. 
Zachary Taylor—servant of the .republic—obedient to the 
laws 1 This is the man to whom the eyes ot the people are 
turned, and their heartsaUo, as the chosen one. fitted lor the 
sublime duty ot" presiding overa united people, untrammelled 
with party obligations or interest of any kind, and bound by 
none, but those which thecoostitntiou and the high interests 
of the nation at large most seriously and solemnly demand. 
In so far as the people are snperior to a party—hi so far as the 
constitution is superior to party creed—«> far does General 
Taylor stand above all partisan competitors lor the Lhiel Ma-
gistracy of this Union. * * * With sueii a man at 
the head of the government—so honest, so lirni, so wise—we 
may repose in the confident assurance that, while the delib­
erate wisdom o f Congffess shall do its part in any contingency 
that may arise in the progress of our national career, the du­
ties of the executive 1 unction, in his hands, will be promptly 
and faithfully discharged. .4. A ... 

In full view* therefore, of Gen„Taylor's position, and with 
a due appreciation of the qfisis, its requirements and respon­
sibilities, it is hereby - T • 

1. Resolved, That the firmness and duration ot the Union 
materially depend upon the purity of the supreme executive 
authority ; and that, imbued with the true spirit ot the con­
stitution, the Chief Magistrate should be a patriot President, 
intent upon the moral glory and solid prosperity oi our coun­
try, and, without disfranchising distinctions lor party s sake, 
awarding the trusts of the people to virtue and talent. 

2. Resolved, That the true welfare of the republic now re­
quires an Èxecutive Chief, not committed to extreme opin­
ions, who will temper past animosities, and, by an example 
of wise conciliation, regulate the rising differences, with 
which new and vast events are about to test the durable wort h 
of republican government. 

3. Resolved, That the honor and well-being of the nation 
—its dignity abroad and its tranquility at home—requiring, 
always, " a strong head and honest heart"—demand, parti­
cularly now—in tlie momentous circumstances which sur­
round us—to be committed to "untrammelled'' hands. 

4. Resolved. That the platform of the constitution, upon 
which Gen. Taylor stands before the people—guarantying 
equal rights to all, furnishes a sure and ample basis upon 

. wnich all our fellow-citizens, whether known as democratic 
or whig—native or naturalized—may unite in his support, and 
participate in the benefits of good government, under his ad­
ministration. . _ 

5. Resolved, That in the judgment of this meeting. Gen. 
Zachary Taylor is conspicuously indicated by the public 
voice, and his own merits, for the first place in the nation. 
During a long lite of public service, he has been all for his 
country, and nothing lor himself. Great in command, but 
greater in obedience—brave in his wisdom, and prudent in 
his courage—mercif ul in victory, and modest in triumph—he 
has given to his countrymen, always, an example oftnat rare 
moderation, which is the best element and mark of states­
manship and greatness. From such a man, professions o, 
fait h are needless. He has the constitution for hisgliide, and 
has declared that he will follotf it. We have confidence in 
his ability, and know his truth. " On our own responsibili­
ty, then, and "without aiiVjpledges" from hin, we do 
hereby nominate him to the free yoters of the Union as the 
people's candidate, and the man of the crisis. 

b". Resolved, That we invite our fellow-citizens ot the sev­
eral counties of this State to cooperate with us in the supoort 
of Gen. Taylor, by meeting in primary assemblies, and by 
the selection of delegates to a »State Tayinr convention for 
the adoption of mesures to secure his election. 

POLITICAL.—'The Charleston Courier says that 
Gen. J. M. Commander, the democratic delegate to 
the Convention, left Georgetown for the purpose of 
fulfilling the duties with which he has been charged. 
The whigs of Georgetown held a meeting on the 
10th inst., and appointed Edward Gamage, Esq., a 
delegate to represent them in the Convention to be 
held at Philadelphia in June next. 

MICHIGAN WHIG CONVENTION.—The whigs of 
Michigan held their State Convention at Detroit 
recently, and formed an electoral ticket, and ap­
pointed delegates to the National Convention, who 
were unanimously inst{iicted to vote for Mr. Clay. 

DELAWARE WHIG CONVENTION.—John Wales, 
N. H. Smithers and R. McFee have been selected 
to represent the State of Delaware in thejüational 
Whig Convention. They are instructed to use 
every honorable iheans to secure the nomination of 
the Hon. John M. Clayton for President. 

BUSY DAY.—The day on which the next Presi­
dential election will take place, the 7th of Novem­
ber, will lie a busy one. Two millions of voters 
over the country record their suffrages for a national 
ruler, and as the telegraph communications ^ill 
extend by that time over nearly the whole country, 
enough returns of the election may tie known, and 
telegraphed by the next morning, to indicate-with 
tolerable« certainty whom the nation has chosen. 
This will be the greatest business ever done in one 
day in the United States. 

Congressional. 
From the Baltimore Clipper of the 20th. 

SENATE—May 19.—On motion, it was agreed 
that when the Senate adjourn, it stand adjourned 
until Monday next—(and, it having lieen previously 
resolved to adjourn from Monday till Thursday, 
nothing of interest will be done until after the Bal­
timore Convention.) 

Among the papers presented was one from a citi­
zen of NewYork, offering to sell to (îovernment 
certain documents found upon the person of Major 
Andre at the time of his arrest. 

A bill concerning Spanish steam vessels was 
passed. Also, a bill relating to a line of steam 
packets between NewYork and VeraCruz, to touch 
at NewOrleans. 

A bill from the House, making appropriation for 
the support of thé West Point Academy, was 
passed. Also, a House bill admitting Wisconsin as 
one of the States of the Union. 

The Senate theu proceeded to consider bills on 
the private calendar ; but"from'a difficulty in keep­
ing a quorum present, (Senators being in the lob­
bies, etc., doing courtesy to the host, of visiters at 
present here,) the following bills only were definite­
ly acted upon : 

In favor of the widows and orphans of the sailors 
and marines late of the brig Spmers ; for the relief 
of Messrs. Cook, Anthony and others ; for the relief 
of Wm. A. Prentz ; in favor of the widow of the 
late Dr. Chas. A. Hasler; for the relief of William 
Parmenter ; allowing a pension to the widow of 
Jacob Brown, as it passed the House. 

The Senate thereupon adjourned. 
HOUSE.—Bills were passed, without debate, to 

establish collection districts in Brunswick, Georgia ; 
Wareham, Mass. ; Whitehall, NewYork, and 
Buckville, S. C. 

Mr. Haskell endeavored to have iakenupthe bill 
to defray the expenses of the Macedonian on her 
voyage to Ireland and Scotland with relief for the 
jieople of those countries. -

The bill for the relief of the representatives of 
Benj. Hodges, (payment for a slave carried off by 
the British at (he close of the last war,) after a few 
remarks by Mr. Chapman, was, in Committee of 
the Whole, ordered to be iaid aside to be reported 
to the House, with a recommendation that it pass : 
ayes 69, nays 59. 

Another similar bill, for the relief of the legal 
representatives of Cornelius Manning, was taken 
up. when * 

Mr. Dickey opposed it, arguing that the Constitu­
tion of the United States, under the decision of the 
Supreme Court, does not recognize slaves as 
property. 

Mr. Stephens contended that this question had 
nothing to do with slavery. It was, simply, whe­
ther the applicant came under the provisions of the 
Treaty of Ghent, whiÄh provided that slaves carried 
away by the British should be paid for. rhe Su­
preme Court never decided that there is no projierty 
in slaves. _ , • 

Various amendments were offered, and there were 
exciting scenes between several members. Finally 
the Committee rose, #rid the bills were passed— 
that of Hodges, by a vote of 125 to 28. 

And the Iloase adjourned till to-morrow.
