Romeo Coates.

We find, in an English paper, a short account of
n most eccentrie gentleman, who eut a very cons
<iderable figure in the theatrical world at one time.
"The following is the brief and interesting biography,
which we take from the London Telegraph :

Romeo Coutes.—The ntrie gentleman who
rejoiced in this sobriquet passed from among
us.and that throngh one uf)lhe thousand ills that
Loudon flesh is heiro.

Coates was run over by a lmrkm-y cab! Hu
ating is the association that he, who was once “lhe
observed of all ohservers” for the splendor of his
equipage, should be sent out of the world by the
reckless driver of a street eab! What s vul
leveller of all distinetions is our metropolitan Jehu,
at 8d. the mile by act of inment.

Mr. Robert Coates (who inherited the name of
Romeo from his amateur performance of the love-
sick Montague) was originally a wealthy West In-
dia proprietor, and possessed considernble estates in
the sland of Antigua. Thus gifted with ample
means for indulging a somewhat extravagant taste,
Mr. Coates was, some forty years since,a man
upon town, of the first order of ccrenmﬂty He
acquired an extensive out-door fame, b Ly dn\in‘ u
enrricle of unigue build, which one of Coates’s ad-
mirers described ax one of the very neatest things
ever seen in London before or sing Well do we
remember its body, in the form of a cockle-shell,
perhaps more gcnmnc 1o the Serpentine than St.
