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The Ratification of the Treaty. 
Contrary to all reasonable conclusions, the Mex­

ican House of Representatives, by a majority of 
sixteen out of eighty-six members present, has rati­
fied the Treaty of Peace; and there is no doubt 
that the Senate has concurred in the act ; indeed, 
from the peculiar constitution of that body, it can­
not be expected that it will dissent from the opin 
ions of the President fur the time being. The 
Treaty, therefore, is made ; and the first Mexican— 
we were about to write Punic—war is concluded 
That the peace is honorable to this country we"will 
not assert—indeed, the less said upon that point, 
the better for all parties ; that it will be lasting, we 
cannot for a moment believe. The power that made 
it has not the confidence of the Mexican nation, 
and will not be in existence to enforce the stipula­
tions of the Treaty for a month after the departure 
of our soldiers. That any other portion of the Mex­
ican people will feel bound to observe a contract 
which they in heart repudiate, is what, from past 
observation ami a tolerable knowledge of the Mex­
ican character and morals, we should deem it in 
the highest degree presumptuous to affirm. We 
believe that the thing will prove an abortion, and 
that the only good which the Republic can derive 
from it is the immediate excuse which it affords for 
abandoning a country which we had conquered 
unexpectedly, and which we were not prepared, at 
the moment, wholly to retain. The Treaty is a 
tolerable cover under which to hack out from our 
position and abandon some rather costly and trou­
blesome acquisitions—but that is all. No adminis­
tration would have been rafe'in proposing the an­
nexation of the whole of Mexico, nor in advocating 
a Proconsular Government over it as a conquered 
dependency ; and for that reason, both the demo­
crats in power, and the whigs who hope to come 
in, were willing and anxious to patch up some sort 
of a Treaty which should restore things to some 
thing like their old order, and bring about a state 
of affairs which would not too severely test the ca­
pacities of very moderately qualified men. In this 
they hture succeeded, at the cost of some reputation 
and about twenty millions of dollars. But the end 
is not yet. The Second Punic war cannot be long 
delayed—and if that be not final, the Third cer­
tainly will be. The United States is to extend to 
the Isthmus of Darien, whatever politicians may 
plan or parties resolve. The thing is decided on, 
and it is useless to resist Fate. 

PEACE!  PEACE!—A salute of thirty guns was 
yesterday fired from the Place d'Armes and Lafay­
ette .Square, in honor of the ratification of the trea­
ty between Mexico and the United States. The 
" big guns" boomed as loud as they did upon the 
battle plains of Palo Alto and liuena Vista. a

BURNING OF THE STEAMBOAT CLARKSVILI.E, 
AND SERIOUS LOSS OF LIVES.— The steamboat 
Tributary, which arrived here yesterday, brought 
intelligence of the burning of the Clarksville, while 
on her passage from this port to Memphis. On the 
28itanst., about four o'clock, p. M., she was disco­
vered tobe on fire, while near Ozark's Island, five 
miles below the mouth of the Arkansas river. The 
fire originated jn the wood-rack, on the starboard 
side, immediately abreast of the boilers, and spread 
so rapidly that in less than five minutes the whole 
boat was enveloped in flames. As soon as the fire 
was discovered, the boat was run ashore, when two 
explosions soon followed, one of the boilers and one 
of gunpowder. Five negroes and six ot eight deck 
passengers, among whom were two young ladies, 
were lost. Capt. Holmes, after having swam ashore 
with his wife, returned to the wreck, and while en­
deavoring to assist others, perished in the flames. 
Boat and cargo a total loss — insurance on the 
boat, $10,000.

Important from Mexico. 
Passage of the Treaty through the Cham­

ber of Deputies. 
By the steamship Edith, Captain Couillard, we 

have received late and important news from the 
city of Mexico. By a note from our correspondent, 
"Chaparral," dated on the 21st inst., we are in­
formed that on the evening of the 18th the treaty 
passed the Chamber of Deputies by a vote of fifty-
one to thirty-five. This is a much stronger opposi­
tion than was anticipated, as it will be recollected 
that it was asserted there were but fifteen members 
opposed to peace. 

The following is the note referred to : 
CITY or MEXICO , May 21,1848. 

I have but a few moments to say to you that the treaty of 
peace passed through the Chamber of Deputies on the even 
ing of the 18th instant, at a quarter past 6 o'clock, by a vote 
of 51 to 35. A letter from Uuerctaro say?, 44 you may look 
for the news in Mexico, of its passage through the Senate, 
by Monday (to-morrow.") CHAPARRAL. 

We may, therefore—-judging from the contents of 
the above—expect the very speedy ratification of 
the treaty. • 

[Correspondence of the Daily Crescent.] 
CITY OF MEXICO , May 18,1848 

Yesterday evening we had a rumor here that the Chamber 
of Deputies had passed the modified treaty, by a vote ot 45 to 
31? but it was impossible to trace it to any reliable source. 
Some said Doyle had it, others that Mr. s express had 
brought it in, and in fact rumor traced it to a thousand places, 
but. in none of which could it be found. The general im­
pression prevailing that it would very soon pass through the 
Chamber of Deputies, gave the rumor more credence than 
it would have otherwise obtained. Some ot those connected 
with the press in your city placed so much confidence in it, 
that they started it ort" by express for Vera Cruz, and it has 
possibly reached your city and been circulated—if not to 
create the first impression as Leonidas saysrjp be a 44 little" 
ahead of anything else. It is now 2 o'clocîfffrtlie afternoon, 
and I am sure no news has arrived of the passage of the 
treaty. My own express of last night brought nothing of 
it—our Commissioners know nothing of it, the British 
Minister knows nothing of it, and many who are ques­
tioned on the subject say they understood that 1 had receiv­
ed it. It will probably turn out as my lluerétaro corres­
pondent said—that it will pass through the Chamber of De­
puties this day. If the real news of its ratification should 
reach New Orleans a short time after the express wliich left 
here last night, you must admit that the anticipated news has 
a right to stand A.l ; for if it passes that body or has passed 
it, the Senate will be sure to pass it ; and, in anticipation, 1 
might forward you the news that it hail "passed the Senate,'1 

assured, at the same time, that such action had been had on 
it before it should reach you. 

The question of peace seems pretty well settled in the pub­
lic m.nd, and most of the anti-believers in it have been whip­
ped in. For myself, I must contes» that things.have an aw­
ful squinting that way, and unless my present tendencies to 
conversion meet with a sudden check, I shall be forced to 
believe in Mexican protestations once, and so say with the 
rest—we shall have peace. 

1 have no doubt that should the deputies favorably dispose 
of the treaty, the Senate will run it through, and our Com-
mUsioners repair at once to Querétaro and do their do. In 
the meantime everything will be preparing for a departure for 
the co?ist ; for 1 am sorry to inform you, that the General-in-
Chief holds to his original purpose of shipping the troops 
from Vergara and Antigua. The quartermasters will dis­
pose of all their surplus etf'ects by auction, and the uom-
missaries will do in like manner with such provisions as they 
cannot transport to the coast. Some of the principal physi­
cians held a consultation a day or two ago, and reported to 
the General that we would lose less men by shipping them at 
once, than to encamp them during the rainy season about 
Jalapa and Encerro. This decision, and the idea the General 
entertains that he cannot keep the 44 during Uie war men " 
after peace is made, will induce him to send them home as 
fast as transportation can be obtained, and so certain is 
he of peace, that 1 understand Gen. Patterson will leave in a 
few days for Jalapa and Vera Cruz to superintend the trans­
portation. 
1 do not know how this shipping troops at or near Vera Cruz, 

during the epidemic, is going to operate, but 1 fear we will 
lose many men by it. One case of lever on board a sailing 
vessel, and particularly one with a long uortiiern passage, 
would spread all through the ship, and in thatcaae few would 
reach the land ihey sailed lor. 

As you will see by the enclosed General Orders, Lieuts. 
Hare, Dutton, and Tilden, and the Canadian Frenchman, 
Laverty, have been sentenced to be hanged on tiie Ü5th inst. 
Whether they will be reprieved is beyond conjectuie now. 
When the deed was first perpetrated, the indignation of the 
army was great, and the cry was, 44 punishment upon those 
who had thus outraged their honors," but now that the sen­
tence of death has been passed upon them , rejection follows, 
and they wish that the punishment was less severe upon men 
who had borne their breasts to the storm of battle, and who 
had won that high reputation in their country's defence 
which one act has darkened. Both Hare and Tilden were 
wounded in leading their soldiers to victory in this valley, 
and both gained particular credit in the operations, but they 
have not only destroyed that reputation, but all their hopes in 
this lite. 

A little more about that pay-roll ; it was shown to a num­
ber of persons here by tiie broker, which getting to the ears of 
Lient. Bennett, he or some of Iiis friends paid the money and 
took it up, the broker promising to keep silence on the sub­
ject. Major Stewart recollects having marked it as already 
paid, and 1 do not think he can save himself by having taken 
it up. 1 did hope that I could procure the falsely signed roil, 
and send it to you, but I was toiled, as above stated. It is 
generally known here that I have written to you on this sub­
ject, and so certain^am I that 1 am right, that 1 do not pretend 
to deny it or evade the responsibility. 

A train of one hundred and forty wagons came in this 
morning from Vera Cruz, escorted by Sibley's dragoons. 

A party of officers have returned from a successf ul expedi­
tion to the summit of Popocatapetl. One of them descended 
some distance into the mouth of the crater, and brought out a 
handlal of virgin sulphur. Three hundred years and more 
have elapsed since Cortez sent Sandoval tour hundred feet 
into the crater to obtain sulphur to make powder. Necessity-
took the first couquerers there, whilst the second were actuated 
by nought save daring adventure. 

We have the proceedings of the Mexican Congress up to 
the night of the 15th. The chambers were still engaged in 
the discussion of the treaty, in secret session. The oath of 
office had been administered to Peiiay Pefia, and he was qua­
lified as Provisional President. lie returned thanks lor the 
honor conferred upon him, in which he took occasion to say, 
that his course would be the same as that pursued previously, 
and particularly directed to save the nationality of Mexico. 

The mail is in from the United States, for the army. Jn 
copying an article from a Matamora* paper relative to affairs 
in Chilijiahua, you took occasion to say it is more probable 
than that received through me from Mexico. As to the pro­
bability I cannot say, but what I sent you from Chihuahua, 
is substantially true, notwithstanding. Near El Paso, the 
stampede spoken of did take place, and we lost some men, 
how many I cannot say. I receive advices from Chihuahua 
in fifteen days, sometimes twelve. The account I sent you 
of the battle at Santa Cruz de Rosaies, will show the Flag's 
news is wrong, for the governor surrendered no artillery until 
he was whipped. 

7>£ O'CLOCK, P. M . 
The diligence is in from Querétaro. A letter dated the 

night of the 16th, from my correspondent, says:—44 Th^ 
Chamber of Deputies were in session at 8 o'clock, p. M.. dis­
cussing the treaty in secret session. How far thoy have pro­
gressed it is impossible for me to say, for they are less com­
municative than I have evei known them. The opinion is, 
however, that they will have done with it by the evening of 
the 18th, if not sooner, and a very few days after Mexico will 
have also ratified the treaty of Gnadulupe, modifications and 
all. The news from the six States adjacent, is without inte­
rest, and for near two days I have heard nothing of a revolu­
tion, nor of Paredes, Almonte, or Ampudia." From the 
above letter, written at night on thelGth, you will see that it. 
is impossible the treaty could have been ratified on the 16th, 
and reached here before night on the 17th, and if it has been 
expressed to your city that it has passed, it was love's labor 
lost. By the mail from the other States, I find nothing wor­
thy translation, and will close. CHAPARRAL. 

MEXICO , May 21,1848. 
Eds. Crcscent—The news of tbe ratification of the Treaty 

by the Chamber of Deputies was received in this city last 
night. It passed by a vote of 51 to 35. By this you will see 
that the number of war men in Congress is much greater 
than was anticipated, it having been said that not more than 
fifteen would vot* against the Treaty. Jt is possible that 
Rejon and Almonte mai have influenced those members 
who voted in opposition. The threats ot these bellicose gen­
tlemen were not carried into effect, probably because they 
dared not at the present moment adopt such extreme meas­
ures. Yet 1 have no doubt that they will make the most 
strenuous efforts to get up a revolution and overthrow the 
present Government as soon as our forces are withdrawn. 

Though the Peace party at present seems so strong, we 
cannot hope for the permanence of the pacific feeling which 
at present pervades the country. We all know the facility 
with which the Government changes hands in this country, 
and the means to which a minority invariably resorts to get 
into power. The only circumstance favorable to the contin-
uance of peace—after it shall have been definitely settled—is 
the utter disorganization of the army, and the contempt into 
which it has fallen with the people. The first use to which 
the $15.000,000 will be to reorganize the military establish­
ment; in fact, the Government has already expressed its de­
termination to do so as speedily as possible. The effect of 
this will be to throw the administration of affairs again into 
the hand» of the army, which burns to avenge upon the 
United States its loss of honor and the many defeats which 
it has suffered from our troops. A new paper, recently es­
tablished in this city, entitled 44£/ Espirito del Siglo," in 
the course of one of its editorials, holds the following 
language : 

" The treaty has not achieved peace; the mutual existence 
of Rome and Carthage is incompatible. Nor can the truce 
he maintained between Mexico and Washington, which the 
respective situations of Rome and Carthage permitted, be­
cause there is between the Mexican and American territories 
a space which can be traversed in a few hours only. We 
have then only changed war lor war. * * * 

"Our Iinvaders are soldiers, and they have destroyed the 
power ot Mexico to maintain an army; not by their arms, 
but by preaching every where the opprobrium of that class, 
*na to which our misfortunes unhappily give an api>earance 
oi truth. 

And with such elements shall we achieve peace ? Shall 
we obtain, at the cost of honor, even the hope of a future 

" jll territory which remains to Mexico be 
respected. Trie religious war~thç war of cuttcs—the op­

probrium which has fallen upon whatever is most respecta­
ble in society—our own misery—presage a horrible future." 

Notwithstanding the strenuous efforts of the war party, we 
may now speedily look for the complete ratification of the 
Treaty. It will undoubtedly pass the Senate in a few days. 
Almost every one here is making preparations to leave the 
country, and Gen. Butler will soon issue orders for all the 
troops to concentrate at this point, in view of a march to the 
coast. Gen. P. F. Smith ha%been appointed to superintend 
the embarkation of the troops at VeraCruz, and will leave 
for that purpose in a few days. 

The Special Commission for the trial of the burglars and 
murderers found them all guilty, and sentenced them to be 
hung. Gen. Butler approved the sentence, but remitted it in 
the cases of Sergeants Wragg and Stewart, and Private 
Wall, of the 7th Infantry. The officers are to be hu^on the 
25th. Every one applauds the justice of this verdict. Arm­
strong and Hollister, who turned state's-evidence, are to be 
kept in close confinement until the end of the war, and then 
discharged. ——— MONTKZGMA. 

03=- From the Monitor Repuhlicano of the 21st, 
we extract the following letter announcing the rat­
ification of the treaty by the Chamber of Deputies : 

UUERETARO , May 19, 1848. 
At last this population is relieved from that state of mortal 

anxiety in which it has been kept, by a debate of a graver 
character than any which has engaged its attention since the 
establishment of our independence. At a quarter past six in 
the evening, the ratification of the treaty was voted by 
51 to 35 who were for the war. Senors Lacunza and Rosa 
were the last speakers ; they both displayed immense power, 
and have proved themselves consummate statesmen. 

The clanger has passed ; the Senate will immediately take 
up the business and, less numerous, less turbulent, without 
comprising in its bosom a single man who has in any way 
shown a disposition to mutilate the national representation, 
by keeping away from the session, it is impossible that the 
afft ir eau be left undecided, or that it be not decided happily 
and opportunely. 

I do not wish oy these remarks to cast any obloquy on the 
Chamber of Deputies: it has conducted itself with dignity 
and magnanimity. The warmth which has been displayed 
in the discussion will ever do it honor; and with rare excep­
tions, good faith has shone out conspicuously in each party, 
among those advocating peace and those contending for war. 
On both sides of the question there are illustrious men ; all 
defended their opinions with decorum and due self-restraint. 

QUERETARO , May 19, 1848. 
It was at quarter past six o'clock in the evening that the 

treaty was approved of, by 51 to 35. The last speakers were 
Senor Rosa, the Minister, and a gentleman named Aguitar, 
the latter in opposition. * 

My friend, all has terminated happily. As the government 
express leaves this city to-night at 10 o'clock, I have decided 
in sending off yours also, in order that you may be more 
speedily put in possession of this favorable news. 

The Murder and Burglary Case.

SENTENCE—The Commission having maturely considered 
the testimony adduced, found the accused "Guilty" as 
charged and sentenced him I Lieutenant B. P. Tilden, 2d Re­
giment of Infantry, 44 To be hanged by the neck until he is 
dead, dead, dead. Two-thirds of the Court concurred in this 
sentence." 

5th—Sergeants Ii. F. Wragg and Stewart, and Private 
John Wall, 7th Infantry. 

CHARGE 1st—14 Murder."—Specification. — In this, that 
Sergeants B. F. Wragg and Stewart, and Private Johy 
Wall, of the 7th Infantry, did, on the 5th day of April, in 
the year of Christ one thousand eight hundred and forty-
eight, iu the City of Mexico, wit h maiice aforethought, com­
mit murder npon Manuel Zorriza, a peaceable citizen of the 
said City of Mexico, by shooting him in the head." 

CHARGE 2d—44 Burglary.—Specification.—14 In this, that 
the said Sergeants B. F. Wragg and Stewart, and Private 
John Wall, did, on the 5th day of April, in the yeai of 
Christone thousand eight hundred and forty-eight, in the 
City of Mexico, before daylight, forcibly and with felonious 
intent, break into and enter a house in said City of Mexico, 
situate on Calle de la Palma, and numbered five." To all 
which the prisoners each pleaded—44 NotGnilty." 

SENTENCE .—The Commission after mature consideration 
on the testimony adduced, found the prisoners each and sev­
erally "Guilty" as charged, and sentence them. Sergeant 
B. F. Wragg and Stewart, and Private John Wall, 44 To 
be hanged by the neck until dead, drdtU dead. In this sen­
tence- two-thirds of tiie Court concurred. ' 

II. The Major-General Commanding approves the pro­
ceedings, findings, and sentences of the Military Commis­
sion fn the foregoing cases. 

Lieutenants Isaac Hare, and B. F. Dutton, 2d Regiment 
Pennsylvania Volunteers, and B. P. Tilden, 2d Regiment In­
fantry, and John Laverty, will be executed on the 25th inst., 
between the hours of 8 and 11 o'clock, A. M.. under the direc­
tion of the'Military and Civil Governor of the City of Mexico. 

Upon the recommendation of the Court, the sentences in 
the cases of Sergeants B. F. Wragg and Stewart, and Pri­
vate John Wall, of the 7th Infantry, are respectively remit­
ted. They will be kept in close confinement until the close 
of t^e war, when they will each be dishonorably discharged 
from the service. 

Upon the like recommendation of the Court, no further 
proceedings will be taken against the prisoners, Jesse Arm­
strong and J. A. Hollis'er, who appeared as witnesses for tho 
prosecution. They will be kept in close confinement until 
the close of. the war, and then set at liberty. 

III. The Military Commission, of which Colonel M. V. 
Thomson, 3d Regiment Kentucky Volunteers, j$ President, 
is hereby dissolved. By older of Major-General BUTLER. 

From the Louisville Journal. 
New York, May 23, 11, p. M.—A telegraphic dis­

patch from Paris, dated May 5th, was received by 
the steamship Hermann. It is the latest news re­
ceived. Some unexplained difficulty had occur­
red at the organization of the new republic. A 
compromise was effected and Lamartine, Dupont de 
l'Eure and Ledru-Rollin, were proposed as consuls. 
There were three candidates for President. The 
vote of the chamber stood, Bushu, 31)1, \ ulate 234, 
Komb 91—tiie former being chosen. The dispatch 
hints that the consulate compromise was the result 
of intimidation by the mob. No particulars are re­
ceived. 

We are inclined to doubt the truth of the above 
as far as it relates to the difficulty at the organiza­
tion of the Republic, as all the reports of the same 
nature which we have received througli English 
channels, have proved incorrect.

The Bank of England. 
A letter from London, published by our neighbor 

of the Bulletin, yesterday morning, asserts very 
distinctly that the Bank of England is in a preca­
rious condition, and that it may soon have to stop 
payment—or, as tkey manage those things in that 
land of pretence and humbug, the government 
may, as it did on a former occasion, forbid the bank 
to pay'gold and silver, in order to " prevent a drain 
of the precious metals from the country." The 
truth seems to be, that all faith in monarclis and 
monarchies is lost in Western Europe, and the sta­
bility of the English government is not considered 
greater than that of other kingdoms, even if it be 
so great. Under these circumstances, the Conti­
nental holders of the English public debt are selling 
out to the credulous subjects of Victoria as rapidly 
as possible, and are withdrawing their capital from 

1 the country in gold, either to secrete until the storm 
is over, or to invest in some peaceful and powerful 
country, whose institutions defy revolution, like 
our own. It may be too, that the Emperor of Rus­
sia, who is one of the largest English fund holders, 
is beginning his contemplated campaign for the 
suppression of liberty and the absorption of Tur­
key, upon the weakest point of the power most 
likely to show a determined opposition to the latter 
part of his design. Whether the Autof rat is act 
ing thus or not, it is certain that other fund holders 
are withdrawing gold, and that the process will be 
continued whether the bank stop payment or not. 
The stopdage would only have the effect of robbing 
the creditors of the gov ernment of a portion of their 
claims, but it would at the same time, by making 
gold useless as money, facilitate its exit from the 
kingdom. » 

Barnburners and Old Hunkers. 
Our readers will perceive by the news from Bal­

timore, that the proceedings of the third day of the 
Democratic Convention was taken up in hearing 
the arguments of the two factions of the party in 
New York, as to their respective rights to seats in 
the Convention. The names by which these di­
visions of the democratic party are known, are pe­
culiar ajul expressive, but unless explained would 
be very apt to mislead strangers. The Barnburn­
ers are by no means addicted to the crime of ar­
son, nor have ihey so far as we can learn evinced 
any general or decided antipathy to those very use­
ful depositories of the fruits of the earth's fertility 
and man's labor, commonly called barns. On the 
contrary, being mostly farmers, they are rather a 
barn-building and barn-preserving race, than a 
barn-destroying people. Nor must they be con­
founded with the "Anti-renters," which is quite 
a distinct faction, having no affinity that we know 
of to any branch of democracy. So far as we can 
ascertain the facts of the case, they obtained their 
name in this wise : being rather radical in their 
political notions, they on more than one occasion 
attacked the old usages of the party to root out 
what ihey considered abuses. This displeased 
those who had grown fat on the system of things 
as they are, or were, and led to many severe re­
bukes of the reforming spirit. Among others, one 
day, in the New York Legislature, one of the old 
party described the new as being " about equal in 
wisdom to the farmer, who in order to get rid of the 
rats with which his graneries were infected, burnt 
down his barn." To this it was replied that " they 
would certainly burn down the barn if they could 
not get rid of the vermin in any other manner." 
Prom that time lo this, the radical portion of the 
New York democracy have been known as the 
Barnburners.« The Old Hunkers derive their name 
from a Low-Dutch word, hunk ; what" the precise 
meaning of this musical monosylable may be, as 
defined by the lexicographers of that ancient and 
learned language, we do not know, as we have not 
a Dutch dictionary at hand ; but we do know very 
well what the old hunk is, having been there some 
thousand times when a boy ; and it may be prac­
ticably defined thus : 1st, the usual place or post 
in the play ground to which the boys run when 
playing ball, hide and seek, etc. ; 2d, the old 
play-ground itself; 3d, the corner where the chil­
dren meet to play—and in this sense it is almost 
synonymous with Kinderhuok ; and 4th, any usual 
place of resort, particularly the most public corner 
in a Dutch village. Figuratively and politically 
speaking, therefore, the Old Hunkers are those who 
play at the old corners, resort to the old stamping-
grounds, and abide by the old manners and customs. 
In England they are known as Conservatives, and 
in France as the men of the old rcgiine—the fel­
lows w ho never forgot and never learn any thing. 
Whether this latter part is descriptive of the New 
Vork faction, we will not pretend to say, as the ex­
pression of any opinion on our part might be con­
strued by the over-sensitive into an interference 
with party-matters—and party-matters are never 
the cleanest or most pleasant things to liandle. 

Baltimore Convention—Third Day. 

By the steamboat Peytona we have received the 
Louisville Courier of the 25th, in which we find a 
telegraphic summary of the third day's proceedings 
of the Baltimore Convention, which we give below. 
It does not appear that thus far the Democracy 
have been very harmonious. 

BALTIMORE, May 24, 9 p. M. 
Up to 10 A. M. the Democratic Convention did 

nothing. Amotion to admit Congressmen, toseats 
within the hall was laid on the table. No invi­
dious distinctions, it was proclaimed, would be al­
lowed. 

Mr. Cameron, moved that the revolutionary sol­
diers, then present, be allowed seats within the bar 
of the hall—carried. 

Mr. Boggs, of N. C., off-red a resolution to ad­
mit both sets of delegates from New York ; laid on 
the table. 

The order of the day was called for, to-wit : The 
resolution, allowing the claimants to speak in de­
fence of their claims. 

Mr. Dickenson, old Hunker, spoke first ; after 
him followed Mr. Smith, Barn-burner. Messrs. 
Foster, Hunker ; and Preston King, Barn-burner, 
then spoke for one hour each. 

The Convention then adjourned till 5 p. M. 

Mr. Preston King, in his speech, said that the 
Wilmot proviso was the ultimatum of his associates. 
The Ohio delegation by solemn resolution, -had 
avowed it, and if it was overlooked the Democrat­
ic party would disband. 

Mr. Yancey, of Alabama, after the delegates had 
spoken, moved that the Hunker delegates be re­
ceived. He spoke against the Wilmot proviso 
and maintains that slavery was solely a State in? 
stitution. 

From Texas. 
By the steamship Palmetto, Capt. Smith, arrived 

from Galveston yesterday afternoon, we have re­
ceived Galveston papers to the 27th. 

The News says that the law of the last Legisla­
ture, directing the public sale of the Customhouse 
property, was to have been complied with on"the 
29th. The property consisted of fourteen lots next 
the water and nearest the channel.' The improve­
ments consist of the Customhouse of the former 
Republic and two Government storehouses. The 
whole sold for 010,005, Judge Taber being the pur­
chaser. The opinion was entertained by some that 
the property had been ceded to the United States 
under the Annexation resolutions. 

W. T. Pay, an eminent member of the Irish bar, 
died in Galveston on the 26th. He had come South 
for his health. 

SNOW.—The Asheville, (N.C.) Messenger states, 
that the mountains in the vicinity of that town were 
covered with snow on the morning of the 12th inst. 
That looks like " winter lingering in the lap of 
Spring." 

HOT.—At Boston on the I9th inst., the thermom­
eter stood 90° in the shade. 

HT- Col. Charles G. Geddes, formerly a member 
of the South Carolina State Legislature and for 
many years an Alderman of the city of Charleston, 
died in that city on the 24th inst. 

—The steamship California, of 1000 
tons, was launched from the yard of W. H. Webb, 
at New\ ork, on the 19th. She is intended for the 
Pacific line of packets of Messrs. Howland, Aspin-
wall & Co. 

The Balize Once More. 
Dear Crescent—When tiie farcical etymon ascribed by 

Senator Dix to the settlement of Balize, on Honduras Bay, 
met my eye, I felt tempted' to send you a few researches, 
gathered on the meaning of the word, as connected with the 
entrance of the Mississippi. But cui bono ?—a query which, 
with the course of years, has become a portion of all my 
judgements—arose in my mind, and I abstained from the in­
tended task. 

Well did the Greeks define etymologies to be alazona mar-
deceitful witnesses of the meaning of words; but un­

less Mr. Dix had studied to deceive himself, he certainly 
could not have fallen upon a more deceptive origin of the 
word Balize. Had the freebooter's name, to which it is 
traced, been Wallace, instead of Willis as assumed, it were 
easy to understand that, with the natural tendency to a fu­
sion of the letter V into B, which characterizes a corrupt 
pronunciation of the Spanish, the unwary might have readily 
made a mistake. 

But to any one familiar with the structure of the Spanish 
Language, and the controlling influence of Celtic and Moor­
ish aspirates, the word would have assumed the shape of 
Guillis or Ouallace, and not Balize. Hence, to the present 
day, out of twenty Spaniards, nineteen would pronounce the 
name of Washington Guasington, and of Worth, just as the 
Anglo-Saxons pronounced it in the ninth century, Gueorth, 
which is the true original of the name. 

Yet it seems that a correspondent, on the authority of 
Lord Verulam, thinks that the meaning of the word may be 
accounted for by Iiis Lordship's statement. Save and ex­
cept the questionable connection between gibbeted bodies of 
•pirates and the true uses of balises, there is in the account 
some approach to the real state of the case. Still, that is 
vague and unsatisfactory. 

Ducange, in his Glossary of the Middle Ages—a treasury 
of forgotten knowledge, enlarged by the patient additions of 
the learned congregation of St. Maur—gives the only true 
and correct account of the word, under the heads Balisia 
and Balisagium : 11Balisiœsays he, " stipites aut fas­
tes sunt, scopulorum indicia2, aqua; fundo defizœ "—balises 
are stakes or sticks, planted at the bottom of the water, to 
point out the breakers or reefs. 

In the Supplement to Ducange, by Dom Carpentier, a 
Benedictine of St. Maur, we find the following definition : 
Balisagium, prœstatio, seu tributum, quod pro aid ici is, 
vulgo' Balises, quœ ad dirigendas naves in portubus ap-
poni soient, exigitur : balisage is the payment, or toll, ex­
acted for the water-marks, known as balises, which are wont 
to be put down as guides to vessels into port. 

He then quotes, from the Consuetudo Maris, the follow-
ingtext of maritime law : he maistre est tenu lui mettre 
Balis, qu'ils apiergent à plain, que les naviguants n'y 
ayent dominaige : the master is held to put down bulises, 
that should plainly be seen, in order that 110 damage to navi­
gation may accrue therefrorti. Carpentier adds that the word 
bal is, which is here in the plural number, is but a mediuval 
corruption of the Latin word palus, nominative plural pali, 
stakes or poles. 

Roquefort's Etymologies of the French Language, ancient 
and modern, tracing the word to the same derivative, are 
equally clear on the subject, and, although not sustained by 
thf authorities adduced by Carpentier, are no less conclusive 
as to the true meaning of balise, which he defines to be— 
J\Iarque} pieu, mat. élevé, ou tonneau, pour indiquer les 
ecneils, les endroits dangereux aux bateaux (tans une ri­
vière, aux bâtiments sur les côtes : balise, a mark, a stake, a 
tall mast, or a cask, to point out shoals and dangerous places 
to crafts in rivers and to ships 011 the coast. 

To close this list of authorities, so obvious as to the true 
meaning of balise, I would make a last reference to a very 
old Spanish Dictionary : Valiza, qualquier palo que sc pone 
por serial sobre los bar os y bancos para los navegantes : 
balise, a stake, whatever, set up as a mark on shoals and 
sand-banks for the guidance of navigators. 

From the above definitions and authorities, the reader may 
easily infer the nature of the waters, which have given to the 
settlement of Balize the name which it now enjoys. A. D.
